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Tx Ag Commissioner Declares 
Cotton Emergency, Defies EPA

Rick Perry Will Speak In KC On Thursday at 1:00 PM.
By Dave Thompson

Texas Agriculture Commis- 
sionerRick Perry has gone against 
a decision by the federal Environ­
mental Protection Agency and is­
sued an emergency order that al­
lows the use o f Furadan on cotton 
crops in Texas. This emergency 
crisis exemption by Peny is the 
result o f a massive and devastat­
ing infestation o f current cotton 
crops by the cotton aphid. Travel­
ing around the state to explain his 
action. Perry will be in Knox City 
this Thursday afternoon to talk 
with local farmers and others as­
sociated with the cotton industry.

Scheduled to k icko ff at 1:00 
p.m. at the Community Center 
(212 South 3rd. Street), the meet­
ing will focus on government over­
regulation and how the regula­
tions threaten landowners' rights.

During the Knox City meeting. 
Perry will discuss how the U.S. 
Environmental ProtectionAgency 
directly contributed to the cotton 
aphid crisis, currently occurring 
in West Texas and Knox County, 
by banning the use o f the insecti­
cide Furadan in Texas and four 
other states, but not in Oklahoma. 
As a result o f this directive by the 
EPA and the hardship it has 
placed on the cotton crop this year. 
Perry has issued a crisis exemp­
tion allowing the use o f this in­
secticide.

The exemption issued by Perry 
and the Texas Department o f Ag­
riculture against the EPA just 
might be the direct result o f ac­
tion that started right here in our 
local area.

The fight against the decision 
by the Environmental Protection 
Agency to outlaw the use of the 
insecticide Furadan began almost

as soon as the EPA issued its 
directive. Affecting four cotton 
producing states besides Texas, 
but excluding cotton producing 
Oklahoma, the EPA directive was 
supposed to be aimed toward an 
overall goal of reducing the use 
o f insecticides. Typical o f action 
by the federal government, their 
wisdom was to replace the single 
inseaicide, Furadan, with three 
other insecticides that only work 
50-60% as well in curtailing cot­
ton aphids.

According to Stan W ojcik, 
owner and operator o f Air Ag,

Inc. o f Knox City, in their attempt 
to reduce insecticide use, the 
EPA decision "actually increased 
the amount o f insecticides being 
used on cotton crops." In a study 
by Steve Morren, an independent 
agricultural consultant and the 
owner/operator o f Ag Manage­
ment in Munday, the current 
insecticides authorized by the EPA 
for use on cotton crops (Bidrin, 
Lorsban, & Lannate) now re­
quire a projected usage o f 2.25 
pounds o f active ingredient per 
acre. The use o f Furadan would 
have only been .50 pound per 
acre. "The EPA regulation against 
Furadan actually increased the use 
o f insecticides by 1.75 pounds of 
chem icals per acre", stated

Wojcik, who went on to say, 
"Because the other insecticides 
are only 50-60% as effective, not 
only are cotton farmers having to 
dump more chemicals on their 
land, they are also having to pay 
an average o f $20.00 more per 
acre in chemical and spraying 
costs." It isn't hard to figure out 
how much that cost figure alone 
affects cotton farmers, and our 
local economy.

But, that's certainly not the end 
o f the story. By having to use the 
three 'approved' chemicals that 
only woik 50-60% as well, cotton 
farmers are currently facing a cot­
ton crisis because the 40-50% of 
aphids not killed by these insecti­
cides are literally destroying thou­
sands o f acres o f what would have 
been a very good cotton crop.

