For the remainder o f the first 
quarter, both teams traded the ball 
back and forth at a virtual stand­
still on the field.

The Panthers quickly moved 
the ball to a first down in 3 plays, 
then fumbled on the first play of 
the second series, with Knox City 
recovering on the Panther 47 yard 
line.

Again moving the ball back 
and forth, no further scoring re­
sulted fiom first half play - even 
though KC attempted a field goal 
from the 25 yard line that fell way 
short with 35 seconds left on the 
c lock . T he h a lf  ended w ith  
Seymour ahead on the scoreboard 
8.7.

Second half action began with 
KC receiving the kick. Unable to 
m ove the b a ll in  3 p lays, 
R osencranz w as once again  
brought in to boot the ball way 
down the field to Seymour.

Seymour took possession for 
two series and one first down be­
fore punting back to KC. When 
KC took over, the Hound offense 
began a march ft'om the 50 yard 
line that resulted in another six 
points on the scoreboard. Lance 
Dever picked up a first down with 
a fast, tackle-breaking 14 yard 
line, then Kevin Dorsey and Dever 
each picked up a yard on runs 
before Wes Grimsley took off on 
a 27 yard run for another 'Hound 
touchdown.

On the next possession by 
Seymour, the Panthers quickly 
moved the ball downfield with 
several first downs (and several 
penalties) before once again ftim- 
bling away the ball to Knox City 
on the 34 yard line.

Seymour's defense stiffened 
during the remainder o f the third 
quarter, holding Knox City in 
check and even forcing lost yard­
age on the Greyhounds.

Highlights o f the fourth quar­
ter included an interception o f a 
S eym our pass by D avid 
Dudensing, a KC fumble that 
Seymour recovered, a Panther 
fumble that Greyhound Louis 
Diaz recovered, a Grimsley pass 
interception by Seymour, and an­
other fumble recovered by Knox 
City.

With just four minutes left in 
the game, Seymour attempted a 
pass that was intercepted by David 
Dudensing. The interception gave 
Knox City excellent field posi­
tion on the Seymour 19 yard line.

On the very first play for Knox 
City, quarterback Wes Grimsley 
took off on another touchdown 
run, running wide for 19 yards 
and six  m ore poin ts on the 
scoreboard. With 3:54 left on the 
game clock, Duane Toliver kicked 
in the extra point, putting the 
'Hounds ahead of Seymour, 20-8.

No further scoring by either 
team brought the game to a close 
as the fans from Knox City rose to
a standing ovation for their team. 
With bells ringing and air horns 
sounding, the 1994 Greyhound 
team had an opportunity to do 
something that a Knox City team 
has not done for three loijg years: 
they walked across the field - as 
the w inners - to shake hands widi 
the Seymour Panthers.

A hard fought game and a vic­
tory well deserved ended with the 
Greyhounds gathering around a 
very happy and smiling head 
coach out in the center o f the field. 
Rob Wills then led his team in a 
prayer, placing the victory in its 
proper perspective.
