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Tough New DWI Law Takes Effect Jan. 1

ALR Law Suspends Drivers License Automatically, Expected To Save Lives, Money

When party goers hit the roads

to celebrate the arrival of 1995,
they had better be extra careful on
how much alcohol they consume
to celebrate the occasion, espe-
cially so if they plan on driving
home afterwards. Along with the
arrival of another new year, Janu-
ary 1 also marks the arrival of a
new law in Texas that has already
made history in 37 other states by
reducing the amount of deaths,
injuries and property damage
caused by those driving under the
influence of alcohol.

The new law - known as ALR,
or Administrative License Revo-
cation, automatically suspends the
drivers license of anyone caught
driving while intoxicated. Under
the new law, if a driver is arrested

With wrapping paper in the
trash and the decorations back in
the box, once again we all find
ourselves looking to the start of a
brand new year. Most of us will
be sound asleep when 1995 is
officially ushered in on Sunday
morning, but that doesn't mean
that we are taking the new year
lightly.

for DWI and either fails or refuses
to take a chemical blood or breath
alcohol test, his or her license is
automatically suspended. First
offenders lose their license for 60
days for failing the test and 90
days for refusing the test. Repeat
offenders lose their license for
120 days for failing the test and
180 days for refusing the test.
Drivers previously suspended for
DWI or intoxication manslaugh-
ter lose their license for 180 days
for failing the test and one year for
refusing the test. The convicted
driver must pay a $100 fee to
reinstate his or her license after
the period of suspension.

Studies supporting the new law
have shown that the motoring
public actually fears the guaran-
teed loss of a drivers license more

than the threat of a tough jail sen-
tence or stiff fine. ALR has the
added benefit of fighting a deadly
form of crime without costing the
taxpayers money, overcrowding
prisons or adding to the state bud-
get. ALR is a self supporting
program, fully funded by the li-
cense reinstatement fees of the
convicted drivers. Supporters of
the law claim that ALR will save
at least 100 lives in Texas this
year, and save as much as $85
million in direct and related costs
such as medical, insurance and
lost productivity.

A strong public awareness cam-
paign is being launched to insure
that information on the new law
reaches virtually all of the 12.5
million licensed drivers in Texas.
As a comparison to how effective

this law really is, the state of Min-
nesota reduced its traffic fatality
rate by 50 percent within 10 years
of implementing the law. Closer
to home, the state of Oklahoma
reduced its alcohol involved fa-
talities 30 percent in the first
year after implementing ALR in
1983. After two years, the rate
declined by 41 percent. Also, the
37 statesnow enforcing ALR laws
show between a 10 and 37 percent
reduction in the number of DWI
repeat offenders, and a 9 percent
decrease in the number of drivers
in night time fatal crashes.
Under current laws in Texas,
only 33 percent of convicted of-
fenders have their licenses re-
voked. Currently, suspensions are
delayed due to overcrowded court
dockets and other legal proce-

Wellness Center Now Open County Visitors
At Knox County Hospital

A little innovation, a little cre-
ative thinking, and a smart ap-
proach to maximizing assets has
given Knox County Hospital a
big city advantage. The Knox

County Hospital Wellness Cen-

ter, using equipment supplied by
Abilene Regional Hospital, is
open for business. The Wellness
Center, located onthe second floor
of the hospital in an unused surgi-
cal area that was reconfigured, is
accepting memberships.

"We're particularly pleased
with the timing of this new ser-
vice," Stephen Kuehler, Admin-
istrator, said. "During the holi-
days almost everyone overin-
dulges in rich desserts and lots of
food. The Wellness Center will
make it easier to live up to our
New Year's resolutions. This is a
perfect time to get back in
shape."

Kuehler explained that those
who join the Wellness Center will

get an initial evaluation. "The as-
sessment consists of a test on a
stationary bicycle," he said. "Our
experts will combine the results
of that test with information about
the person's age, weight, and blood
pressure. This information will
thenbe faxed to Abilenec Regional,
where it will be fed into a com-
puter which will generate a cus-
tom-designed fitness program,
tailored for each person.”

The initial evaluation costs
$20.00. Following the evaluation,
members will pay a flat fee of
$20.00 per month, and senior citi-
zens will pay 15.00 per month.
"The fee will include use of the
equipment, and aerobics classes,
which will begin in January,"
Kuehler said.

The Wellness Center utilizes
the same equipment that was
brought into the hospital for the
Cardiac Rehabilitation Program.
This is a new service being of-

fered at the Knox County Hospi-
tal in conjunction wth the Abilene
Regional Medical Center. "We
have three treadmills, two exer-
cise bikes, an ergometer, a weight
machine, and a small stair step-
per,"” Kuehler said. "It's the same
type of equipment that those who
belong to health clubs in larger
towns have."

Hours for the Wellness Center
are 1:00 p.m. to 8:00 p.m Mon-
day, Wednesday, and Friday; 8:00
am. to 8:00 p.m. Tuesday and
Thursday; and 8:00 a.m. to 12:00
p.m. Saturday.

"This service is part of Knox
County Hospital'scommitment to
bring a full scope of health care to
the community," Kuehler said.
"We're continuing to find new
ways to fulfill that commitment in
a cost-effective manner."

low 1995.

Late in 1994, a group of con-
cemed business owners, commu-
nity leaders and interested citi-
zens were brought together by the
Chamber of Commerce and Citi-
zens Bank to form what might be
defined as a focus group deter-
mined to chart the future of Knox
City. Withoutexception, the over-
all attitude of the group seemed
positive and genuine. A lot of
good ideas were placed on the
table and everyone left knowing
that the future of our community
depends on two key elements:
change and cooperation.

Change would involve shed-
ding old ideas and old ways of
doing business. Cooperation
would mean disregarding and
putting aside age old church re-
lated or social ‘clicks' and sepa-
rate groups within our town, and
everyone coming together forthe
good of the community. Our com-
munity reflects a lot of instances
where someone stops doing busi-
ness with alocal firm just because
they do not like someone who
works there, oreven the way some-
one treated them a long time ago.
The mentality then seems to im-
ply that by not shopping at that
business anymore, it will hurt that
one person who the feelings are
directed at. Inreality, that attitude
ends up hurting the entire com-
munity. We here atthe NEWS are
no stranger to those kinds of feel-

. ings, there are some here within

our own community that don't
purchase anything here or adver-
tise with us anymore just because
they didn't agree with something
that appeared in print . It reminds
me of that old saying that goes
something like this: "Don't kill
the messenger if you don't like the
message." There are other in-
stances within our community
where one business won't do busi-
ness with another just because of
different church affiliations be-
tween the businesses. |All those
kinds of feelings, no matter who
they are directed at, hurt ourwhole
community and not just a few, as
some may think. The bottom line
is simple enough: if everyone
doesn't care enough to put aside
past differences and pull together,
the future of Knox City could be
bleak.

Like any other small town,
Knox City is being hit hard by the
loss of shopping dollars to the
discount stores in larger cities.

‘'Recent comments by those citi-

zens taking the time to fill out
recent suggestion forms that ap-
peared in the NEWS were varied,
some blasted local merchants for

high prices, attitude of employees
and lack of product, while several
others suggestions called for an
election to allow a vote on the sale
of alcohol in our community.
Whatever the ideas, your input is
welcome and your ideas will be
presented to the group during its
next meeting in January. The
presentation of such ideas is just
the first and very basic step in the
future of Knox City. Notall of the
ideas presented will be workable,
but after the ideas are discussed,
committees will be formed to
look into the viable options for
ways of implementation.
