METER TAMPERING NOW A FELONY
The State of Texas has recently adopted an amendment to the State Penal Code 

making meter tampering a third degree felony. A third degree felony comes with a 
punishment of confinement In the Texas Department of Corrections for a term of not 
more than 10 or less than 2 years. In addition to imprisonment, an individual adjudged 
guilty of a third degree felony may be punished by a fine not to exceed $5,000.

Before the amendment of the new law, it was a class A misdemeanor for meter 
tampering unless the loss of service was more than $200. Under the new law, any meter 
tampering regardless of the amount of loss is now a felony of the third degree.

Meter tampering consists of, but is not limited to:
(1) Diverting electricity from passing through a meter device.
(2) Preventing electric service from being correctly registered by a meter device.
(3) Unauthorized activation of service.
As a special note to our members, It will also be considered meter tampering if a 

meter is reset and electrical service is restored by anyone other than a Cooperative 
employee.

All Cooperative meters are sealed. This seal should not be cut or broken without 
special authorization. In cases where the seal must be cut for emergencies, the 
Cooperative should be notified as soon as possible so that the meter can be resealed.

September Police Report

T he K nox C ity  P o lice  
Departmet had another very busy 
month during September receiv­
ing a total o f 296 calls and situa­
tions needing to be handled. This 
total included 14 actual criminal 
offenses, of which 12 were cleared 
or otherwise handled. No charges 
were filed in regard to the above 
offenses, although the six of­
fenses that involved juveniles 
were referred to the Juvenile Pro­
bation Office for review and con­
sideration for further investiga­
tion or prosecution.

Offenses Reported Include: 
Burglary of a M otor Vehicle -1 , 
Theft -1 , Criminal M ischief - 2, 
Assault (Domestic related) - 1, 
Unauthorized Use o f a M otor 
Vehicle -1 , Runaway - 4, Harbor­
ing a Runaway -1, False Report to 
a Peace Officer - 1, Injury to a 
Child (Domestic) -1, Harassment 
- 1; Traffic Charges Filed - 11, 
Warnings Issued -18, Accidents - 
3.

The Knox Q ty  Police Depart­
ment Reserve Officers contrib­
uted a total o f 101 hours o f duty 
and classroom time to the City of 
Knox City during the month of 
September 1995.

Other items reported to the 
Knox City Police Department 
during September are classified 
as incidents. These incidents ei­
ther did not occur in the City of 
Knox City or for some other rea­
son were not able to be considered 
as criminal offenses.

Incidents Reported Include; 
D isturbance (D om estic) - 1, 
Criminal Mischief (Domestic) - 
1, Child Abuse -1 , Missing Per­
son - 2, Theft -1 , Lost Property - 
1.

Although the incidents are ei­
ther not ctmsidered as criminal 
offenses or were not reported as a 
criminal offense, they must be 
investigated to determine if  they 
are to be referred to another agency 
o f if  a record is to be made for 
future reference. Duringthe month 
o f September, all incidents were 
settled to the satisfaction of this 
department

On September 6, the Knox City 
Police Department held its regu­
lar meeting during which a film 
was viewed on the subject ofbuild- 
ing searches. The object o f the 
film was to give information and 
pointers on procedure and safety 
when an officer may have the 
need to search a building for a 
suspect.

On September 12 through 15, 
Officers William J. Curd and 
Harry Steen attended an Interme­
diate Crime Scene Search course 
in Wichita Falls. This was a four 
day, 32 hour course that offered 
training on personal demeanor 
when investigating a potential 
crime scene as weU as what to do 
and what to look for. These two 
officers should be commended for
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using their own time to further 
their education in this ever de­
manding field o f occupation.

On September 21, Knox City 
P o lice  D epartm en t O fficers 
Walker, Cuid,Steen and I attended 
a (Criminal Law Update Course in 
Atalene. The items discussed were 
the new and revised laws that re­
cently went into effect, as well as 
some new laws that are about to 
become effective.

