Rites Are Held Here For Former 
Resident, Annie Mae Morgan, 96

Annie Mae Morgan, age 96, died Thurs­
day, November 14, at her home in Waco.

She was bom to a Texas pioneer couple,
Mr. and Mrs. W.T. Freeman on Febmary 8,
1900, in Vernon. In 1911, she and her family 
moved to the Gillespie community in Knox 
County. Annie married Joshua Carl Morgan, 
a farmer in the Sunset / Gillespie community, 
in 1933. He preceded her in death in 1971.

Annie was ahead of her time and a remark­
able woman of her generation. Second to her 
love for her family, was Annie's passion for 
education and teaching school. She began 
her teaching career in the Red Top commu­
nity near Munday.

After her marriage and birth of her two children, Annie, a farmer's 
wife and a mother, continued her career and pursued for college degree.

Annie went on to 
teach in the Sunset, Munday, Knox City and O'Brien school districts.

She 
retired in 1972.

In 1979, Annie moved to Dallas to be near her daughter. She lived 
there until 1987 when she moved to Waco to be near her son.

During her retirement and up until age 95, Annie continued her 
hobby of quilting. She was a member of the Baptist Church.
