Garden evolves into 800 ¢

acre watermelon farm

Donald Johnsonrecalls the day
several years ago when a man
drove up and asked him to pur-
chase a truckload of watermelons
from his garden. It was that truck-
load of watermelons that got
Johnson interested in expanding
to become one of the largst melon
producers in the area.

In fact, one might say that
Johnson's 800 acre watermelon
farm has alot to do with Knox
City's claim to fame as the "Seed-
less Watermelon Capital".

Although Johnson and his son
Dwayne also produce cantaloupes
and regular diploid variety water-
melons, it is the seedless water-
melon variety that is their forte'.

They currently farm 26 fields
of seedless watermelons through-
out Knox and Haskell Counties.

Johnson explains that there is
quite a bit more involved in grow-
ing watermelons than just plant-
ing a seed in the ground.

"It is a very risky crop, condi-
tions have to be just right," he
adds.

Watermelons are also an ex-
pensive crop. Johnson said that
costaverages $500 per acre due to
the constant treatment that incurs.

Johnson transplants his water-
melons after starting them in spe-
cial greenhouses.

After transplanting, the plant
must be pollinated from the fe-
male to the male.

For this purpose, Johnson keeps
over a dozen hives of honeybees
at each field.

He explains that since the seed-
less watermelon is a male sterile,
about 30 percent of their harvest
is still of the regular diploid var-
sity.

Watermelons are usually ready
topick inabout 75 days, butdue to
this year's cold spring the plants
are almost one 30 days behind.

Johnson says that when there is
setback, like last April's freeze or
last month's hail storm, they usu-
ally spray the plants to where they
will restart.

Johnson is planning to harvest

this year's crop toward the end of -

this month. At that time, Johnson
has over 120 migrant workers
who come to pick the melons by
hand.

They are then cleaned and
packed in boxes or bins. Most of
his melons are sold wholesale to
major grocery stores sold under
the brand names Primetime or
What-a-melon.
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Although the market for water-
melons is bestin July and August,
the seedless variety will always
bring $2-3 more.

"It took a while for people to
get used to seedless," he admits,
"but they eventually found out
how good they are."

In fact, recent findings from
The Packer's Fresh Trends pro-
file of the first produce consumer
report showed that 70 percent of
the 1000 consumer households
surveyed in June of last year had
bought seedless watermelon. Re-
tail shelf space devoted to seed-
less watermelon is projected to
grow to 40 percent in 1997, up 29
percent in 1992, according to the
study.

Gary Lucier,a USDA agri-cul-
tural economist reports that there
are a great number of people who
like the convenience afforded by
the seedless varieties and some
growers report up to half the mel-
ons they sell are seedless.

Johnson says that besides his
wholesale customers, many
people come to the farm to buy
directly from him.

Infact, Johnson will continue a
tradition of donating 200-300
seedless watermelons to the Knox
City Watermelon Festival.

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Sign up for new conservation
program is now underway

TEMPLE - Farmers and ranch-
ers may apply for the new Envi-
ronmental Quality Incentives Pro-
gram (EQIP) July 14, 1997,
through August 1, 1997. The new
conservation program, a result of
the 1996 Farm Bill, offers a lim-
ited number of producers who
have serious soil, water and other
natural resource problems with
technical, financial and educa-
tional assistance.

AccordingtoJohnP. Burt, State
Conservationist for USDA Natu-
ral Resources Conservation Ser-
vice (NRCS), "EQIP is not like
the former Great Plains Conser-
vation Program, (GPCP) or Agri-
cultural Conservation Program
(ACP). This program is extremely
limited and is for persons engaged
in livestock or agricultural pro-
duction who would provide the
greatestenvironmental benefits at
the least cost to the program.

"Applications will be priori-
tized after August 1, 1997, ac-
cording to specific criteria,” Burt
continued. "After Farm Service
Agency (FSA) determines pro-
ducer eligibility, NRCS conser-
vationists and the producer will
make an inventory of the natural
resources, identify natural re-
source problems and concerns,
determine treatment needs, and
agree upon the land management
and structural practices the pro-
ducer will install." Burt added that
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the extent of the conservation prac-
tice, fields and acres to be treated,
and cost-share rate and incentive
payment levels the produce will
accept, as well as the total pro-
gram payments, are includedina
ranking formula.

Twelve Geographic Priority
Areas (GPS), encompassing 167
counties, are the primary target
for over $8.7 million EQIP funds
allocated to Texas. Each GPA has
similar natural resource problems
and concerns which EQIP can
address. Water conservation, ex-
cessive wind and water erosion,
limited water supply, and brush
invasion are a few of the specific
resource concerns identified inthe
GPAs.

~ Producers in counties outside
of a GPA are also eligible for the
remaining $4.7 million EQIP
funds provided it will solve iden-
tified statewide natural resource
concerns, such as excessive ero-
sion and ground and surface wa-

. ter quality.

Each application will compete
with other applications in the
GPA, while those outside of the
GPAs will compete against each
other. "Contracts will be awarded
based on their ranking, regardless
of location," cautioned Burt. "That
means some counties may not
have any contracts, even though
theya re located inside a GPA,"
he said. Burt added that applica-
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tions for a single conservation
practice on an individual field
addressing a single natural re-
source concern may not be com-
petitiveina GPA or with the state-
wide natural resource concerns.

Acceptance into EQIP will re-
quire a ‘5- to 10-year contract,

‘evenif only 1 year of cost-share is

needed. Contracts are for a maxi-
mum amount of $50,000 with a
maximum 75 percent cost-share.
Though entire farms or operating
units are not required to be in-
cluded in a contract, the proposed
areamust include that portion with
the identified resource concerns
which meets the goals and objec-
tives of the GPA or statewide natu-
ral resource concerns. Producers
may increase their chances of ac-
ceptance by submitting a lower
than maximum cost-share rate,
enrolling entire operating units in
the contract, and by agreeing to
fully meet treatment needs of all
identified natural resource con-
cerns on the farm or ranch.
