1982 GMC

At Last! New
Fire Truck Arrives

Have you noticed the
firemen in Knox City grin-
ning the past few days? They
have a reason to, they finally
got the new fire truck.

After many months of
planning, letter writing,
budget meetings, and
checking specifications, it
rolled into Knox City at 7:30
p.m. last Thursday night. Jim
Farmer of Sunfire Equip-
ment and Apparatus of Fort
Worth was met at the fire
station by fire chief Craig
Williams, assistant chief Rob
Harrison, Ken Lawson,
Roland Marion and Billy Bob
Reynolds and they are still
grinning about it.

As soon as the equipment

inventory was verified, Far-
mer put the fire truck and the
firemen through their paces
in learning to operate the new
truck. These men will in turn
teach others in the depar-
tment how to operate the new
truck.

And what a truck it is! At
first glance, it appears quite
awesome and somewhat
complicated. But with a little
understanding, it isn’t nearly
so bad.

The heart of the new 1982
GMC truck is the 1000 gallon
per minute pump, manufac-
tured by John Bean Pump
Company, and is capable of
high volume water, or high
pressure water with ease of a
few minor adjustments to the

controls. There are four in-

take suctions and nine outlet
discharges, seven of which
are individually gauged.
There is 750 gallons of on
board water for quick attack
situations.

The apparatus is manufac-
tured by FMC, which is a
subsidiary of the company
that builds Link Belt cranes,
Bean pumps and railroad
cars to mention a few of their
ventures.

The department feels it has
purchased a superior piece of
equipment and mentioned
that several of the larger
cities are starting to convert
to FMC equipment, from the
old standbys, such as
American Lafrance, Pierce
and other well known com-
panies.

Tulia, who is a western artist.
Wyatt. painted ‘“The
Hightower”” as a tribute to
Congressman Hightower and
dedicated the painting to him
as he felt that Jack
Hightower, like the windmil},
plays an important role in the
growth and development of
this area. Hightower chose
the windmill as his
trademark early in his
political career and now
Kenneth Wyatt brings the
windmill to the area in this

limited edition, “The
Hightower’’.
‘“The Hightower’', em-

blematic of a means of sur-
vival for pioneers on the High
Plains and a symbol of this
area’s U.S. Congressman.
The windmill, a basic piece of
machinery, performed and
still performs a vital function
in the development of the
High Plains in which we live
today.

Since then, his
pastorates have included a
total of nine- churches bet-
ween 1944 and 1967. He is an
ordained deacon and an or-
dained elder. Wyatt is a
graduate of Stephenville High
School, John Tarleton Junior
College in Stephenville, Mc-
Murry College and did
graduate work at Baylor
University in Waco, and at
Iliff School of Theology in
Denver, Colorado. Wyatt
holds a dectorate of fine arts
from McMurry College.

WTU Enters Gas
Purchase Agreement

West Texas Utilities Co.
has entered a gas purchase
agreement with Haskell
Gathering Co. which could
result in lower fuel costs at its
Paint Creek Power Station.

WTU has begun taking a
small volume of low BTU gas,
and is expected to take more
when the gathering firm’s
pipelines are extended to ad-
ditional wells in Haskell and
Throckmorton counties. The
Paint Creek plant is on Lake
Stamford in southeastern
Haskell County.

The gas is cheaper than
WTU'’s main supply, but is of
lower quality, according to
Walter Meller, WTU’s
manager of system produc-
tion.

“Because it is a lower BTU
gas, it must be blended with
other gas before it can be
burned in our boilers,”
Meller said. ‘“But we are
doing everything we can to
buy gas where there is a price
advantage.”

He said WTU is in the
process of negotiating for lot
BTU gas at some of its other
power plants. The company’s
contract with its principle
supplier, which was
renegotiated this past year,
permits WTU to purchase gas
from other sources, and WTU
does so when it is available.
The Company has eight
major power plants, all of
which burn natural gas as the
primary fuel.

Rebates Up
11 Percent

State Comptroller Bob
Bullock sent $35.6 million to
967 Texas cities as their share
of the one-percent city sales
tax for October.

The 1982 statewide total so
far this year is up 11 percent
over the 1981 total up through
the same date of last year.
This payment reflects
taxable sales made in August
and reported to the state by
the end of September.

Knox City’s net payment
for this period was $3,468.49
as compared to $2,742.99 for
the same period last year.
Payments to date in 1982 are
$55,961.79 reflecting a 9.49%
increase over 1981’s paymen-
ts to date of $51,110.21.

Munday’s net payment was
$2,098.76 as compared to last
year’s $2,932.63. Payments to
date in 1982 are $37,683.45, a -
1.59% decrease over 1981’s
$38,293.19.

No monthly "totals were
given for Knox County’s two
other towns but payments to
date in 1982 were $2,089.53 for
Benjamin, reflecting a -
11.36% decrease over 1981’s
$2,357.44. Goree’s payments
to date this year have been
$3,317.24, noting a 36.77% in-
crease above 1981’s $2,425.39.

Other area towns’ paymen-
ts for this period include

What we should
not ignore is a vast storage of
knowledge and wisdom that
most elderly have.
