COMPLAINTS, RUMORS 
AND MYTHS

To start things off, you may 
have just read the above title 
and thought to yourself that 
it’s an odd way to title a 
newspaper column. Not 
really, not when the title is 
applied to a topic of conver­
sation that most here in Knox 
City and Knox County seem 
to be concerned over. In last 
week’s edition of The Knox 
County News, this SHOOTIN’ 
STRAIGHT column focused 
on the Knox County Hospital 
and some ol̂  the problems 
that the hospital is currently 
experiencing. The column 
resulted in a lot of response 
from you, the readers, as a lot 
of you took the time to call or 
come in to the office and 
voice your opinions. Along 
with those who spoke directly 
to me, the column seems to 
have sparked a lot of other 
conversations throughout 
town.

Every one of the many 
comments directed to me was 
very positive, all agreed that 
the hospital is a vital part of 
our community. Even though 
positive in general about the 
hospital, some spoke up with 
specific complaints and 
others came by to give infor­
mation that they had heard 
elsewhere.

Writing another requested 
column in response to the 
complaints, rumors and 
myths has required time 
spent on investigating what’s 
been said. The results are 
rather surprising and well 
worth passing on to you.

The complaint voiced most 
was about the cost of some of 
the hospital services, par­
ticularly those services 
dealing with patient 
respiratory care. When the 
person at the hospital who is 
in charge of the Respiratory 
Care Department heard of 
these complaints, he called 
and invited me to stop by the 
hospital and talk with him. 
Early Monday morning I did 
exactly that and had a con­
versation with Vernon 
Deibert, the Department 
Manager and Certified 
Respiratory Therapist who is 
employed by West Texas 
Respiratory Services of Lub­
bock. The firm has a contract 
with the Knox County 
Hospital to provide patient 
respiratory care service. An 
impressive person to talk 
with, Vern is a professional 
who is very knowledgeable in 
every aspect of his business. 
In reality, his job is more 
than just a business to Vern, 
he is in an occupation that 
requires a lot of caring and 
sacrifice on his part.

Vern heads up a small 
department that was made 
even smaller after the recent 
cutback in hospital person­
nel. Previously having a staff 
of three therapists besides 
himself, the department now 
has just two therapists. The 
two still working for Vern are 
Cindy Brothers and Pam 
Lewis, both local Knox City 
residents. These employees 
are examples of the impact 
that the hospital has on the 
community, both were hired 
without any previous ex­
perience and have received 
their training through 
working on the job and in- 
service training courses. 
Both are also enrolled in an 
extensive training program 
through the California 
College For Respiratory 
Therapy.
’ Working out of a small 
crowded office in the hospital 
that was once a patient 
bathroom, the staff of the 
Respiratory Therapy Depar­
tment carry on its daily 
duties with as much 
professionalism and attention 
to detail as one would expect 
to find only in larger big cit> 
hospitals. In addition to their 
regular duties, the therapists 
also are required to be 
available twenty four hours a 
day on an emergency call out 
basis.

The complaint heard most

Counts also 
has served in the Nation 
Guard for over 30 years and is 
division finance officer for 
the 49th Armored Division.

