Whoever is living a
life of sin and does not love
his brother shows that he is
not in God’s family; for the
message to us from the
beginning has been that we
should love one another. So if
we stay close to Jesus Christ,
and be obedient to him we
won’t be sinning. His loving
presence will direct our lives
into a path of love and service
to Him. John said, “‘If we love
other Christians it proves we
have been delivered from hell
and given eternal life but a
person who does not have
love for others is headed for
eternal death. Anyone who
hates his Christian brother is

. really a murderer at heart;

and you know that no one
wanting to murder has eter-
nal life within. (1 John 3:14-
15). So to have overcoming
power, know your Bible, obey
it and love your fellowman as
yourself. It is the greatest
thing anyone has and it is
obeying God’s word.
