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Dulkakis says race still open

Michael Dukakis visited his
"hospitalized wife today and told

millions of voters are
still ‘“‘thinking and listening,”’
keeping the presidential race
open. George Bush, with a solid
lead in national polls, was cam-
paigning in Illinois where the
race is considered a tossup.

Democrat Dukakis spoke at an
early hotel rally in Minneapolis,
where he had flown Tuesday
night to visit his wife, who was
hospitalized with a viral infec-
tion.

He spent 40 minutes with her
after tﬁ rally, and they waved
from her 6th floor window. When
he came down, he said, ‘‘She’s a
good deal better.’’

Dukakis urged the crowd at the

raily to ‘‘keep pouring it on and
pouring it on. ... This is one elec-
tion where millions of people are
going to be looking and thinking
and listening and they’re not go-
ing to be making up their mind
until very close to the moment
when they go into that polling
booth.”

He was joined by Sen. Edward
Kennedy of Massachusetts and
by Hubert H. Humphrey III, the
Democratic candidate for the
Senate seat his father once held.
Dukakis said the two men’s
presence ‘‘reminds us of some
very important elections.”’

He went on to cite John F. Ken-
nedy’s presidential victory in
1960 and Humphrey’s closing
drive that nearly caught
Republican Richard M. Nixon in
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1968. Dukakis also mentioned, as
he does frequently, Harry

Truman’s upset victory in 1948.

With the race for the White
House in its final week, President
Reagan was getting in some cam-
paigning today with a stop on
behalf of the .vice president in
Ohio, one of the battlegrounds.
Before leaving California on
Tuesday, the president derided
Dukakis as ‘‘no Harry Truman,
and he’sno FDR.”

KEMAH, Texas (AP) — The
president of the Texas Oyster
Association says a proposed plan
to allow the Texas Parks and
Wwildlife Commission to deter-
mine when and how oysters are
harvested is “frightening.”

Tom Hults, a Kemah oyster

but said he expects that the com-
mission will ignore the pleas of
the oyster industry.

General theft statute under § 31.03, rather
than official misconduct statute, under § 39.01,
is more specific statute applicable to criminal
conduct of any person stealing money of value
of $10,000 or more, and thus it was not error to
prosecute county treasurer under theft statute
rather than official misconduct statute.

Specialized ads set
for some key states

WASHINGTON (AP) —
Democrat Michael Dukakis is
running television ads that tout
his home ownership plan and
trash his rival's trade record, but
only for the benefit of viewers in
the key electoral state of Ohio.

The Ohio campaign, aimed at
stretched working families, is
one of several specialized
television and radio appeals
mounted by Dukakis and
Republican George Bush in
states critical to their presiden-
tial ambitions

The crossfire has been par-
ticularly heavy in California,
Texas and Ohio, and in states
with large Hispanic voter popula-
tions. A blitz of state-specific
advertising is expected in the few
days before the election, with
New York, New Jersey, Illinois
and Pennsylvania among the
candidates for a final fusillade

One of the premier bat-
tlegrounds is California, with 47
electoral votes and an electorate
deeply concerned about the en-
vironment. Bush jumped on that
concern early, trying to alarm
voters with the specter of
Boston's polluted harbor

““Michael Dukakis says he
wants to protect our environ-
ment. But the EPA called Boston
Harbor the dirtiest waterway in

America," says an ad for the vice
president. ““And now, Michael
Dukakis says he wants to do for
America what he's done for
Massachusetts. California can't
take that risk.”’ Variations on the
spot are also running in New
Jersey and Washington.

Dukakis, the Massachusetts
governor, is countercharging in
California that' Bush's ad-
ministration cut funds to clean up
the state’'s coas. =— from San
Francisco to Southern California
in one ad, from San Diego Harbor
to San Francisco Bay in another

The ads say Bush opposed a
crackdown on polluter corpora-
tions, twice supported a veto of
the Clean Water Act and end by
saying, ‘‘That’'s why the non-
partisan League of Conservation
Voters has endorsed Michael
Dukakis.”’

California Democrats have
been among the most active in
the nation in creating their own
ads. The state party is running
two vote-Democratic ads hitting
the GOP record on education and
the environment, as well as three
“Dukakis is on your side’’ spots
taped last week at a raucous
Dukakis rally in Los Angeles.

