Springlake Approves Water Bond 

In Landslide Balloting Saturday
SPRINGLAKE - - - Springlake 

citizens last Saturday gave over­
whelming approval to a $50,000 
water works bond issue.

The vote was 44 for and only 
2 against.

Mayor V. T. Tanner said a 30 
day protest period must elapse 
before contracts can be let for 
the new improvement.

Springlake was incorporated 
only a short time ago and Mr. 
Tanner is its first mayor.

The new city well will be lo­
cated IY2 blocks north and V2 
block west of Busby Motor 
Company in Springlake. Jesse 
Watson donated a quarter of a

block for the well site.
Mr. Tanner said 3180 feet of 

8-inch main will make a com­
plete loop around the Springlake 
business section. That will be 
laterelled off by 6-inch mains. 
The lines will be laid suitable 
for fire plugs.

The mayor said about a dozen 
fire plugs will be installed im­
mediately.

Mr. Tanner said 2-inch and 3- 
inch lines will carry water to 
the residential areas. “We ex­
pect water to go to every resi­
dence in Springlake,” Mr. Tanner 
declared.

Ralph Douglas is city engi­
neer.

Lamb County Soil Conservation 
District members will hold a 
field day here Sept. 8, according 
to James Abbott of Amherst, 
work unit conservationist.

The group will meet at 9 
o’clock in the morning at the E. 
C. Jones farm east of Olton and 
will tour four or five places in 
the morning winding up at noon 
at the school cafeteria for lunch.

Thurlo Branscom, county chair­
man, will act as master of cere­
monies and W. C. Howard, area 
director from Quanah, will be 
principal speaker.

On the afternoon tour the 
group will see cotton following 
alfalfa, cotton following blue 
panic grass, cotton following im­
proved pasture and fertilized 
cotton.

They will see 20-inch row grain 
sorghum and cotton. The group 
will hold an irrigation field trial 
on the Jones place.

They will see weeping love 
grass and then see sesame 
growing on the Don Spain farm. 
They will observe Arizona Cy­
press on the Mardema Ogletree 
farm.

Jones Pioneers Revolutionary 

Water Conservation Methods

Tom Beard 

Recovering 

From Surgery
Tom Beard is recovering satis­

factorily at Neblett Hospital in 
Canyon from major surgery done 
last Thursday, according to a 
report received yesterday by 
friends here.

Mr. Beard is operator of the 
Farm Agency.

Water conservation methods 
pioneered this year by E. C. 
Jones well may become a ma­
jor factor in recharging the 
High Plains underground res­
ervoir.

Mr. Jones pumped some 120 
acre feet from a lake east of 
town into two wells this sum­
mer. An acre foot of water is 
a water standing one foot deep 
over an acre.

Mr. Jones pumped the water 
into two wells using a centri­
fugal pump. He began pump­
ing the water into the wells 
in the spring and quit pump­
ing June 20.

He used the wells for irriga­
tion purposes and said that 
the only bad results were that 
the wells sanded down. They 
developed all right after sand 
was pumped from them, he 
reported.

The water was pumped 4.000

feet to one well and about 
1,800 to another well. One of 
the wells filled to within 8 
feet of the surface but receded 
as soon as pumping ceased.

Members of the Lamb Coun­
ty Soil Conservation District 
will look over the Jones farm 
a half mile east of town on 
Sept. 8 during the SCD field 
day.

Not only was Mr. Jones able 
to save 120 acre feet of water 
but also he made 40 acres of 
land tillable which ordinarily 
would not have produced crops 
this year.

If High Plains farmers fol­
low Mr. Jones' example, mil­
lions of acre feet of water may 
be stored and thousands of 
acres of farm land salvaged 
during the exceptionally wet 
years.

Lamb County pioneer days 
were revived Tuesday a3 Louis 
Schreier and Lloyd Cowart 
spoke at Olton Lions Club.

Mr. Schreier, whose father, 
Fred, was the first county 
treasurer, told something of 
how the county was organized 
in 1908.

He said 75 petitioners were 
needed to call an election and 
name Olton county seat of 
Lamb County. On the petition 
were the names of several cow 
ponies but the 75 names final­
ly were attained.

He related how one of the 
pioneers gave two city lots to 
each voter who would vote for 
Olton to be the county seat.

Mr. Schreier told of how 
Gov. O. M. Roberts deeded the 
section on which Olton is 
located to James Dickenson 
Oct. 24, 1881.

Mr. Schreier came to Olton 
in 1906. Mr. Cowart has lived 
here since 1901.

