If  so, 
then you may be interested in 
the Virtual College o f Texas avail­
able through W estern Texas 
College.

The Virtual College o f Texas 
(VCT) is a col­
labora tive  o f 
Texas fifty com­
munity college 
d istric ts  and 
technical co l­
leges.

T hrough 
VCT, students 
m ay take 
courses from  
colleges anywhere in Texas while 
getting support services from West­
ern Texas College. WTC supports 
the student with a full slate of stu­
dent services, including advisement 
and counseling, financial aid, and 
learning resources. WTC also 
awards credit for the course and 
transcripts the courses. The stu­
dent registers at WTC and pays the 
regular tuition and fees, plus $25.00 
for each course he/she takes.

The majority o f the courses are 
Internet-based. For those students 
who find it difficult to attend classes 
because of work or home respon-

Depending on the course and 
instructor, tests may be taken ei­
ther online or at the Counseling 
Center on the WTC campus.

Also, courses are available that 
WTC does not currently offer such 
as Spanish, Italian, French.

WTC began participating in 
VCT in the 
spring 2001 se­
mester. At that 
time, the college 
had 6 students 
enrolled in VCT 
courses. This 
spring 2004 se­
mester, we had 
71 students en­
rolled in classes 

that were taught from 19 different 
community colleges. WTC also 
began providing instruction through 
VCT during the spring 2001 semes­
ter. That semester, there was one 
student enrolled. This semester, 
there were 21 courses offered to a 
total o f 247 students.
