ahoka City Council members voted unanimously in 
speciai session Monday night to offer a contract for City 
Administrator to Clint Gardner, a former Tahoka resident 

who was one of two finalists being considered for the position.

As of press time Ibesday, no 
information was available as to 
whether Gardner had accepted 
the terms of the contract, but if he 
chooses to accept it his new posi­
tion would most likely begin on 
Dec. 1, according to Mayor John 
Baker. Baker was to meet with 
Gardner on Wednesday.

The council met in special ses­

sion at 6 p.m. Monday and imme­
diately retired to executive session 
for two hours to consider their fi­
nal choice for the position, from 
the two finalists they had narrowed 
from a slate of six candidates in­
terviewed for the job. Gardner and 
Derek Stephens, a Tahoka resident 
who is employed as a Lubbock fire­
fighter, were the two finalists. Nei­

' f

ther were asked to be present at the 
special meeting.

Upon returning to open session, 
councilman Ronny Jolly made the 
motion to offer Gardner a contract 
as City Administrator, seconded by 
councilman Ray Box, and the mo­
tion was approved by unanimous 
vote of the five council members, 
including Shiloh Braddock, Ryan 
Curry, and Courtney Stennett.

The terms of the contract in­
clude a requirement for the city ad­
ministrator to reside within the city 
limits of Tahoka. Gardner is a for­
mer resident of Tahoka who resides 
in Ovalo, TX. He has experience in

company leadership, as he was for­
merly employed as CEO/General 
Manager of the Coleman County 
Electric Cooperative in Cedeman, 
TX.

Mayor Baker said that the con­
tract includes a probationary clause 
at the beginning, and is open-ended 
without a specific time frame, as 
the position is an at-will position 
with the City of Tahoka.

If he accepts the contract, Gard­
ner will work with current City Ad­
ministrator Jerry Webster during a 
transition period from December 
through mid-January. Webster is

3. If no empty tables are 

available, students may move 
into the gym and position 
themselves 6ft away from the 
nearest person.

“I hope these things 
will help, but it is up to the 
students as to whether they 
utilize them or not.

“Contact tracing students 
and determining the last 
moment of exposure is one of 
the most difficult tesks we have 
been presented with, along 
with determining a student’s 
return date. In households 
of multiple students, there 
could be a different return 
date for each student based 
on their last exposure. On our 
website we are providing a 
link labeled CDC C^arantine 
Info, in the 2020-2021 School 
Information page. This was 
sent to me by a parent and it 
provides some information 
that may be beneficial in 
understanding the process of 
determining when a student 
may return to school if 
exposed. The final decision 
will rest with the school 
district, but we are basing 
the date on information you 
provide to us.

To aide us in this process, 
we have been in constant 
contact with health officials 
from Lubbock and Lynn 
County,” stated Supt. Fiedler 
in the letter.

Raider Aviation to offer charter flights in area
SLATON -  Those not wanting to deal with all the rushing, 

lines and check-in requirements of airports have an opportu­
nity now to take a charter plane straight out of Slaton.

Raider Aviation started the last week in October offering 
people the opportunity to take charter flights out of their han­
gar to anywhere within a SOO-mile radius.

Shots fired during 
high-speed pursuit

LAMESA -  Search dogs 
and a state helicopter assisted 
in the arrest of three individu­
als who led officers on a high­
speed chase Wednesday night, 
Nov. 4, that included shots be­
ing fired at a pair of Lamesa 
police vehicles.

No one was injured in the 
incident but a bullet was later 
found to have hit one of the 
Lamesa patrol vehicles, accord­
ing to Lamesa Police Chief Josh 
Peterson. The shots were fired 
when the driver of the vehicle 
stopped briefly, leaned out and 
fired several shots from a hand­
gun, and then took off again.

The chase began about 6:51 
p.m. Wednesday in Lamesa, 
which quickly left the city and 
went southbound on Hwy 349 
before ending in a desolate oil­
field and ranching area between 
Lamesa and Andrews.

Three people jumped out 
and fled on foot into a pasture 
when the vehicle being pur­
sued came to a stop on an oil­
field road. One individual was 
reportedly taken into custody 
around 8 p.m. with the assis­
tance of a Texas Dept, of Public 
Safety helicopter from Mid­
land that quickly arrived at the 
scene.

Officers from the Lame­
sa Police -Dept, and Dawson 
County Sheriffs Office were 
joined by Andrews County 
Sheriffs officers and multiple 
DPS troopers. A request to the 
Texas Dept, of Crimiiud Jus­
tice resulted in the prison unit 
at Colorado City quickly send­
ing a team of search dogs and 
mounted officers to the area.

The two remaining individ­
uals from the vehicle had run 
several miles to the east before 
they were located by the prison 
search team, and arrested.
