Tipton has served faithfully and
with great dedication to her duties
as the County Clerk as well as the
Election Administrator for Lynn
County, but prior to being elected
to the position she also worked in
other county offices, and actually
has a total of 30 years of county
service.

Prior to her employment with
the county, Tipton worked for 10
years at Tahoka ISD, including 6
years as a Physical Education in-
struction in grades K-6, and 4 years
as an instructional aide for Special
Education and Title 1. She also
worked as a Teller for 2 years at
Bluebonnet Savings and Loan.

She first began her service to

County Treasurer’s office, where
she served as Deputy Treasurer for
Janet Porterfield for four years.

Tahoka ISD to provide Covid-19
rapid testing for students, staff

Tahoka Independent
School District now has the
capability to provide rapid
testing for COVID-19 for
staff and students on campus
here. Superintendent Dick
Van Hoose said that the free
testing will be administered
by the school nurse for those
who may be exhibiting symp-
toms of COVID-19.

“Tahoka ISD entered into
a program with the Texas Ed-
ucation Agency with a focus
on health and safety to help
keep schools safe and open
for on-campus instruction by
strategically deploying rapid
COVID testing resources,”
said Supt. Van Hoose.

“School systems are pro-
vided flexibility to use Abbott
Laboratories BinaxNOW tests
provided by the state and fed-
eral government. Schools can
use the tests as an additional
screening tool in some cases
to prevent the virus from
coming on campus and to re-
spond quickly by removing
an individual before they can
spread COVID on campus,”
he added.

The test kits are adminis-
tered with a nasal swab (to the
shallow front of the nostrils
only) and have a result within
IS minutes. According to the
superintendent, an analysis
showed that the BinaxNOW
test has a sensitivity (true
positive rate) of 97.1% and a
specificity (true negative rate)

of 98.5%. These tests are sig-
nificantly more accurate than
the previous generation of
rapid antigen tests, according
to information provided to the
school district.

“The tests are available
to students that attend on-
campus instruction and to the
district employees,” explained
Supt. Van Hoose. “These tests
are optional and require a
consent form for any student
under 18 years of age. There
is no charge for testing. The
tests are administered by the
school nurse, RN Kirby Hat-
ley,” he explained.

“Should parents need

more information about test-
ing, please contact the nurse
at the Tahoka Elementary
campus,” the superintendent
added.

A homeowner discovered
that someone was in their ga-
rage and trapped them there
until law enforcement officers
could arrive, at a rural resi-
dence in the county last week-
end.

A caller told LCSO that
his son was banging on his
door and yelling at the call-
er’s residence on FM 1317 at
1:55 am. Dec. 10, and after
some investigating deputies
arrested the son on a Lynn
County warrant. Michael B.
Fillingim, 44, was arrested on

a second-degree felony war-
rant for Assault with a Deadly
Weapon.

Other calls during the
week involved welfare con-
cerns, reports of reckless driv-
ers, domestic disturbances,
and assisting motorists.

Tahoka Police responded
to a domestic disturbance in
the 1100 block of N. 7th at
5:30 a.m.

was their Courthouse. This
has always been our motto. I
have been lucky to have one
Chief Deputy, Lessia Clem,
throughout the years. She
went to work for me the day I
took office and has been with
me all these years. I cannot
believe she has put up with
me all this time!” said Tipton
with a laugh.

She has seen many chang-
es, mostly due to the onset of
computerized processing, and
has met many citizens of the
county through her office.

“We got our first com-
puter in 1998 and began en-
tering our daily work on soft-
ware. We recently had to go
paperless as we have run out
of space. We now have work
stations for the public and can
print off any document they
want to purchase,” she ex-
plained.

“I have met so many
wonderful people in Lynn
County and consider them
as family. New Home, Wil-
son, O’Donnell and Tahoka
citizens are the best around.
Working with their city and
school leaders has enabled me
to reach out at any time and
ask for help if needed. I am
very proud of the working re-
lationship my office has with
each entity in Lynn County,”
said Tipton.

She recalls that during her
early years that there were
two people whom she believes
influenced her the most while
serving as Lynn County Clerk
— County Judge J.F. Brandon
and Attorney Harold Green.

“They were both honest
and forthright with me when-
ever | needed advice. I knew
they would not sugar-coat the
answer | was searching for. 1
went to them many times for
answers and will always re-
spect them and their place in
Lynn County,” she stated.

