n epic winter weather event plummeted temperatures when

plunged below freezing last Tuesday night, dumping ice and snow on
everything in its path, and stayed in the teens and 20s for the rest of the
week, then dropped into the sub-zero and single digits on the weekend,
with the freezing temps continuing this week. Temperatures were not
expected to rise above freezing until today (Thursday).

When the winter storm entered
the area on Tuesday night, it also
brought an icy precipitation mak-
ing extremely dangerous driving
conditions. Lynn County EMS
responded to 14 traffic accidents
from early Wednesday morning
through Thursday, before the roads
became more drivable — at least
until the snowfall that covered the
area on Saturday night.

Tahoka recorded its sec-
ond-coldest temperature of -7 de-
grees at 3:05 a.m. Monday, Feb. 15.
That followed a daytime high of
only 6 degrees on Sunday, Feb. 14.
According to the National Weath-
er Service, Monday’s low was the
second coldest temperature ever
recorded here, with the coldest
temperature ever recorded 88 years
ago, on Feb. 8, 1933, at -15 degrees.

Tahoka area residents awoke
to approximately 4-inches of snow
covering the frozen terrain on Val-
entine’s Day (Sunday), and a tem-
perature that only rose to 6 degrees
throughout the frigid day. Many
Tahoka residents began experienc-
ing power outages just after 8 a.m.
Sunday, and by noon the entire city
was without power as Xcel Energy
worked to restore power at the Ta-
hoka substation.

Lynnwood Independent & As-
sisted Living Center, located adja-
cent to Lynn County Hospital, was
in one of the first areas to lose elec-
tricity, and by 8:30 a.m. Lynn Coun-
ty EMS volunteers were assisting in
evacuating the 20 residents there to
the hospital meeting room for the
duration of the outage. With a back-
up generator, the hospital could op-
erate at a limited level, with limited
lighting and operations.

“We helped move the 20 resi-
dents of Lynnwood to the hospital
meeting room, and our hospital
staff did an outstanding job with
the limited resources on hand to
make sure the residents were com-
fortable, and providing lunch and
dinner. They held sing-alongs, told
jokes, and played games to help
entertain them. The power was
restored by late afternoon at Lyn-
nwood, and by 5 p.m. we (EMS)
had them all back home,” said
John Baker, EMS Director at Lynn
County Hospital.

Baker, who is also the mayor of
Tahoka, ordered the City’s Com-
munity Room to open for anyone
seeking a warmer place throughout
the day on Sunday, as the city of-
fices have a backup generator, and
a few residents reportedly took ad-
vantage of the opportunity.

Baker said that plans had been
made for providing emergency
overnight accommodations at the
city building, with cots set up for
sleeping, if the power had not been
restored.

“Fortunately, the power was
restored throughout the city before
that plan had to be put into place,”
Baker told The News on Monday.

The massive winter storm im-
-pacted much of the US, and all of
Texas. According to Texas meteo-
rologists, every single county in the
state of Texas was under a winter
storm warning, which was consid-
ered an anomoly that was described
as “a once-in-a-generation event
that you may never see again.”

Rolling blackouts started across
the state and in the South Plains
area ‘as energy companies urged
customers to find ways to conserve

power in the frigid temperatures. \:

With many areas reporting nega-
tive wind chills and temperatures,
home energy use was expected to
go beyond what many power grids
could provide to customers.

During the early morning hours
Monday, the local electric cooper-
ative headquartered in Tahoka that
provides electricity to the rural
areas of Lynn, Terry and Garza
counties ~ Lyntegar Electric Co-
operative, Inc. — issued a warning
and said it had to manually shed its
power load to avoid system-wide
blackouts. In complying with the
order given by the Electric Reli-
ability Council of Texas (ERCOT),
Lyntegar shut down some service
lines, reporting 1,980 meters out
of service. Many of its customers
were without power in the Lamesa
area from late Sunday night going
into Monday morning.

By noon Monday, Xcel Energy
issued a warning that it was begin-
ning controlled outages throughout
this area as well. O’'Donnell was
reportedly without power starting
about 3:30 a.m. Monday and lasting
for up to 12 hours, and O'Donnell
city officials reportedly opened the
O’Donnell Community Center for
residents to gather.

Tuesday saw large-scale pow-
er outages throughout the area,
including Tahoka and O’Donnell,
for several hours, as the power grid
could not sustain the usage.

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Tahoka ISD Board consnders
superintendent applications

At the Tahoka ISD Board
of Trustees meeting on
Monday, February 8th, the
board reviewed applications
for the superintendent’s
position here, and conducted
other routine business.

The Board went into
closed session to review
all  applications for the
superintendent’s position.
That review was conducted
by representatives of the
Region 17 Education Service
Center in Lubbock. This is
free service provided by the
service center for school
districts within region 17.
The Board selected a specific
number of candidates it
wished to interview. Those
interviews were conducted on
February 10th and 11th. The
Board then narrowed the field
of applicants and will conduct

‘second interviews sometime

soon.
Following the second
round of interviews, the

Board will then name a Lone
Finalist. As required by state
statute, the Board must then
wait 21 days before it can
take action to employ that
individual. It is anticipated
that the new superintendent
will be employed sometime
this spring and will be on

the job on or before July 1,
2021, depending on his/her
contractual obligations with
his/her current district.

In other action, the Board
approved employing Terri
Anderson as TISD Business
Manager to replace Lisa
Jones, who resigned to take
a position at the Education
Service Center in Lubbock.

As required by law, the
Board held a public hearing
on the following reports:
2019-20 Texas Academic
Performance Report (TARS),
2019-20 State School Report
Card, and the 2019-20 Federal
School Report Card. Because
of the COVID-19 pandemic,
neither the state of the feds
is issuing an academic rating
for 2019-20. Instead, schools
are receiving a designation of
“Not Rated: Declared State of
Disaster”. These reports are
now available on the school
website.

Trustees adopted a
resolution, prepared by the
Texas Association of School
Boards (TASB), to replace

a provision in the Federal
CARES Act, which expired on
December 31, 2020, requiring
school districts to offer 10
COVID related leave days
to all employees.

Since the

63

CARES Act COVID related
leave days no longer apply,
the Board adopted resolution
gives all employees a new 10
days of COVID related leave
days.

Following the approval
of a budget amendment,
the Board took action to
approve the purchase of a
new 19° Genie scissor lift
for the gymnasiums and the
resurfacing and restriping of
the all-weather track. That
work will be scheduled to
begin in early June.

The Board also approved
the consent agenda which
includes items of a routine
nature, such as minutes
of previous meetings and
financial reports.

Board Calls for
Special Election

At a board meeting held

Thursday, February 11th, the
Board called for a special
election to fill the unexpired
term of Doug Green, single-
member District #5, who re-
signed last August. Tamesa
Harris-McClendon was ap-
pointed to fill that position
until the May trustee election.

roads in our area — [ know
that the TxDOT crews worked
