Wall'in Covid-19 Vaccine Ciiaic 
sat at Coanty Skaw Barn Tuesday

The South Plains Public 
Health District will provide 300 
Covid-19 Phizer vaccines at a 
Covid-19 Vaccine Clinic in Ta­
hoka next Ibesday, March 23.

This will be a clinic for the 
first dose of the Phizer vaccine, 
with no appointment necessary 
for the walk-in clinic that will be 
held at the Lynn County Show 
Bam, located two blocks west of 
Ave. J on South 9th Street in Ta­
hoka.

The walk-in clinic will open 
at 9:30 a.m. Tiiesday and remain 
open until all vaccines have been 
administered by healthcare pro­
fessionals, on a first-come first- 
serve basis.

The vaccine is free, and will 
be available to all citizens age 
50 or older (previously was re­
quired to be 65-or over but that 
age number has been changed to 
50+), or individuals ages 18-49 
who have other underlying medi­
cal conditions.

Police responded to a call at 
2:45 p.m. Saturday when the own­
er of a silver Dodge Nitro report­
ed that her ex had driven off in her 
vehicle without her permission and 
that she suspected he was intoxi­
cated. Police located the man in the 
vehicle in the I3(X) block of Ave. K, 
but according to the police report 
the man attempted to evade arrest 
by driving away from the officer. 
Upon stopping the vehicle, police 
arrested Marcus Liendo on a felony 
charge of Attempting to Evade Ar­
rest with a Vehicle, and charges of 
Driving While Intoxicated, second 
offense.

The offi­
cer visited with the woman at noon 
last Wednesday, and while in the 
officer’s presence the woman sent a 
text to the ex-boyfriend requesting 
that he no longer attempt to text her 
or harass her in any manner. The 
male sent three responding texts to 
the woman’s phone while she was 
with the officer, who saw the texts 
come in. The officer took note of 
the texts, and said a report would be

filed with the Lynn County Attor­
ney to issue a criminal warning to 
the male, as well as issuing a crim­
inal trespass against the individual 
at the woman’s place of employ­
ment and two residential locations.

DPS issues official 60-day notification 
that DL expiration waiver ends in April

The Texas Department of 
Fhiblic Safety (DPS) has of­
ficially issued the 60-day no­
tice that the COVID-related 
waiver on expiration dates 
for driver licenses (DLs) and 
identification cards (IDs) ends 
on April 14, 2021. Therefore, 
DPS continues to urge cus­
tomers to make an appoint­
ment or renew online today. 
The department first advised 
the public that the waiver 
would end two months ago.

To assist customers with 
expired licepses who are un­
able to schedule an appoint­
ment prior to the April 14 
deadline, DPS has imple­
mented a new procedure. If 
a customer has a renewal ap­
pointment that falls after the 
deadline, they will be able to 
request a temporary driving 
permit that will be valid un­
til their appointment date. For 
additional details on the new 
procedure, please visit the 
DPS website.

The expiration waiver, 
originally granted by Gov­
ernor Greg Abbott in March 
2020 due to the COVlD-19 
pandemic, applied to DLs, 
commercial DLs, commercial 
learner permits, ID cards and 
election identification certifi­
cates that expired on or after 
March 13,2020.

Many Texans are eligible 
to skip the trip to the office 
entirely by renewing their 
DL/ID card or changing their 
address online at Texas.gov. 
Customers can also renew, by 
phone at 1-866-DL-RENEW 
(1-866-357-3639). The re­
quirements and cost for on­
line and phone renewal are 
the same as in-person trans­
actions. (If you schedule an 
appointnKnt, you will also be 
notified if you are eligible to 
renew online.)

To assist customers need­
ing in-office DL services, des­
ignated high-volume offices 
are offering expanded hours

from 7 a.m. to 7 p.m. Monday 
through Thursday, and 7 a.m. 
to 5:30 p.m. Friday.

Services at driver license 
offices arc now conducted by 
appointment only. To sched­
ule an appointment or check 
availability, visit the online 
appointment scheduler. If 
you are unable to find an ap­
pointment at the office of your 
choice, check back for avail­
ability at that office or other 
locations nearby. Please check 
often as availability does 
change.

Occasionally someone sends me lists of home
remedies for nearly everything, and sometimes
they are true and sometimes they are not.

JTF Foundation assists families with 
children who have medical needs

The Joseph Thomas 
Foundation (JTF) is a non­
profit foundation that can help 
medically fragile children and 
their families by helping cover 
expenses not covered by Med­
icaid and/or insurance. JTF’s 
service area now includes 
Lynn County, and interested 
families are encouraged to 
apply for assistance.

The Joseph Thomas 
Foundation was established 
in 2007, by John and Erin 
Thomas after the loss of their 
6 year old son who was born 
with multiple medical com­
plications. While the big ex­
penses of Joseph’s conditions 
were covered by Medicaid, it 
was the constant barrage of 
little expenses that whittled 
away at their ability to simply 
survive financially. John and 
his wife felt a calling to help 
other families on a similar 
path. They started their non­
profit, The Joseph Thomas 
Foundation, in honor of their 
son to help other families with 
expenses not covered by Med­
icaid and/or insurance.

They began by helping a 
few children a year, and in do­
ing so, it helped them as griev­
ing parents. Through the grace 
of God and continued support 
of friends and the community, 
the Joseph Thomas Founda­
tion has exceeded all expecta­
tions. They have helped over 
100 kids with over $100,000.

State bill could halt WCS' plans 
for spent nuclear fuel storage

ANDREWS -  Waste Control Specialists (WCS) longtime 
efforts to construct a facility for interim storage of used nuclear 
fuel could be tabled if proposed state legislation passes this 
session.

State Rep. Brooks Landgraf recently filed House Bill 2692 
that would prohibit the storage and disposal of high-level ra­
dioactive waste in West Texas.

WCS, which has pursued spent fuel storage fw  more than 
five years following a state evaluation of what to do with Tex­
as’ nuclear power plant waste, could receive a license from the 
U.S. Nuclear Regulatory Commission (NRC) the third quarter 
of this fiscal year, WCS representatives said.

WCS and partner Orano USA formed a joint venture known 
as Interim Storage Partners that submitted a revised license ap­
plication in June 2018 to the NRC to construct a facility for 
spent fuel storage at the Andrews County site.

The intent is to^rovitle a temporary storage solution for 
waste presently being stored on site at numerous nuclear facili­
ties -  some of which are shut down -  across America. How­
ever, HB 2692 would prevent the interim storage facility’s con­
struction and operation.
