Water leak floods county courthouse, 
causes extensive damage on all levels

hen Lynn County Judge Mike Braddock arrived at 
the basement-level entry door to the Lynn County 
Courthouse early last Wednesday morning, he discovered 

water running underneath the door. With foreboding, he opened the 
door, and it got worse -  it looked like rain coming down the walls, he 
said, flooding the basement hallways and offices. Upon further hasty 
inspection, it was discovered that a large waterline joint to one of the 
pumps that are placed throughout the ceilings of the four-story building 
had popped off sometime during the night above the district courtroom 
balcony, flooding the courthouse on every level and causing extensive 
damage throughout the recently-renovated historical building. The 
amount of water in the courtrooms, halls and offices was staggering.

"It’s bad," the Judge told The 
N ew s the next day.

"I got here about 7:30, and wa­
ter was running underneath the 
dcxir. Above the district courtroom 
balcony on the third flrxjr, one of 
the hoses blew off and water had 
been gushing out all night, reach 
ing all the way down to the base­
ment office level," BraddrK'k said 

During its $4 million resto­
ration throughout 2017-19, a new 
geothermal heating and C(X)ling 
system was installed in the court­
house, which included extensive 
waterlines running from under­
ground pipes to an array of pumps 
and waterlines installed above all 
ceilings in every office throughout 
the four-story building.

The geothermal system is tixit- 
cd as providing great energy-ef­
ficiency savings, but since its in­
stallation there have been multiple

small leaks which required repairs. 
In fact, prior to last 'fiiesday night’s 
catastrophic flixxJing, repairmen 
had been working on several leaks 
in the system in the same area as 
where the waterline pxipped off the 
joint to the pump.

“We had repairs being made 
that day in that same area. To make 
repairs, they first have to drain the 
system down to work on the leaks. 
After making those repairs, then 
they start putting water back in the 
lines," explained Judge Braddcx;k. 
“Now, it’s supposed to hold 100 
pounds of pressure, but they only 
went to bO pounds because they 
did not want to blow anything. It 
was tested at 60 for five minutes, 
then they reduced the pressure and 
stayed till about 6 p.m. to make 
sure everything was okay, and it 
was all good. We actually had an

First National Bank to end 
114 years of service on June 4th

ore than a century of service and 
commitment to the community of 
Tahoka and Lynn County will come to an 

end at 3 p.m. Friday, June 4, 2021 when the First National 
Bank of Tahoka will close its doors for the last time under 
that name. That moment in time signifies the final hour 
of FNB's 114-year history here However, a new era of 
service and commitment will continue under a new name 
when the bank doors open on Monday morning, June 7, 
transitioning under the new ownership of Happy State 
Bank, who has acquired FNB through a merger

As a result of the transaction. 
Happy will assume First National 
Bank of Tahoka’s appmximately 
$12 million in loans and $50 mil­
lion in deposits, increasing its total 
assets to roughly $5.6 billion and 
gmwing its location count to 61 
branches in 45 Texas communities. 
Happy State Bank was founded in 
I QOS in Happy, Texas and UxJay is 
headquartered in Amarillo.

“Tahoka is such a great com­
munity. and this is a fantastic op 
portunity for both banks. We can’t 
wait to welcome FNB Tahoka and 
Its customers to the Happy family," 
said Happy State Bank President 
and CFX) Mikel Williamson.

Happy State Bank has provid­
ed information to FNB customers 
about the conversion schedule and 
other details about the transition.

While the transition signifies 
new growth and opportunities for 
local banking, it is the end of a 114- 
year era for First National Bank, 
which opened on March 16, 1907

during the pioneer days of Tahoka 
and l .ynn C'ounty The bank actual 
ly opened on May 4. 1906 under the 
name of First State Bank, but with­
in a year. First State Bank was liq­
uidated and the First National Bank 
of Fahoka was chartered in 1907 
with paid up capital of $25.0(X)

Frederick B Hegi, Jr., longtime 
chairman of the Board of Directors 
of First National Bank of Tahoka, 
recalled some of the bank’s history.

employee in the building that 
checked everything again 
when she left at 7 p.m., and 
everything was fine at that 
time. But sometime after 
that the line blew off at the 
connection to the pump, and 
when I walked in at 7:30 the 
next morning there was water 
running out the doors.”

“When I opened the door 
and looked down the hall, it 
looked just like rain falling,” 
he said, shaking his head.

“There are 54 of these 
pumps scattered all through 
the courthouse ceilings,” 
Braddock said, pointing at a 
connection that was similar 
to the one above the district 
courtroom’s balcony ceiling. 
All are hidden from view 
by dropped ceilings. “When 
we started pulling down wet 
ceiling tiles and checking the 
other pumps, we discovered 
that none of them were com­
pletely tight,” he said.

house staff began to arrive, 
they were dismayed by the 
extent of the water that was 
everywhere, but immediately 
began assessing the damages 
to their offices. In some ar­
eas, employees were actually 
wading through the water, 
to begin pulling carpets, and 
other ruined items out of their 
offices. All offices were im­
mediately closed to the public, 
and remained closed for the 
remainder of the week and 
through Memorial Day, while 
employees were busy with the 
initial cleanup and sorting of 
paperwork and office equip­
ment.

