City reduces scope, cost of
street bond election project

ew information from City of Tahoka officials on Monday

night informed citizens that the proposed $8 million street

bond election project has been significantly reduced in both
its scope and the estimated cost — by almost half. According to Mayor
John Baker, the project is no longer being considered as a two-phase
pro}e(:t, and is no longer going to include repaving/curbing currently

paved streets.

“After hearing what citizens
told us at the last public hearing on
this project, we went back to the city
engineers and had them remove all
the milling and resurfacing of cur-
rent paved streets from the project.
The scope of the project now is to
pave streets that are not currently
paved, address pot holes and drain-
age issues in problem areas, and to
repair (not replace) currently paved
streets that are in need of repair.
Our best estimate for this project is

now $4.15 million,” the mayor said
during the public hearing held at
Monday’s council meeting.

It is anticipated that the $4.15
million bond would require be-
tween 24-cents to 26-cents tax
increase to pay back the bond, in-
stead of the formerly estimated 48-
cent tax increase for an $8-million
project.

“This would be only one phase,
one project,” said Mayor Baker.
“The bond funds would not be used

elta, a highly contagious SARS-CoV-2 virus strain, a variant

of the Covid-19 virus, has contributed to a surge of

new Covid cases across the globe — but is it here in Lynn

County? Itis possible, although the Covid numbers are not high here.

In Lynn County, only seven ac-
tive cases of COVID-19 cases are
currently reported, according to
information from the South Plains
Public Health District. There has
been no information, however,
about whether these cases are the
Delta variant.

“We have had a significant in-
crease in testing for Covid during
the past two to three weeks, and
we have had six positive test results
from tests administered at Lynn
County Hospital,” Dr. Melanie
Richburg, CEO of Lynn County
Healthcare System, told The News
this week. “However, those six pos-
itive cases were patients who did
not live in Lynn County. None of
those who tested positive were res-
idents of Lynn County, so the cur-
rently active cases of Covid here
must have tested elsewhere.”

Testing Drive-Up facility in Taho-
ka is available, but that an appoint-
ment should be made by calling
the Covid Hotline at 806-561-2076.

“Anyone who is concerned
that they may have symptoms of
Covid-19 may call our hotline, or
call your own healthcare provider,
and they will get you the help that
you need,” said Dr. Richburg.

for seal coating streets, which is an
ongoing maintenance.

new strain -- called 614G -- have
higher viral loads in their nose and
throat, though they don’t seem to
get any sicker, according to health
sources. Also, they are much more
contagious to others. For this rea-
son, vaccinated and unvaccinat-
ed people need to mask up again,
according to the U.S. Centers for
Disease Control and Prevention, to
help prevent the spread.

On July 27, the CDC recom-
mended that everyone in areas with
high Covid-19 infection rates wear
masks in public indoor spaces, re-
gardless of vaccination status.

“We're being told that although
there are some vaccined patients
that have gotten Covid, that it is the
unvaccinated patients who are hav-
ing the most severe symptoms,” Dr.
Richburg told The News this week.
“I would say that one’s recovery
likelihood is improved if you have
had the Covid vaccine.”

Wilson Independent Scho-
ol District is publishing
information this week that they
are considering proposing a
tax rate of $1.32240 per $100
of property value, which is the
same rate as last year’s total tax
rate.

Traffic accidents, brush fires

Two traffic accidents, two
brush fires, and a report of a
potential dog attack were in
law enforcement reports for
the past week.

passes, the funds generated by
the additional 1&S tax rate are
set each year to meet the annu-
al payment, and, by law, must
be used only for making the
annual payment for that debt.
The city has not had a
tax increase for the past 15

years, and in fact had a 2-cent
decrease in 2020. The prop-
erty tax rate for the City of
Tahoka was 74.7-cents from
2006-2019, and in 2020 was
lowered to 72.7-cents. No ad-
ditional 1&S rates were in ef-
fect during that time period as
well.

Childress, Alyssa Moreno,
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“We really just do not
have the funds in our general
funds to address our unpaved
streets in any timely manner,”
the mayor told The News. “We
do apply for the CDBG grant
funds for streets, but that is a
$300,000 grant, which would
probably pay for paving about
two blocks. It would take us a
long time to accomplish much
that way,” he added.
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
