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Commissioner Precinct boundaries 
to change slightly in Lynn County
by JU A N EU  JONES

Redistricting o f county polit­
ical boundaries was the focus o f a 
special meeting o f the Lynn County 
Commissioners Court last Thurs­
day. A fter considering the popu­
lation numbers and demographics 
presented by Stan Reid from A lli­
son, Bass &  Magee, LLP, a new map 
was approved that basically had the 
Commissioner Precincts 1, 2 and 3 
boundaries moving slightly further 
into the city of Tahoka, and Precinct 
4 moving further out to accommo­
date the higher population numbers 
in the New Home area.

Redistricting -  the process o f 
redrawing the county precinct lines 
to ensure they have relatively equal 
population -  is required after the U.S. 
Census is conducted every 10 years. 
County crflicials were using popula­
tion numbers from the 2020 census 
in the redistricting evaluations.

The precinct boundaries did 
not change after the 2010 census, 
but the population growth in the 
New  Home area during the past 10 
years had a significant impact on

the 2020 numbers.
Currently, (before the changes 

are implemented), the population 
numbers in the commissioner pre­
cincts in Lynn County are:

• Pet 1 -  1338 (includes portion 
o f Tahoka, and Wilson area)

• Pet 2 -  1212 (includes most o f 
Tahoka)

• Pet 3 -  1051 (includes O ’Don­
nell area)

• Pet 4 -  1995 (includes New 
Home area)

sioners met in regular session 
Monday morning, considering 
several issues including 
initiating a bum bam in 
the county. The bum ban is 
effective beginning Oct. 2S, 
and continues for 90 days, 
through Jan. 25.

“ Currently in Lynn 

County, we have about 8

ORDINANCE 21-020

AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF TAHOKA, 
TEXAS REPEALING ORDINANCE 10S18OA; REGULATING FOOD 
SERVICE ESTABLISHMENTS, RETAIL FOOD STORES, MOBILE 
FOOD UNITS AND ROADSIDE FOOD VENDORS; PROVIDING FOR 
A PENALTY; PROVIDING FOR A REPEALER CLAUSE; PROVIDING 
FOR SEVERABILITY; AND PROVIDING FOR AN EFFECTIVE 
DATE.

Section 4.06.10 Penalty and Fines.

(a) Any Food Service Establishment, Retail food Store, Mobile 
Food Unit, or Roadside food Vendor as defined herein 
found to be operating within the city limits without the 
proper permits shall be fined an amount not less than TWo 
Hundred Dollars ($200.00) per day for the first violation, 
and an additional Two Hundred Dollars ($200.00) shall 
be added for each additional violation up to three (3) 
violations. After the third violation, fines will be One 
Thousand Dollars ($1000.00) per violation per day, and 
the'city shall file suit for a temporary and permanent 
injunction against habitual violators.

(b) Any Food Service Establishment, Retail food Store, Mobile 
Food Unit, or Roadside food Vendor found to be violating 
the permitted locations for vending in this city shall be 
fined not less than Five Hundred Dollars ($500.00) per 
violation per day. If a mobile food vendor is found to be 
violating the permitted location three or more times, their 
permit shall be revoked, no refund issued, and they shall 
be denied a permit for the next two (2) consecutive years.

(c) If the POTW determines that a generator is responsible 
for a blockage of a collection system line the generator 
shall owe a cMI penalty of $1,000 for the first violation, 
$1,500 for a second violation, and $2,000 for the third 
violation within a two-year period. Continuous violations 
shall result in an Increase in penalty by $500 and may also 
result in termination of services.

The filing period opens 
soon for Lynn County officials 
whose terms o f  o ffice w ill end 
in December 2022. County 
officials serve four-year terms 
and must file in the year 
before the term ends in order 
to be placed on the ballots for 
the March Primary elections.

The filing period opens Nov. 
13 and continues through Dec. 
13, with filing to be conducted 
through the local county 
chairman o f the Republican or 
Democrat parties.

There are nine county 
positions whose terms 
w ill be up for election in 
the March 2022 Primary 
elections, including County 
Judge, County Sheriff, 
County Clerk, District Clerk, 
County Treasurer, Pct 2 and

4 Commissioners, and both 
Justice o f the Peace offices 
(Pct. 1 and 4).

A  filing fee o f  $750 is due 
with the paperwork for filing, 
or there is an optional process 
for obtaining signatures in 
lieu o f  a filing fee, and that 
information is available from 
the party chairman as well.

Currently there is no

The new map more evenly 
distributes the population 
(these new numbers were not 
available at press time) as 
required by law, with no more 
than a 5% variable allowed 
between each precinct.

“These commissioner 
precinct boundaries w ill also 
affect the two Justice o f  Peace 
boundaries slightly, with JP 
#1 (Christie Olivan) serving 
commissioner precincts 1 
and 4, and JP #4 (Ed Fbllis) 
serving commissioner
precincts 2 and 3,”  County 
Judge M ike Braddock 
explained to The News.

The new precinct lines 
w ill also affect the voting box 
precincts in the county -  but 
not for the upcoming Nov. 2 
election.

“ In two weeks we w ill 
have another meeting to 
work on getting the voting 
box precincts figured out,”  
Judge Braddock said. “A ll 
o f  these changes w ill not be 
in effect for the upcoming 
Nov. 2 General Election, 
but w ill affect next year's 
2022 Primary and General

elections.”
Lynn County citizens 

w ill need to look at their new 
Voter Registration cards that 
come out for 2022 to know 
which commissioner precinct, 
JP precinct, and voting box 
precinct they w ill be in after 
the redistricting.

Judge Braddock led the 
special session with all four 
Lynn County Commissioners 
present, including Matt 
Woodley, John Hawthorne, 
Don Blair and Larry Durham, 
and other county officials.
