ynn County registered voters may have noticed that they 
have not yet received their 2022 Voter Registrabon cards in 
the mail. Normally, the voter registration cards are mailed 

out in January, but this year there is a delay - and redistricbng is 
apparently the culprit

According to l.ynn C oiiiUs i.i\ 
Assessor/Voter Registrar Doiiiui 
Willis, her office is working ilil 
igently to print and mail approx 
imately 4,000 voter registration 
cards after processing the mforma 
tion for new boundaries for county 
precincts, after l.ynn ('ounty olfi 
cials officially approved redistrict 
mg maps m December

"We're working as fast as we 
can. but not only did the county 
commissioner precinct boiitulary

lines change, the .lustice of Peace 
precinct lines changed as well, and 
vxe are also cha 114)4̂  the number of 
\otmg box precincts m the county," 
explained Willis early this week 
"I ynn ('ounty officials voted to 
comhine some ot the smaller vot 
mg precincts, and will have only 
X voting precincts instead of 14 
( h.mgmg the maps atid changing 
the voting box precincts requires a 
complete change m all our data and 
we are still inputting the new infor
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mation. We hope to be able to mail 
out the new voter registration cards 
by early next week," she explained 

Redistricting -  the prcx-'ess ot 
redrawing the county precinct lines 
to ensure they have relatively equal 
population IS required after the 
L'.S Census is conducted every 10 
years. County officials were using 
population numbers from the 2020 
census in the redistricting conver 
sations, and officially approved the 
new county commissioner and pis 
tice of peace precinct boundaries in 
mid-December 2021

Commissioners approve resolutions 
to apply for grant funds in four programs

Lynn County Commissio­
ners approved resolutions to 
apply for grant funding in four 
programs which traditionally 
are funded by grants approved 
for the county, in action taken 
in regular session Monday, 
Jan. 24.

Resolutions were approv­
ed for a VeXTA (Victims Of 
Crime Act) grant funding for 
fiscal year 2022-23; one for 
a solid waste grant through 
SPAG; and for two grants 
funded through the Office of 
the Governor.Criminal Justice 
Program, Juvenile Justice and 
Truancy Prevention grant 
program -  one for a truancy 
officer for 2022-23 and one 
for a regional counseling and 
psychological evaluation pro­
gram for 2022-23.

In other business, com­
missioners approved a fi­
nal plat for legacy Farms

subdivision in the New Home 
area, and adopted a fireworks 
ban for Texas Independence 
Day (March 2) prohibiting the 
sale or use of restricted fire­
works in the unincorporated 
areas of Lynn County.

Commissioners also re­
newed a 90-day burn ban in 
the county, to extend through 
April 24. 2022. The bum ban 
could be rescinded before 
April 24 by commissioners if 
the current drought is relieved 
with precipitation in the coun­
ty

Budget amendments and 
monthly bills were approved, 
and Sheriff Wanda Mason 
gave a report on hjp^d£part-\ 
ment’s activities.

In a special session also 
held Jan. 24, commissioners  ̂
approved an interlocal agency 
agreement for Lynn County to 
house Bell County inmates at 
$45 per day.

Lynn County Judge Mike 
Braddock led the meetings, 
with all four commissioners 
present including Don Blair, 
L.arry Durham, Matt Woodley 
and John Hawthorne, as well 
as other county officials.

NRCS taking applications 
for financial assistance

The USDA Natural 
Resources Conservation 
Service (NRCS) is accept­
ing applications for the sec­
ond round of funding for 
Ihe Environmental Quality 
Incentive Program (EQIP) 
for fiscal year 2022 until 
February II, 2022.

meet Federal, Slate, and lo­
cal environmental regula­
tions.

Practices eligible for fi­
nancial assistance include but 
are not limited to pivot replace­
ment, drip irrigation, grass 
planting, cross fencing, well 
decommissioning, terracing, 
cross fencing, water troughs 
and pipelines.

Brownfield man 
arrested on child 
pornography 
charges

TX r DPS -  Texas 
Department of Public Safety 
(DPS) Special Agents and FBI 
worked jointly to investigate a 
tip on the possession and pos­
sible promotion of child por­
nography received from the 
National Center for Missing 
and Exploited Children. The 
suspect in the investigation 
is Brian Brisendine, age 43, a 
Brownfield resident.

Special Agents with the 
DPS and FBI obtained court 
orders for electronic data and 
online identifiers and tracked 
the suspect’s location to a 
residence in Brownfield. On 
January 19, 2022, DPS and 
F^l personnel executed a 
search warrant to seize elec­
tronic devices such as laptops 
and smart phones from the 
suspect’s residence. Analysis 
of those devices confirmed the 
presence of images and videos 
obtained from the internet that 
depicted the sexual assault 
and exploitation of children. 
The suspect was interviewed 
and arrested for Possession 
of Child Pornography and 
booked into the Terry County 
jail. At this time there are no 
additional suspects and it is 
not believed that the suspect 
was producing or making 
child pornography.

To be eligible to register 
to vote in Texas, a person 
must be:

• A United States citizen;
• A resident of the Texas 

county in which application 
for registration is made;

• At least 18 years old on 
Election Day;

• Not finally convicted of 
a felony, or, if so convicted 
must have (1) fully discharged 
the sentence, including any 
term of incarceration, parole, 
or supervision, or completed 
a period of probation ordered 
by any court; or (2) been par­
doned or otherwise released 
from the resulting disability 
to vote; and

• Not determined by a 
final judgment of a court ex­
ercising probate jurisdiction

Three traffic accidents 

were in reports from law en­
forcement officials during the 
past week, and nine arrests 
were made for warrants and/ 
or possession of drugs after 
traffic stops in five separate 
incidents.
