projects in the 1950s, and club 
members wrote letters to state 
legislators urging passage of 
legislation that appropriated 
funds for the building of 
M.D. Anderson Hospital for 
cancer research. When the 
ground-breaking ceremony 
for the hospital was held, the 
president of TFWC, Mrs, J 
Howard Hixlge of Midland, 
was one of three women who 
turned a spade of earth, in 
appreciation for the support of 
the TWFC women.

In 1951, club members 
Lady Stewart and Beulah 
Applewhite went to Houston 
as delegates to the General 
Federation of Women’s 
Clubs (GFWC) International 
Convention. where they 
heard General Omar Bradley, 
Nelson RiK'kefeller and Faith 
Baldwin Speak. Lady Stewart 
said that this convention was 
the highlight of her club years.

In the 1960s the club 
supiKirted Girlstown USA. 
and continued their support 
of the Tahoka City/Counly 
I ibrary. which moved to 
South 1st Street with the help 
ot the club

The club established 
The Lady IXibbins Stewart 
Scholarship, and the Maurice 
Bray Scholarship in the 
late 1960s and early 1970s. 
The club also sponsored a 
Thanksgiving Dinner ’ and 
program for the .Senior 
Citizens of 1 ynn County. T his 
protect evolved into the Senior 
Citizens organization and 
eventually their own center.

During the l9K0s. PKW 
members were involved with 
the Texas Sesquicentennial 
Celebration and hosting the 
Wagon I ram in Tahoka. which 
stopped in Tahoka overnight 
m May ol I9S6 The club also 
[irovided assistance to the 
lahoka Pioneer Museum.

Longtime club member 
Mrs Bettye Green became 
the 43rd President of the 
IIW C from I9K4-1986. She 
was instrumental in having 
the TTWC headquarters 
building in Austin listed 
on the National Registry of 
Historical Places, and was 
designated a Recorded Texas 
Historic Landmark and an 
Austin Historic Landmark. 
It was the first building in 
Austin to have three historic 
designations.

In the 1990s. the F’KW 
s(X)nsored the Lynn County 
Family History B(X)k, 
which was printed and sold 
numerous copies, netting the 
club ,$5000 as a fundraiser.

PKW memtx-rs sponsored 
the planting of a Stephen F,

Austin oak tree on the Lynn 
County Courthouse lawn 
in the 2000s, and a framed 
picture of Stephen F. Austin 
with autographs of many 
in attendance was hung on 
the first flexyr hallway in the 
courthouse.

In 2003 when Lynn 
County was celebrating 
its 100th birthday, PKW 
members designed and sold 
400 courthouse building 
ornaments as a fundraiser for 
their scholarship funds. PKW 
also sponsored a centennial 
time capsule that was buried 
on the courthouse lawn, which 
is supposed to be opened in 
2053.

The most recent pmject 
for PBK was the printing of 
a 2021 calendar featuring 
photos of the historically- 
refurbished courthouse, 
which was very successful.

The club has participated 
in many state and national 
projects, and has a long 
history of winning awards 
at both the district and state 
levels. T'he PKW has had 
many longterm members, 
including the late Bettye 
Green, who was a member for 
67 years. Mrs. Green served 
as Club. District, State and 
Regional President, and also 
served as the Editor of the 
Texas Club Woman Magazine 
for 10 years

With school ending last 
week, Tahoka Police Depart­
ment would like to remind 
citizens that they do enforce 
a City of Tahoka curfew or­
dinance for anyone under the 
age of 17, with the curfew set 
at 11 p.m.

Future of Giles Dalby Facility discussed
K)ST -  In a much-anticipated statement Monday (May 9), 

Garza County Judge Lee Norman announced the county, in co­
operation with South Plains Association of Governments and 
state and city leaders, will convert the current Giles W. Dalby 
Correctional Facility to a contract county jail facility.

