Zoning request withdrawn after 
discussion at City Conneil meeting

A byJUANEUJONES
zoning change request that had been on Tahoka City 
Council agenda for the past two sessions was officially 
withdrawn for consideration after citizens at Monday 

night's council meeting protested the change from residential to 
commercial zoning.

Several citizens were on hand 
to express concerns over the request 
of a zoning change for property on 
N. 7th and the US 87 access road, 
which would allow the property to 
be used for commercial purposes, 
in an area surrounded by adjacent 
residential homes.

The council had discussed this

The owner of the property, W. 

Calloway Huffaker, had submitted 
the request to the council because 
he had an interested buyer for the 
property if the zoning change was 
approved. The interested buyer was 
apparently purporting to place an 
above-ground gasoline/diesel fuel­
ing station at the location, with a 
card-system for sales.

After much discussion, includ­
ing remarks from citizens con­
cerned about safety and traffic is­
sues near their homes, 11 citizens 
who resided on those properties 
raised their hands to indicate they 
were not in favor of the zoning 
change, when council members 
asked their opinion. Huffaker then 
immediately formally withdrew his 
request for the zoning change, and 
the council did not vote on the is­
sue.

Six traffic accidents occur here; 
'psychic' man says spirits led him 
to break in to iocai residence

everal traffic accidents and an unusual residential burglary 
with the suspect claiming that the 'spirits' sent him there, were 
in law enforcement reports during the past week.

An unusual burglary report was 
taken at 10 p.m. on Aug. 8, when 
a caller reported a burglary of his 
residence at a rural location 4 miles 
south of Tahoka. According to the 
LCSO call sheet infcMmation, the 
caller said that a Hispanic male 
wearing a black sweatsuit was in 
their home when they got back 
from Lubbock. He said the suspect 
was sitting on the couch watching 
TV, and told the homeowners that 
he was a psychic and the spirits had 
led him there, but he apparently did 
not take anything. The suspect left 
the premises before a deputy ar­
rived at the scene, and the officer 
was unable to locate the num.

On Aug. 1, a head-on collision 
occurred 11 miles north of Taho­
ka on US 87. reportedly with in­
juries. According to Lynn County 
Sheriffs Office (LCSO) call sheet

information, one person was trans­
ported by Lynn County EMS to 
a Lubbock hospital for treatment 
of unknown injuries. No driver or 
vehicle information was available. 
LCSO, EMS, Tahoka and Wilson 
Volunteer Fire Departments, and 
DPS all responded to the scene.

A one-vehicle rollover just south 
of Tahoka on US 87 last Wednes­
day morning, Aug. 3, resulted in the 
four occupants being transported 
for medical treatment, but the ex­
tent of injuries was unknown. Mon­
ica Salgado of Midland, the driver 
of a 2011 Infiniti SUV, reportedly 
lost control and overcorrected the 
vehicle while traveling southbound 
on US 87, taking an abrupt turn 
into the median, striking a sign, 
and rolling over twice before com­
ing to a stop.

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Disaster preparedness meetings held here

Emergency/dlsaster management and planning sessions are ongoing in Lynn County, 
through the Lynn County Emergency Management office. Bryant Sears is the 
Emergency Management Coordinator, and he organizes periodic meetings with 
city officials (Tahoka, Wilson, New Home and O'Donnell), county officials, and emergency 

response organizations including healthcare and law enforcement personnel, to coordinate 
planning sessions for responses to disasters or emergency situations.

The most recent meeting 
was held July 28, which in­
cluded topics of active shooter 
protocols, and weather events/ 
needs for evacuation and/or 
shelter.

Pertaining to active shoot­
er protocols. Sears reported 
that the need for action plans 
has intensified in this area be­
cause of recent events in Texas 
and across the nation. Tahoka 
Police Chief Jeff Parker and

Lynn County Sheriff Deputy, 
Derek Hester, shared basic 
protocols that will be in place, 
as needed if any situation may 
come up. More communica­
tion and active drills will be 
ongoing to help school dis­
tricts, businesses, and any 
organization that could be a 
potential target.

USDA reminds livestock producers 
of available drought assistance

Did you know?

