Corruption is a Small
Business Killer

I was so proud and inspired
to speak before the United Na-
tions recently. . It-was kind of a
peak in my public speaking ca-
reer.

“Corruption Prevention” from
the UN Office on Drugs and
Crime. The following is the be-
ginning paragraph:

“Corruption hurts all, but the
pain is greatest among small and
medium-sized enterprises
(SME’s). They are usually the
first to suffer in a marketplace
where corruption exists. For
reasons outlined in this report
they are more vulnerable to cor-
ruption and, as a result, their
profit margins and very survival
are at stake when corruption
takes hold. Since these compa-
nies are often the motor for de-
velopment in societies
vulnerable to poverty, the effects
of corruption can be devastat-
ing.” :
Records show that a signifi-
cant amount of new businesses
will fail within two years of ex-
istence. That hurts local as well
as large, international busi-
nesses. It drives unemployment
up by large dimensions. Poverty
is sustained as oppose to a larger
and rising middle class. There is
not one nation exempt of corrup-
tion. Democracies as well as
dictatorships are infected with
corruption. From goods enter-
ing or leaving our sea ports to
those immersed into our interior

He replied
that he is distributing his busi-
ness card to each of us to show
any official who attempts such a
crime.| It didn’t take long that
one of our beauty products dis-
tributors was being hit up by a
port supervisor. “You want to
drive off with your imports to
my country? Good now pay me
a decent gratuity.” She remem-
bered our meeting and pulled out
the minister’s business card.
The guy broke down and started
crying. He pleaded that it was
only a sick joke and please pro-
ceed with your products.

I once had a conversation
with the President/CEQ of Dud-
ley Hair Products. He was so
excited to finally break into the
Brazilian beauty supply market.
Most women had African roots
and this would be a break-
through for them and the new
bustling beauty salons that were-
growing almost daily. He flew

to the Port of Rio de Janeiro to
greet his maiden supply. He was
quickly told by the chief of the
Port that he had to provide him
with a $250,000 cashier’s check
before he would release the ship-
ment. Enraged, he hired a local
law firm and sued for the release
of his product, worth a few mil-
lion dollars. It took more than
six months before the crook re-
lented and Mr. Dudley’s produci
was released. However, it sat
outside in the tropical Brazilian
sun and the ingrediéftsbecame
rancid. It was one big heap of !
trash and he had no recourse. !

Lizeth Villanueva won an
award in school this week, but it
didn't feel like a victory.

As KPRC-TV in Houston re-
ported, Villanueva’s teacher
gave her the award for “Most
likely to become a terrorist,”
sparking outrage from parents
and school officials in Chan-
nelview, Texas.

"T was shocked," Lizeth told

teacher’s  signature. Chan-
nelview Independent School
District official Mark Kramer
told KPRC that the teacher
handed out mock awards to the
seventh-grade class.

Villanueva said she received
the award in her AVID class,
which is an advanced learning
classroom for those who are
headed to college.

She said the teacher warned
students that the awards may
hurt their feelings, but they were
meant to be funny, HuffPost re-
ported.

"It was not a joke," Lizeth
said, according to KPRC. "I do
not feel comfortable with this ..
Ido not el comfortable bemg
in'the s Sarfie classtoom with (the
teacher)."

Her mother, Ena Hernandez,
said she was furious when she
saw the award. She also said her
daughter was visibly upset when
she came home with the award.

"We'r ally upset about it
comingfroma teacher," Hernan-
dez said. "That program is sup-
posed to be for advanced kids. It
is kind of hard to believe that
she's doing that. Being a teacher
—giving this to a 13-year-old.

Hernandez said she wants to
see the teacher fired at the very
least, KHOU in Houston re-
ported.

“It doesn’t look good at all, es-
pecially coming from a teacher,
a grown-up woman,” Hernandez
said.

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Melissa Collier Resigns from Lubbock ISD
Board of Trustees

Melissa Collier announced
Tuesday, May 30, 2017, her res-
ignation from the Lubbock ISD
Board of Trustees today in a let-
ter to fellow board members.
Collier was elected to an at-large
position on the board in 2012,
and she was selected as presi-
dent by her peers in 2016. Col-
lier’s current term expires in
May 2020.

