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Oprah Winfrey gives powerful Golden
Globes speech calling out sexual abusers:
'"Their time is up!'

Oprah Winfrey caused wa-
tery eyes throughout the Golden
Globes on Sunday night, Janu-
ary 14, 2018, as she accepted
the Cecil B. DeMille Award,
giving a passionate speech about
race and the #MeToo movement.

Winfrey opened the speech
by remembering seeing Sydney
Poitier become the first black
man to win an Oscar in 1964 for
"Lilies of the Field" as she was
a little girl, sitting on her
mother's floor. "Up on the stage
came the most elegant man I had
ever seen," she recalled. "I had
never seen a black man recog-
nized like that before. What a
moment like that means to a lit-
tle girl, a kid watching from the
cheap seats, as my mom came
through the door, bone-tired
from cleaning other peoples'
houses."

"There are some little girls
watching as I become the first
black woman to be given this
award," she went on.

The media mogul also paid
tribute to Recy Taylor, a black
woman who in 1944 was raped
by six white men. She sought
justice, however, with the help
of Rosa Parks, and died just re-
cently on Dec. 28. "For too long,
women have not been heard or
believed if they dared to speak
their truth to the power to those
'men, but their time is up. Their
time is up!"

"] just hope that Recy Taylor

died knowing ...her truth, even
now, goes marching on," she
said as she moved on to speak of
the #MeToo
"What I know for sure is that
speaking your truth is the most
powerful tool we all have," she
said. "I'm especially proud and
inspired by all the women who
have felt strong enough, and em-
powered enough to speak up and
share their personal stories. Each
of us in this room are celebrated
because of the stories we tell and
this year we became the stories.
It's one that transcends and cul-
ture, geography politics or work-
place."
"A new day is on the hori-

zon," she said. "And when that |

new day finally dawns, it will be
because of a lot of magnificent
women, many of whom are in
this room tonight, and some
pretty phenomenal men fighting
hard to make sure fighting hard
to make sure that they become
the leaders who take us to the
time when nobody ever has to
say #MeToo again."

Reese Witherspoon, her "A
Wrinkle in Time" co-star, intro-
duced Winfrey and a clipshow
that celebrated her accomplish-
ments, from her talk-show to
starting her own network to
breaking into film.

The highly esteemed award is
given annually to someone who
has made an outsized impact on
entertainment. Past recipients in-

clude Steven Spielberg, Jodie
Foster, Lucille Ball, Robert De
Niro -- and last year, Meryl
Streep, whose speech became a
rallying cry.

Streep delivered a fiery speech
that went viral, as the legendary
actress slammed President
Trump without actually naming
him. "Disrespect invites disre-
spect; violence invites violence,"
she said. "When the powerful
use their position to bully others,
we all lose." The most nomi-
nated actor ever at the Globes,
Streep boasts 31 nominations,
including one this year for her
role as Katharine Graham in
"The Post."

Winfrey earned her own
Golden Globe nomination in
1985, for "The Color Purple,"
which also marked her acting
debut. Next up is Disney's "A
Wrinkle in Time," directed by
her frequent collaborator Ava
DuVernay, due in March.

The multi-hyphenate received
the Bob Hope Humanitarian
Award from the Television
Academy in 2002 and the presi-
dential medal of freedom in
2013. A committed philanthro-
pist, she created the Oprah Win-
frey Leadership Academy for
Girls in South Africa ten years
ago, to further the education of
girls from disadvantaged back-

grounds.

with Lubbock and the needs of
the district, befor hifing ani out-
side consultant and embarking
on a nationwide search.

rest of the industrialized world.
Tax reform will drive economic
growth and create good paying
jobs. In fact, we will increase
our U.S. investment and pay a
special bonus to our U.S. em-
ployees.”

Comcast would not be out-
done. They announced $1,000
bonuses to 100,000 employees;
at least $50 billion investment in
infrastructure in next five years.
According to their press release,
“Based on the passage of tax re-
form and the FCC’s action on
broadband, Brian L. Roberts,
Chairman, and CEO of Comcast
NBCUniversal, announced that
the Company would award spe-
cial $1,000 bonuses to more than
one hundred thousand eligible
frontline and non-executive em-
ployees.”

Obama Reports No Gifts from Putin in 2016, Sad!

