Voice and Trump Era 
Protagonist Elijah Cummings 

Dies at 68

Congressman Elijah Cummings

. Elijah Cummings, a veteran 
Democratic congressman who 
represented Baltimore and 
served as a key figure in the im­
peachment inquiry into Presi­
dent Donald Trump, died 
Thursday, October 17, 2019, 
due to “long-standing health 
problems,” his office said. He 
was 68.

Cummings spent decades ad­
vocating for civil rights in Balti­
more and represented 
Maryland’s 7th Congressional 
district since 1996. He had pre­
viously served 13 years as a del­
egate in the Maryland State 
House. A spokeswoman said he 
died at Gilchrist Hospice Care in 
Baltimore at 2:45 am.

His death will cast a lengthy 
shadow over the 116th Con­
gress, as Democrats who as­
sumed the House majority in 
January navigate the ongoing 
impeachment investigation. 
Cummings chaired the House 
Oversight and Reform Commit­
tee since January, engaging in 
lengthy court battles with the ad­
ministration over subpoenaed 
documents dealing with Trump’s 
finances and management of 
federal agencies.

Cummings had not taken 
part in a House roll call vote 
since Sept. 11. His office said he 
had undergone a medical proce­
dure, but did not disclose its 
gravity.

The late congressman un­
derwent a procedure to widen 
the aortic valve in his heart in 
2017 and was later hospitalized 
for a knee infection. But over the 
summer, Cummings said his 
health was fine.

In honor of his years-long 
quest to lower prescription drug 
prices. House Speaker Nancy 
Pelosi, D-Califomia, announced 
Thursday that the Democrats’ 
bill to lower drug costs will be 
named after Cummings.

Cummings said his only pri­
vate conversation with Trump 
was about drug prices. “Very 
soon you and I will be dancing 
with the angels,” he said. “The 
thing that you and I need to do is 
figure out what we can do - what 
present can we bring to genera­
tions unborn?”

Pelosi, who was close to 
Cummings, also ordered flags 
flying above the United States 
Capitol complex to be lowered 
to half-staff.

“I’m devastated by the loss. 
He fought to the end,” Pelosi 
said. “He lived the American 
dream, and he wanted it for 
everyone else. He spoke with 
unsurpassed clarity and moral 
integrity.”

House Majority Leader Steny 
Hoyer, D-Mechanicsville, called

Cummings “a man of great faith, 
of great humility, of great hu­
manity,” during remarks on the 
House floor Thursday, October 
17th.

Cummings was bom on Jan. 
18, 1951, in Baltimore. His fa­
ther worked at a chemical fac­
tory, and his mother was a 
housekeeper. Cummings was 
one of seven children.

He recalled joining two dozen 
black boys for a swim in a non- 
integrated South Baltimore pool 
in 1962, which prompted white 
residents to surround them, 

' throwing rocks and bottles. 
“They called us everything you 
can imagine,” Cummings said.

They shouted, “Go back to 
where you came from,” - a line 
Trump would use against four 
Democratic congresswomen in 
2019 - he said. “At 11 years old, 
I declared in that moment that I 
was going to become a lawyer.”

Cummings attended Howard 
University in Washington, grad­
uating with a bachelor’s degree 
in political science in 1973. He 
then earned a law degree from 
the University of Maryland in 
1976, and worked as an attorney 
in his own practice before his 
election to Congress.

From 1983 to 1996, he rep­
resented District 44 in the Mary­
land House of Delegates. He 
became the Maryland House’s 
first black speaker pro tempore.

When Rep. Kweisi Mfume 
announced he would resign his 
congressional seat in Maryland’s 
7th District to become head of 
the NAACP, Cummings won the 
seat in a special election in 1996, 
beginning more than 22 years of 
House service.

Cummings’ first piece of 
sponsored legislation in the 
House was the National Drug 
Policy Act of 1997, which would 
have formed a Commission on 
National Drug Policy to study 
the production, distribution, and 
use controlled substances.

The biU did not become law, 
but it highlighted the Baltimore 

• Democrat’s preoccupation with 
drug use in his community.

