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FRAUD AND SCAMS

Every day we are confronted 
more and more by fraud and 
scams possibly occurring in our 
lives. Just answering the tele­
phone is the most current fear as 
the Robo callers become more 
and more persistent each day. 
They have gotten wise regarding 
not having a caller ID and have 
begun to clone telephones in 
your calling area or using names 
of some organization which you 
probably never heard of and 
which probably does not exist. 
They are bold enough to use the 
names of government agencies 
such as the IRS and Social Secu­
rity Administration to get you 
off guard and potentially vulner­
able to their schemes, especially 
if you are an elderly person.

They have access to the names 
and addresses of potential social 
security and/or Medicare recipi­
ents. Here lately, my mother, 
deceased some twenty-three 
years now, has been receiving 
more mail from insurance com­
panies and entities with supplies 
for the elderly than I have been 
receiving. Mail for her sister of 
the same nature also comes reg­
ularly. She has only been de­
ceased for five years. They even 
attempt to thrash out the names 
of relatives living or dead whom 
they feel are potential marks. At 
this stage of the game, it is not 
just the callers with no caller ID, 
but also those with the weird IDs 
on the telephone or internet. 
Some are imposters.

As hard as I try, I ended up 
involved in a scam taking a sur­
vey from Amazon regarding the 
last item I had purchased online. 
It was two months later when I 
discovered that I, according to a 
company called WATCH US, 
had signed up to purchase a lux­
ury bag at the cost of $98.89 per 
month. I had agreed to take the 
survey and accept a purse for 
shipping cost only as a reward, 
planning to give it away as a gift

later. It was no luxury item and 
I have since contacted them to 
cancel any agreement whether I 
made it or not and refund my 
credit for merchandise which I 
do not want either. I have since 
decided NOT to take any sur­
veys, online or in the mail so as 
not to repeat that mistake.

One telephone scam wherein 
it is attempted to get you to sign 
up for something which you do 
not want is one where the caller 
asks you how are you doing and 
if you can hear them. They want 
you to say “Yes.” They record 
your answer and you are giving 
them permission to sign you up 
for whatever they plan to secure 
in your name. Be careful about 
whom you tell that you can hear 
them. Best yet, refuse to talk if 
you answer the telephone. Most 
callers will hang up. That does 
not mean that they will not call 
again; most do. There is one 
other alternative. You an insult 
them and maybe the timid will 
not call back. Get ‘in cinque’ 
and be very careful about deal­
ings with online and telephone 
conversations and surveys.

The National Black Cham­
ber of Commerce was just get­
ting organized when the policy 
issue of NAFTA came to the 
forefront. The North American 
Free Trade Agreement was high 
on President Clinton’s priority 
list.

me that the incoming ambassa­
dor wanted the bathroom to the 
master bedroom totally retrofit­
ted and all the other toilets to be 
replaced. Penn asked him why 
he was replacing the toilets and 
the master bath as they were all 
in good order. The new ambas­
sador allegedly replied, “I am 
not going to sit on any toilet or 
get into any bathtub that held 
Maxine Waters”. Oh well, back 
toNAFTA.

NAFTA was simple and a 
blessing to our manufacturers. 
They could move their plants to 
Mexico; hire cheap Mexican 
labor and send the products back 
into the United States duty free. 
The auto industry along with 
textiles, computers and electrical 
appliances were the most com­
mon opportunities. According 
to The Balance magazine be­
tween 1994 and 2010, the U.S. 
trade deficits with Mexico 
reached a total of $97.2 billion. 
Nearly 700,000 U.S. jobs left the

United States and went to Mex­
ico. 80% of the losses were in 
manufacturing.

At home, our unions became 
neutralized by the fact that if 
they would strike during a wage 
negotiation the company would 
simply close and move to Mex­
ico. Thus, wages lagged during 
this time period.

Our Teamsters became under 
attack also. Truckers from Mex­
ico were now allowed into the 
United States and delivered 
products that were now being 
made in their country. By 2008, 
Congress terminated this pro­
gram, but the damage was al­
ready done. Currently, Mexican 
trucks cannot go further than 20 
miles into the United States. 
Our teamsters still cannot ade­
quately compete within that 20- 
mile limit.

