Fatal started bed,
state investigator says

A fire that killed four Midland children, ages S monthi 
to S years old. Dec. a  sUrted on a double bed only a 
few feet front where the childrvo's bodies were dlscwv- 
ered. Stale Anon Investigator Gregory Whitlock deter 
mined TOesdav.

Ail five children were found huddled nest to a door that 
would have led them to safety. The bed was located four to 
five feet from that door Killed were S-year-old twins 
Noel and Joel Bennett. 2 -y o o r ^  Rudy Bennett J r .  and 
s-month-old Jennifer Ann Bennett, the children of Rudy 
and Yolanda Bennetl

The origin of the fire was pinpointed Tueoday by 
Whitlock with the stale fire m anhars office. He said the 
cause of the fire would probably not be known until 
Thursday Whitlock is scheduled to leave Midland Thurs 
day evening

He spent early Tuesday afternoon at Tall City Apart­
ments. eiamlnlng the burned rooms The remainder of 
Tuesday, today and possibly part of Thursday will be 
spent Ulklng with the family and witnesses

"It's  going to take me a while to get everybody's stories 
together," Whitlock said Tuesday. "Now comes the 
legwork "

After eum lning the three charred rooms that were 
rented to the Bennett family. Whitlock and Bloomer also 
agreed that the fire had been burning at least »  minutes 
before It was spotted by resMenU

That contradicu earlier reports wMch had Indicated the 
fire had been burning for only about five minutes 
before It was spotted

Besides the Bennett's three rooms, a storage room and 
one room of an adjoining apartment were damaged 
In the fire The resident of the damaged apartment was 
watching television, said Whitlock, when the fire blew a 
hole in the wall

.Since the fire, the apartment management has posted a 
notice to all the resldenu that the com pin  will be 
closed as of Jan IS. Unofficial sources say the building 
w ill be leveled and the land used for com m ercial 
development

U J .  District Judge Howard Bratton 
listened to arguments from both sides 
Tuesday and said he would take New 
Mexico's motion for dismissal under 
advisement and rule on H "as soon as 
possible."

Attorneys for New Mexico said the 
Texana don’t own any righU to iu  
water and probably never will and the 
suit should be promptly llirown out.

E l Paso filed suit last September 
hoping to gain rights to the mostly 
untepped MesUla Bolaon reserve of 
seuthem  New M exico. Th e  West 
Texas desert city said H needed New 
Mexico’s water to avert an anticipat­
ed shortage by the end of the cen-

“ K p  aoe's lawsuit challenges the

consdtuilonallty of a New Mexico law 
prohibiting the export of iU  fresh 
water. Attorneys for the Texas border 
city have said the bolaon is mostly 
under federally owned land and, ex­
cept for Las Cruces, a city one-tenth 
the sixe of El Paso, no other communi­
ty Is using H.

But R iv a rd  Simms, representing 
New Mexico, said E l Paso has put the 
cart before the horse in asking the 
court to waive New Mexico’s law. He 
said the enforcement of the statute 
ttet forbids the export of water can 
only be enacted in court. He said E l 
Paso does not have any water rights 
in New Mexico and Is not likely to 
obtain any, and so It cannot ask the 
court to remove an embargo that 
exists only on paper.

After E l Paso nied the suit Sept. I, 
New Mexico State Engineer Steve 
Iteynolds designated the area cloood 
basins —  forcing E l Paso to file appH- 
catlono for water drilHng permits. 
The city fllod m  appUcatfona. ^

Asked when the hosUges might be 
released, Nabavl said, "W hen the 
conditions of the Majlis (Iranian P a ^ 
liament) are met by the U.S govern­
ment and when the Iranian govern­
ment obtains enough assurance that 
the U.S. government’s undertakings 
will be carried out." He also repeated 
Iran’s threat to put the Americans on 
trial as spies If the conditions are not 
met.

There was no Immediate public 
reaction by the Carter administration 
to Nabavi’s statemenU. but on Tues­
day night White House press aocre- 
U ry  Jody Powell reported that A lg ^  
ria delivered “ additional questtons" 
from Iran Tuesday on the last Ajneri- 
can proposals He said a reply was 
being sent to the Algerians early 
today.

U .S . officials who asked not to 
be Identified said the signals from 
Iran suggested the U.S. and Ira ­
nian governm ents had reached

“ agreement on some baste princi­
pies" to settle thè hostage disputo.

However, ana offirlal, who asked 
not to be idandfled, saM agraament 
has been reached on some “ baste 
principles" and that Iran la prepared 
to revise Its demand that the United 
Sutes provide 994 billion In financial 
guarantees as Ito price for releasing 
the 93 captives.

White House Press SecreUry Jody 
Powell, who attended a hastily con­
vened meeting at the SUte Depart 
meni 'Tuesday night, urged cautim.

Meanwhile, In a news conference 
today In Tehran, Iran's chief negotia­
tor in the hosUge crisis, Behsad Na- 
bavi, said Algeria has sent Iran Its 
own proposal to try to break the sUle- 
mate and has offered some kind of 
guarantee that IU  proposal would 
work. He did not disclose deulls of the 
proposal.

Although Nabavl said Iran general 
ly accepu Algeria’s proposal, be re- 
fosed to say whether a breakthrough 
was near In the negoUstlons to free 
the hostages.

Powell, asked Tuesday night about 
signs of new Iranian flexibility, said 
only that Iran asked questions about 
the latest U.S. proposal and added: 
“There is no basis to judge where this 
will lead. We would ail be well advised 
not to jump to overly optimistic con­
clusions I don't think we can reach 
any sort of conclusion about when or 
even If we will have an agreement, 
based on what pe have here to n l^t. 1 
don’t think there's any basU to be 
optimistic or cerUInly not more pes­
simistic than we were. At this ptent 
we’re just going to have to wait and 
see where this will lead us."

Another official, who asked not to 
be identified, said there Is no reason 
aa yet to believe the hoaUges will be 
freed before President Carter leaves 
office 13 days from now.

One official, however, said the new

As a result, government economists expect a 
deficit of l&S billion to $00 billion for this fiscal year’s 
budget, mure than double the red-ink estimate of two 
months ago. This is same budget that President 
Carter vowed a year ago'would be balanced.

High interest rates were cited as one factor re­
sponsible for the sharp rise in anticipated spending 
since the fall. The government has to pay more to 
borrow money just like everyone else whm  Interest 
rales rise.

Carter's proposed budge! for fiscal IB82, due out 
next week, will call for spending of about $740 billion 
and a deficit of about $40 billion, according to 
administration sources

Reagan, who said in late October that he might be 
able to balance the budget by IMt2, would have to 
chop deeply into Carter's spending package to elimi­
nate the deficit.

Donald T  Regan, the president-elect's choice fur 
treasury secretary, said at his Senate confirmation
