The second (Ire claimed the lives of the (bur 
chUdren of M r. and Mrs. Rudy Bennett and occurred 
In the Tall a t y  Apartments, a converted motel 
located on Garden Q ty  Hlchway. The (Ire was 
started by the children playing with matches, ruled 
a (Ire iiMpector.

B E C A U S E  B O TH  F IR E S  occurred in structures 
which apparently failed to meet (Ire and building 
codes. Mayor G. Thane Akins said It Concerns him

and the council. "But I don’t know offhand if It 
demands a change In codes. We've heard nothing 
from our staff.”

Under both building and fire protection codes, a 
structure failing to comply can be torn down by the

owner or by the city. But city officials point out they 
face a dilemma when it comes to substandard 
structures that are occupied, whether by the owner 
or renters.

The Q ty  Charter defines “dangerous” buildings 
and outlines steps the city may lake In forcing a 
landlord to upgrade the structure to meet the 
codes or In having it eliminated.

Dangerous structures are defined as “ any building 
with roof, ceiling, floors, sills or foundations or any 
combination thereof, rotted or decayed and falling 
apart: windows out, uninhabitable, untenantable 
and unsightly, due to obsolescence and deterioration 
caused by neglect or vandalism or (Ire damage or old 
age or the elements

"O r any building in danger of falling and injuring 
the person or property of another,

"O r any building which is a fire menace, to wit. by 
being in a dilapidated condition, as ftilly described

above, and which has an accumuintioa of rubbish 
and trash which Is likely to become a (Ire, or be set on 
fire. In and around said building and e ^ a n g e r the 
person or property of other.

"O r  any bulldiag which Is damp and In twsanltary 
condition which Is likely to create disease and 
sickness.”

T H E  C IT Y  HAS started a push on demolishing 
abandoned structures which are classified as dan­
gerous. But the person In charge of this area, 
T im  Chase, said the process Is “ slow. There’s so 
much paper work to (k).'

Chase, who was hired (Or the purpose of filing 
against owners of dilapidated housM, said he would 
like to bring at least five  such houses before

But here he was back in a hospital, with his grandmoth 
er and a nurse tugging on his traveling clothes to pul 
on yet another gown.

Hobberi’s younger brother Tyrone was unaware of the 
deception. He was bouncing and wiggling on the other 
bed —  even giggling as he was pul In an animal covered 
gown.

” i^>ok at Tyrone,”  Lula Williams told her crying 4- 
year-oM grandson. “ He’s not crying. I thought you were 
going to be a BIG  boy.”

Hobbert Just looked up and whimpered. He scowled at 
Tyrone. He wanted to go home.

The two boys returned to Midland Monday, but checked 
Into Midland Memorial Hospital for continuing medical 
attention to their healing bums. «

Both boys came dressed with gauzed helmets and 
special elasUcIzed tube socks on their burned arms 
and legs Their faces were peeling, but looked amazingly 
healed for the critical slate they had both been in a 
month before.

H obart, as she Hipped the channeU to find some. He 
continued in a Heady cry. Sure he wanted to watch 
cartoons —  but he wanted to see them at home.

About that Ume Tyrone chucked his nooe-tots bunny 
rabbit on the floor and looked off the bed saying, "U h - 
oh.”  The 1-year-old dauled his admirers —  a room filled 
with hospital workers —  who oohed and ahhed his every 
move. He grinned.

Hobbert Just scowled.
The boys had arrived at Midland Regional Airport on a

>: IS p.m. Monday and silenced the crowd of travetora, A 
photographer snapped their pictures and flaaked at 
their faces as they awaited their luggage —  a largo plastic 
garbage bag filled with toys. The spectators suddenly 
recognised them as the hometown heroes and began 
pumping Granny for Information.

"The ball is la his court now.”  Sen Charles Percy, 
R-III., said Monday night "He must be answerable 
for his decision "

Percy is chairman of the Senate Foreign Relations 
Committee, which called Haig back for a fourth day 
of confirmation bearings today on his nomination by 
Presidenl-elect Ronald Reagan.

