The city of Midland conceded Tues­
day that It hasn't been entirely Inno­
cent recently concerning a charge by 
countv residents that effluent has 
spilled into Midland Draw from the 
sewage treatment plant.

But that problem was stopped Mon­
day night, the Midland City Council 
told county residents during iu regu­
lar session Tuesday in City Hall 
Council Chambers.

During a two hour discussion 
Mayor G Thane Akins Informed the 
complaining residents that "we're 
here today to find out what the prob­
lems are. We want to maintain a 
facility in compliance with state regu­
lation» and with the people."

The county residents had charged 
the city was dumping effluent into 
Midland Draw from its sewage treat­
ment plant near Cole Park 

Councilman Tom Sloan later in the 
meeting told the group the city was 
stopping "what we know is ^ n g  on, 
and that is raw sewage spilling over 
into the draw We will be irrigating 
300 more acres with the effluent 
water It may stink." he warned, "but 
it stops the raw sewage from spilling 
over"

Assistant City Manager Fred Poe 
explained this morning that there was 
too much treated effluent In holding 
ponds and tl)e citv was trying to di­
vert some to an old pond. Instead. It 
ran over a canal into the draw. By 
Irrigating the extra 300 acres, water 
will be taken out of the holding ponds 
to accommodate more effluent.

John Lowe, director of puMk uti­
lités. explained raw sewagd can be 
taken through two processes at the 
plant; Primary or secondary treat­
ments.

UNDER TH E  PBIM ABY treat­
ment process, the heavier parts are 
removed and the effluent is put Into 
oxidation ponds where "another de­
gree of redwilon is achieved " This 
effluent is used to Irritate a nearby 
farmer's alfalfa fields.

For the secondary process, whkh 
I.owe called "energy Intensive," the 
primary treated effluent has oxygen 
driven Into It to remove more of the 
heavier solid parts and remove the 
bacteria Thts water then is used to 
Irrigate local golf courses, including 
that of Midland Country Gub.

Removing the odor of effluent, 
whether It has gone through one or 
both processes. Is difficult, he said.

"CMoriae 1a not an elfkiant odor rt- 
ducUon matorial," said Lowe. "Wo'ro 
ualoB some odor control ehomkals 
before the tffluont la uaod for Irriga­
tion to kill some of the bacloria."

George Pat Anderson of Route 1 
toM the council a neighbor had some 
of his well water tested by Martin 
Water Lab of Midland. That water 
was found to be high In nitrates and 
detergent. And the neighbor claimed 
he was getting a sewer odor from Ms- 
well.

ANDERSON CRARGBD that In the 
draw there Is a smelly green mildew 
—  the same color as the Irrigation 
water. "I feel the sewer water Is

coming down the draw."
complained about the 

smM coming from the plant. "Ifa  
ewfol to go outside the house. Whoa 
thewlndcomeafromthenorthwoat.lt 
s t l^ .  A town as rich as MMland 
cotM put In a good sewer system 
rather than put their money down­
town in expensive buildings.'^

Lowe refuted Anderson’s charge 
that the "green slime" ia coming out 
of t ^  sewage treatment plant. Water 
In the draw Is slow-moving and cre­
ates an environment for algae 
growth, he said. ‘This creates the 
"green slime." When the algae dies. It

WASHINGTON (AP) -  Alexander M. Haig Jr. 

says Watergate was a stupid and illegal abuse of 
power but it is not for him to render moral 
Judgments against Richard Nixon or Henry Ris

"1 must leave that to others, to history and to 
God." Haig told senators T Ueaday during confirma­
tion hearings on Ms nomination to be secretary of 
stale.

Haig denied any wrongdoing Mmself in Watergate 
and said he has no apotogy for the role he did play in 
wiretapping, covert ChUean operations and the Viet 
nam War bombing of Camboma and Hanoi.

Haig made the statement after an angry exchange 
on Watergate during the Senate Foreiipi Relations 
Osmmlttoe baarb^s.

Tlta comarittae called Mm back far a fifth day of 
boartngi today and scheduled a vole Thursday that 
almoot certalniy will dear Haig for confirmation by 
foe fidl Senate.

Haig's voice rooe M anger as Sen. Paul S. Sar- 
banoa, D-Md., queetloued Mm on each of foe mpjor 
Watergate lasues and ashed if he thought they

"I never willingly or consciously or unconsciously 
participated la an act I considered immoral or, 
above all. Illegal," Haig exploded.

" I didn't do it then and 1 haven't done it in 37 years 
of military service, service lo the country," said the 
retired four-star Army general and fonmer NATO 
commander. "And I am somewhat surprised at your 
persistence on this."

But other senators took up Sarbanes’ question of 
whether Haig thought Watergate was morally wrong 
and Haig finally replied: "I believe it was both 
illegal and stupid. I think if President Nixon were 
here, he would say it was stupid."

WARSAW, Poland fAP) —  Thousands of workers 
began a tw«»-hour strike today in a town near the 
Soviet border and protesters draped red and white 
Polish flags on buses and trolleys in Warsaw, where 
the Soviet commander of East Bloc forces met with 
the nation’s Communist Party chief.

The two-hour strike was launched in the town of 
Rxessow, about 40 miles from the Soviet border. 
Labor sources said workers at a big machinery plant 
and other factories there waIkH off the job in 
support of farmers seeking to organise a union 
independent of Communist Party control.

A spokesman in Rsestow for Solidarity, the 
nation's biggest independent union, said workers at 
the Stalowa Wola tractor plant and "all major 
enterprises here” stoppt>d work at noon local time. 
He said about 30 factories were involved, and that 
muncipal transport had stopped.

