Iran on Thursday denl«*d that the 
hoslaxes had underxofte brutal treat- 
meni al the hands of their captors 
Iran's chief hostaxe nexotlalor, Beh 
/ad Nabavi, called the Americans 
"com fort seekinx diplom ats" who

were "ungrateful”  and who did "not 
understand the meaning of kind­

Korcak said weight losses by the 
former hostages ranged from 19 to tO 
ptunds, and some were so dopreaaod 
(hey are not leaving their rooms or 
participating In activities al the hos­
pital.

"Many of the hostages haV* do- 
scribt*d beatings to us," Korcak said, 
adding (hat the beatings were admin­
istered in ways that would not leave 
marks on the body.

One hostage who was beaten Into 
unconsciousness continuea to auffer 
from a ringing In the ears, ho said.

The beatings were adminislorod al 
times during Inlerrogallons Id obtain 
safe combinatlona and other Informs 
lion, Korcak said, and others wore 
bfalen as punishment for escape at­
tempts.

'•'We're ses*lnx absMit what we ex­
pected, but you can't tell from looking 
al a person," Korcak said of (he 
psychological toll of the hostages* 
captivity

".S<ime of them have been more 
severely affected by the experience 
than others

"We feel these people will not bo 
permanently disabled by their Ill­
nesses,” Korcak said.

Barry Rosen, former press attache 
at (he Tehran embassy, told reporters 
he Is getting "-better and better every ’ 
day." Asked about reports of physical 
abuse, Rosen said, "Kvervbody must 
speak for themselves on Inal.”

He said he doesn't hate tlw Irani­
ans, "they’re Just going through a 
weird period."

Korcak predicted (he hostages will 
face more stress from both family 
reunions and pressure from newa 
media when they return to the United 
States. He said government doctors 
warned families that each hoatago 
will feel a need to recount hts experi­
ences sometimes over and over.

"The best advice we can give the 
families Is to be patient In listening to 
them,” he said.

of the project, and code enforcement 
(SW.OOO)

"Th e y 'v e  got employees already 
that could do most of that," Bryant 
surmised " If  they were on my pay­
roll. they would (enforce the codes) "  
But he almost relented: " I  guess Pm 
Just too conservative.”

Notwithstanding, Bryant did con 
cede that the northern sector of Big 
Spring is In dire need of upgrading.

With such deficiencies Inherent, it Is a wonder the 
numbers have coma to ba uaod ao popularly and with 
such tremendous Impact on short-tarm decision« 
affecting so many people.

A classic altuatlon la the Indexing of Social Securir 
ty benefits to the conaumor price Index. Plrat, the 
CPI Is known to distort current living expenses by 
assuming all families are buying houses et current 
prices and paying current Internet ratee. Then the 
CPI is applied to retiree beneflu, even though 
retirees are relatively free of many CPI axpensea..

The popularity of Uie CPI submerges other Infla­
tion Indexes economists Insist are far more accurate. 
Those other measures, such as the Oroas National 
Product deflator, are now about I  points lowor than 
the CPI. The CPI Is tha more popular and more 
Inflationary Index.

As It Is, you can pick almost whataver beat suits 
you best, and thaCs confusing In a nation of H I  
million. The confusion compounds when revisiona 
result In two steps forward and on« back, or vice 
versa.

behind them. Too many pay rala«« depend on them.

AUSTIN —  The Court of Criminal Appaals Wednes­
day amrmed the 29-yaar aentenca for murder with 
malice assessed Manuel Galindo Súchil In the 
stabbing death of Jote Pablo Bejarano Vaxquex In 
Midland on April 17, iro .

Court recoras Indicate Vauuet was stabbed fol-, 
lowing a fight between him and Súchil, with the body 
being taken to anothar location In the county, 
where It was found In November, 1974.

Súchil was Indicted March 14, 1974.
He appealed the conviction on groundi the trial 

court erred In falling to grant hfs motion for an 
instructed verdict of "not guilty" aftor the atatu 
rested lu case, contending tha only testimony con­
necting him with tha offense was that of an "accom­
plice witneat ”

The trial court refused to grant the motion, and the 
appeals court noted that Súchil "subtequ«ntly...l«s- 
tlfled in his own behalf and admitted his participa­
tion In the death "

He also contended that the trial court erred la 
falling to Include a charge on murder without malice 
"over objection."

The appeals court, however, said It could not find 
anything In the record to show that auch a charge 
had been requested.

In another matter, the Court of Criminal Appeals 
ordered a reduction In bail from 1191,000 to |tl,009 
for Cario« Mayóla Medellin, charged In Ector County. 
with aggravated rape, two counts of burglary of a 
habitetlon, aggravated sexual abuse end burgle- 
ry of a bulding.

Ball had been set at 190,000 In each case but was 
reduced by the trial court to total 1119,009.

You do not Indicate in your letter whether you and 
your huaband experienced any sexual difficulties 
prior to his Ilirtess If that were (he rase, obviously 
these difficulties would still exist and might account 
fur your husband's behavior. But If your sexual 
relations were salisfarlory before his heart attack, 
there Is no reason why they should not continue to be
satisfartorv today

You might want to suggest to your husband that
