Reagan said Thursday he is "certa in  
ly mil thinking of revenge" against 
Iran for the ordeal suffen-d by hos 
tage .Americans, but neither d(M*s he 
s«>e a reconciliation with the revolu­
tionary government in Tehran 

"W tiat gtMid would just revenge do 
and what form would (hat lake’’ "  
Reagan asked " I  don't think revenge 
Is worthy of us (in (he other hand, I 
don't think we should act as if this 
iM'ver happenevt "

In his f irs t nationa lly broadcast 
news conferen<;e since taking office tO 
days ago, the president said he would 
not encourage .American business tu 
resume trade with (he Persian ( iu lf  
nation "a t this point" and cautioned 
anyone against traveling there

i'hough his adm inistratiun has nut 
finished reviewing the hostage settle 
meni negoliati'd by the Carter admin 
Istration, Reagan said, the I'n iled  
S lates p ro ba b ly  would honor (h r  
agreement He added (hat the most 
Important obligations already have 
twen I arried out sini’e the release of 
tlw  32 Americans in the firs t hour of 
his ph'sidencv

Reagan said he was "ce rta in ly  not 
thinking of revenge and I don't know 
whether reconciliation would be pos 
sible "

RCagan urged Americans to "th ink 
long and hard before they (ravel to 
Iran bv-cause we don't think (heir 
safely can he guarante«>d there "

Turning to the economy, Reagan 
said cuts in the f«*deral budget he Is 
p re p a rin g  “ w ill  be m ade every  
place," and probably w ill be "b igger

than anyone has ever attamptesl ba 
cause this admInIstralliMi did not 
come here to be a caretaker govern­
ment ”

lie also announced he Is abolishing 
the Council on Wage and Price Stabil­
ity, which administered President 
Carter's anti Inflation program, and 
Is freeiing pending f lo r a l  regula 
tions for <0 days.

To manv ouestlons, such as wheth 
er he will lift the grain embargo 
against (he .Soviet Union, and whether 
hr will abolish draft reglatratlon, 
Reagan said he had no answera yet.

In an opening slatrmenl, Reagan 
said the Council on Wage and tprice, 
Stability "has been totally Ineffective 
In controlling Inflation and has Im ­
posed unnecessary burdena on labor 
and business.”

As for budget cuts, Reagan aald no 
area of government will be exempt 
and he added that "the time has come 
where there has to be a change in 
direction In this country.”

"We have lived beyond our means,” 
he said. “ We must gain control of this 
Inflationary monster.”

Asked for his view of the Soviet 
Union's long range Intenthma, Raa 
gan said he would keep In mind that 
Moscow has "publicly declared that 
the only morality they recognise Is 
what will further their cause, mean­
ing they reserve unto themselves the 
right to commit any crime, to He. to 
cheat. In order to attain that.”
