Declining demand 
checks oil prices

W ASHIN G TO N  (A P ) —  President 
Reagan, summoning Congress to ap­
prove without delay his drastic anti- 
government remedy for an economy 
in crisis, is finding lawmakers willing 
to cooperate but already promising to 
change a program they have yet to 
see.

Growing government has allowed 
the economy to veer out of control, 
Reagan told the nation Thursday 
night. Now, he insisted, government 
must “ chart a different course” of 
swift and stem cuts in spending, taxes 
and regulation.

Declaring the economy is in the 
“ worst ... mess since the Great De­
pression,” the president implored a 
Congress accustomed to slow deliber­
ation to act now.

“ We’ve stalled the Judgment day ... 
We’re out of time,”  Reagan declared

in his first nationally broadcast ad­
dress from the Oval Office.

The speech avoided specific solu­
tions. Details will be delivered to Con­
gress on Feb. 18, the president pro­
mised.

Reagan portrayed an economy at 
the brink of disaster and said; “ We 
have come to a turning point. We’re 
threatened with an economic calami­
ty of tremendous proportions and the 
old business-as-usual treatment can’t 
save us.”

W arning that “ we must not be 
tim id ,”  Reagan said reducing the 
government’s bite on the economy 
“ can create the incentives which take 
advantage of the genius of our eco­
nomic system.”

“ Our aim is to increase our national 
wealth so all will have more, not just 
redistribute what we already have, 
which is Just a sharing a scarcity,”  ho 
said.

That buoyant view was in sharp 
contrast to the call for sacrifice that 
Jim m y Carter delivered four years 
ago.

But Reagan’s policies will not be

painless for millions of Americans 
who will be affected by the adminis­
tration s proposed budget cuts. 
Dozens of social programs —  Includ­
ing ^ i a l  Security, unemployment 
benefits, Medicaid, farm subsidies 
business loans, urban aid, food 
s t a n ^  and child nutrition —  would 
TO trimmed to cut up to |14 billion 
from the budget this year and S50 
billion in 1982.

“ Our spending cuts will not be at 
the expense of the truly needy,”  Rea­
gan promised. “ We will, however, 
seek to eliminate benefits to those 
who are not really qualified.”

Reagan said his advisers had pre­
pared a “ comprehensive audit”  that 
depicted the rise of inflation, regula- 
tion, taxes, spending and economic 
stagnation since World War II

“ You won’t like It, I didn’t like It, 
but we have to face the truth and then 
go to work to turn things around ”  he 
said.

N EW  Y O R K  (A P ) —  Declining de 
mand appears to be keeping world oil 
prices in check despite a sharp Jump 
in fuel costs in the United States, 
industry sources say.

If the trend continues, American 
consumers could be in for a breather 
after watching fuel prices Jump about 
8 cents a gallon since President Rea­
gan ended federal oil price controls 
la.st week.

But the sources say more cold 
weather —  which can boost heating 
oil demand —  or a sharp drop in oil 
exports from the Middle East could 
refuel the world oil-price spiral.

Reagan’s lifting of price controls 
pushed the average price of a 42-gal­
lon barrel of domestic crude up $8, to 
about 137. The domestic increase 
came on top of a Jump of 10 percent —  
or $3 a barrel —  since December in 
the average price of the foreign oil 
that supplies 40 percent of U.S. petro 
leum needs.

Although the Reagan administra­
tion has contended its decontrol move 
will boost fuel prices 3 to 5 cents a 
gallon, industry analysts have said 
the move could push prices as much 
as 12 cents higher.

On Thursday, Texaco Inc. raised 
wholesale and retail heating oil prices 
3 cents a gallon nationwide following 
a wholesale boost of 2 to 3 cents a 
gallon in some areas Tuesday. The 
nation’s third-largest oil company 
also raised wholesale gasoline prices 
4.5 cents a gallon in parts of the South 
and Southwest after boosts of 2 to 3 
cents a gallon in other regions earlier 
in the week.

Wholesale prices of gasoline have 
risen about a dime to 12 cents a 
gallon, while those for heating oil 
have risen as much as 16 cents, refin­
ers’ tabulations show. Analysts say 
the increases apparently are being 
passed on to consumers.

Overseas, however, traders say oil 
can be bought for less than some 
exporters’ official prices because pe 
troleum demand has fallen so sharply 
following a better than 150 percent 
price boost since January 1979.

The International Energy Agency 
says oil use in the major industrial 
countries fell 7.5 percent last year, 
and is expected to drov as much as 2 
percent more in 1981.