According to Wojcik, "Once 
aphids get into cotton, theirpopu- 
lation literally explodes." Aphids 
that enter a cotton crop can multi­
ply by the millions in less than 7 
days. By using currently autho­
rized EPA approved chemicals 
that only kill 50-60% o f aphids, 
the remaining 40-50% can easily 
ruin a crop. "With the use of 
Furadan, the kill rate is as high as 
99.9% with just one application," 
stated Wojcik. When asked how 
bad the current crisis is for cotton 
farmers, Wojcik said that "every 
day when I fly to and from an area 
for spraying, I fly at 400 feet. By 
the end o f every flight, my plane's 
windshield is covered witii aphids 
that are flying from one field to 
another." Wojcik went on to 
explain, "last Tliursday I checked 
plants inafield  and found40 to 50 
aphids per plant. By M onday 
morning, the same plants were

totally covered by aphids."
The current aphid infestation 

could easily mean a loss of ap­
proximately 1/2 o f a bale per 
acre. That loss figures out at 
$185.00 per acre. Add the in­
creased chemical and spraying 
cost o f $20.00per acre to this, and 
the end result is a net loss to the 
cotton farmer o f about $205.00 
per acre. Again, it isn't hard to 
figure out how that will affect 
cotton farm ers and our local 
economy.

Besides Wojcik and Morten, 
others in our area who played a 
key role in getting Commissioner 
Perry to declare an Emergency 
C risis  E xem ption  w ere Jim  
Cottingham of Petty Flying Ser­
vice in M unday, Bill Baker, 
Sammy B. White, and State Rep­
resentative David Counts. The 
concentrated effort by these men 
came about because of a serious 
concern for the cotton farmer. In 
the case o f Stan Wojcik and Jim 
Cottingham, both will actually 
lose income as a result of the 
action by Perry. Because the three 
chemicals approved by EPA had 
to be applied three times to be 
even 40-50% effective, both men 
flew a lot more to spray Knox 
County cotton crops. By revert­
ing back to the use o f Furadan, 
most fields will only have to be 
sprayed one time for a 99.9% kill 
rate. Even though that means less 
flying and less income for the 
crop dusting aviators, "Money 
was not our concern", stated 
Wojcik, "our main concern was 
the condition o f the cotton crop 
and what it means to the economy 
of the area."

With regards to the action by 
Ag. Commissioner Rick Perry to 
allow the use o f Furadan to con­
trol the current aphid crisis, 
Wojcik stated "He (Perrry) stuck 
his neck out for the farmers and 
I'm proud of him. His action saved 
the cotton crop in this area."

Those with an interest in this 
matter are urged to be at the Com­
munity Center on Thursday after­
noon at 1:00 p.m. to visit with 
Commissioner Perry.

Need A Soil Test? It's Free
The Texas Agricultural Exten­

sion Service and the Soil Conser­
vation Service are sponsoring a 
free soil testing program through 
the Seymoiu* Aquifer Project for 
producers in Knox and Haskell 
counties. The free soil testing 
program  w ill extend through 
September 1,1994.

Soil sampling should be done 
each year to determine the amount 
o f nutrients left in the soil from 
the last crop. The soil sample 
should be taken from a unifomi 
area o f the freld and represent 
from 10 to 40 acres. Take 10 to 15 
samples from the field and mix in 
a clean plastic bucket, take out 
about one pint for a composite 
sample. Be sure to fill out an 
information sheet to send in along 
with the sample. H ie information 
sheet asks about the type o f crop 
to be grown and the yield goal o f
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the crop. The fertilizer recom­
mendation will be made depend­
ing on yield goals and type of 
crop grown, minus the amount of 
nu trien ts p resen t in  the soil 
sample.

Soil sample bags and informa­
tion sheets can be picked up at 
AUisonFann Supply,Rule; Farm­
ers Gin or Lone Star Peanut, 
Rochester,0 'Brien Co-Op Gin; 
Chariie Myers Grain Co., Has­
kell; Terra or Benjamin Fertil­
izer, Knox City;Rhineland Co- 
Op Gin, Parker Implement, Qual­
ity  Implement, Knox Prairie Co- 
Op, Farmers Grain, or Zeissel 
Brothers Fertilizer, Munday; or 
the local ASCS, SCS, or County 
Extension Service office.