Also during the month o f Sep­
tember, the 1992 Ford patrol ve­
hicle was placed into the repair 
shop for some minor mechanical 
repairs, while the 1990Cheverolet 
patrol vehicle was taken to the 
shop three times. Two of the times 
were also electrical problems 
while the third time was for front 
end trouble. The actual problem 
was discovered to be that the front 
tires were deteriorating due to 
faulty workmanship. One o f the 
rear tires was also suffering from 
the same problem. Since the tires 
were still under warranty, the ac­
tual cost o f replacing three tires 
was very reasonable.

During the month o f Septem­
ber, four of the offenses or inci­
dents were dom estic related. 
While domestic related calls are 
not fim or ideal to be called to, 
they are a reality and must not be 
ignored. At times when we are 
called, we are told that the abuse 
or problems have been going on 
for quite some time, but the vic­
tim didn’t want to call and report it 
because o f embarassment or fear 
that reporting it wiU make the 
offender mad. When responding 
to a possible domestic call, the 
officers of this department will 
contact the Sheriffs Department 
dispatcher and advise them of what 
the "known” situation is. This is 
for the safety o f the first officer on

the scene as it allows the other 
officers in the county to begin 
their response if  they intend 
toback up the first officer. Report­
ing a domestic abuse or assault 
problem is the best action to take 
as "no" person has the right to 
assault or injure another without 
that person's consent. This de­
partment will make every effort 
to settle the problem and attempt 
to make suggestions for obtaining 
further help for the victim and 
offender if deemed necessary.

VOTERS TO DECIDE AMENDMENTS
Over the past few weeks, I have enjoyed getting to visit with a 

number o f you throughout the district in regards to the upcoming 
Constitutional Amendment election set for November 7, 1995. As you 
may be aware, early voting started on October 18, and will continue 
through November 3, 1995. Remember, you do not need a reason to 
vote early any longer. I know with many people’s hectic work schedules 
it may be difficult to vote in person on November 7, so I would 
encourage everyone who has a conflict to vote early.

Unfortunately, only around 20% of registered Texas voters turn 
out for constitutional amendment elections. In fact, in 1993, only 12.5% 
of Texas voters made their voices heard on a number o f important issues, 
including their views on a state income tax.

This year the Secretary o f State has already predicted a low voter 
turn-out, but it is my hope that folks in District 70 will prove that 
prediction wrong with your presence at the polls.

Over the past few weeks, I have provided information on a 
number o f the amendments in regards to bond proposals, abolishing state 
offices, veterans issues, and tax proposals. This week, I would like to 
focus on a couple o f amendments that you probably have not heard so 
much about.

Amendment 9 would allow the investment o f money from the 
Texas growth fund in a business without the business’s disclosure o f 
investments in or with South Africa or Namibia. The Texas Growth 
Fund was created in 1988 as a way to invest Texas funds, and provide 
capital for Texas businesses. The provision requiring disclosure o f 
dealings with South Africa and Namibia was made in protest to the 
system of apartheid. Due to the recent free elections, the system of 
apartheid has been dismantled in these countries and making this 
provision unnecessary. In addition, eliminating this requirement would 
save the state the collection and processing costs this documentation. So 
far there has not been opposition to this amendment.

Amendment 11, would allow open spaced land used for wildlife 
management to qualify for tax appraisal in the same manner as open- 
space agricultural land. Arguments for this change include the idea that 
wildlife management is a form of agriculture, and doing so would 
encourage the use o f land for wildlife management and conservation.

Arguments against the proposition include the argument that this 
provision regarding land appraisal was meant solely for farm or ranch 
purposes and that change would discourage better uses o f property, as 
well as, shift property tax burdens to other landowners.

Everyday, folks talk about not having a voice in their 
government or the actions it takes. I hope each o f you will take part in 
shaping your state policy by voting this November 7.