^ r e  given at the hospital is 
that it costs too much. In ad- 
(tressing that complaint,
^ern stated, “ The charges 
rMw are basically less than 
what they were two years 
ago.”  He also advised me 
that the charge schedules are 
^ot set by the hospital or even 
his company, the rates are 
^et by Medicare. Two in­
surance companies. Blue 
t^ross and Blue Shield and 
^ tn a  are responsible for set- 
^ng the rates that end up as 
^ e  established guidelines for 
Medicare payments. One in­
teresting fact that Vern 
(brought out is that in many 
^ases, he charges less than 
^hat is authorized by the set 
î ate. For example: the rate 
Set for an IPPB treatment 
(In te rm itte n t  P o s it iv e  
Pressure Breathing) is set at 
^4.50 per treatment while 
yern only charges $20.00 for 
t^e treatment.
‘ With a constant eye on in­
creasing! patient costs, Vern 
|ssured me that he does all he 
Can to keep a patient’s bill as 
Mw as possible. Again, rules 
^nd regulations set by other 
Agencies govern what he can 
^r can’t do. An example of 
Rising costs to both the 
Hospital and to the patient is 
^  the actual equipment used 
(or treatments: in the past 
the hoses and tubes of the 
breathing machines were 
sterilized between treatmen- 
fe, allowing the patient the 
Advantage of only having a 
pne time charge for the 
items. Now, under Medicare 
guidelines, only the use of 
^'throwaways”  is permitted 
and the patient ends up 
paying for the same items 
over and over again with 
each treatment he or .she 
i;eceives because a new set 
lias to be used each time.
That is only one example of 
how our local respiratory 
therapists have no control 
over the cost factor and the 
list doesn’t stop there, it is 
quite long. Then, another big 
factor that has to be taken in­
to consideration is the 
amount of the treatment a 
pAtient receives. Recently 
oiie patient m the hospital 
was receiving four regular 
treatments a day for a 
respiratory condition. The 
cost of those four treatments 
Amounted to $88.00 daily for 
tjie patient. The same patient 
sjuffered a severe respiratory 
domplication that was life 
threatening and the treat­
ments had to be increased to 
deal with the emergency. As 
the treatments increased, so 
did the cost to the patient.
The daily bill for the two days 
of the crisis period went up to 
^70.00 for each day. With the 
lise of more sophisticated 
^uipment and more trained 
personnel during a crisis 
period, a patient can not 
Reasonably expect the 
ciharges to remain the same 
as in regular, non-emergency 
treatments. One thought that 
comes to my mind easily ex­
plains the balance of cost to 
treatments: If the increased 
treatment during a crisis 
period allows a patient to live 
longer, no amount of money 
is “ too much”  to spend. You 
also need to keep in mind that 
whatever the cost of 
respiratory care is here, it is 
still going to be less than the 
siame treatments given in a 
big city hospital. Long term 
ventilation treatment at the 
Knox County Hospital can 
run up a bill of $400.00 a day, 
in a larger hospital, the same 
treatment could reach

$1,000.00 per day, he said. 
You can rest assured that 
those in our community that 
insist on going elsewhere for 
medical treatment are 
paying far more than those 
who receive the same quality 
of care at our own county 
hospital facility.

Another topic of conver­
sation voiced often around 
town is the rumor or myth 
that our two physicians and 
surgeons (DO’s) here in Knox 
City are not as qualified as 
other physicians with dif­
ferent types of degrees. This 
myth (and that’s all it really 
is) easily can be dispelled if 
readers do just as I have done 
and check this out for them­
selves; the actual facts will 
probably surprise a lot of 
folks. A patient in the Knox 
County Hospital can rest 
assured that he or she is 
receiving the same high 
quality of medical care from 
Knox City’s two doctors that 
can be obtained anywhere 
else, regardless of the nature 
of the medical degree.

Another myth that seems to 
be addressed quite often in 
both private and public con­
versations around town is in 
regard to the number of 
surgeries that are performed 
at our hospital. There are 
some who voice an opinion 
that there are “ too many” 
surgeries here, hinting that 
they believe not all of them 
are necessary. In a com­
parison with other hospitals 
of the same size, the Knox 
County Hospital does 
schedule a lot of surgeries. 
But, here’s the facts that 
shoot down that “ too many” 
theory: Our hospital is ex­
tremely fortunate to have two 
highly skilled surgeons on its 
staff. Many other hospitals of 
the same size do not have 
even one practicing surgeon 
on the staff. Because of that 
reason alone, the Knox Coun­
ty Hospital is very fortunate 
to be able to schedule more 
surgeries than some other 
medical facilities as the staff 
of the hospital has two prac­
ticing physicians and 
surgeons to provide support 
for.

Another matter that per­
tains to the surgeries perfor­
med here is the added benefit 
that our community receives 
when patients from other 
small areas without prac­
ticing surgeons elect to come 
here for their surgery needs. 
Families and friends travel 
here to be with patients who 
undergo operations, and 
while here, they also bring 
added business to a portion of 
the Knox City business com­
munity. Often they eat at the 
local restaurants, sleep at the 
local motel, do business with 
local florists, shop at local 
stores and buy gas at the 
local service stations before 
returning home. That is 
another example of what was 
mentioned last week here in 
SHOOTIN’ STRAIGHT, our 
entire community benefits

That does it for this week, a 
few of the comments and fac­
ts concerning the complaints, 
rumors and myths associated 
with the hospital have been 
presented for your infor­
mation. Now I know that 
everyone who reads this will 
not think like I do as a result 
of what I’ve said here. Some 
will probably carry their own 
beliefs regardless of the fac­
ts, and some probably still 
believe in the tooth fairy! One 
thing for sure though, 
everyone in our community 
and the surrounding area will 
be affected in one way or 
another if the Knox County 
Hospital is not able to fully 
recover. That recovery is up 
to all of us, the community as 
a whole.