GOTT: I could start a drug
store with all the pills I take for blood
pressure: Blocadren, probenecid,
Dyazide, hydralazine, Capoten and
Micpo K. I think 12 pills a day are toe
much

DEAR READER: Twelve pills
day does seem like a lot l’r()babl\
some could be combined or
eliminated

Although 1 believe that many doc-
tors overprescribe (and patients
would be better off with more parsi-
monious practitioners), patients with
hypertension do need treatment. Un-
controlled high blood pressure is a
niajor cause of cardiovascular dis-
ease and stroke

In your case, not all your medicines
are for your hypertension. For exam-
ple, Micro K replaces excessive po-
tassium loss and probenecid is used:to
treat gout. Blocadren (a beta blocker),
Capoten (an inhibitor of angiotensin
converting enzyme) and hydralazine
are anti-hypertensive drugs, each one
having a different mode of action
Dyazide (a combination of two diure-
tics) is used to treat high blood pres-
sure; it is also prescribed to rid the
body of excess fluid accumulation

caused by Blocadren. Dyazide can
cause gout and, occasionally, potassi-
um depletion.

As you can see, some of your medi-
cines are being used to treat the side
effects of your other drugs. Draw this
fact to your physician’s attention
Therapeutic doses of one anti-hyper-
tensive might be preferable to taking
sub-optimal doses of three

Furthermore, by using drug substi-
tutions, your doctor might be able to
reduce side-effects, thereby enabling
you to eliminate some other pills

HONOLULU (AP) — Losses by
the nation’s savings industry
dropped sharply last summer as
the government transferred to its
own books billions. of the in-
dustry’s accumulated red ink, a
government economist said.

Final figures for the July-
September quarier aren't due out
until next month, but James Bar-
th, chief economist of the Federal
Home Loan Bank Board, said
Tuesday that the nation’s 3,048
S&Ls lost about $2 billion.

That’s substantial, but it’s
down significantly from losses of
$3.6 billion in the previous
quarter and $3.9 billion in the
first three months of this year.

S&Ls, hard hit in depressed oil
regions of the Southwest, are suf-
fering their worst year since the
Depression. The industry last
earned a small profit in the first
three months of 1987.

Barth, speaking at the U.S
League of Savings Institutions
annual convention, attributed
shrinking losses to regulators’
stepped-up pace of S&L rescues
and closings, totaling 137 so far
this year.

“Losses, rather than being
reported on the books of the in-
stitutions, are being transferred
to the books of the (deposit) in-
surance fund,”’ he said.

Also, because most of the
rescue packages guarantee
restructured institutions against
future loss as well as taking away
past loss, there is no way of tell-
ing from industry numbers if
losses in those institutions are
continuing.

R. Dan Brumbaugh, a private
analyst and former bank board
economist, said the new loss
number does not necessarily in-
dicate the cost of cleaning up the
S&L mess, estimated by
regulators at $45 billion to $50
billion, is getting better.

““The question is whether these
polls are giving the impression to
the American people that their
vote doesn’'t matter,”” Frank J
Fahrenkopf Jr., the Republican

I think people are a little tired
of all the horserace polls,” said
Andrew Kohut, president of the
Gallup Organization. ''They want
to know what the state of the race
is and they 're interested in public
opinion. But there has been such
a barrage of polls that they're
saturated.”

That certainly is true of the
candidates. Dukakis, trailing for

Poll-takers agree. While repor
ting on polls may shape public
perceptions of who's ahead, they
said in interviews this week, poll
results themselves disprove the
suggestion that surveys influence
voter decisions

“Every time people complain
about the polls they talk about it
leading opinion,”’ said CBS News
polister Warren Mitofsky. “If
that was the case, the polls would
never change except to go up for
the leading candidate.”’

‘l don't know of a single
polister or political analyst who
believes that the polls are
creating a bandwagon effect,”
said Everett Ladd, head of the
Roper Center for Public Opinion
Research at the University of
Connecticut

“There's a lot of evidence that
people reach their voting deci-
sions for deep and very
substantial reasons,’’ Ladd said
“They have interests and iden-
tifications that they bring to bear
on the process. They aren't toss-
ed around because of*'what a poll
finds."