Mr. Schreier said the town 
was not named after Olton 
Dickenson as has been report­
ed but conversely, Olton Dick­
enson was named for the town.

He said he thinks that a 
Powell family who kept the 
first post office here had a 
relative named Olton and thus 
gave the name to the post 
office when it was opened.

The two recounted the toils 
of agriculture in the old days. 
The farmers used a katydid 
plow and attached a dish pan 
with a hole in it to make a 
planter.

They planted a row in every 
third furrow, the two remem­
bered.

“You just planted your crop 
and the Lord did the rest," 
Mr. Schreier recalled. But the 
only money crop farmers had 
then were a few dogie calves.

Remove Beans 

Before Harvest 

Say Grainmen
Castor beans spell contamina­

tion and plenty of trouble this 
year for grain sorghum farmers 
and elevator operators over the- 
Olton area. -**-*»««*>

The government has announ­
ced that grain sorghum contain­
ing castor beans cannot be 
marketed or accepted in the 
government loan.

Some grain shipped from this 
area already has been turned 
down at port cities because of 
the presence of castor beans. 
One bean in a ear load consti­
tutes contamination, according 
to authorities.

Ben F. Smith Grain Company 
here at Olton has in storage 
about a half million bushels of 
grain contaminated with castor 
bean seed.

Louie Mack Hardy who man­
ages the elevator said his firm 
expects to screen out the castor 
beans.

Grainmen say that none of 
the grain in this area has a 
dangerous percentage of con­
tamination but the law says 
that one castor bean in a car 
load of grain constitutes con­
tamination.

Castor beans contain an or­
ganic poison which could be 
fatal if consumed in sufficient 
quantity. This poison causes 
paralysis of the throat and in­
testines.

However, no one in this area 
has ever heard of either animal 
or human having been poisoned 
by castor beans.

Farmers have been urged to 
make a careful check of their 
grain fields. It has been sug­
gested that the check be made 
on a row by row basis. If castor 
beans are found they should be 
taken out.

Some volunteer beans already 
have matured and if not re­
moved from the field they could 
come up volunteer again and 
next year might result in con­
tamination of the 1956 grain 
crop.

Ironically, it was the govern­
ment which u^ged growing of 
castor beans a few years back. 
The oil was used for jets. After 
the demand of the government 
had been met and castor bean 
acreages cut, land which had 
been producing castor beans be­
gan producing grain which the 
government has declared con­
taminated.

“We’ll have more students 
this year than ever before,” Mr. 
Macon said. The superintendent 
has pointed out that average 
daily attendance of white stu­
dents here during the 1954-55 
school year was 977.69. All indi­
cations point to that figure top­
ping the 1,000 mark during the 
1955-56 school year.

“Lots of new families have 
been moving into Olton, and 
we’ll know better after school 
has been underway for a few 
days just how many more young 
people we’ll have for class- 
work,” Mr. Macon said.

A 10-year survey of school 
attendance here, as it concerns 
white students, indicates a 
steady growth in Olton’s school 
system. The A. D. A. figures by 
school years follow:

665; 1949-50—708.78; 1950-51—

There will be additional 

growth in the school sytem 
during the 1956-57 school year, 
Mr. Macon has pointed out, be­
cause all classes except this 
year’s senior class are large, 
ranging from 65 to 140 students. 
The 1955-56 senior class here is 
expected to number approxi­
mately 42 students.

School records also reflect a 
steady growth In the number of 
Negro students here.

To our out-of-town friends 
and especially our El Paso 
readers, we must report that the 
great South Plains is again 
looking wonderful. The country 
side which was bleak and bar­
ren when you last saw it is now 
lush with beautiful growing 
crops.

The feed crops now in full 
bloom and hardening into grain 
is probably as good as we have 
grown. The cotton, altho’ some­
what later than most years, is 
most nearly perfect. Most of the 
fields have held the early fruit 
crop and with the ideal cotton 
weather of hot, dry days and 
cool nights have put on an un­
believable amount of new bolls 
and blooms over the past two 
weeks.

The opinion of most farmers 
is that our prospects at this 
time is even better than last 
year. Of course, you remember, 
we had the exceptionally late 
freeze last fall accounting for 
the large harvest then. We are 
hoping Mother Nature again 
favors us with a normal frost 
date. If we deserve this favor, 
we again should see one of the 
better years for the residents 
of the Olton community.

The fellows who ventured 
into the potato growing field, 
again have taken a severe beat­
ing. The crops as a whole were 
good and the production was 
above average; however, at 
marketing time the market hit 
the rocks and most of the farm­
ers have taken a loss on their 
crop.