Serving as the Elec-
tion Administrator for Lynn
County involved many long
hours in addition to her duties
as county clerk, making sure
the ballots were ordered and
ready for all general elections
held in the county, and offi-
ciating over ballots by mail,
overseeing election officials
at all polling locations, and all
other election issues. In many
cases, her office also handled
the Early Voting process not
only for general elections, but
also for some city and school
elections as well. On Elec-
tion Day each year, her day
started very early to ensure
that all polling locations in
the county were prepared for
the 12-hour voting day, and
ensuring that all ballots were
tallied after the polls closed.

The 2020 election year,
with the impact of Covid-19
safety precautions, was a diffi-
cult year in particular, she said.

“Having done elections
for the last 23-1/2 years is a
job I probably will not miss.
The. ‘hanging chads’ were
nothing compared to what is
happening in 2020," stated
Tipton.

“Most of the elections
were calm and unremarkable.
As Election Administrator
I never stated my personal
choice and I asked my staff
to do the same. I felt that we
needed to be unbiased and
keep our opinions to ourselves
so the people would trust us to
do our best job. It is a huge re-
sponsibility and took up 60%
of our time during elections.

“The best thing to come
out of doing elections is to
meet all the voters that came
to early vote and put faces to
their names. Again, we have
the best people right here in
Lynn County! I cannot praise
my election workers enough.
This year was the hardest.
They were all troopers and did
their best. Thanks to grants
received by the county, my
workers were well prepared
to meet the public during this
2020 election,” she stated.

She was also dedicated
to educating the public about
election laws and voting pro-
cess, and volunteered through

civic organizations and school
settings to share such informa-
tion.

“Through my member-
ship in Rotary and visiting
schools, I was able to inform
more people about the voting
process. Voting is the basis of
our democracy and everyone
needs to exercise their right to
vote,” she stated.

She does recall some of
the humorous moments that
she was willing to share.

“I remember once we were °

having trouble with the eleva-
tor. Judge Brandon asked me
to go up to the second floor
and send the elevator down
to the first: I jumped on the
elevator to ride it down, not
realizing he was cutting it off.
I was stuck there for about 15
minutes before they figured
out where 1 was — not fun for
someone with mild claustro-
phobia! However, the Judge
got a good laugh!” she said
with a smile.

Then there was the sea-
son of the bat invasion of the
courthouse.

“In the early 2000’s we had
bats nesting on the third floor.
They built a nest on the first
floor near my office and would
swarm down from the upper
floors every morning and eve-
ning. I carried a badminton
racket around to keep them
from my head. They terrified
me! Each evening they would
swarm toward the North doors
thinking they were open to go
outside and then fly around the
courthouse. After they were
gone we had owls roosting
on the top of the courthouse.
They always left something
on the sidewalks for us each
morning! Ugh!” she remem-
bers with a wry smile.

When the oil and gas
boom struck in 2011-2013, the
courthouse was a very busy
place, inundated with landmen
seeking property information.

“l met many interesting
land people. This was a very
busy time for our office. We
told them about our court-
house ghost ‘Sarah,’ and any-
time something went wrong,
Sarah was blamed for it.
Some believed she would flip
pages and leave messages for
them,” she said with a grin.

Tipton said she will miss
the people at the courthouse,
and greeting citizens and oth-
ers, but she encourages all citi-
zens to visit the Lynn County
Courthouse.

“I am so proud of our
community and the wonder-
ful people who make up Lynn
County. I take it very seriously
to be the keeper of all the his-
tory for Lynn County in all
the documents that are filed in
my office. 1 would encourage
everyone to visit and see what
each office does on a daily ba-
sis. After all, the citizens own

the ones that put us into office.
Please know that our doors are
always open for you to come
browse!

“I have been blessed to
work with great Commission-
ers through my years of ser-
vice. They have to make tough
decisions and some are not
always favorable, but they al-
ways consider what is best for
the citizens and employees of
Lynn County,” she said.

“Growing up, my Mom
was my biggest cheerleader!
She always encouraged me to
tackle any job and give it my
best. She said to ask questions
so you could learn more. That
is what I have encouraged my
staff to do as well as any cus-
tomer. No question is dumb -
it just shows you want to learn
more.

“I cannot wait to see what
God has in store for me. I am
excited but sad. This has been
a huge part of my life for a very
long time. I am very confident
that Karen Stickland (whom
commissioners appointed to

fill the County Clerk position
when Tipton retires) will do an
awesome job and with Lessia
Clem beside her to guide her
along. Go introduce yourself
and visit the Courthouse. It
belongs to you! God Bless!.”
Tipton said.