Rugs and carpets were 
pulled up and laid outside on 
courthouse steps and side­
walks to begin drying out, and 
a company experienced with 
flooding issues had already 
arrived, bringing dehumidifi­
ers and other equipment.

“1 have to say, every single 
employee has really jumped 
in and helped, without com­
plaining about all the work 
that is ahead. We really have 
an exceptional group of peo­
ple here, and I can’t thank 
them enough for everything 
they are doing,” Judge Brad- 
dcKk said with deep emotion. 
“They have really just been 
great.”

Almost every office was 
affected by water damage, but 
some are not as bad as others. 
Portions of the ceiling col­
lapsed over the third-floor bal­
cony above the District Court­
room on the second floor, with 
water pouring out from the 
balcony and into the district 
courtroom, and spreading 
throughout the building, run­
ning down the stairs and walls 
all the way into the second 
floor, first floor, and basement 
levels. Water rained down in 
some offices onto furnishings, 
computer equipment, files and 
other equipment.

Soggy ceilings on each 
level have cracked and fallen, 
the antique bowl light fixtures 
were full of water, and paint 
has bubbled up and wrinkled 
on the concrete walls through­
out the building. Wooden 
floors in the district court­
room, county courtroom, and 
many offices, that had been 
painstakingly restored in the 
historic renovation are buck­
ling as they dry.

Four die in fiery crash near Lamesa
LAMESA -  Firefighters could see smoke rising ahead of 

them as they headed out of Lamesa last Ibesday morning on a 
call about a major traffic accident south of town.

When they arrived just a few minutes later they drove into 
a heavy cloud of black smoke almost obscuring the scene. 
To their right, flames were engulfing what appeared to be a 
crumpled truck on the west side of State Highway 349. Intense 
fire and thick smoke completely hid whatever was burning on 
the east side of the highway.

The scene was one of the worst that several first-responders 
said they have seen in a number of years.

It proved to be just as tragic.
Four co-workers from a nearby oil rig, who had been 

together in a pickup, died in the collision.
Another man -  the driver of a truck-type wrecker -  was 

airlifted by helicopter directly from scene to a Lubbock 
hospital.

According to the DPS preliminary investigation, the four 
men were in a pickup driving westbound on CR 24, a dirt road 
which intersects with Hwy. 349 from the cast, which failed 
to yield the right of way at a stop sign at the intersection, 
colliding with a 2000 Kenworth truck tractor towing a trailer 
that was northbound on Hwy. 349. The collision knocked the 
pickup into a cotton field to the northeast of the intersection, 
the vehicle coming to rest on its top. All four of the occupants 
were reportedly thrown from the vehicle, with DPS stating 
none were wearing seatbelts.

The driver of the Kenworth timck was airlifted to 
University Medical Center in Lubbock with injuries described 
as “nonincapacitating.”

board and brought additional 
understanding of the Tahoka 
community and its needs to 
the direction of the bank,” he 
said.

During the past decade, 
Hegi said that the directors 
saw the need for increased 
technology and additional 
services were being required 
to effectively support the 
commercial and agricultural 
requirements of the commu­
nity and county. Additionally, 
increased regulation of ti- 
natKial institutions generally 
lead to higher costs in order 
to meet the reporting require­
ments from this increased 
regulation.

“About a year ago, the 
bank’s directors initiated a 
study to see if it should remain 
independent in this new world 
of increased service require­
ments, expanded technology 
and heightened regulation. It 
was especially important to 
the directors that, if the bank 
were to give up its indepen­
dence, we wanted a merger 
partner who knew the agri­
cultural economy well, had 
demonstrated success in sup­
porting relatively small towns 
in West Texas, could bring 
new and advanced services 
to our community and had 
demonstrated support for the 
commercial establishments, 
hospital system, schools and 
farming and ranching inter­
ests in our key market areas. 
We also wanted a partner who 
would provide additional op­
portunities for our bank’s 
outstanding employees,” said 
Hegi.

“We visited with several 
possible partners and found 
the organization which could 
provide everything we were 
looking for in Happy State 
Bank. Ironically, Happy State 
Bank was established in 1908, 
one year after our bank was

> f
started. Since then. Happy 
State Bank’s assets have 
grown to over $3.6 billion and 
has a technology and service 
base that rivals some of the 
largest banks in Texas.

“While the current board 
will not be actively involved 
in the day-to-day operations 
of the bank, we will watch 
the continued progress of the 
Tahoka branch of Happy State 
Bank with support and confi­
dence,” said Hegi.

John Krey, bank presi­
dent, was very involved with 
the Tahoka and Lynn County 
community and organizations, 
and now resides elsewhere but 
has many fond memories of 
his time of service with First 
National Bank.