Rumors have been flying for several weeks about the pristin 
and transforming the federal prison into a county Jail facility 
after the Texas Commission on Jail Standards (TCJS) recently 
made inspiections of the facility.

The Giles W. Dalby facility was commissioned as a county 
jail in 1999 by TCJS with 1,096 available beds. Management 
and Training Corporation (MTC) has contracted with Garza 
County to operate the facility since it first opened in October 
1999.

“With the change in the political structure, the federal sys­
tem has more beds than they 
need, so they don’t need our 
overflow,” explained Norman.

Two additional buildings 
were built, adding 852 beds 
in 2007. Now. in 2022, MTC 
will be charged with turn­
ing the federal prison back to 
housing county jail inmates.

Norman said Garza Coun­
ty is actively working with 
a consultant to market the 
Dalby facility to other Texas 
counties.

The Texas State Jail Stan­
dards will have to certify the 
facility to pass their require­
ments before inmates will be 
allowed to be delivered to the 
facility. Norman stated they 
were looking to obtain con­
tracts with the larger counties 
for their overflow on inmates.
Each county will have a con­
tract with the facility.

Norman did not have the 
time frame for the TCJS cer­
tification but said MTC is 
working on the conversion.

Threat puts early end to school year

began circulating on social media last Thursday evening (May

continuing to investigate. Lamesa Police Chief Josh Peterson 
said late last I riday allernoon it did not appear any actual vio­
lence was ever |)laniied

“We’re not leelmg at this time there was a threat to the 
school -  and doubting thcie ever was.” Peterson told the Lame- 
sa Press-Reporter. "Instead it appears the social media posting 
was what some c.ill a 'deep fake,’ a [x>sting of something they 
know is not accurate

"More like a hoax," Peterson said.
The online posting, however, was enough to prompt Lame­

sa school offic ials kite I hursday to cancel the final half-day of 
classes planned lor the schcH)! year on Friday.

School Su|UTin!endenl Jim Knight said the action was tak­
en out of tin iibundtince of caution.

An investigiiiion by [xtlice has led detectives to evidence 
that identified several jiiveniles who were believed to be in­
volved in posiing the social media threat, which depicted a 
photo of a hiind on a pistol with a caption below it that said, 
“Coming to Lamesa Middle Sch(X)l.”

In a follow up report, police said that three juveniles were in 
custody in connection w iih the threat. Two of the juveniles are 
identified as l.s ye.ir old males and the other as a 16-year-old 
male. Peterson said that Ihe three admitted to their involvement 
in the incident, and detectives were able to obtain evidence and 
additional intormation that eontirmed their involvement.

Burt and Kric Heinrich 
were born in Slaton, Texas, 
on July 16. 1960, and
October 23, 1963, to Roy I,ee 
and Therese Heinrich. Burt 
and Kric develojred their 
work ethic and farming ex­
perience b> helping their dad 
and grandfather farm before 
forming Heinrich Brothers 
in 1986. R>day. Heinrich 
Brothers has expanded to in­
clude their sons. Heath and 
Ryan Heinrich.

Burt and Kric attended 
l.ubbtK-k-C'ixiper and gradu­
ated in 1978 and 1982. re­
spectively. Burt received 
his Lone Star KF'A degree 
in 1978; he then pursued an 
asstK’iate's degree in diesel 
mechanics from South Plains 
College, graduating in 1980.

Cotton is a 
nutrient-depleting crop that 
benefits from incorporating 
a high residue rotation. The 
use of high residue crops, 
such as sorghum, increases 
organic matter, reduces soil 
erosion, and helps to replen­
ish the nutrients in the soil. 
Apart from crop production, 
the Heinrichs also raise black 
and red Angus cattle.

“We are fourth-gener­
ation farmers in the West 
Texas area, and our sons are 
fifth-generation farmers,"

says Burt. The Heinrichs 
moved to High Hill, Texas, 
in Fayette County during the 
civil war, then to Slaton in 
the early 1920s to continue 
farming.