USDA’s Farm Service 
Agency (F^A) reminds 
drought-impacted producers 
that they may be eligible for 
financial assistance through 
the Emergency Assistance for 
Livestock, Honey Bees, and 
Farm-Raised Fish Fhogram 
(ELAF*) to cover above nor­
mal expenses for hauling 
water or feed to livestock or 
hauling livestock to forage or 
grazing acres.

“Severe and widespread 
drought conditions are hav­
ing a catastrophic impact on 
crops, grazing acres, live­
stock and agricultural opera­
tions statewide,” said Kelly 
Adkins, State Executive 
Director for FSA in Texas. 
“Livestock producers should 
check in with FSA to request 
available FLAP assistance to 
help offset the above normal 
economic impacts of provid­
ing water, feed and forage to 
carry livestock through these 
extremely harsh weather con­
ditions.”
For eligible producers in 
qualifying counties, FLAP 
provides financial assistance 
for:
• the transportation of water 
to livestock;
• the above normal cost of 
mileage for transporting feed 
to livestock; and
• the above normal cost of 
transporting livestock to for- 
age/grazing acres.*
*Hauling livestock one-way, 
one haul per animal reim­
bursement and no payment 
for “empty miles.”

Eligible livestock include 
cattle, bison, goats and sheep, 
among others, that are main­
tained for commercial use 
and located in a county where 
qualifying drought condi­
tions occur. A county must 
have had D2 severe drought 
intensity on the U.S. Drought 
Monitor for eight consecu­
tive weeks during the normal 
grazing period, or D3 or D4 
drought intensity at any time

during the normal grazing 
period. Fhtxlucers must have 
risk in both eligible livestock 
and eligible grazing land in 
an eligible county to qualify 
for FLAP assistance.

For FLAP water transpor­
tation assistance, producers 
must be transporting water to 
eligible livestock on eligible 
grazing land where adequate 
livestock watering systems 
or facilities were in place be­
fore the drought occurred and 
where water transportation is 
not ntnmally required. FLAP 
covers costs associated with 
personal labor, equipnnent, 
hired labor, and contracted 
water transportation fees. 
Cost of the water itself is not 
covered. The FLAP payment 
formula uses a national aver­
age price per gallon.

FLAP provides finan­
cial assistance to livestock 
producers who incur above 
normal expenses for trans­
porting feed to livestock dur­
ing drought. The payment 
formula excludes the first 25 
miles and any mileage over 
1,000 miles. The reimburse­
ment rate is 60% of the costs 
above what would normally 
have been incurred during 
the same time period in a 
normal (non-drought) year.

FLAP provides finan­
cial assistance to livestock 
producers who are hauling 
livestock to a new location 
for feed resources due to in­
sufficient feed (w grazing in 
drought-impacted areas. As 
with transporting feed, the 
payment formula for trans­
porting livestock excludes the 
first 25 miles and any mileage 
over 1,000 miles. The reim­
bursement rate is 60% of the 
costs above what would nor­
mally have been incurred dur­
ing the same time period in a 
normal (non-drought) year.

An online tool is now 
available to help ranch­
ers document and estimate 
payments to cover feed and

livestock transportation costs 
caused by drought. Download 
the tool and view the denwn- 
stration video.

Fot calendar year 2022 
forward, producers must sub­
mit a notice of loss to their 
local F'SA office within 30 
calendar days of when the 
loss is apparent. Fhxxlucers 
should contact F'SA as soon 
as the loss of water or feed 
resources are known.

For FLAP eligibility, 
documentation of expenses 
is critical. Producers should 
maintain records and receipts 
associated with the costs of 
transporting water to eligible 
livestock, the costs of trans­
porting feed to eligible live­
stock, the costs of additional 
feed purchases, and the costs 
of transporting eligible live­
stock to forage or other graz­
ing acres.

FLAP assistance is also 
available to producers im­
pacted by wildfire. Contact 
the local F^A office for more 
information on FLAP re­
sources for wildfire losses. 
Additionally, beekeepers can 
benefit from FLAP provi­
sions and should contact their 
county F^A office within 15 
calendar days of when a loss 
occurs or is apparent.