Collier, co-owner of Collier
Construction and mother of two
Lubbock ISD students, said the
resignation comes at a time
when demands on her time as
the co-owner of a growing busi-
ness and a very involved parent
make it more difficult to serve in
a third role as an elected official.

“My own children will be
making transitions into middle
school and high school, and I
need to balance their needs with
my role as a business owner.
Things are going very well in
Lubbock ISD, and I think this is
a good time to hand the reins to
someone else,” Collier said. “I
feel very good about the out-
standing educational opportuni-
ties being offered to students in
Lubbock ISD, and I am proud of
the work done by the administra-
tion and my colleagues on the
board,” she added.

Superintendent Berhl Robert-
son, Jr. said of Collier’s resigna-
tion, “Mrs. Collier has been an
exceptional trustee, among the
best board members I’ve ever
worked with in 17 years as a su-
perintendent. She is always well
prepared and provides thought-
ful consideration to decisions.
Her background as a CPA and

her collegial nature have been
real assets to our district. She
provided stellar leadership of
our board this year,” Robertson
added. “I hate to lose Melissa
from the board and will miss her
dearly, but I respect her decision
to step aside and I know she’ll
continue to be an involved par-
ent.”

In regard to Collier’s board
service, Lubbock ISD Vice Pres-
ident Laura Vinson said,
“Melissa has been a thoughtful
and caring board member and

leader whose unwavering sup-
port for our students and teach-
ers was evident in every
discussion and decision.

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Evans Ray Jr.: Starting Over; From
Cocaine Dealer to Youth Counselor

Washington - Unsure of
his fate, Ray said he decided to
write a short personal letter to
Obama as his presidential ad-
ministration was nearing the end
in hopes it would help him be re-
leased.

“I'm writing you because
y’all only got seven months left
and I want to thank you for all of
the positive things that you’ve
done for the community for all
races, white, black, and His-
panic,” the letter said.

He told Obama he gave “guys

like him a sign of faith.”

In mid-July, he received a
response from Obama. The letter
didn’t tell him he was released,
Ray said. Instead, it advised him
to continue to have hope.

Less than Ray’s life sentence
was commuted, less than a
month after receiving President
Obama’s letter.

“When I got the news, I
walked to my cell and I put up
my (a large poster board) so no
one could see in, and I got on my
knees and prayed, and I thanked
God,” he said.

Now, Ray is back in Wash-
ington living with his mother
and working as a counselor and
mentor at the Community Em-
powerment Training Academy, a
nonprofit organization that pro-
vides job training and other serv-
ices for inner-city Washington
youth.

“My job consists of me speak-
ing to the kids in reference to
what I’ve been through,” he
said. “I tell them to never give
up and not to take shortcuts.
Nearly 13 years of my life was
taken away because I made that
bad choice.”

Ray has been looking for
work, but it has been difficult, he
said, because even though he
was granted clemency, he still
has a prison record, which scares
off many employers.

While working at the acad-

emy, Ray said, he’s put out
“hundreds” of resumes for jobs
without success. Still, he re-
mains optimistic.

“T’ve looked at different post
offices, UPS and other places,
but it’s just hard for a guy like
me to land a job,” he said. “I
choose to be honest with em-
ployers at all times because
that’s the type of person I am. I
know I will get something soon.
It’s just in God’s timing.”

Meanwhile, Ray has been re-
united with his four children,
ages, 16 to 19, who have intro-
duced him to the world of social
media.

“The hardest thing for me is
just adjusting to this social
media thing,” he said. “Every-
body is speeding, like a bunch of
zombies with their heads down
and their thumbs moving. It’s
new to me. When I left, every-

body was using flip phones.
Now everybody is Googling and
texting, and I’'m used to calling
people.”

He said he wants to help the
people who remain behind bars
serving what he and Obama see
as unjustly harsh sentences.

“I have a passion for speaking
and helping people,” he said,
“and I can’t forget those good
men that have unfair sentences
like mine. There are some good
people in prison. Everybody’s
not black hearted.”

Ray said he plans on starting
anonprofit that works with other
people who have gotten
clemency, but for now, he is fo-
cused on rebuilding his life by
spending time with family and
giving back to the community.

“The life that I left,” he said,
“is something I’ll never return