WASHINGTON -
Throughout 2016, foreign offi-
cials showered former President
Barack Obama with gifts seem-
ingly meant for a post-presiden-
tial “man cave” — including
bottles of Italian wine, an Aus-
tralian billiards cue, a Jordanian
chessboard, a cured ham leg
from Spain, and a complete set
of William Shakespeare’s works,
courtesy of Great Britain.

The gifts appear on a legally
required list compiled and re-
leased each year by the State De-
partment. The gifts aren’t bribes,
and Obama probably won’t even
get to enjoy most of them. They
‘may go on display at his future
‘presidential library, but U.S. of-
ficials must pay the Treasury fair
market value of any presents
they want to keep for personal
xuse.

While this happens relatively
rarely, the list released on
Wednesday shows that former
Secretary of State John Kerry
bought a $2,200 bronze sculp-
iture of a Mongolian on horse-
back (gift of Mongolian
President Tsakhia Elbegdorj).
&And Kerry also acquired, at a
‘price that could not be immedi-
ately determined, a brass-in-
layed ~ wooden chest from
'Kuwait’s foreign affairs minis-
'ter.
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The most expensive package
Obama received came from
King Salman bin Abdul-Aziz al
Saud, a member of the Saudi
royal family, which has been one
of the most lavish benefactors
of American presidents. Here’s
how the State Department de-
scribes it:

“Sculpture of a Bedouin
group, entitled ‘The Small Car-
avan,’ including two men and
three camels, painted in gold and
silver and decorated with pre-
cious stones, mounted on green
granite. Silver tone letter opener
with golden Falcon handle and
silver tone Chopard pen.”

Value? $56,720.

At the other end of the spec-
trum, the name of Russian Pres-
ident Vladimir Putin didn’t
appear at all. There were no gifts
to report in 2015, either, from
the Russian leader, who has been
accused by the U.S. intelligence
community of meddling in the
2016 election. Federal rules re-
quire the disclosure of only
those gifts valued above roughly
$335, so Putin could conceiv-
ably have given Obama some-
thing inexpensive. But in a year
marked by tensions over Rus-
sia’s invasion of Ukraine and
support for Syria’s Bashar
Assad, it seems more likely that
the American president was just

o, Py o, — oy [l [,

left off Putin’s list.

There was nothing to report
from North Korean leader Kim
Jong Un, either.

Giving expensive gifts with
the knowledge that the recipient
cannot, or will not, keep them
seems absurd. But it’s a tradi-
tional way to break the ice and
make a diplomatic meeting more
memorable. U.S. law permits of-
ficials to accept foreign presents
under limited circumstances, in-
cluding if “non-acceptance
would cause embarrassment to
donor and [the] U.S. govern-
ment.”

Sometimes, it’s easy to see a
hidden message in the presiden-
tial presents. In 2004, as Ameri-
cans turned against the war in
Iraq, the Sultan of Brunei gave
George W. Bush a copy of the
“Worst-Case Scenario Survival
Handbook.”

At other times, it’s not totally
clear what the foreign official
was thinking. In April 2016,
Kazakhstan President Nursultan
Nazarbayev gave Obama a foun-
tain pen and an 18-by-14-inch
framed oil painting of a woman
looking at a mushroom cloud,
valued together at $3,615.82.

given to Obama by Cuban Pres-
ident Ratl Castro in the previous
year. Also catching up on old pa-
perwork, this year’s list included
a $450 painting that then-Secre-
tary of State Henry Kissinger re-
ceived from the Soviet
ambassador — in 1977.

Obama is not the only official
on the list. First lady Michelle
Obama also appears. So do Cab-
inet members, diplomats, Penta-
gon officials, lawmakers, judges,
CIA Director John Brennan, and
even anonymous employees of

. his agency. Three people identi-

fied only as “an agency em-
ployee” each received $1,000 in
cash, which was deposited with
the Treasury.

The CIA items don’t always
disclose the donor or the recipi-
ent. Brennan received a bottle of
Remy Martin Louis XIII Grande
Champagne Cognac valued at
$4,000. The donor, like all of the
Brennan’s gift-givers, went un-
named.

When it comes to the Office
of the Director of National Intel-
ligence, neither the donor’s nor
the recipient’s name appears.

Bernie Sanders got a $300
Tiffany silver box from Qatar’s
ambassador to Washington. Sen.
Lindsey Graham got a ceremo-
nial pistol and ceremonial rug
($1,000 total) from the chief of
staff of Pakistan’s army. ;