His lengthy career in Con­
gress was marked by the na­
tional tragedy of the 9/11 terror 
attacks, the subsequent war on 
terror and the wars in Iraq and 
Afghanistan, the recqssjon .of 
2008, and the bitter politics of 
the Trump era.

His tenure also coincided 
with the burgeoning Black Lives 
Matter movement that followed 
Michael Brown’s 2014 death in 
Ferguson, Missouri.

After Freddie Gray’s death 
in 2015 - which highlighted ten­
sions between black residents

Dear Chair Waters:

On behalf of the National 
Black Chamber of Commerce, I 
am writing to request help from 
you and the Financial Services 
Committee with the Protecting 
Consumers from Debt Traps and 
Unreasonable Rates Act, the 
Military Veteran and Vulnerable 
Consumer Usury Protection Act 
of 2019, and any related legisla­
tion, to make sure that potential 
negative impacts on the African 
American community and espe­
cially on African American en-. 
trepreneurs are identified and 
mitigated well before the legis­
lation is considered. For several 
reasons, we are especially con­
cerned about the idea of impos­
ing a 36% usury rate cap.

First, there are currently 
many popular loan products that 
carry APRs greater than 36%, 
and Afiican American customers 
are more than twice as likely 
than white customers to use 
these products. Over sixteen per­
cent o f African Americans do 
not have a bank account and 
therefore often rely on alterna­
tive forms of credit, which 
sometimes carry higher interest 
rates. Instituting a rate cap could 
run the risk of excluding mil­
lions of Americans from the 
credit community by completely 
“unbanking” them. We believe it 
is imperative that research be 
conducted to understand the full 
impact of instituting a 36% rate 
cap on the Afiican American 
community.

likely than men to be “under­
banked” and therefore to rely on 
consumer loan products that 
carry high interest rates. Conse­
quently, African American 
women could be especially at 
risk of being excluded from the 
credit community if 36% rate 
caps were imposed. Therefore, 
we believe there needs to be re­
search on how a 36% rate cap 
could affect women and specifi­
cally how it could impact 
African American women be­
fore being considered in Con­
gress.

Third, as you know, in recent 
years, banks have closed 
branches, and the closures have 
taken place disproportionately in 
Afiican American communities. 
As banks shutter branches and in 
the absence of credit alterna­
tives, credit “deserts” appear. 
When this happens, there are 
many people who are left with 
no good or convenient alterna­
tives to obtain credit. Without

robust options available, includ­
ing loans of 36% or higher, peo­
ple who are desperate to pay 
their bills and make ends meet 
are more likely to gravitate to­
ward less desirable options like 
bouncing a check, bankruptcy, 
piling up debt on a credit card 
and paying only the monthly 
minimum, or worse. We believe 
there needs to be a comprehen­
sive review of how a 36% rate 
cap would affect people who re­
side in places without a physical 
banking presence.

Fourth, we are very much 
concerned about the impact of a 
36% interest rate cap on African 
American start-up businesses— 
especially startups owned by 
African American women. It is 
well documented that the aver­
age Afiican American’s personal 
wealth is lower than that of the 
average White American. While 
the average African American 
wealth level is $5,446, the aver­
age White American wealth is

11 to 16 times higher. Low lev­
els of wealth and liquidity con­
straints create a substantial 
barrier to entry for minority en­
trepreneurs because an owner’s 
wealth can be invested directly 
in the business, used as collateral 
to obtain business loans, or used 
to acquire other businesses. 
Also, outside investors fre­
quently require a substantial 
level of an owner’s investment 
of his or her own capital. More­
over, African American entre­
preneurs are more likely than 
White entrepreneurs to rely on 
personal credit, rather than busi­
ness credit, to raise the capital to 
launch their businesses. And re­
grettably, African American 
business owners are two to three 
times more likely as business 
owners to report “lack of access 
to business loans/credit” or “lack 
of access to personal 
loans/credit” as a reason for their 
businesses’ closures. Our organi-

Michael Jordan

Michael Jordan threw the 
internet into a frenzy last week 
when he implied that Stephen 
Curry — the three-time NBA 
champion of the Golden State 
Warriors — isn’t NBA Hall of 
Fame material.