There was another big casu­
alty in this trade agreement. 
Mexico was made up of many 
small farms. With NAFTA

farming in Mexico became a big 
business. Eventually the small 
farmers were decimated by new 
gigantic farms taking advantage 
of the trade agreement. The eco­
nomic effects are still being felt 
by the Mexican population. It 
has probably fanned the flames 
o f illegal immigration into the 
United States on our southern 
border.

Also, cheap Mexican labor 
was employed along the south­
ern side of the border for pro­
duction of goods to be quickly 
imported into the United States. 
These workers were exploited 
and abused without any attention 
being given to them. They 
worked hard but were greatly 
exploited for their toils.

Canada and Mexico profited 
from NAFTA nicely and to the 
detriment of United States man­
ufacturing. It wasn’t until Pres­
ident Donald Trump came into 
office that discussion of ending

November 24,2019 — Bill 
Cosby breaks his silence, grant­
ing his first exclusive interview 
since beginning his sentence at 
SCI-Phoenix, a maximum-secu­
rity Pennsylvania penitentiary 
near Philadelphia.

Today, in a special phone call 
with the National Newspaper 
Publishers Association’s Black- 
PressUSA.com, Cosby said he’s 
spending his time helping to 
teach and encourage a large pop­
ulation of African American in­
mates -  men he calls residents 
— via Mann Up, a prison reform 
program.

The 82-year-old educator and 
award-winning TV producer/di- 
rector/comedian was sentenced 
to serve 3-to-10-years in Penn­
sylvania’s prison system follow­
ing his September 2018 
conviction on charges of aggra­
vated indecent assault.

Unless he receives relief from 
the state’s appellate courts, 
Cosby said he fully anticipates 
serving his entire sentence, say­
ing he’s not guilty and will never 
admit to something he didn’t do. 
Displayed remorse is generally a 
required prerequisite to obtain­
ing parole or a shortened sen­
tence.

During the exclusive inter­
view with NNPA, Cosby was 
candid, vivid and outspoken.

Andrew Wyatt, Cosby’s 
spokesman, was also on the call, 
where Cosby stressed that there 
would be no ground rules or re­
strictions. No topics were off- 
the-table for discussion.

Cosby received no special 
treatment from the facility for 
this interview. Because inmates 
are only allowed to remain on 
phone calls for .15-minutes, 
Cosby had to call back multiple 
times in order to complete 
today’s interview.

“I have eight years and nine 
months left,” Cosby stated. 
“When I come up for parole, 
they’re not going to hear me say 
that I have remorse. I was there. 
I don’t care what group of peo­
ple come along and talk about 
this when they weren’t here.

They don’t know.”
He said his trials were a sham, 

unjust and not fair.
“It’s all a set up. That whole 

jury thing. They were im­
posters,” Cosby stated.

“Look at the woman who 
blew the whistle,” he said, allud­
ing to the potential juror who 
overheard a seated juror pro­
claim before the trial that, “he’s 
guilty, we can all go home now.”

“Then she went in and came 
out smiling, it’s something attor­
neys will tell you is called a pay­
off,” Cosby stated. “I know what 
they’ve done to my people. But 
my people are going to view me 
and say, ‘that boy looks good. 
That boy is strong.’ I have too 
many heroes that I’ve sat with. 
Too many heroes whom I lis­
tened to like John Henrik 
Clarke, Kenneth Clark, and 
Dorothy Height. Those people 
are very strong, and they saw the 
rejection of their people. This is 
political. I can see the whole 
thing.”

“I am a privileged man in 
prison,” he stated.

During the call, Cosby re­
ferred to his small cell as “my 
penthouse.”

He revisited his famous 
2004 “Pound Cake” speech and 
clarified that he probably should 
not have addressed that contro­
versial dissertation to all African 
Americans -  the residents at 
SCI-Phoenix make for the per­
fect audience, Cosby stated.

Cosby said he remains con­
cerned, however, for all of Black 
America.

“They are under siege. This 
thing with the drugs and the dif­
ferent pockets of the neighbor­
hoods where it’s going on. When 
you look at what drugs are 
doing... things that make these 
people drive around and shoot 
into crowds,” Cosby said.

“The insanity of what is the 
cause to the brain by all the 
drugs these people are dealing 
with. It’s exactly what I warned 
them about in 2004. They’ve 
thrown education out the win­
dow.