Archivist Robert M. Warner also agreed during 
hearings Monday when Sen Paul Ttongas. D  Mass , 
asked whether "m tt person stands in the way of this 
committee having this information and that person 
is Richard Nison'>*’

"Weil, there are the reguialions." the archivist 
replied "But that really is the heart of the mat­
ter ’’

He was referring to regulations that give the 
former president five days to decide whether to 
object to the committee's subpoena for logs describ­
ing tOU hours of taped conversation between Haig 
and Nixon in m id -ttn  If Nison objects and the

The archivist said the logs consist of MO pages of 
deUlled notes descriWng UO conversations between 
Haig and Nixon from  May 4 to Ju ly  I t ,  It7 t , 
the early days of Haig's service as Nixon’s chief of 
staff

Nixon’s lawyer. Herbert J . Miller, said in a tele 
phone Interview he is reviewing the question of 
whether to block the committee's access to the 
log and Nixon tapes and documents 

“ I have token no position,’’ Miller said 
But he noted that archivist Warner has given the 

committee a written opinion that Congress has no 
authority to subpoena the material

The committee already has agreed to vote as early

Confirmation hearings were hrld Monday for E n ­
ergy S e cre to ry^ig n a te  James B. Edwards and 
Labor S e cre to ry^ig n a te  Raymond Donovan. Both 
were subjected to tough questioning but appeared 
headed for confirmation.

Donovan defended his New Jersey construction 
company against a charge It did business with a 
dummy company specializing In kickbacks Ed 
wards, former governor of South Carolina, was 
accused by senators of "waffling" and of being 
naive. Edwards, an oral surgeon, has deiscribed 
himself at more of a "problem solver" than an 
energy expert.

Haig, who sat stoically while committee discussion 
turned back to the topes several times during his 
hearing Monday, testified about U.S.-Soviet nuclear 
power and S A LT.

He said a new U.S.-Soviet Strategic Arms Limita­
tion Treaty must allow the United States to rebuild 
iu  nuclear power to match the .Soviet arsenal.
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Iranian parliament delays 
debate on hostage issues

Iran's Parliament postponed debate today on two Mils aimed at 
resolving the hostage ciiala, bnt there was no indication of opposition to 
tbe measures and they are scheduled to be token up again on Wednesday, 
a pariiamentory spokesman said

A top Iranian hostage negotiator, Ahmed Azlzi. told Tehran Radio. “ No 
final agreement has yet been reached" on a «late for releasing the 52 
Americans seized 14 months ago But he added. "Obviously, discussions 
are being conducted tai a positive framework.”

T W  pariiamentory spoknman said the debate was 
delayed because the 12-member Council of (juard- 
tons, which must approve all legislation adopted, 
couldn’t attend becanse It bad not been given emnigh 
advance notice of the session

"Tito council was informed of the session very late 
yesterday afternoon.”  the spokesman in Tehran said 
in a telephone bitenriew with The Asaeciated Press 
in Beirut. Lebanon.

Tito council is dominated by hard-line Islamic 
clerics who are Mtteriy antagonistic toward the 
United States, lltotr absence could have indicat­
ed an attempt to block any retreat from Iran’s 
origbul demands for up to tX4 Milton for the release 
of the hostages.

The m a k e r  of Iran’s Pariiament, Hashemi RabanJani. said Monday 
that "afl roads”  were open to settling the 437-day-old crisis, and that he 
expected approval of the legislation.

Downward residents complain of 'green, slimy stuff

Just as Odessa’s Monahans Draw 
has become the scourge of Midland 
County, the Tall City’s Midland Draw 
has become the scourge of Midland 
and Greenwood residents urho are on 
the dournward side of the city's sew­
age treatment plant and get that 
"green, slimy stuff" and stench.

" It ’s really bad in my opinion.”  
Midland County Commissioner C. 
DeWayne Davis said Monday In a 
two-hour commissioners’ court ses­
sion that dwelled on the draw.

Commissioner Charlie Welch, urho 
has been throwing the political spot­
light on the draw, apeed. But be 
was even more concerned about sew­
age runoff and other waters getting 
Into the city’s sanitary landfill, which 
Is about a half-mfle east from tte 
sewage treatment plant In far south­
east Midland.

” 1 T H IN K  T H A T ’S where one of our 
Mg worries should he,”  he opined.