Solidarity's national leadership said earlier a 
decision had been taken to close only the .Stalowa 
Wola plant. There was no immediate indication why 
the strike had betm expanded.

In Warsaw, workers hung placards on the bu-ses 
and trolleys, along with the flags, to protest the 
government’s threats of reprisals against municipal 
transport emfdoyees who boycotted work last Satur 
day in response to Solidarity’s appeal.

S«»lldarity urged the workers to boycott their jobs 
over the weekend to press demands for an immedi­
ate, five-day, tO-hour work w«^k. The Politburo of 
the i'ummunist Party said 3 million workers heeded 
the call Saturday, while more than 7 million showed 
up for work

(in Tuesday, workers at about 120 firms walked off 
ih«- job fur an htuir in Prtemysl, also near the Soviet 
border, to support the Raes/ow laborers and farmers 
who have iHcupied a former trade union building for 
over two wt*eks

About 300 farmers and workers at Rzesxuw have

nist government negotiated their demands, the chief 
one b«‘ing recognition of farmers' rights to orga­
nize

"He didn't want to go jumping to 
conclusions," prosecutor Rub Sut- 
phen said of Harrison, who apparent­
ly was suspicious of an unfamiliar car 
parked near Brooks' home and occu­
pied by a young Mack man in the

"You can't infer a man guilty of an 
offense," said Howell, who suggested 
that Brown, who has already pleaded 
guilty to the burglary, "Instigated 
this whole thing"

Prosecutor Frazier responded to 
Howell's attack on the gullty-by-infer- 
ence "deal"

"You can infer facts from evi­
dence." Frazier reasoned. “ You can't 
infer guilt from evidence."

Frazier also noted that Mahon had 
signed a statement, taken by ex-Dep- 
uty Sheriff Jim Atwater, now an in­
vestigator for the district attorney, 
admitting his part in the offense.

The comment came shortly after 
Ares were reported aboard two Viet 
namese-owned shrimp boats docked 
near Seabrook

Plaice said both Ares were set deli- 
beralely.

The weekend fires followed an ex­
change of charges that both sides had 
violated an agreement imder srhich 
the number of shrimp boats In opera­
tion would be limited to the number In 
existence at that time

Each group has accused the other 
of building new vessels for use with 
the opening of the IWl shrimp sea­
son.

The moratorium on expanding the

"Most of the disruption in the com­
munity has been confined to a small 
module of fishermen,“  Hammett 
said. “ Reporters have encouraged a 
continuation of unrest between the 
two groups-by investing the dissident 
fishermen with undeserved ci^lbill- 
ty as community spokesmen.”

They thought it was fun —  Just tike 
Charles Hanson —  it‘s that vicious 
and cruel,” Lt. Bob Martin said 

One man was killed and at least lO 
others were injured in the gang-relat­
ed shootings over the past year.

‘They would shoot indiscriminately 
into crowds.” said Martin, head of the 
police department's Community Re­
sources Against Street Hoodlums in 
West Los Angeles.

He said Esperanta Alvarez. 23. of 
Santa Monica, and a lA-year old girl 
were booked Tuesday for investiga 
lion of murder following the shootings 
that had police baffled 

Martin said the trail of shootings 
ranged from the Pacific Ocean to the 
downtown Los Angeles Convention 
( enter and that the two young women

were cooperating in the investiga­
tion.

The woman and the ^ rl, whose 
identity was not released because of 
her age. were booked in connection 
with the death of Javier Galvin. U. of 
Venice. Galvin died May 23 after he 
was hit by a bullet fired from a 
passing car in Venice.

The shootings were definitely gang 
related and more victims may be 
added to the list of those who were 
shot, Martin said, adding that the 
stoo’ was Just beginning to unfold and 
couM include robberies as well 

A 34-year-old man now in Chino 
Prison on an unrelated assault con 
viction also was allegedly involved in 
the case with the two young women 
and will be booked for investigation of 
murder, police said 

Deputy Chief Daniel Sullivan said 
the shootings stopped shortly after 
the man was arrested.

He said the two women and a man 
would usually drive up to a comer 
where pedestrians were standing and 
ask two questions "Where's the 
party'” ai^ “Where are you from?"

Skeletal remains identified

ATLANTA (AP) —  The latest identified victim In 
AUanU't string of child slavings disappeared IS 
miles (tom the suburban wood where his bones and 
teeth were found, says Public Safety Commissioner 
Lee P. Brown.

The discovery of skeletal remains of two bodies 
*'PHday brought to at least 13 and possibly 13 the 

number of black children found dead In the At­
lanta area la the past IS months.

One of the skmtons found Friday was that of 
Christopher Richardson. II, who disappeared June t. 
ISM. while walking to a swimming pool near his 
home in east suburban Decatur. Brown said Tues­
day.

The second skeleton, found 75 yards from the 
Richardson child's remains, has not been identified 
and the cause of both deaths has not been deter­
mined.

But "we are treating It (Richardson's death) as a 
criminal homicide," Brown said. "We can asaume 
that tlie cause of death was not due to natural 
'auses."

Pour children who disappeared In the last It 
aumths remain missing Dr. Robert Stivers, Fulton 
County's chief medical examiner, whose office 
Mentifled Richardson's body , has said that tentative 
identiflcation Indicates the other skeleton found last 
week is that of one of (he four.

Rut Stivers said outdated dental records of one of 
the suspected victims has made it difficult to prove 
an identity.

Brown said the medical examiner's office hasn't 
given policb any other Infermatloa —  tnch aa da­
maged bones or holes in clothing found with the 
skeletoos— that might Indicate the cause of death la 
either of the two lateat cases.