As a result, a world petroleum glut 
could develop “ sometime in the sum­
mer of 1982,”  leaving prices “ floating 
at a lower level,”  Saudi Arabian Oil 
Minister Sheik Ahmed Zaki Yamani 
said.

Yamani said a world oil glut next 
year will be “ very sizable” if Iran and 
Iraq end their war and resume ship­
ping the 4 million barrels a day they 
were exporting before hostilities 
began last fall. If the two countries 
maintain their current 1 million bar 
rels-a-day output, however, “ the glut 
will be a small one,”  he said.

Yam ani’s country supplies 8 per­
cent of U.S. oil needs and 20 percent of 
the oil used in the non-Cummunist 
world. He said Saudi Arabian oil out­
put would remain at its current 10 
million barrels-a-day level for now 
though petroleum demand “ seems to 
be”  soft.

Japanese steelworkers outproduce 
Americans by about 25 percent, he 
said. “ This Isn’t because they are 
better workers. I ’ll match the Am eri­
can working man or woman against 
anyone in the world. But we have to 
give them the m odern tools and 
equipment that workers in other In­
dustrial nations have.”

“There are 7 million Americans 
caught up in the personal indignity 
and human tragedy of unem ploy- 
ment,”  he said. “ If they stood in a line 

allowing three feet for each person 
—  the line would reach from the coast 
of Maine to California.”

He produced a dollar bill in one 
hand and a quarter, dime and penny 
in the other, explaining that since 
1960, inflation has reduced the value 
of the dollar to 36 cents.

A decade ago, the average family 
spent 27 percent of iU  income for a 
home; today, it takes 42 percent, he 
said.

It’s 31st anniversary 
of his 39fh birthday

W ASHIN G TO N  (A P ) —  Ronald Reagan, the oldest man ever to be­
come president, today is celebrating his 70th birthday —  or as he puts It, 
“ the 31st anniversary of my 39th birthday.”

More than 100 people, including such long-time California friends as 
Jim m y Stewart, are expected at Reagan’s birthday party tonight at the 
White House. The welt publicized “ surprise party”  will be held by four 
couples who have been hosts for Reagan’s birthday parties for the last 20 
years.

The birthday also was being marked with a congratulatory visit 
from congressional leaders today.

Perhaps because his age was a campaign issue last year, Reagan 
himself has been Joking about the subject the past few days.

“ I want to thank you for starting out the celebration of my 31st anniver­
sary of my 39th birthday,”  the president quipped at a. prayer breakfast 
Thursday.

And at a black-tie congressional dinner Wednesday night, Reagan de­
fined middle age as “ when you’re faced with two temptations and you 
choose the one that will get you home at nine o’clock.”

Reagan won’t receive most of his birthday gifts until tonight’s party, 
but his wife, Nancy, said in advance that she would give him a tree for 
their ranch in Santa Barabara, Calif.

She said he gave her an olive tree when their daughter Patti was born 
and that she liked it so much she decided to give him one.

Another gift, from Patti, was already on his desk in the Oval Office 
Thursday night. 'The present, a color photograph of Patti embracing her 
father, is inscribed, “ I love you dad.”

Michael Deaver, deputy chief of staff and a close personal friend, 
planned to give Reagan a plaque for his desk proclaiming, “ The 
Buckaroo Stops Here,”  a take-off on the Harry Trum an motto favored by 
Jim m y Carter.

Nancy Reynolds, a 15-year friend of the Reagans, got the idea for her 
gift from the Bible that belonged to the president’s mother. In It, Nellie 
Reagan had written; “ A thought for the day: You can be too big for God 
to use but you can’t be too small.”

Jobless rate stays 
surprisingly stable

W ASHIN G TO N  (A P ) —  While the 
economy shows signs of staggering 
under the weight of persistently high 
interest rates, the nation’s unemploy­
ment rate remained surprisingly sta­
ble in January.

The Labor Department reported 
today that last month’s Jobless rate 
stood at 7.4 percent overall, the same 
as In December, and “ little different” 
from the level that has prevailed 
since May.

About 7.8 million Americans were 
out of work in January, the depart­
ment said. In contrast, 97.7 million 
people were employed last month, an 
increase of more than 400,000.

“ The gloom and doom predictions 
have been with us for a while, but so 
far they haven’t materialized,”  said 
Sar Levitan, a labor economist.

January’s stability is all the more 
'impressive because the number of 
people entering the workforce in­
creased by 475,000 last month, the 
first sizable increase since July. Most 
of this gain occurred among women, 
whose participation in the labor force 
now stands at an all-time h i ^  of 
nearly 52 percent.