Supreme Court hears
arguments in case

WASHINGTON (AP) — Texas
could be forced to refund $2.5
million in taxes collected on sales
of books, newspapers and
magazines if the Supreme Court
rules a now-defunct law that ex-
empted religious publications
was unconstitutional, an attorney
says

Roger James George Jr., an at-
torney representing Texas Mon-
thly magazine, told the high court
that—the —law
discriminated on the basis of con-
tent and amounted to an un-
constitutional promotion of
religion

‘“The problem is in-
trusiveness,”’ he said. ‘““The pro-
blem with this exemption is that
it focuses on the message. So-
meone must determine what
message is appropriate.”’

At issue is a Texas court ruling
that said the sales tax on publica-

tions other than religious
periodicals neither violated equal
protection rights nor breeched
the constitutionally required
separation of church and state

From October 1984 through Oc
tober 1987, sales of books and
newspapér subscriptions were
subject to the Texas sales tax
But ‘“‘periodicals published or
distributed by a religious faith
that consist wholly of writings
promulgating the teaching of the
faith” were exempt from the tax

However, in October 1987, the
Texas Legislature reinstated the
broad exemption for publication
sales that had existed prior to
1984.

Texas Monthly, a general in
terest magazine with a circula-
tion of about 280,000, challenged
the law after paying $149,107 in
sales taxes in 1985.

George told the court Tuesday
that the exemption results in a
subsidy of religion because
religious organizations don't
have to pay the same tax as
newspapers or magazines

George argued that under the
law, religion did not get special
treatment for other sales, ‘‘ex-
cept for the message. " A
church’'s sale of candles or a
crucifix, he said, are subject to
taxation

While sales taxes now do not
apply to magazine subscription
sales, George argued there was
nothing to stop the state
Legislature from imposing them
during another session

“Instead of Americanizin
Mexican nationals, let's w
with them in Mexico,"’ said Mario
Garza, commission liaison with
Mexican officials and assistant
superintendent of the West Texas
Children’s Home in Pyote.

Mexico would “within their
value system and their traditions
and their culture to be .bt:le to
meet their needs appropriately,”
Garza said Tuesday.

‘Garza and other commission
staff members met with Mexican
juvenile services officials Tues-
day and have been. discussing
with representatives from other
U.S. states an effort to establish

for returning juvenile
offenders.

Ron Jackson, commission ex-
ecutive director, estimated Tues-
day about $2 million a year in
state funds is spent on Mexican
juvenile offenders. In fiscal year
1988, 150 of them were committed
to the commission, Garza said.

There are now about 50 Mex-
ican youths under the commis-
sion’s authority, with 40 of them
in the West Texas Children's
Home and the remainder in
various facilities, Garza said.

Each offender has an average
stay of six{fonths at a coest of
about $72 per day, he said.

“Why d we keep a Mex-
ican national child in our in-
stitution when they have one in
Monterrey?'' Jackson asked.
‘“‘We obviously spend a
substantial amount of state
dollars taking care of Mexican
nationals "’ :

Mexican officials also are in-
terested in the return of youthful
offenders to that country, said
; ty signed in 1979
President Carter enabled the
legal return of adult and juvenile
illegal aliens and immigrants.
But never have been
rut in place for juvenile of-
enders, according to the com-
mission, X :

‘“We believe that to serve their

tion best, we would be do-

both countries a service by

returning their kids home, and

also (sending) American juvenile

offenders in Mexico back to the
United States,”” Garza said.

“We feel that both of these
client populations can be best
served in their natural habitat,
with their supporting family
structures and within the com-
munity they’'ll be reintegrated
back into,’’ he said.

Garza did not have figures on
the number of U.S. juveniles who
are in Mexican facilities.

Better follow-up supervision
also would be available to Mex-
ican juvenile offenders if the (&ro—
gram was put into place, added
Garza and Emily Helm, commis-
sion legal services director. Such
offenders would then be in the
Mexican juvenile justice system.

““Many of our wards who are
Mexican nationals are returned
home with no ability by this agen-
cy to monitor their activities or
assist in their reintegration back
into society,”” Jackson said.

The commission is working
with officials from other states
toward developing a letter to the
U.S. Department of Justice en-
dorsing the J)roject. Garza said.