It is a drastic shame that 
human beings go hungry within 
our nation and a staple com­
modity as spuds lay unharvest­
ed in the fields as happened 
this summer. A concern for our 
under-privileged people is defi­
nitely lacking within our gov­
erning body.

The new crop Sesame which 
some of the fellows are experi­
menting with this year looks 
good. Altho’ our knowledge of 
this plant is very limited, the 
fields look good and the plant 
is loading heavily with the seed 
pods. From where we sit, the 
great problem with this crop 
looks to be the harvesting. We 
understand it is to be bundled, 
shocked and then threshed. We 
are quite anxious to see this 
procedure. The coyimercial val- 
de for Sesame seems to ba the 
oil from the seed which is used 
in paints, cosmetics, etc. How­
ever, we are more familiar with 
it as the tiny bird seed placed 
on loaves of French bread.

The fellows most concerned 
with the handling of the har­
vested crops are working madly 
in preparation for the fall run. 
All the gins have been over­
hauled and remodeled and are 
reported to be ready for harvest. 
Mr. Smith is building an addi­

tion to the local grain elevator 
which should be ready soon and 
will greatly increase the local 
capacity for handling the Olton 
crops.

ACCORDING TO THE WORD OF GOD— 
WHAT IS THE CHURCH CALLED?

There are many terms used in the New Testament to 
designate the church. The word "church" is used ninety- 
two times to designate the local congregation, while 
eighteen times it refers to all the body of Christ.

Some of the other terms used to designate the church, 
according to the word of God, are as follows:

My (Christ's) Church. Jesus said, "I will build MY 
CHURCH." (Matt. 16:18). The church is his, because he 
built it.

Church of God. Paul wrote to the elders of the church 
at Ephesus, "feed the church of God which he (Christ) 
hath purchased with is own blood." (Acts 20:28). The 
church then is the church of God (Christ) because he 
(Christ) bought it.

Church of the first born. In the Hebrew letter the writer 
addresses "—the general assembly and church of the 
first born." (Heb. 12:23). Christ was the first born from 
the dead.

House of God. Paul wrote to Timothy, "—that thou 
mayest know how thou oughtest to behave thyself in the 
House of God which is the church of the living God." 
(1 Tim. 3:15). All those who are in the house of God are 
in his family. God has no children outside his family (the 
church).

Church of the living God. (1 Tim. 3:15).

Kingdom of God. "But when they believed Philip 
preaching the things concerning the Kingdom of God, and 
the name of Jesus Christ, they were baptized, both men 
and women." (Acts 8:12).

Kingdom of Heaven. Jesus said, "I will give unto thee 
the keys of the "kingdom of heaven." (Matt. 16:19).

Body of Christ. Paul wrote to the Ephesians, "And 
hath put all things under his feet, and gave him to be the 
head over all things to the church, which is his (Christ's) 
body." (Eph. 1:22,23).

Since the CHURCH is the BODY OF CHRIST (Eph. 
1:22, 23) how many bodies (churches) does Christ have? 
Paul wrote to the Ephesians, "there is ONE BODY, one 
Spirit, even as ye are called in one hope of your calling; 
one Lord, one faith, one baptism, one God and Father of 
all." (Eph. 4:4-6). To the church at Corinth, Paul wrote, 
"But now there are many members, yet but ONE BODY." 
(1 Cor. 12:20).

According to the word of God, there are many terms 
used to designate THE CHURCH, but all of the apply 
to the ONE BODY (church) of Christ.

CITY LOTS
Olton has been going in the 

hole on taxing of some vacant 
lots and this week the equaliza­
tion board announced plans to 
raise evaluations -on all unim­
proved lots.

Evaluation of vacant lots has 
been running from $10 to $30 
and the city has been realizing 
from 15 to 20 cents per lot, ac­
cording to authorities.

Mayor G. H. Bley pointed out 
that this does not even pay for 
work involved in posting and 
money spent on postage for 
sending out bills.

Authorities said evaluations 
have been raised to 25 percent 
of the value of the property in­
volved based on Jan, 1, 1954 
market values.

Lowest evaluation of vacant 
lots made by the board of 
equalization this year was $70. 
Based on this figure and the 
$1.50 tax rate used by the city 
this would give the city $1.05 a 
year in taxes.

Authorities pointed out that 
with Olton’s growth, added rev­
enue will be needed for oper­
ating the city government. 
Among other things, the city 
will need additional police pro­
tection during the fall months

Also city officials say the 
streets must be repaired about 
once a year at city expense in 
order to keep them from deteri 
orating completely.