F^A is now accepting ap­
plications for the Livestock 
F’brage Disaster Program 
(LFH*) to provide financial as­
sistance to eligible producers 
for 2022 grazing losses due 
to a qualifying drought or 
fire. The deadline to apply for 
2022 LFP assistance is Jan. 
30,2023.

More than 200 Texas 
counties have met the drought 
severity levels that trigger 
LF^ eligibility for the 2022 
program year. Fw LFT* quali­
fying drought triggers are 
determined using the U.S. 
Drought Monitor. A list of 
LFHP eligible counties and 
grazing crops can be found on 
the F’SA Texas webpage.

M TC plans to  hire 
240 em ployees 
as it reopens

F*OST -  In Garza County 
Commissioners Court Monday, 
Aug. I, Management and 
Training Corporation (MTC) 
Director of Corrections Ope­
rations, Steve Mcrlak, empha­
sized their commitment to the 
community and their employ­
ees. Based on new and pend­
ing contracts, MTC is working 
to revamp the Giles W. Dalby 
Correctional Facility in Post.

Meriak, who is in Post for 
the next four weeks to help 
reopen the facility, said MTC 
would be hiring to staff the 
facility to accommodate the 
contract for Harris County to 
house 600 inmates.

**A -similar contract is be­
ing worked on for Tarrant 
County to house 400 inmates. 
The Tarr-ant County commis­
sioners will meet on Aug. 9 
to approve the contract. Once 
contracts are approved, we will 
have 28 days before beginning 
the intake,” Meriak said.

The facility expects to re­
ceive the Texas Commissioner 
Jail Standard certification in 
the next three weeks.

“We will need 160 secu­
rity personnel to accommodate 
the 1032 inmates we expect to 
house at the facility,” Meriak 
replied when asked the number 
of employees MTC planned to 
hire.

“We are currently hiring 
for all positions. If employ­
ees were laid off in June, they 
could return and retain their 
seniority. We have hired a Jail 
Administrator, Rick Martinez, 
who was a warden at the MTC 
Otero Facility. The Assistant 
Jail Administrator has been 
hired, and we hope he will be 
on-site by Monday, Aug. 15.”

In a recent interview, 
Meriak said, “MTC could not 
have accomplished as much 
work as they have without 
the support of Garza County 
Commissioners and the three 
extra employees they hired to 
help get the facility ready for 
the TCJS Certification.”

“We will need more em­
ployees than MTC previously 
employed, and job offers will • 
be made onsite during this 
time. Besides jailers and se­
curity supervisors, we will be 
hiring for medical and trans­
port services. Unit support, 
programs, and administration 
will complete our team needed 
to open the facility.

“It’s not as hard to qualify 
for a position with MTC now 
as it was for federal positions; 
the background checks are not 
as comprehensive. With the 
economy and the oil field busi­
ness (HI the decline, now is the 
perfect time to apply and join 
the team of MTC. Employee 
benefits include medicals, vi­
sion, dental, paid time off, and 
paid holidays. No appointment 
is necessary, just show up be­
tween 8 a.m. and 4 p.m. for 
the interview process,” Meriak 
said.

USDA reminds livestock producers 
of available drought assistance

Did you know?

USDA’s Farm Service 
Agency (FSA) reminds 
drought-impacted producers 
that they may be eligible for 
finaiKial assistance through 
the Emergency Assistance for 
Livestock, Honey Bees, and 
Farm-Raised Fish Program 
(ELAP) to cover above nor­
mal expenses for hauling 
water or feed to livestock or 
hauling livestock to forage or 
grazing acres.

“Severe and widespread 
drought conditions are hav­
ing a catastrophic impact on 
crops, grazing acres, live­
stock and agricultural opera­
tions statewide,” said Kelly 
Adkins, State Executive 
Director for FSA in Texas. 
“Livestock producers should 
check in with FSA to request 
available ELAP assistance to 
help offset the above normal 
economic impacts of provid­
ing water, feed and forage to 
carry livestock through these 
extremely harsh weather con­
ditions.”
For eligible producers in 
qualifying counties, ELAP 
provides financial assistance 
for:
• the transportation of water 
to livestock;
• the above normal cost of 
mileage for transporting feed 
to livestock; and
• the above normal cost of 
transporting livestock to for- 
age/grazing acres."'
'"Hauling livestock one-way, 
one haul per animal reim­
bursement and no payment 
for “empty miles.”