During a recent interview 
with Craig Melvin for Today, 
Jordan, 56, was asked about a 
wide range of topics including 
what it’s like being a new grand­
father and about the opening of 
the first of two health clinics that 
bare his name. But it was famed 
NBA player’s comment about 
Curry that caused a social media 
uproar.

When asked what NBA play­
ers he’d select to join his team in 
a pick-up game, Jordan said he’d 
stick with Scottie Pippen, Magic 
Johnson, Hakeem Olajuwon and 
James Worthy — the exact team 
he picked when he was asked 
the same question back in 2013.

“I’m going in the trenches. I 
played against and with all these 
guys. I’m going with who I 
know,” Jordan said, defending 
his choices. “Every single night, 
their responsibility to go out 
there and represent greatness, 
every single night.”

Melvin then asked Jordan if 
Curry — a two-time NBA MVP 
and considered one of the most 
revolutionary players of his gen­
eration — should be offended 
for not having been selected.

“I hope not. He’s still a great 
player. Not a Hall of Famer yet, 
though,” Jordan replied with a 
laugh. “He’s not.”

Michael Jordan doesn't think 
Steph Curry is set for the Hall of 
Fame just yet.

The comments drew the ire 
of many who disagreed with Jor­
dan.

“Michael Jordan said Curry 
is a great player but not a hall of 
famer yet. I have to disagree,” 
one Twitter user wrote. “3 NBA 
titles, 2 MVP’s, 6 time all-star, 6 
All-NBA selections, 3 NBA first 
team selections, and All-Rookie 
first team. Is he a hall of famer 
yet to you?”

Magic Johnson even chimed 
in with a humorous tweet, say­
ing that as the owner of the 
Charlotte Hornets, Jordan could­
n’t praise Curry or else he’d be 
fined by the league for tamper­
ing (Johnson was fined many 
times when he was president of 
the Los Angeles Lakers for com­
plimenting other players).

“Everyone relax. We know 
Steph Curry is a future Hall of 
F amer... Michael Jordan 
couldn’t say it because he would 
get fined by the league,” John­
son tweeted.

While speaking with Sole 
Collector, Curry, 31, took the 
comments in stride and agreed 
that he has a lot of work to do 
before achieving Hall of Fame 
status.

Congressman Elijah Cummings Dies

Detroit, Michigan -  For­
mer U.S. Rep. John Conyers, 
one of the longest-serving mem­
bers of Congress whose res­
olutely liberal stance on civil 
rights made him a political insti­
tution in Washington and back 
home in Detroit despite several 
scandals, has died. He was 90.

Conyers, among the high- 
profile politicians topped by sex 
harassment allegations in 2017, 
died at his home on Sunday, said 
Detroit police spokesman Cpl. 
Dan Donakowski. The death 
“looks like natural causes,” 
Donakowski added.

Known as the dean of the 
Congressional Black Caucus, 
which he helped foimd, Conyers 
became one of only six black 
House members when he was 
won his first election by just 108 
votes in 1964. The race was the 
beginning of more than 50 years 
of eleetion dominance: Conyers 
regularly won elections with 
more than 80 percent of the vote, 
even after his wife went to 
prison for taking a bribe.

That voter loyalty helped 
Conyers freely speak his mind. 
He took at both Republicans and 
fellow Republicans: he said 
then-President George W. Bush 
“has been an absolute disaster 
for the African-American com­
munity” in 2004, and in 1979 
called then-President Jimmy 
Carter “a hopeless, demented, 
honest, well-intentioned nerd 
who will never get past his first 
administration.”

Throughout his career, Cony­
ers used his influence to push 
civil rights. After a 15-year fight, 
he won passage of legislation 
declaring the Rev. Martin Luther 
King Jr.‘s birthday a national 
holiday, first celebrated in 1986. 
He regularly introduced a bill 
starting in 1989 to study the 
harm caused by slavery and the 
possibility of reparations for 
slaves’ descendants. That bill 
never got past a House subcom­
mittee.

His district office in Detroit 
employed civil rights legend 
Rosa Parks from 1965 until her 
retirement in 1988. In 2005, 
Conyers was among 11 people 
inducted to the International 
Civil Rights Walk of Fame.