“They’ve thrown respect for 
the family out the window, and 
they’re blaming each other for

FRISCO, Texas (AP) —
Dallas quarterback Dak Prescott 
has a shoulder injury that is lim­
iting him in practice but should­
n't keep him out Sunday when 
the Cowboys try to qualify for 
the playoffs at Philadelphia.

The Cowboys and Eagles are 
tied for the NFC East lead at 7- 
7, and Dallas advances to the 
postseason with a victory.

Prescott didn't throw during 
the portion of practice that was 
open to reporters Wednesday. 
Coach Jason Garrett said 
Prescott had an MRI and “every­
thing seems to be OK.” Prescott

was already dealing with injuries 
to his right index finger and left 
wrist.

Troy Aikman, a Fox televi­
sion analyst and former Dallas 
quarterback, said Prescott told 
him before last weekend's 44-21 
win over the Los Angeles Rams 
there was a hairline fracture in 
the finger. Garrett hasn't dis­
cussed specifics of the finger in­
jury.

Garrett said he wasn't con­
cerned about the various injuries 
affecting Prescott's performance.

“He’s as tough as they come,” 
Garrett said. “His physical

toughness and mental toughness 
are on par with anybody I’ve 
been around and that’s just what 
he’s all about.”

Prescott was injured at the 
end of a 7-yard run in the first 
quarter when Rams linebacker 
Clay Matthews landed on his 
shoulder while making the 
tackle. Prescott didn't leave the 
game and threw two touchdown 
passes in the first half

The 26-year-old Prescott has 
started every game in his four- 
year career, 62 so far in the reg­
ular season along with three 
playoff games.

what’s going on. There is post- 
traumatic stress syndrome, and 
there are also bad manners.”

While inmates who spoke to 
NNPANewswire said they were 
saddened to see an icon like 
Cosby imprisoned, each said 
they believe he’s serving a 
higher purpose. Cosby agreed.

“I don’t belong to the Mann 
Up Association, but it’s a privi­
lege to come in and speak,” 
Cosby stated. “I never wanted 
them to lord me up (be put on a 
pedestal). This is a great privi­
lege.”

A weekly highlight for Cosby 
since his incarceration, has been 
the reform program, Mann Up, 
where he is often the featured 
speaker. The program serves to 
encourage and empower Afiican 
American men to strive for self- 
respect and dignity, and to put 
their family first.

“Every Tuesday, Mr. Cosby 
and I sit down and talk before 
the other residents come in and 
he explains to me what moves I 
need to make so that Mann Up 
can be a success,” stated Sutton, 
56, who has spent his entire 
adult life in prison.

“He says to always remem­
ber to work as a team. We are all 
in this life together and Mr. 
Cosby is a political prisoner and 
he tells us that we’ve got to save 
our babies. We can’t be out there 
killing our children and our 
women,” Sutton stated.

Wallace, who has served 
more than two decades in prison, 
said Cosby has also opened his 
eyes because of his authenticity.

“This powerful man, one of 
the best comics, a legend and 
here he is with us,” Wallace told 
NNPANewswire.

“Mr. Cosby comes into the 
room with his fist in the air and 
all of these men rise up and ap­
plaud him. He gives us so much 
wisdom and the Mann Up pro­
gram is the perfect vehicle. He 
told us a story about his mother, 
and how she would have him 
clean the hallways after guys 
would go and urinate. He said 
he’d ask her why he had to clean 
it, and she told him that you 
have to clean where you live,” 
Wallace said.

Groves and Butler echoed 
their peers.

Both have served more than 
a dozen years in prison and said 
Cosby’s presence has helped 
them to see their lives differ­
ently.

I don’t know how many 
kids that may show up to a game 
that are there to see me play.”

It’s hard to not hear “It does­
n’t make any sense to me” as a 
veiled shot at the Clippers’ di­
vergent load management phi­
losophy.

‘Whatever LeBron says it 
is’

Rivers certainly appeared to 
think it was. The Clippers coach 
fired back at James when asked 
about it before Tuesday’s game 
against the Phoenix Suns.
Doc Rivers on LeBron James’ 
take on load management.

“It’s our philosophy,” Rivers