The draw winds easterly out of 
Midland past the city’s sewage trea^ 
ment plant and meanders on to Join 
with Monahans Draw In far cast Mid­
land County. MkBaad Draw's over- 
ftowiag has been due, in part, to 
the r h ^  water table and appareittly

to the city’s Inadvertent spillage of 
effluent sewage waters Into the natu­
ral drainage ^ s ln .

The natural draw Is drawing some 
unnatural criticism.

Leading the attack on the draw's 
usage by the city is Ethel Whlsler, a 
Greenwood housewife who said she Is 
sickened by the stench emanating 
from the draw and is disheartened by 
the sight of her and her husband Jon's 
washed-up pecan harvest and cotton 
and wheat crops.

"Th e  water is now up in the (pecan) 
trees, in our cotton And we have not 
had that much rain.”  Many of their 
pecan trees on their 52 acres are in 
and along the draw.

Mrs. Whisler backed up her protest 
with a petlttou keyed to the "unnatu­
ral flow of water" in Midland Draw. 
By Monday afternoon, the petition 
bore 74 signatures and 82 by night­
fall

T H E  "U N N A T U R A L ”  waters grac­
ing the draw have become, according 
to Mrs. Whlsler.

— A  health hazard.
— Destructive to farm land and all 

type of cropa.
— An unhealthy play a m .
— A  hfocdlng place for moaqultoes. 

I the drew emits a stench that

can be smelled for miles.
" I ’m getting on a h o rn ."  M rs. 

Whlsler had said after the rap session 
with the four commissioners, the 
county Judge and two city councilmen 
who stepped Into the commissioners' 
arena. " I  don’t have a ready sohition 
to the problem.”  Mrs. Whlsler said. 
"O ur hacks are against the wall.”

tion.”

" if  something Is wrong,”  said Mid­
land County Judge Bill Ahders, "they 
want to rectify it.”

The two city councilmen, Gordon 
Marcum 11 and Tom  Sloan, indicated 
that they somehow wanted to strive 
the city's flowing sewage problem 
that Is indicative of an affluent boom 
era for the city of 7B,808 people.

" I  will respond to this as If my 
house were there (along the draw ),” 
said Sloan.

He flpted the gravity of the situa­
tion.

" Y O U  C A IT T  BA CH  U F  sewage;
It’s got to go somewhere,”  saM Sloaa, 
who apparently was not altogether 
convinced that Midland’s efnuent 
sewage waters are entirely the proh- 
lem.

" I  think wo should be abla to handle 
the water,”  Sloan said. “ It may er 
may not be water that’s coming from 
the sewage treatment plant.”

John Lowe, MIdlano’s Ere ctor af 
utilities, took the stance that the 
draw’s running waters are mere etd- 
dence of a rising water table and ael 
overflowing effluent weters.

“This la a very complex rrifhlegi. 
more (complex) than It appeare m  
the surface,”  be saM.

"We’ve had the UMtoet water table 
we’ve had any recoim  ef,”  said Lawn,

D ear D r . Sb U b ib b : W ould you 
pieaae explain how cancer spreatb in 
the body. —  Mrs. S.A.

Dear M n . A .: Cancer celU grow 
into the tissue surrounding them. In 
addition, they may enter lymph chan­
nels and Wood veaoeU and In this 
fashion be carried to other paru  of 
the body.

Dear D r. SotooMB: A friend of mine 
tells me that persons who are hard of 
hearing cannot gel seasick. Is this 
true? 1 don’t understand how one 
condition can possibly have any effect 
on the other. What causes seasickness 
and what Is the best way to treat 
It? —  Russ

Dear Roas: The relatiiMuhip be­
tween the two condiUons berámet 
clearer when you understand that 
seasickness, which Is only one form of 
motion sickness, resulU from distur­
bances In the fluid that sUmulates the 
nerve endings in the inner ear. Be­
cause the ears of deaf Individuals do 
not function properly, they are Im 
mune to motion sickness. Everyone 
else, however —  and animals, too, for 
that matter —  may be affected if the 
stimulus is severe enough and If It 
continues for an extentled period of 
lime.

The most common causes of motion 
sickness are continuoui wavy and 
rolling molioni. It has been etUh- 
llshed that a pattern that occurs 
every four a4*condi It moat likely to 
precipitate the condition.