In contrast, however, employment 
among adult men and teenagers was 
virtually unchanged in January and

still was 150,000 and 500,000, respec- 
lively, below the levels of one year 
ago.

Industry employment, which had 
suffered heavily during last spring’s 
recession, rose by nearly 400,000 in 
Ja n u a ry  and over the last three 
months has advanced at a monthly 
average of about 250,000. “ Between 
December and January, large em­
ployment reductions usually occur,”  
the Labor Department noted.

The factory work week average was 
up 0.3 of an hour over the month, 
continuing a steady rise that began 
last July as the economy started iu  
climb out of the spring recession.

In addition, average weekly earn­
ings, after seasonal adjustment, rose 
1.4 percent from December, a larger 
than usual increase that reflects the 
25-cent increase in the m inim um  
wage to 13.35 aq hour.

The department reported these un­
employment rates in January among 
key sectors of the economy:

— Adult men fell from 6.2 percent to 
6 percent.

— Adult women declined 0.1 percent 
to 6.7 percent.

-^Teenagers increased 1.2 percent 
to |9 percent.

New eruption 
builds dome

V A N C O U V E R , Wash. ( A P )  -  
Mount St. Helens Is erupting again, 
but so far the eruption has been limit­
ed to molten rock oozing from the 
mountain’s bowels up into the crater 
and hardening in a growing lava 
dome, scientists say.

“ It seems to be a repeat of the 
December activity,”  said Bob Norris, 
spokesman for the U n iv e rs ity  of 
Washington geophysics center, refer­
ring to a similar eruptive phase the' 
week after Christmas. “ It appears 
the main part of this eruption will be 
dome growth.”

Molten rock came to the surface 
Thursday amid clouds of steam that 
filled the crater and rose nearly two 
miles above the southwest Washing­
ton mountain.

Scientists had predicted an eruption 
after a flurry of small earthquakes 
Wednesday and Thursday.

Norris said small volcanic earth­
quakes were being detected only 
about once an hour early today. The 
quakes were apparently caused'by 
molten rock pushing through the 
mountain, he said.

The type of molten material seemed 
to conUin less gas than in December, 
Norris said, indicating less pressure 
within the volcano and the likelihood 
of a “ quieter e|uption." j

Leftists 
protest 
in Tehran

B E IR U T , Lebanon (A P ) —  Up to 
10,000 leftists demonstrating opposi­
tion to Iran’s clergy-dominated gov­
ernment battled with Islamic funda 
mentalists in the streets of Tehran 
today and sources in the Iranian capi­
tal reported 30 people injured, some 
by gunfire.

Iranian police contacted by tele­
phone from Beirut said there were 
“ many” casualties, some suffering 
bullet wounds. One Tehran newspa­
per said 30 were injured in the fight 
that lasted more than three hours.

“ Those who have been shot are now 
hospitalized,”  one officer said.

A policeman said one person was 
reported killed, but he was unable to 
confirm the report.

A Tehran hospital reported treating 
eight people for injures and a hospital 
spokesman said one policeman was 
wounded by gunfire.

Police said between 7,000 and 10,000 
m em bers and supporters of the 
Marxist Fedayeen e Khalq organiza­
tion gathered at Freedom Square on 
the western edge of Tehran in defi­
ance of a government ban on demon­
strations.

The leftists were confronted by sup­
porters of the ‘ ‘H e zb o lia h i,”  or 
“ G od’s P a r t y ,”  according to a 
spokesman for the Revolutionary 
Guards contacted by telephone from 
Beirut.

Hezboliahi is an organization of fol­
lowers of hard-line Islamic clergy 
who support revolutionary leader 
Ayatollah Ruhollah Khomeini.

Tehran Radio reported that mem­
bers of the Fedayeen organization 
staged a march “ creating tension” in 
defiance of a ban on demonstrations 
issued Thursday.

A Journalist on the newspaper 
Nizan, in a telephone conversation 
with The Associated Press in Nicosia, 
said about 30 persons were slightly 
injured.

Tehran Radio had little to say about 
the demonstration except that mem­
bers of the Fedayeen organization 
had ignored a government ban on 
demonstrations.

The bill creates a state mechanism to supervise 
collective bargaining elections for farmworkers and to 
enforce the results.

The farm workers were joined on the Capitol steps by 
Rep. Sam Hudson, D-Dallas, who is carrying the collec­
tive bargaining bill.

Ode says captors probably glad to see him go
W A S H IN G T O N  (A P )  —  Robert 

Ode, oldest of the Americans held 
hostage in Iran, says his young cap- 
tors probably were glad to see him go 
after 444 days of putting up with his 
demands.