Details of the program would
be worked out with Mexican of-
ficials, he said.

Westerners outlast Southwestern Christian

Western Texas College over-
came a slippery first half to
defeat Southwestern Christian’s
Rams in its first home game of
the season here Tuesday night,
107-96.

The victory gives the
Westerners a 2-0 record heading
into their next outing, which will
be Monday, Nov. 7, in Ranger.

Hounded by Southwestern’s

full court press, Western had
trouble holding on to the.ball ear-
ly here Tuesday. Seventeen first-
half turnovers helped feed the
Rams’ fast-break offense.
—“We were beating ourselves,”
said WTC Coach Tony Mauldin.
‘“We weren’t doing the things we
were supposed to do. We were
panicking and we let them force
us into a running game.”’

Western scored first, but
Southwestern went in front less
than three minutes into the game
and led by as many as 8 midway
through the half. Darrell Jordan
keyed the effort, scoring the first
11 Ram points.

Western battled back,
however, and regained the lead
on a basket from Vladimir Mc-
Crary with 3:59 left, 37-36.

Southwestern answered on a
goal from Briant Collier and the
teams traded the lead four more
times before David ‘Smith aced
two free throws to put WTC in
front 49-48 at intermission.

“In the second half we tried to
play solid man-to-man defense
and not take chances, plus, we
wanted to slow it down a little,”
said Coach Mauldin. ‘“‘We wanted

to go inside and take advantage
of our height. We thought we
might be able to get them in foul
trouble.”’

Western cut the turnovers from
17 to 14 in the second half, and
four of those came after the game
was all but played out.

The Westerners led the entire
second half, but never by more
than 9 points until Smith’s soft
touch made it an 81-71 game with
8:17 to play. Smith, a 64
freshman from Garland, came
off the bench to score 6
unanswered points and help ig-
nite the team.

Southwestern stayed within
striking distance for five more
minutes, but some strong
finishing touches offensively
from Bobby Spear and Kenneth
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Critton put the game away. Crit-
ton knocked down a pair of free
throws with 2:54 to play and
Spear added two more with 2:29
left. Critton followed with a field
goal. Sodthwestern’s Robert Ben-
nett answered with a basket for
the Rams, but back-to-back 2-
pointers -from Spear gave
Western a 10591 lead with 90
seconds on the clock.

Spear, a sophomore from Albu-
querque, N.M. who earned con-
ference honorable ' mention
honors last season, led all scorers
with 25 points. He pulled down 12
rebounds and had 2 steals. Crit-

Brown upset over sanctions

imposed on former program

SAN ANTONIO (AP) - Larry
Brown, who coached the Kansas
Jayhawks to the NCAA basket-
ball championship last spring,
says the NCAA went a long way
to find a violation in his program
and is upset university officials
continually have criticized him.

Brown, who now coaches the
San Antonio Spurs of the NBA,
said Tuesday he was upset about
sanctions imposed on the basket-
ball program by an NCAA Infrac-
tions Committee, which penaliz-
ed the university for recruiting
violations.

Brown says he gave a student-
athlete $364 for a plane ticket to
see his dying grandmother and

- later told the NCAA about the

payment.

He said he later talked with
NCAA officials and did not
believe sanctions, if any, would
be major and said he would not
have left Kansas if he believed
the penalties would be so severe.

‘“The bottom line is we know
what expense (the NCAA) went
to and how much time they
(spent trying) to figure out the
things that we were doing and to
see if there was any pattern and
they couldn’t find anything,”

Brown said.

‘“That makes me feel good, but
it hurts us all because there are
new kids in that program and a
new coaching staff and they are
going to suffer.

“I just know that we ran a
clean program and I know the ex-
pense the NCAA went to try to in-
vestigate our program,’’ he said.

Two Texas candidates,
Democratic Reps. John Bryant of
Dallas and Mickey Leland of

through the end of September.

Bryant place 17th with PAC
receipts of $334,258; Leland was
in 24th place with receipts of
$321,425. .

Bryant also placed 16th na-
tionally for total receipts, at
$781,649. His opponent,
Republican Lon Williams, has
raised $132,002, of that $8,626 in
PAC money, and has spent
$120,801. Bryant had $415,175
cash on hand going into the final
weeks of the election; Williams
had $11,200.