Eligible livestock include 
cattle, bison, goats and sheep, 
among others, that are main­
tained for commercial use 
and located in a county where 
qualifying drought condi­
tions occur. A county must 
have had D2 severe drought 
intensity on the U.S. Drought 
Monitor for eight consecu­
tive weeks during the normal 
grazing period, or D3 or D4 
drought intensity at any time

during the normal grazing 
period. Producers must have 
risk in both eligible livestock 
and eligiUe grazing land in 
an eligible county to qualify 
for ELAP assistance.

For ELAP water transpor­
tation assistance, producers 
must be transporting water to 
eligible livestock on eligible 
grazing land where adequate 
livestock watering systems 
or facilities were in place be­
fore the drought occurred and 
where water transportation is 
not normally required. ELAP 
covers costs associated with 
personal labor, equipment, 
hired labor, and contracted 
water . transportation fees. 
Cost of the water itself is not 
covered. The ELAP payment 
formula uses a national aver­
age price per gallon.

ELAP provides finan­
cial assistance to livestock 
producers who incur above 
nonnal expenses for trans­
porting feed to livestock dur­
ing drought. The payment 
formula excludes the first 25 
miles and any mileage over 
1,000 miles. The reimburse­
ment rate is 60% of the costs 
above what would normally 
have been incurred during 
the same time period in a 
normal (non-drought) year.

ELAP provides finan­
cial assistance to livestock 
producers who are hauling 
livestock to a new location 
for feed resources due to in­
sufficient feed or grazing in 
drought-impacted areas. As 
with transporting feed, the 
payment formula for trans­
porting livestock excludes the 
first 25 miles and any mileage 
over 1,000 miles. The reim­
bursement rate is 60% of the 
costs above what would nor­
mally have been incurred dur­
ing the same time period in a 
normal (non-drought) year.

An online tool is now 
available to help ranch­
ers document and estimate 
payments to cover feed and

livestock transportation costs 
caused by drought. Download 
the tool and view the demon­
stration video.

For calendar year 2022 
forward, producers must sub­
mit a notice of loss to their 
local FSA office within 30 
calendar days of when the 
loss is apparent. Producers 
should contact FSA as soon 
as the loss of water or feed 
resources are known.

For ELAP eligibility, 
documentation of expenses 
is critical. Producers should 
maintain records and receipts 
associated with the costs of 
transporting water to eligible 
livestock, the costs of trans­
porting feed to eligible live­
stock, the costs of additional 
feed purchases, and the costs 
of transporting eligible live­
stock to forage or other graz­
ing acres.

ELAP assistance is also 
available to producers im­
pacted by wildfire. Contact 
the local FSA office for more 
information on ELAP re­
sources fcM' wildfire losses. 
Additionally, beekeepers can 
benefit from ELAP provi­
sions and should contact their 
county FSA office within 15 
calendar days of when a loss 
occurs or is apparent.

FSA is now accepting ap­
plications for the Livestock 
Forage Disaster Program 
(LFP) to provide financial as­
sistance to eligible producers 
for 2022 grazing losses due 
to a qualifying drought or 
fire. The deadline to apply for 
2022 LFP assistance is Jan. 
30,2023.

More than 200 Texas 
counties have met the drought 
severity levels that trigger 
LFP eligibility for the 2022 
program year. For LFP, quali­
fying drought triggers are 
determined using the U.S. 
Drought Monitor. A list of 
LFP eligible counties and 
grazing crops can be found on 
the FSA Texas webpage.

M TC plans to  hire 
240 em p loyees 
as it reopens

POST -  In Garza County 
Commissioners Court Monday, 
Aug. 1, Management and 
Training Corporation (MTC) 
Director of Corrections Ope­
rations, Steve Merlak, empha­
sized their commitment to the 
community and their employ­
ees. Based on new and pend­
ing contracts, MTC is working 
to revamp the Giles W. Dalby 
Correctional Facility in Post.

Merlak, who is in Post for 
the next four weeks to help 
reopen the facility, said MTC 
would be hiring to staff the 
facility to accommodate the 
contract for Harris County to 
house 600 inmates.