But after a nearly 53-year 
career, he became the first Capi­
tol Hill politician to lose his job 
in the torrent of sexual miscon­
duct allegations sweeping 
through the nation’s workplaces. 
A former staffer alleged she was 
fired because she rejected his 
sexual advances, and others said 
they’d witnessed Conyers inap­
propriately touching female 
staffers or requesting sexual fa­
vors.

He denied the allegations but 
eventually stepped down, citing 
health reasons.
“My legacy can’t be compro­
mised or diminished in any way 
by what we’re going through 
now,” Conyers told a Detroit 
radio station from a hospital 
where he’d been taken after

and Baltimore police - Cum­
mings spoke at the youth’s fu­
neral.

“I’ve often said that our chil­
dren are the living messages we 
send to a future we will never 
see. But now our children are 
sending us to a future they will 
never see,” Cummings said. 
“There’s something wrong with 
that picture.”

He endorsed former Secre­
tary of State Hillary Clinton for 
the presidency in 2016, but re­
mained optimistic on the 
prospect of working with Trump 
when he was elected. That out­
look soured during the adminis­
tration’s first two years.

“Perhaps if I knew then what 
I know now, I wouldn’t have had 
a lot of hope,” Cummings later 
said, adding that Trump “often 
calls the truth a lie and calls a liei 
the truth.”

He railed with special vehe­
mence against the administra­
tion’s treatment of migrant 
children in detention facilities 
along U.S.-Mexico border.

During an Oversight com­
mittee hearing in July, Cum­
mings raged at former acting 
secretary of Homeland Security 
Kevin McAleenan, “What does 
that mean when a child is sitting 
in their own feces, can’t take a

shower - come on, man! What is 
that about? None of us would 
have our own children in that 
position.”

That criticism prompted 
Trump to go on the offensive, 
tweeting that Cummings was a 
“brutal bully” and calling his 
district a “disgusting, rat and ro­
dent infested mess.”

Cummings did not issue a 
direct response, but said at the 
National Press Club in Washing­
ton that “those at the highest lev­
els of government must stop 
invoking fear, using racist lan­
guage and encouraging repre­
hensible behavior... we are done 
with the hateful rhetoric.”

Despite his predominantly 
liberal voting record, Cummings 
was also known for his ability to 
work with Republican lawmak­
ers and develop fiiendships with 
them.

When Trump’s former per­
sonal attorney, Michael Cohen, 
testified before the oversight 
panel in February, Cummings 
called Rep. Mark Meadows, R- 
North Carolina, “one of (his) 
best friends,” and urged Rep. 
Rashida Tlaib, D-Michigan, to 
clarify that she did not intend to 
call Meadows a racist during her 
remarks.

At that same hearing, Cum­

mings pondered the conse­
quences of his panel’s investiga­
tion of Trump: “When we're 
dancing with the angels, the 
question will be asked, in 2019, 
what did we do to make sure we 
kept our democracy intact? Did 
we stand on the sidelines and say 
nothing? Did we play games?”

In December 2017, the Uni­
versity of Maryland awarded 
Cummings his 13th and final 
honorary doctorate degree in 
Public Service.

The following year, his wife, 
Maya Rockeymoore Cummings, 
was elected chair of the Mary­
land Democratic party.

As news of Trump’s phone 
call with Ukrainian president 
Volodymyr Zelensky - in which 
he asked Zelensky to investigate 
former Vice President Joe 
Biden’s business dealings in the 
country - broke Sept. 24, Cum­
mings came forward in favor of 
an impeachment inquiry.

Cummings is survived by 
three children from separate re­
lationships and his wife, Rock­
eymoore Cummings. She said in 
a statement that he “worked until 
his last breath because he be­
lieved our democracy was the 
highest and best expression of 
our collective humanity.”

zation is concerned that institutT 
ing a 36% credit rate cap could 
reduce options for African 
American would-be entrepre-- 
neurs. We believe research is 
needed to understand the impact 
of a 36% rate cap and that other 
options potentially will need to 
be made available to help 
African American entrepreneurs 
to level—and enter—the playing 
■field.

In summary, we believe that 
there are several factors that 
need to be understood and quan­
tified before a 36% rate cap can 
even be considered in Congress. 
At this point, there are just too 
many unknowns to upend a sys­
tem that is at least a known and 
reliable one.