“ They accused me of treating them 
like servants, which I did,”  Ode said. 
“ They accused me of being too de­
manding, which was true.”

He said he constantly insisted on 
such things as soap, detergent, tooth­
paste and having windows open.

“ I hounded them all the time. I 
insisted things had to be done and I 
wasn’t about to back down. Usually it 
worked.”

Ode, 65, and his wife, Rita, werc 
released from National Orthopaedic 
and Rehabilitation Hospital in Arling­
ton, Va., Thursday and said they plan 
to return home to Sun City West, 
Ariz., next week.

Ode was hospitalized for bronchitis 
and exhaustion and his wife was suf 
fering from the flu. They were togeth­
er in a double hospital room.

“ W e’ve alw ays shared e v e ry ­
thing,’’ Ode joked. “ It was his and 
hers flu and bronchitis.”

Ode said he was able to get out of

the U.S. Embassy in Tehran when it 
was stormed, but was captured about 
a block and a half away and taken 
back.

“ They behaved like children who 
had cornered a little wild animal and 
this was their prize for the day,” he 
said. “ They clustered around me, 
tried to push dates in my mouth. It 
was peculiar.”

He said he was “ never physically 
beaten,”  but there was “ a lot of rough 
treatment.”  In particular, he noted 
being tied to chairs and sleeping on 
the floor.

Ode speculated that his age —  his 
many years of experience in the for­
eign servide —  may have helped him 
through the ordeal.

German, told reporters Thursday he 
believes Carter was not given enough 
credit for bringing the Americans 
home.

“ We were very unhappy, very lone­
ly, and we just couldn’t understand 
why we were still there,”  (^ rm a n  
explained Thursday. "You have to 
understand that I ’m not familiar with 
the contents of that letter at this 
point.”

He said his militant ciptbrs relin­
quished the right to be called students 
once they came over the embassy 
wall. “ I called them terrorists. It 
infuriated them.”

(A P ) —  Just before Myra Tucker and her 
husband Te rry  were slain, she hid in her clothing a clue that led to the 
arrests of three suspects in the case, a detective says.

“ I look at it as a very courageous act by a woman who knew she was 
going fo die,”  said Sgt. James Gay. ‘T v e  never seen or heard of anything 
quite like it.”

A shred of a telephone bill found in Mrs. Tucker’s clothing bore the last 
name of one of three men arrested in the slayings of the Sylacauga 
couple, he said Thursday.

The scrap was found atnong'Several slips of paper in Mrs. Tucker’s 
clothing during an examination of her body.

The Tuckers were killed last month by close-range shotgun blasts at the 
end of an abandoned mining road in the western section of Birm ing­
ham.

They had left their two children with relatives to make the 45-mile trip 
from Sylacauga to Birmingham for a night on the town.

The two apparently were zbducted from a nightclub parking lot and 
taken to the kidnapper’s apartment, with Tucker in the trunk of the car. 
Gay said.

Mrs. Tucker was raped and apparently picked up the pieces of paper 
before being t«ken back to the car for the trip to the deserted mining 
road, the sergeant said.

The piece of paper led police to Je rry  Godbolt, 21, who was picked up 
after the weekend slayings and gave officers a statement leading to 
murder charges against him. Camel Jackson, 17, and Wayne Agee, 19, 
Gay said.

ODESSA —  The state’s Coordinat­
ing Board for Colleges and Universi­
ties has approved plans for construc­
tion of Odessa College’s new Commu 
nity Recreation Center/Gymnasium, 
according to Dr. Philip Speegle, OC 
president.

Then OC adm inistrators plan to 
have the architectural firm of Peters 
and Fields, which already has been 
employed, to make final architectural 
plans for the facility.

The facility is to be built on the site 
where W .T. Barrett Stadium, Ector 
County Public Schools’ football sta­
dium, now stands. It will be built after 
the public schools’ new football com 
plex is completed and the old stadium 
torn down.

The college plans to sell $4 million 
in self-liquidating revenue bonds to 
finance construction of the building. 
The bonds will be repaid with general 
u.se fees paid by Odessa College stu­
dents.

The public schools own the old sta­
dium. which is located on property 
owned by Odessa College. The college 
leases the land on which the stadium 
is located to the public schools on an 
annual basis for a token $I-per-year 
fee.

The additonal $1 million to pay for 
the facility will be generated through 
interest earned on money from stu­
dent fees and from interest on the 
bond funds.

The jury remains on call to decide the sentence.

earnings in 1980.

Watson, other officials and direc­
tors of the company were guests of 
honor Monday at a reception hosted 
by the Midland Wildcat Committee in 
the Petroleum Club of Midland.