Only one Texas incumbent,
Republican Rep. Bill Archer of
Houston, did not accept contribu-
tions from PACs, according to
the Common Cause study.

The ranking GOP member of
the powerful tax-writing House
Ways and Means Committee, Ar-
cher cannot allow ‘‘any false im-
pressions regarding the decisions
he makes and the actions he
takes,’’ a spokesman said.

A Bryant spokesman said the
congressman tries to raise as
much money as possible ‘‘in case
he has a stiff opponent,’’ and sup-
ports legislation to minimize the
role PACs play in shaping cam-
paigns.

When it comes to spending,
House Speaker Jim Wright of
Fort Worth leads the Texas

delegation at $685720, putting
him in 14th place nationally.

Fewer Americans go to the polls

WASHINGTON (NEA) — If the ex-
perts are correct, voter turnout this
November will be among the lowest
recorded in any recent presidential
election. This is in keeping with a
trend that has developed over the past
decade and has led some experts to
talk about the “disappearing” Ameri-
can electorate.

The roll of registered voters is con-
stantly changing. Large numbers of
people die or move between elections.
Therefore, if the percentage of the eli-
gible electorate that is registered and
able to vote is to remain the same
from election to election, large num-
bers of voters must register.

In 1984, 68.3 percent of the eligible
electorate was registered. This was
partly because massive voter regis-
tration efforts resulted in 11 million
new voters being added to the rolls.

Most of that gain was wiped out by
the mid-term elections inm 1986. Now,
by one estimate, for the percentage of
the registered electorate to remain at
1984 levels this year, 14 million new
voters will have to be registered.

1988 has not seen the kinds of mas-

sive voter registrationeiorts tET

marked the 1984 election. Unions, not-
for-profit organizations and founda-
tions did not undertake or fund the
kinds of registration efforts that they
did in 1984. The two political parties
have not undertaken general registra-
tion drives, but instead they have con-
centrated on specific areas where

»

they think they can register people
who will vote for them.

Without massive voter registration
efforts, most experts believe far few-
er than 14 million new voters will be
enrolled.

One tip-off was the highly publi-
cized “Super Tuesday” primaries in 16
states. One purpose of holding so
many primaries on one day was to
whip up voter interest and bring more
voters to the polls.

Not only didn’t Super Tuesday draw
large numbers of new voters, regis-
trations actually fell off, relatively
speaking, in the 11 Southern states
that voted that day. Prior to Super
Tuesday, there was a gain of about
250,000 registrations in the 11 states
This compares to a gain in the 11
states of about 1.5 million voters prior
to the 1984 primaries. Six Super Tues-
day states actually suffered a net loss
of registered voters

As every politician knows, the fact
that a voter is registered does not
mean that he or she will show up at
the polls on Election Day. This is why
campaigns and political parties

spend so much time and money on

get-out-the-vote efforts

“““Ti1"1984, 59.9 percent of America’s

voting age population went to the
polls. This is almost identical to what
it was in the presidential elections in
1980 and 1976. But it was considerably
lower than in either 1972 (63 percent)
or 1968 (67.8 percent).

According to a new study by the
American Citizenship Education Pro-
ject, it is becoming less white, less
male, younger and more Southern
This is partially the result of chang-
ing demographic patterns in this
country.and partially the result of ef-
forts. to register minority voters

The biggest change is in the num-
bers of black voters. Between 1980
and 1984 the number of registered
black voters grew by 6.3 percent and
the number of actual black voters on
Election Day grew by 5.3 percent. But
at the same time, the gap between
registered voters and those who actu-
ally voted was highest among blacks
About 11 percent of registered blacks
did not show up at the polls in 1984.

The number of voters who consider
themselves Democrats has also
dropped, while those identifying
themselves as Republican has in-
creased. This year, in states that reg-
ister by party, Democratic registra-
tions are down 2.3 percent from 1984,
while Republican registrations are up
2.2 percent. Democrats still outnum-
ber Republicans 33.6 million to 21.8
million.

“All these factors, combined with
the fact that the presidential cam-
paign has not generated much real
emotion, has led most experts to con-
clude that.the turnout this November
will be low, perhaps the lowest since
the 1950s. This, in turn, is bad news
for the Democrats who must count on