“A -sinular contract is be­
ing worked on for Tarrant 
County to house 400 inmates. 
The Tarr-ant County commis­
sioners will meet on Aug. 9 
to approve the contract. Once 
contracts are approved, we will 
have 28 days before beginning 
the intake,” Merlak said.

The facility expects to re­
ceive the Texas Commissioner 
Jail Standard certification in 
the next three weeks.

“We will need 160 secu­
rity personnel to accommodate 
the 1032 inmates we expect to 
house at the facility,” Merlak 
replied when asked the number 
of employees MTC planned to 
hire.

“We arc currently hiring 
for all positions. If employ­
ees were laid off in June, they 
could return and retain their 
seniority. We have hired a Jail 
Administrator, Rick Martinez, 
who was a warden at the MTC 
Otero Facility. The Assistant 
Jail Administrator has been 
hired, and we hope he will be 
on-site by Monday, Aug. 15.”

In a recent interview, 
Merlak said, “MTC could not 
have accomplished as much 
work as they have without 
the support of Garza County 
Commissioners and the three 
extra employees they hired to 
help get the facility ready for 
the TCJS Certification.”

“We will need more em­
ployees than MTC previously 
employed, and job offers will 
be made onsite during this 
time. Besides jailers and se­
curity supervisors, we will be 
hiring for medical and trans­
port services. Unit support, 
programs, and administration 
will complete our team needed 
to open the facility.

“It’s not as hard to qualify 
for a position with MTC now 
as it was for federal positions; 
the background checks are not 
as comprehensive. With the 
economy and the oil field busi­
ness on the decline, now is the 
perfect time to apply and join 
the team of MTC. Employee 
benefits include medicals, vi­
sion, dental, paid time off, and 
paid holidays. No appointment 
is necessary, just show up be­
tween 8 a.m. and 4 p.m. for 
the interview process,” Merlak 
said.

Coffee Shop, which applied 
for the matching grant funds 
for improvements already 
made to the property. Accord­
ing to EDC representative 
Carson Lehman, the owner 
of Crusher’s Coffee Shop had 
already exceeded the $20JXX) 
in renovations required to 
apply for the matching grant 
funds. Council members Ste­
phen Overstreet, Samantha 
Henderson, Nathan Garcia 
and Joe Craig voted 4-0 to ap­
prove the grant request, with 
councilman Shiloh Braddock 
abstaining from voting due 
to a family relationship to the 
store owners.

Council members ap­
proved a contract with Fund- 
View to upgrade the city’s 
financial software, and ap­
proved an ordinance approv­
ing the negotiated settlement 
between the cities served by 
Atmos Energy regarding the 
company’s 2022 rate review 
mechanism.

A city ordinance regard­
ing fencing was tabled until 
the next meeting.

Monthly reports were 
presented by departmental 
heads. The City Administra­
tor said that two new hires 
had completed a full slate of 
officers for the Tahoka Police

Department, landfill pit issues 
were being addressed, results 
were forthcoming on a TCEQ 
water inspection,'the city pool 
is now closed for the season 
except for remaining open on 
Saturdays, and city officials 
were invited to meet with 
U.S. Representative Jodey Ar­
rington on Aug. 18 in 'round- 
table discussions.

Police Chief Jeff Parker 
reported that his department 
has recently conducted a se­
curity risk assessment for 
Lynn County Hospital. Code 
Enforcement Director Dale 
Summers reported that 8 sub­
standard housing ordinance 
violations were in progress.

City/County Library Di­
rector Peggy Villarreal re­
ported the library had 1,399 
patrons in July and checked 
out 2,862 items for the month. 
The Animal Control depart­
ment will receive an addi­
tional vehicle in order to have 
two patrols that will allow for 
some evening patrols as well 
as during the daytime hours.

Municipal Court Clerk 
Marisa Webster reported 
that the Municipal Court had 
1,708 cases on the docket for 
the month, and collected fines 
totaling $6,232.

At a special meeting held 
last week, the council ap­

proved submitting a request 
for a $700,000 grant from 
Texas Parks and Wildlife, to 
fund repairs at the pool and to 
install a new splash pad at the 
pool, with the city to provide 
matching funds of $375JXX), 
of which $50,000 will be 
provided by the EDC.