Following a Pioneer board of direc­
tors meeting held prior to the recep­
tion, Watson said the diversified en­
ergy resources corporation had net 
Income of $90.6 million the past year, 
an Increase of 38 percent from 1979. 
He said earnings per share for 1980 
were $2.44, up 36.3 percent from $1.79 
in 1979, adjusted for the Dec. 30 two- 
for-one stock split.

He said for the fourth quarter of 
1980, Pioneer earned $24 million on 
revenues of $232.1 million. Net Income 
increased 40.8 percent and revenues 
were up 15.9 percent from the same 
1979 Quarter.

Watson also reported the company 
declared a quarterly dividend of 22 
cents per share, a 10 percent increase 
from the previous quarter after ad­
justing for rhe stock split. The divi­
dend is payable March 4 to stockhold­
ers of record Feb. 19. During the last 
15 months, the directors have in­
creased the dividend by more than 80 
percent in four stages.

Watson estimated thsat Pioneer’s 
capital expenditures in 1981 w ill 
amount to more than $200 million, of 
which $100 million is projected for oil 
and gas exploration and develop­
ment.

He said about $20 million of the oil 
and gas expenditure is contingent on

Banks exploring investments

FRB says fuel prices would be lower
N EW  Y O R K  (A P ) —  The prices 

Americans pay for gasoline or heat­
ing oil would be 20 to 30 cents per 
gallon lower were it not for the lifting 
of federal price controls, according to 
a study by the Federal Reserve Bank 
of New York.

But the study, published in today’s 
issue of the bank’s “ Quarterly Re­
view,”  argued that the benefits of 
higher prices caused by the shift in 
energy policy include reduced im­
ports, a savings of about 6 percent in 
oil use due to conservation and proba­
bly Increased domestic oil output.

“ Crude oil price controls en­
couraged too high a level of petroleum 
¡consumption, discouraged domestic 
energy production and increased oil 
Im ports,”  the study said, adding, 
“ our dependence on imported petrole­
um leaves the country vulnerable to 
the threat of economic disruption.”

The United SUtes Imports nearly 40 
percent of its oil.

Major refiners, meanwhile, contin­
ued the series of fuel-price Increases 
that followed President Reagan’s 
'Jan. 28 decision to drop petroleum 
price controls eight months ahead of 
schedule.

Among those announcing increases 
in wholesale fuel prices of as much as 
4 cents a gallon were Shell Oil Co., 
Union Gil Co. of California and Tosco 
Corp. The Increases could be felt soon 
by consumers.

Most refiners now have Increased 
prices for gasoline, heating oil and 
diesel fuel by a penny to 6 cents a 
gallon since Reagan’s move was an­
nounced.

While some refiners have attribut­
ed the increases directly to the lifting 
of the controls, others have said pre­
vious oil-price boosts —  including a 10 
percent Jump in foreign oil prices 
since mid-December —  sparked the 
moves.

Shell, the nation’s No. 8 oil compa­

ny, said in a prepared statement the 
Reagan decision “ had little or no 
impact”  on its latest moves, and at­
tributed the actions instead to the 
“ increasing cost of imported crude.”

Shell said its wholesale gasoline 
prices rose 1 cent to 4 cents a gallon, 
depending on region, while wholesale 
prices for diesel fuel and heating oil 
increased 3 cents a gallon in most 
areas. No. 15 Union raised wholesale 
prices of gasoline, heating oil and 
diesel fuel 2 cents a gallon in several 
areas, while Tosco, a large West 
Coast refiner. Increased wholesale 
gasoline and diesel fuel prices 3 cents 
a gallon.

The lifting of oil-price controls 
began in June 1979 and was to have 
ended Sept. 30, but the authors of the 
Federal Reserve study —  economists 
Paul Bennett, Harold Cole and Steven 
Dym  —  said Reagan’s action last 
week did “ not substantially change 
our conclusions”  on the effects of 
decontrol.

S A LIS B U R Y , Zimbabwe —  A dozen 
American banks, with the Bank of 
America In the lead, are exploring 
investment possibilities in the recent­
ly Independent and prosperous black- 
ruled state of Zimbabwe.

European bankers also sense a fa­
vorable investment climate here 
after watching the performance of 
P rim e  M in iste r Robert M ugabe. 
Even though Mugabe is an avowed 
Marxist, his policies are pragmatic.

This is the evident trend after nine 
months of Mugabe’s government. 
Foreign banks do not appear to be 
overly concerned about the political 
stability of the country, even though 
there are sharpening differences be­
tween Mugabe and his old guerrilla 
ally, Joshua Nkomo, whose party 
holds a minority position In the coali­
tion government.

The  country’s difficulties, some 
bankers think, have been exaggerat­
ed, particularly accounts of banditry 
and unrest in the countryside, which 
is attributed mainly to idle guerrillas 
loyal to either Mugabe or Nkomo. 
Diplom ats from  C om m unist and 
Western embassies agree with the 
bankers.

This view appears to be behind a 
persistent effort by the Bank of

America to buy a controlling interest 
in Rhobank, Zimbabwe’s only local 
bank. The Bank of America is nego­
tiating to buy out the 61 percent share 
that Nedbank of South Africa has in 
Rhobank. Nedbank appears to be 
ready to sell out, believing that the 
Mugabe government’s mistrust of 
white-ruled South Africa will mean 
eventually that much of South Aflrcan

erivate Investment in Zimbabwe will 
ave to be withdrawn.
The anti-South African attitude of 

the Mugabe government is already 
evident In ^ e  purchase of a control­
ling interest In the country’s newspa­
per chain, the Argus Papers, which 
had been South African-owned.

‘No paper controlled by racist South 
Africans can be expected to present a 
balanced picture here,”  Information 
Minister Nathan Shamuyarira said in 
announcing the purchase. "W e will 
continue to take any measures that 
will assert the Interest of Zimbab­
wean society in its totality.”

Except for the Argus deal, howev­
er, the hostility exhibited bythe Mu­
gabe government toward neighboring 
South Africa consists more of words 
than action. There continues to be a 
brisk trade between the countries, 
and landlocked Zimbabwe Is heavily 
dependent on South Afric for access to 
seaports.

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10-day general strike 
ends in southern Poland

WARSAW, Poland (A P ) —  The 10- 
day general strike in Bielsko-Biala 
ended today with the Polish govern­
ment agreeing to consider the resig­
nations of the provincial governor and 
his deputies. But union offlcials in 
another southern industrial center 
threatened to strike Monday if their 
demands are not met.

The end of the Bielsko-Biala strike 
was announced by Warsaw Radio, 
which said the accord called for disci­
plinary action against any offlcial 
found guilty of crimes, and charges to 
be referred to the public prosecutor’s 
office and a government watchdog 
agency for further action.

It said the strikers will not be pena­
lized for the walkout, called to sup­
port union demands for the resigna­
tions of ofDcials it accused of corrup­
tion, and that the workers will be back 
in more than 120 factories Saturday at 
holiday pay because the day is sup­
posed to be work-free.

The radio said Josef Kepa, minister 
for local administration, headed the 
governm ent,team that signed the 
agreement in the textile center near 
the Czechoslovak border. Lech Wale­
sa, head of the independent union 
Solidarity, headed the workers’ dele 
gation.

The resienations of the former gov­

ernor and his deputies were submit­
ted Tuesday under pressure from the 
Bielsko-Biala Solidarity committee, 
which accused them of corruption in 
office. The talks broke off Wednesdaj 

, and Walesa told Solidarity’s mil­
lion members at that time:

“ In case there is use of force in 
Bielsko-Biala and a breakdown in 
communications occurs, organize Sol­
idarity occupation strikes without 
putting forward new demands. Use 
passive resistance only.’ ’

On Thursday, Walesa told a rally in 
the textile factory that served as the 
headquarters for the Bielsko-Biala 
strike, “ I will stay with you until 
victory.”

Meanwhile, talks broke off in Jelen- 
ia Gora, 200 miles west of Bielsko- 
Biala, over the local Solidarity com­
mittee’s demand that a private sani- 
torium used exclusively by the Interi­
or Ministry be turned into a public 
hospital.

“ In order to give the government, 
political authorities and the Ministry 
of the Interior time to reconsider their** 
decision, we proclaim a general strike 
starting Feb. 9 calling for realization 
of our demands and at the same time 
of our demand for (full) during the 
strike,”  the Jelenia Gora committee

“ I put in every type of 
security system  H on­
eywell had,”  says Camp­
bell. “ Th e y said, ‘you 
don’t need that on top of 
that,’ but I said all things 
mechanical can fail.” 

“ And if every system 
in the place fails, there is 
an armed guard behind 
bullet-proof glass.,”  

Campbell doesn’t visu-

alize himself as a man 
with a mania for securi­
ty. He says he’s Just a 
homeowner who got bur­
glarized and decided to 
do something about it.

After a burglary last 
year, Campbell and his 
wife decided to store 
their valuables in a safe- 
deposit box. But they 
soon found that not only 
were the boxes already 
rented, but their many of 
their valuables wouldn’t

fit in the boxes.
Worse still, they began 

to read about m a jo r 
banks in Boston, Virginia 
and C alifornia  where 
m illions of dollars in 
ca.sh and valuables were 
stolen from the locked 
boxes.

To  enter Cam pbell’s 
private safe-deposit box 
haven, you must have an 
appointment or a card —  
a ctua lly  a tiny radio 
tra n sm itte r —  with a

photograph and a special 
number.

The number flashes on 
a computer watched by 
the guard, while another 
computer makes a per­
manent record of the 
visit. The customer must 
sign in and out.

T h e  g u a r d  a ls o  
watches a bank of televi­
sion sets, one for each of 
the three vaults, and a 
T V  scan of the street out­
side.

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Oil decontrol not 
gentle or gradual 
as some expected

N EW  Y O R K  (A P ) — The full decontrol of oil prices 
so far hasn’t quite been the gentle, gradual experi­
ence some of the experts claimed it would be.

Within a week after President Reagan ordered it, 
all the major oil companies have posted big price 
increases. The largest, Exxon, has raised its whole­
sale prices twice, for a total of eight cents a gallon, in 
that time.

Th e  barrage of price-increase announcements 
from around Uie industry has been so steady that it’s 
become a sort of daily newspaper feature, like the 
comics or the stock tables.

It certainly hasn’t followed the script outlined by 
the Reagan administration, which saia prices might

f(o up three to five cents, or by economists at one 
arge bank, who declared just a few days ago:

“ With inventories bulging and consumer conser­
vation efforts expected to intensify, the oil producers 
may be reluctant to pass quickly on to the public the 
full price effects of oil decontrol.’’

Some reluctance.
Now, nobody ever claimed that decontrol of oil 

prices would rank with, say, a pay raise or a tax 
refund as a pleasant experience for consumer«.

The public voted for the president, Jim m y (^ rte r , 
who started the decontrol process in 1079. And they 
voted for another, Reagan, who campaigned on the 
promise to speed up the decontrol timetable, and 
kept the promise.

'The oil companies have said that price increaaaa 
would have come no matter what Reagan did. And 
after ail, they point out, his order merely moved up 
an event that was already scheduled to take place 
later this year.

Decontrol was of course supposed to have its good 
effects as well as its painful ones. It was supposed to 
spur the search for e n e r »  at home, and Indeed, 
domestic oil and gas exploration waa reported at 
record levels in 1960.

It was supposed to encourage conservation, and all 
the evidence suggests that it has done that as well.

And it was supposed to reduce American reliance 
on foreign oil. According to the estimate of three 
economists at the Federal Reserve Bank of New 
York, the decontrol process started a year and a half 
ago will reduce oil imports 1 million barrela a day by 
the end of 1961.

Unfortunately, none of that does much right now to 
offset the squeeze on people’s pocketbooks.

Decontrol is described as a matter of facing up to 
the facts. For years, it is argued —  and it is hard to 
dispute —  that the American government’s policy 
was to shield the people from those facts.

If it was a fact that our oil Import billa were 
skyrocketing, the government pumped money into 
the economy to lessen the impact on conaumers. Thla 
resulted in big budget deficits and inflatioa, howev­
er. The pill could be sugar-coated, but it still had to 
be swallowed.

Now, the argument goes, the sugar-coating la 
being removed so that the free m a n e t can oper­
ate.

The situation bears a close resemblance to the 
deregulation now taking place in businesses such as 
the airline industry. As an airline industry consul­
tant remarked recently, this can be a t o u ^  adjust­
ment for executives used to operating in a regulated 
world.

It is, he said, “ like sending a domesticated animal 
back into the woods.’’

For American energy consumers, back-to-naturc 
economics is beginning with some harsh news about 
how much It really costs to drive cars and heat 
homes in an unregulated world.

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Tourists flock to steal bogus California gravestones

C A L IC O . Calif. (A P )
—  A century ago, this 
rocky plot of M ojave 
Desert was just a ceme­
tery for a s liv e r town
—  the p lace  to b u ry  
miners caught In a cave- 
In or fools caught cheat­
ing at poker, the ones 
dealt their final hand by 
the snout of a revolver.

A s  th e  W e s t w a s 
tamed, the Calico Grave­
ya rd , like the m ining 
town, became a tourist 
attraction.'

But over the years, 
m ost of the  w ooden 
m arkers —  and even 
some of the concrete 
ones —  began to disap- 
^ a r .  They ended up on 
tavern walls, in tourists' 
living rooms, in camp­
fires and in splinters.

Without the entertain­
ing epitaphs to read, 
tourists lost interest. And 
the graveyard, by then a 
state p a rk , soon lost 
credibility.

Troubled by the lack of 
business, but not by lack 
of imagination, a couple 
of enterprising San Ber­
nardino County rangers 
decided to take matters 
into their own hands in 
the 1950s. They made up 
new m arkers and epi­
taphs and placed them at 
random across the bar­
ren hillside graveyard.

L e g e n d s  w h o  h a d  
never even been to Calico 
suddenly were buried 
there. Wyatt Earp, Dia­
mond Lil and other Wild 
West celebrities were 
among the imposter re­
mains.

The epitaph of non-ex­
istent flooxy Daisy Doo­
ley was one example of 
the improvising used to 
lu re  v is ito rs : “ D aisy 
Dooley 1887. Cam e to 
town one day and wasn’t 
long before she was led

astray. She’s in a better 
place today we pray.’’

Then, under new man­
agement, new rangers 
were assigned the task of 
recreating the original 
Calico G raveyard and 
tu rning  it from  som e­
thing of a gigantic jigsaw 
puzzle into a legitimate 
historical site.

After spending the last 
decade trying to find out 
who’s who and w ho’s 
where in the graveyard, 
rangers and local histori­
ans now say they have 
exhausted their clues.

“ We may never know 
who’s down there —  and 
I don’t want to go down 
and dig ’em up,’’ said 
Ranger Bill Heegel, as­
sistant park superinten­
dent.

Infrared aerial photo­
graphs pinpointed actual 
gravesites, and rangers 
drew up a map, using 
worn snapshots of the

original cemetery, yel­
lowed clippings and the 
memories of local old- 
Umers to determine who 
was buried in the Calico 
G ra v e y a rd , when and 
where.

So far, they are certain 
of the whereabouts and 
identities of only 49 of the 
180- corpses beneath the 
piles of rocks marking 
each grave. The  rocks 
were there from the be­
ginning, the rangers say, 
to prevent coyotes from 
digging up the shallow 
graves.

“ I don’t think we can 
even hope to pinpoint an 
average of one a year 
now,’’ Heegel said.

At least three grave­
yard residents gave re­
searchers a surprise.

Bruce W allin, whose 
headstone was intact, 
died at the age of 8. It 
was generally believed 
that Bruce succumbed to

diptheria in his child­
hood.

A c tu a lly , re se a rch  
showed, Bruce died of old 
age. He was the Wallin 
family dog, buried in the 
ce m e te ry  by his be­
re a ve d  ow ners m ore 
than half a century ago.

Then there’s the grave 
of Tom  Kate and Tom  
Kate Jr . Father and son 
killed in a mining acci­
dent?

No, a pair of tom cats 
who use'd up their spare 

1 lives sometime around 
\the turn of the century.

But the rangers don’t 
plan to evict anyone —  or 
anything —  from the Cal­
ico G raveyard, Heegel 
assured.

“ We think we’ve got 
(th e  v ic tim s  o f) one 
h a n g in g , three knife  
fights and three gun- 
figh ts ,’ ’ Heegel said. 
Most buried in Calico 
died natural deaths —  
pneumonia, childbirth, 
old age.

Some of the weathered 
tombstones that s u r­
vived vandals hint of 
m o r e  c o l o r f u l .

not-so-natural deaths, 
though.

“ Wes Wescott, hung in 
his youth,’’ ex|)iains a 
marker believed to date 
back some 130 years, 
‘ “ twas a sad m istake 
when found the truth.’’

A marker dated 1882 
serves as a grim warning 
to the greedy; “ Blackie 
S c ro g g in s  —  c la im -  
jumpers take note.”  The 
rangers say a corpse 
does indeed rot beneath 
the faded m arker, but 
research has turned up

no evidence of a Blackie 
Scroggins. Th e y  m ay 
never know who is ac­
tually buried there, Hee­
gel said.

Heegel said the miss­
ing or ruined markers 
will be replaced by wood­
en replicas of the origi­
nals, and a gate now dis­
courages people from  
racing d irt bikes and 
dunebuggies up the hill­
side.

Signs ask campers to 
find their firewood else­
where. (One known cul­

p rit was a Boy Scouf 
leader and his ch illy  
troop, authorities say).

In the long run, though. 
Calico may not be as in­
teresting as the mischie­
vous rangers hinted it 
was with the bogus head­
stones some 30 years

ago.
“ Skeptics. We’re deal­

ing with the public stan­
dard thing,”  Heegel said. 
“ People believe w hat 
they want to. You tell 
them the truth and they 
call you a liar.

“ But tell them a lie and 
they love it.”
