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Reagan reconsiders economic forecast
WASHINGTON (A P ) — The Reagan administration, retreating from 

an early, rosier prediction, is forecasting inflation of slightly more than 
8 percent in 1982 and little change in unemployment over the next two 
years as its economic recovery program takes hold, sources say.

Several sources, who asked not to be identifìed, also said Wednesday 
the president’s economic forecast would concede the possibility of a 
“ technical recession”  this year — a slight dip in economic growth for at 
least two consecutive quarters.

In sharp contrast to an earlier prediction, the administration will fore­
cast economic growth in 1982 of only 1 percent to 2 percent, sources 
said.

Sources said the administration would predict growth of a robust 5 
percent and more moderate inflation of about 6.25 percent in 1983.

The earlier prediction of more rapid economic growth — as high as 7 
percent next year — and inflation falling dramatically to 6.5 percent next 
year was hit by critics as implausible.

One source said the adnjjnistration expects a slight increase in unem-

ployment this year and a small drop in 1982, leaving the Jobless rate at the 
end of 1982 about the same as last month’s 7.4 percent rate.

Meanwhile, in a report greeted by analysU as encouraging news, the 
government reported sales by U.S. retailers improved in January for the 
seventh straight month.

The 2 percent increase in seasonally adjusted retail sales over 
December’s performance “ is stronger than most economists had been 
expecting,”  said David Ernst, a vice president of Evans Economics Inc. 
in Washington.

Calling the Commerce Department report “ a very positive piece of 
news for the economy,”  Ernst said it seemed to indicate that “ high 
interest rates have not done as much damage to the consumer as had 
been expected.”

The administration’s official economic forecasts are due to be made 
public next week to coincide with President Reagan’s address to a joint 
session of Congress Feb. 18, but ofHcials already have briefed a few key 
congressional aides.

Sources said the inflation forecast breaks down this way: about 11 per­
cent in 1981, compared with 12.4 percent last year; about 8.25 percent in 
1982; 6.25 percent in 198S and 5.5 percent in 1984.

■niose figures contrast with the earlier report that foresaw about 6.5' 
percent inflation next year, about 4.5 percent in 1983 and 3 percent in 
1984.

The earlier forecast also called for a recession this year, but a 7 percent 
increase In 1982 in the gross national product after adjustment for infla­
tion.

One congressional aide, describing the administration’s developing 
economic proposals, said, “ It’s a long-run program with the benefit 
showing up in the future.”

Officials familiar with the administration’s inflation and economic 
growth forecasts said they hinge on at least two key assumptions that re­
quire congressional approval: |40 billion to $50 billion in budget cuts for 
the fiscal year beginning Oct. 1 and a tax cut of 10 percent a year for the 
next three years. ^

Freezing weather bursts pipes
'Several hundred' homes, businesses damaged

Frozen water pipes in several hun­
dred Midland homes and businesses 
burst after Wednesday morning’s rec­
ord low temperature of 10 degrees, 

> keeping local plumbers and the City 
Water Department busy with dis 
tressed callers.

Bill Tatsch, a City Water Depart­
ment official, said Wednesday after­
noon it would be “ hard to tell”  how 
many homes were Involved “ until It 
starts freezing again.”  However, at 4 
p.m. Wednesday, he said there had 
been 100-150 calls from residents who 
were unable to get a plumber and 
wanted their water temporarily shut 
off.

Tatsch exp la ined  when pipes 
freeze, they crack, splitting seams or 
tearing holes in the pipes. When the

pipes thaw again, the water leaks 
through the breaks.

Although exposed lines outside the 
house usually freeze first, Tatsch 
said about 25 percent of the calls were 
about inside breaks.

Tatsch said when the city gets 
“ real, real cold weather,”  pipes 
usually break. This cold front was 
“ the first time this year that it really 
got cold enough,”  he said. “ Usually 
we have a few (calls) otherwise, but 
not like this.”

Tatsch said the breaks were “ not 
limited to old or new houses,”  and 
that in some of the newer homes, the 
breaks appeared “ in the attic rather 
than the walls.”

Geneva Pierre of Billie “ Red”  Par­
son Plumbing said they had been 
receiving calls from “ all over town. 
Oh my God,”  she said. “ Would you 
like to come answer the phone?”

Ms. Pierre said, “ The biggest ma­
jority of them (the breaks) have been 
indoors — In the garage.”  Thin, cop­
per “ icemaker”  lines leading into ga­
rages for washing machines and 
freezers had been bursting.

However, she said, “ brand new 
houses, old houses, medium-sized 
houses — all o f them ’ ’ were ex ­
periencing the broken lines. “ On Ray­
mond, Parklane, Louisiana, Cotton- 
flat Road, Midkiff, Camarie, Schar 
bauer Drive — just all over town 
people have been calling,”  Ms. Pierre 
said.

“ It’s been a full day,”  she said, 
adding some residents had to be 
turned down.

Red Parson said, “ A ltogether 
there’s been about 14 — just for me. 
Most of them have been in the walls 
and up In the attic and in the ga­
rage.”

44 deaths attributed 
to winter’s worst storm

Winter’s worst storm was blamed 
for the crash of a corporate jet in 
Westchester County, N.Y., that killed 
seven people, as deadly winds howled 
across the nation and freezing rains 
turned snow-covered areas into giant 
Ice slicks today. The storm’s death 
toll climbed to 44.

Tornados churned through the 
South with winds strong enough to lift 
a 59-year-old North Carolina man 
from his mobile home, toss him 35 feet 
through the air head-over-heels and 
hang him in a Chinaberry tree by his 
feet. He was not seriously hurt.

Five people froze to death in Iowa, 
Oklahoma, Colorado and Idaho. Tor­
nadoes ravaged the Carolinas and 
Texas, leaving at least five dead. 
Traffic fatalities and wea(her-related 
heart attacks claimed lives in several 
other statM^ :

Thunderstorms charged out of the 
Great Lakes on Wednesday after 
slinging more snow on the frozen 
Midwest.

Heavy rains pounded New England, 
Florida and North Carolina.

'The mercury see-sawed as a burst 
of tropical air broke heat records for 
the day in some areas only to be 
followed by biting cold.

Ken Olivenbaum, a meteorologist 
at the National Weather Corp. in Te- 
terboro, N.J., said the weather smor­
gasbord was caused by two storm 
systems over the upper Great Lakes 
and the mid-Atlantic states and a cold 
front sandwiched between them.

In White Plains, N.Y., a Lockheed 
jetstar crashed and burned during 
foggy weather Wednesday night near 
the Westchester County Airport. Au­
thorities blamed the crash on the poor 
weather and low  ̂visibility.

However, Sandy Rodriguez of Bill’s 
Plumbing said that his business had 
received “ not that many — maybe 
three or four.”  Mostly, she said, 
“ people have been calling to find out 
what to do about frozen pipes. Most of 
the time, they can’t do anything but 
wait until they burst.”

Kay Williams of C&A Plumbing 
said, “ We have had a lot of calls 
today. We’ve had them both indoors 
and out.”  Some, she said, were “ in the 
attic leaking from the ceiling.”

“ Some are newer homes,”  Ms. Wil­
liams said. “ Some are out in the 
country. Just all kinds of homes.”  She 
said the business usually got calls 
after a freeze about broken pipes — 
and they expected  many m ore 
Wednesday evening after workers ar-

LAS VEGAS, Nev. (A P ) — A 23- 
year-old busboy who told police he 
turned in the alarm on the Las Vegas 
Hilton Are has been booked on eight 
counts of murder In the blaze, which 
sent a column of flame roaring up the 
side of the country’s largest hotel.

Homicide detectives said Wednes­
day night they had arrested Philip 
Bruce Cline after the room service 
busboy made “ inconsistent state­
ments”  about his role in the biggest of 
the four fires deliberately set in the 
hotel Tuesday night.

The blaze — the second large and 
deadly hotel fire in Las Vegas in three 
months — killed eight people and 
injured 198. HospiUls had said that 
242 people were hurt, but officials 
later said that figure was incorrect.

Cline told The San Diego Evening 
Tribune before his arrest that he tried 

- to put out the fire on the eighth floor 
with water carried in a trash can. 
When that failed, Cline said he ran 
down the hall, knocking on doors to 
warn guests.

The busboy also was booked on one 
count of arson. Officials had no expla­
nation immediately for the three 
other flres.

Formal charges would be filed at an 
arraignment, which officials said 
would take place before the end of the 
week.

In the aftermath of the blaze, which 
Fire Chief Roy Parrish termed “ de­
finitely arson,”  scorch marks scarred 
the side of the Hilton’s east tower, 
where flames burst from eighth-floor 
windows and shot to the top of the 
30-story building.

Knotted bedsheets still hung from 
broken windows and an army of secu­
rity guards was on patrol. Police said 
they had questioned some people 
about looting but there were no ar­
rests and no immediate reports of 
large thefts.

Guests who fled rooms in the east 
wing, most severely damaged in the 
blaze, were being escorted in today to 
reclaim abandoned suitcases and 
other belongings.

Hundreds of people who lined up for 
hours Wednesday to wait for escorts 
to their rooms found their doors had 
been wrenched open during fire­
fighters’ room-to-room search for 
victims.

Inside, walls and furniture were 
thick with soot. The sooty, water­
logged carpets looked like mud.

Hilton offlcials estimated the dam­
age at $10 million but said the hotel 
could be reopened in a week because 
some 1,900 of the 2,783 ruums were 
undamaged by the Are. 'The Arst-Aoor 
casino was unscathed. The other 
rooms were damaged, mostly by 
smoke.

More than 4,000 people Aed the 
' building during the Are, including llO 
who were plucked from the roof by 
helicopters. Among the guests over­
come by smoke was singer Natalie

Cole, who performed at the hotel 
Monday.

Deputy Chief Eric Cooper said Cline 
“ had given an initial statement last 
night (Tuesday) and another state­
ment today (Wednesday) and there 
were inconsistencies.”

One of eight people questioned at 
the scene of the blaze, Cline “ stated 
he was the Arst one to discover the 
Are,”  Ckraper said. All eight were 
released after questioning Tuesday 
n i^t.

But after two hours of questioning 
Wednesday, Cline was formally ar­
rested and booked in connection with 
the main Are.

Cooper said there is “ probable 
cause to determine only that he’s 
responsible for the main Are on the 
eighth Aoor.... We have no explana­
tion yet for the other Ares.”

Some Hilton guests, still camped on 
cots at the nearby Las Vegas Conven­
tion Center, cheered Gov. Robert 
List’s statement that a person con­
victed of arson in a fatal Are could be 
executed under Nevada law.

“ This is a destructive criminal 
act,”  he said. “ This state has a tough 
law. The penalty for arson that kills 
someone is capital punishment.”

The blaze had four points of origin, 
Parrish said.

The main Are began in the eighth 
Aoor elevator area and “ spread from 
the eighth to the 29th Aoors by leaping 
outside,”  Parrish said. Within IS mi­
nutes, it reached the uppermost 
Aoors, bursting windows and lapping 
back into the building.

Poland’s premier asks 
moratorium on strikes

WARSAW, Poland (A P ) — Poland’s 
new miliUry premier today called for 
a three-month moratorium on strikes 
and warned that the communist re­
gime has “ enough power”  to halt 
further disruptions by the indepen­
dent union Solidarity that he said 
could lead to “ fratricidal war.”

He also announced another wide- 
sweeping government purge.

“ I am calling on all trade unions 
with an appeal: let us stop all strikes. 
I am asking you for three months of 
honest work, 90 days of calm, to put 
some order in our economy,”  G ^ . 
Wojciech Jaruzelski said in hi$ Arst 
public address since being approved 
by the Parliament on Wednesday, 

“ Forces of evil have been attempt­
ing to penetrate Solidarity and lead it 
toward false positions, anarchy and 
derailment of socialism. People in the 
new unions should not let themselves 
be pressured. Further destructive ac­

tivities may lead to conflict and to a 
fratricidal war.

“ Eveiy Pole should arrive at his 
own conclusions. One cannot remain 
silent.”  'The government cannot re­
main silent either, he said, adding 
that it “ will consequently and honest­
ly work for the socialist renewal and 
democracy, to prevent dishonesty 
and to reassess the past.

“ But I therefore also declare that 
the government has the constitutional 
rights to defend the system. We have 
enough power to halt those people and

stopping it is not only the duty of the 

government but of all Poles includine 
Solidarity activists.”

Forecasters predicted a warming 

trend today that would bring relief 
from a two-day cold snap that was 
blamed for four deaths, set cold- 
weather records as far south as Vic­
toria and forced utility companies to 
curtail natural gas deliveries sta­
tewide.

In Fort Worth, two men huddled 
around a kitchen gas range to seek 
relief from the cold died Wednesday 
when their small apartment caught 
fire from the open flame, city fire 
officials said.

In addition, two people were killed 
and about 15 injured as tornados 
raked the southern half of the state as 
the cold front began movirig in Texas 
on Tuesday.

The cold also froze wellheads of 
Lone Star Gas Co., necessitating cur 
tailment of gas delivery to several 
industrial customers, and froze the 
steam inside feeder pipes at electric 
power plants, shutting some of them 
down automatically, utility company 
officials .said Wednesday.

The strong Arctic front, which 
barged into the state late Tuesday, 
dropped temperatures as much as :i0 
degrees in .six hours, winds gusted up 
to 45 mph, and the wind chill factor 
fell to 25-degrees below zero in sever­
al parts of North Texas.

The strong winds also knocked 
down power lines in San Antonio, 
Arlington and Fort Worth.

Overnight lows ranged from 7 
below zero at Amarillo to the upper 
30s in far South Texas and low-tem­
perature records fell all across the 
state, the oldest at San Antonio where 
Wednesday morning’s low of 17 broke 
the mark of 20 degrees set in 1899.

Other records were noted in Dallas- 
Fort Worth, San Angelo and Midland, 
with 10 degrees; Wichita Falls and 
Waco, 12 degrees; Austin, 17 degrees, 
and Victoria, Beaumont-Port Arthur 
and Del Rio. 20 degrees.

However, the bitter cold did not 
reach the Rio Grande Valley citrus 
crop, said Lee Whitlock of Texas 
Cirtus Mutual in Harlingen. He said

The winds began shifting earlier 
this week so that forecasters said by 
Thursday morning the balloon would 
safely pass south of Iran as it begins 
its circle of the globe.

“ We thought this window vrould be 
open longer, but now it looks like it 
will be there only 28 hours, until to­
morrow morning,”  Anderson said. 
‘We decided to go ahead.”

Anderson said he and Ida expected 
to reach their altitude of 30,000 feet in . 
three hours. The beginning of the trip 
would be slow because winds are 
light, he said.

They should be over Saudi Arabia 
25 hours a fter launch, Anderson 
said.

Bob Rice, in charge of the balloon’s 
weather and tracking crew, hsd said 
earlier there was “ better than a 50 
percent”  chance the expedition could 
begin after dawn Thursday. He also 
said, however, that the winds were 
shifting slowly.

“ We need protection to verify wc 
will miss Iran and miss the Hima­

layas,”  said Rice, reached by tele­
phone at a private weather-forecast­
ing center near Boston.

The balloon is named the Jules 
Verne, in honor of the 19th century 
French novelist who wrote the tale of | 
Phileas Fogg’s 80-day trip around the 
world.

The launch of the 20-story-high bal­
loon has been delayed three times. 
When the weather high above this 
ancient Egyptian city was not a prob­
lem, then politics fouled things.

Anderson became the Hrst to cross 
the Atlantic Ocean by balloon when he 
piloted the Double Eagle II from Can­
ada to France in 1978.

The new flight, if successful, would 
take from eight to 10 days of drifting 
through the world’s bitter-cold skies 
at maxiumum altitudes of about 30,- 
000 feet.

The path of the Jules Verne would 
carry the craft across Saudi Arabia 
and south of Iran, south of the Hima­
layan Mountains, which are the 
world’s highest, across China and 
Japan and out int̂ o the wintry north 
Pacific.

The air currents would ferry the 
enclosed, but not pressurized, gondo­
la just south of the Arctic Circle off 
the west coast of Alaska, then south 
across the United States, over the 
north Atlantic and on to Europe.

Rice said “ the odds are reasonably 
good”  that the Jules Verne will be 
able to target its landing back in 
Egypt, perhaps not far from its lift-off 
spot.

“ The only way you can steer a 
balloon is to use the different wind 
sheers at different elevations. This

crew can do that. They’re experi­
enced,”  Rice said.

Unmanned weather balloons often 
circumnavigate the globe, sometimes 
landing within a few miles of their

launch sites. Rice said.
Anderson is a mining-investment 

executive from Albuquerque, N.M. 
Ida operates tree nurseries near his 
home in Boulder, Colo.

Robinson explains 
remarks in speech

Experts say possibility 
of accident minimal

ANNISTON, Ala. (A P )—  Chemical warfare experts say chances of an 
accident will be “ extremely slight”  when 140 leaking nerve gas weapons at the 
Anniston Army Depot are destroyed this summer.

But Army officials acknowledge that emergency plans have been made in 
the event of a “ worst case scenario.”

The munitions, termed “ leakers”  by the Army, are being destroyed because 
they have deteriorated and are leaking the deadly gas into their airtight 
shipping containers.

Destruction of the weapons is scheduled for June or July.
A public hearing was held at the depot Wednesday to explain the Army’s 

recently announced plans to destroy parts of its chemical warfare stockpile.
Ai^rew W. Anderson, the chief of field systems with the Army’s Toxic and 

Hazanious Materials Agency, said the worst possible accident would be an 
explosion of one rocket containing slightly more than 10 pounds of VX n^ve
gas.

In that case, he says the nerve gas would be completely dissipated and 
harmless by the time it had spread 19 miles.

VX nerve gas kills within seconds by paralyzing the nervous system.
The weapons will b6 destroyed at an isolated location, at least five miles 

from the nearest building occupied by Army personnel and farther from the 
nearest civilian residents.

According to the Army, the weapons will be placed individually in airtight 
containers. A diamond-tipped drill inside the chamber will cut through the 
munition to the warhead, and the toxic gas will be withdrawn and stored for 
later use. H ie munition then will be decontaminated and exploded.

NEW YORK (A P ) — Max Robinson is back in 
Chicago anchoring ABC’s “ World News Tonight,”  
his boss apparently satisfied with the anchorman’s 
explanation of comments he made on racism.

One news account of the Sunday speech at Smith 
College quoted Robinson, who is black, indirectly as 
accusing ABC News of racism, particularly in its 
assignment of reporters covering the return of the 
hostages held in Iran and Ronald Reagan’s inau­
guration as president.

Robinson, in a prepared statement Wednesday, 
said his remarks were aimed at society in general, 
and not his employer.

Roone Arledge, president of ABC News and Sports, 
said in a telephone interview he and Robinson had 
discussed the matter at some length Tuesday, “ and I 
accept his version of what happened.”

“ I think that it is easy in an academic context like 
that to say things that might be phrased more 
carefully when spoken in a larger arena,”  Arledge 
said, indicating he felt Robinson's remarks might 
have been misinterpreted.

Robinson, anchorman for the domestic portion of 
“ World News Tonight,”  broadcast his segment of the 
report from New York on Tuesday night.

“ I did not single out ABC News for criticism,”  
Robin.son, the only regular weekday black network 
anchorman, said in his statement, “ nor did I intend 
to leave the impression that decisions at ABC News 
are based on racial considerations.”

Further, Robinson said, he did not offer his resig­
nation, “ nor do I intend to.”

Robinson said his speech focused “ on what I 
believe is a very serious problem in our .society; the 
lack of communication between black and white 
America and the resulting distortion in the way we 
see each other.”

S T E U B E N V IL L E , 
Ohio (A P )  — An out­
break of salmonella poi­
soning, normally asso­
c ia ted  w ith  food or 
water, has been traced to 
use o f m arijuana, a 
health official says.

Dr. David Taylor who 
came here from the na­
tional Centers for Dis­
ease Control in Atlanta to 
investigate the outbreak, 
said it’s the first time he 
has ever linked salmo­
nella to marijuana.

At least 37 cases of the 
ailment have been re­
ported in Jefferson (boun­
ty since Dec. 12. There 
have been no deaths, but 
about half those infected 
were hospitalized for 
treatment, according to 
health officials.

Symptoms of salmo­
nella are diarrhea, nau­
sea and abdom inal 
pains.
• Only three marijuana 
samples tested in the in­
vestigation were contai- 
minated wiüi salmonel- 

. la, identffied as type 2-C 
Muenchen, Taylor said. 
But because all three 
carried the same type, 
that suggested marijua­
na is the probable source 
of infection, he said.

Taylor asked the pub­
lic to submit samples of 
the illegal drug for test­
ing, In confidence, to the 
county health depart- 
ntent or a county center 
for alcoholism and drug 
abuse. Those turning in 
samples can check later 
for results.

Police tentatively have 
agreed to take no legal 
action against sample 
owners so the source of 
infection can be traced, 
Taylor said.

Evidence that mari­
juana was the carrier did 
not necessarily mean all 
victims used the drug, 
Taykur said. '  ‘

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Refiner turns to srhall oil fields

LOS ANGELES — While other oil companies trip 
over one another in the scramble to buy acreage in hot 
new exploration areas, Tosco Corp., the nation’s sec­
ond-largest independent refiner, has entered the pro­
duction game by picking up interests in small oil fields 
where production rates are falling rapidly.

Tosco’s strategy is similar to the Idea of someone 
being paid for any extra toothpaste he can manage to 
squeeze out of an already mashed tube.

The Los Angeles-based firm is offering technology 
and capital to small, independent producers in ex­
change for an interest in the crude its enhanced 
recovery-methods can coax out of the latter’s mature 
oil fields.

“ The small oil producer doesn’t have the technology 
to increase his production, but the majors (oil compan­
ies) don’t want to bother with these fields because they 
are so small,’ ’ said G. Richard Gillespie, manager of 
Tosco’s enhanced oil recovery group. “ We feel like It’s 
a perfect niche for us.”

Earlier this mon^, Tosco acquired an interest in a 
Kern County, Calif., oil field from privately held Callón 
Petroleum Co. The field produces about 50 barrels of oil 
a day.

To crank up the field’s production to 700 barrels a day 
Tosco plans to spend 24 million to drill more wells and 
install steam injection equipment. Its take is 50 percent 
of all the additional production, or about 350 barrels a 
day for the next 10 years.

'Tosco already is negotiating a similar Joint venture 
on some property east of the Rockies. By 1985 the 
company hopes to have completed enough acquisitions 
to own 3,000 barrels of daily oil production.

To keep abreast of new enhanced oil recovery and 
refining technologies, Tosco also recently paid $3.5 
million for a 10 percent interest in Applied Molecular 
Genetics Inc. TTie Newbury Park-based firm is In­
volved in research to develop genetic engineering 
applications for the energy field.

Paul White, manager of Tosco’s non-hydrocarbon 
division, said AMG is developing microorganisms to 
extract sulfur from crude oil, dissolve the nitrogen

present in synthetic crude oil, and speed up the fer­
mentation process of ethanol.

Until now, Tosco has been primarily a refiner of 
heavy crude oil. It owns 261,500 barrels a day of 
refining capacity in California and Arkansas. It also 
owns a 40 percent interest in the Colony Shale Project. 
Exxon owns 60 percent of the planned shale plant, 
which is schedule to produce 50,000 barrels of shale oil 
a day by 1986 from the Piceance Creek Basin in 
Colorado.

Tosco started looking at its diversification options 
about two years ago. 'The refining business is a good 
one, said Charles Jurgens, a senior vice president. But, 
he added, it is cyclical, and Tosco wanted some 
protection from the wild swings its earnings have 
taken.

While Tosco’s earnings surged more than 300 percent 
in 1979 when refined products were in short supply, its 
earnings dropped 40 percent last year because of the 
surplus of such products. The company said its poor 
earnings in 1980 were also a result of a bias in the 
government’s entitlements program that tended to 
favor East Coast refiners.

During the 1980 fourth quarter Tosco lost $9.8 million 
on sales of $680.6 million compared to profits of $24.5 
million on sales of $549 million in the fourth quarter of 
1979.

Tosco’s shale project is still years away from contri­
buting to the company’s balance sheet. Jurgens said 
Tosco is still optimistic about its shale venture despite 
the Reagan administration’s decision to review the 
Department of Energy’s recommendation to give 
Tosco a loan guarantee for its share in the project.

Tosco opted for investments in older oil fields be­
cause it can rely on the oil production to help feed its 
refineries in case of a crude oil shortage. ‘ "ITie fields 
also are relatively safe investments,”  he added.

“ It’s not a wildcatting venture,”  Jurgens said. “ We 
know the oil is there and while it’s not as exciting as 
discovering new oil, it has great potential.”

To help Tosco in its new business, the firm hired Todd 
Doscher, who spent 25 years at Shell Oil Co. developing 
enhanced oil recovery methods that, at the time, were 
too expensive to use.

Replacements more efficient
CHICAGO, 111. — Many new petro­

chemical products, although derived 
from oil, are more energy eficient 
than the materials they replace, ac­
cording to a recent publication by 
Amoco Chemicals C^rp.

“ Conservation Through Chemis­
try,”  a forum of product ideas that 
save energy through the use of petro­
chemicals, points out some of the 
improvements in automobiles, mass 
transit equipment, storm doors, bot­
tles, swimming pools, cans, and 
clothing.

The publication notes that energy 
consumption in processing aluminum 
and steel “ Is very high and often 
cannot acheive the combined weight 
savings and quality advantage of 
competitive plastics.”

New high-strength plastics substi­
tuted for heavy metals can achieve a 
50 to 75 percent weight reduction on 
certain parts, the publication says. 
And although plastics are products of 
energy source feedstocks, the total 
energy required to manufacture a 
plastic product is often significantly 
less than is necessary to produce a 
metal component.

Petrochemical components are 
being used in place of metals to trim 
excess weight from vehicles. As the 
petrochemical diet for overweight ve­
hicles continues, the overall weight of 
the American automobile is expected 
to decline 800 pounds by 1990.

According to an Arthur Andersen & 
C .̂ study, this weight loss will result 
in a fuel savings of eight billion gal­
lons of gasoline a year.

As a rule of thumb, each pound of 
weight trimmed will save one half 
gallon of fuel during the live of a car 
(100,000 miles). Secondary benefits 
are also realized from the lower 
weight — such as engines needing 
lower horsepower — which in turn 
should provide more fuel savings.

One weight-timming examble is the 
use of a thermoplastic sheet as re­
placement material for the conven 
tional steel-framed bucket seat, re­
sulting in weight savings of more than 
20 pounds per car.

In other transportation areas, tire 
manufacturers have developed a rub­
ber compound that rolls easier than 
many other tread compounds, result­
ing in tires that increase fuel efficien­

cy. They also provide more tread live, 
which means less energy will have to 
be expended for manufactureing re­
placements.

Some buses now use reinforced 
polyester systems for the lower skirt 
portion instead of traditional metal 
panels. And the overall weight of 
recreational vehicles is being cut with 
the use of fiberglass-reinforced exte­
rior side and roof panels.

'Trucks are battling wind resistance 
with the use of plastic trailer foils 
mounted on the front of the truck 
trailer. 'The trailer foils reduce air 
drag, providing 10 to 40 percent better 
fuel mileage, the publication says.

And at least one airplane manufac­
turer is using wheel fairings made 
from fiberglass-reinforced polyester 
resin to improve mileage and air 
speed.

Another company claims that poly­
styrene used in storm doors will insu­
late up to 35 percent better than alu­
minum.

Government seeks open market crude
WASHING'TON (A P ) — 'The gov­

ernment, for the first time since be­
fore the Iranian revolution, is seeking 
to buy oil on the open market to fill the 
Strategic Petroleum Reserve.

The Energy Department, acting 
under orders of Congress to l^ s t  the 
current fill rate from 100,000 barrels 
per day up to 300,000 barrels per day, 
asked last week for bids from oil 
companies for one-time spot sales.

'That action represented a reversal 
from government policy since the rev­
olution in Iran tightened world oil 
supplies. 'The United States stopped 
buying oil for the reserve in March 
1979.

But last week the DOE directed its 
procurement officer, the Defense 
Fuel Supply (Center, to advertise for 
bids which will be opened Wednes­
day.

Officials estimated 8.6 million bar-

rels of oil may be purchased this way, 
enough to provide an additional 20,000 
barrels dally. 'The reserve currently 
is being filled at the rate of about 
100,000 barrels a day.

The current fill is obtained by 
swapping oil produced from govern­
ment fields in Elk Hills, Calif., for 
private production nearer the salt 
dome storage reserves in xtexas and 
Louisiana.

'The reserve currently contains 115 
million barrels or enough oil to re­
place less than three weeks of foreign 
supplies if a cutoff occurred.

Conmss has set a goal of having 
750 million barrels of oil in the reserve 
by 1979, enough oil to weather three 
months of foreign cutoffs at the cur­
rent import rate of 6.4 million barrels 
a day.

During the 1980 presidential cam­
paign, Ronald Reagan strongly at-

tacked the Carter administration’s 
petroleum reserve program. Presi­
dent Reagan’s draft budget revisions 
set a target fill rate of between 200,000 
and 230,000 barrels daily.

However, the decision to go into the 
spot market for oil goes against the 
views of Saudi Arabian officials, who 
have complained that an American 
oil stockpile undermines the pricing 
power of the Organization of Petrole­
um Exporting Countries.

Although world supplies currently 
are sufficient, if the Saudis decided to 
cut back their current production in 
retaliation, the move could trigger 
another tight market and further 
boosts in prices.

However, DOE officials said the 
current amounts of oil they are seek­
ing to purchase are very small and 
should not put upward pressure on oil 
prices.

Noise made over synthetic cutbacks

WASHING’TON (AP) — Congressio­
nal supporters of synthetic fuel devel­
opment are voicing loud opposition to 
proposals by the Reagan administra­
tion to slash government funds for the 
fledgling program.

In a letter released Monday, 30 
Democratic and four Republican con­
gressmen urged President Reagan 
not to sacrifice the synfuels program 
created last year for budget gains 
that they said are largely illusory.

“ 'These projects should not be held 
back by a false sense of economy,”  
said the congressmen, led by House 
Speaker 'Thomas P. O’Neill Jr. and 
Majority Leader Jim Wright. “ Our 
country desperately needs to move 
ahead in deploying this technology.”

'The congressmen also warned that 
,the synfuels program “ continues to 
enjoy substantial majorities in the 
Conmss,”  which would make a Rea 
gan Dudget cut in the area difficult.

'The Reagan proposal to cut synfuel 
spending is included in the “ black 
book”  of spending cuts being consid­
ered by the White House budget of­
fice. A list of those cuts was circulat­
ed on Capitol Hill by the congressional 
Democratic Study Group.

In its description of the synfuels 
program, the 0MB document says 
gpvernment support “ has evolved

from a research and demonstration 
program ... to a massive subsidy pro­
gram intended to build production 
capacity.”

“ New policies must be adopted to 
increase the private sector’s contri­
bution to the existing technology dem­
onstrations, to support a more limited 
program to demonstrate technical 
feasibility of synfuel production and, 
over the longer run, to reduce the 
need for federal involvement,”  the 
0MB proposal says.

'The administration proposal said 
synfuel cutbacks could save $9.1 bil­
lion in federal expenditures through 
fiscal 1985, plus eliminating some $6 
billion in federal loan guarantees.

“ 'The basic rationale is to support a 
limited number (five  to eight) of 
first-of-a-kind operating plants to 
demonstrate technical, econofiiic and 
environmental problems and costs; to 
rely primarily on the private sector 
and to minimize the net expenditure 
of federal funds. In short, government 
would aid demonstration of synfuels 
capability but not subsidize building 
significant capacity,”  the 0MB paper 
said.

Congressional supporters of the 
program.told Reagan that cuts in the 
synfuels program “ will contribute 
nothing to your efforts at balancing 
the budget.”  Instead, they said, it 
would “ give exc,ctly the wrong mes- ^

sage to the nation and the world: the 
message that we are not really seri­
ous about making America energy 
independent once more.”

WASHINGTON — The Reagan administration has 
sidelined two major federal labor regulations op­
posed by Tjusiness, according to information filed 
Tuesday for publication in the Federal Register.

One rule, scheduled to take effect Friday, would 
have increased the base weekly salaries of profes­
sional, executive and administrative employees who 
are not allowed overtime pay under the Fair Labor 
Standards Act. Implementation of that regulation, 
drafted by the Labor Department’s Employment 
Standards Administration, has been “ stayed Inde­
finitely,”  according to the information to be pub­
lished Thursday in the Federal Register.

In addition, the administration has canceled a 
proposed regulation that would have required specif­
ic identification and labeling of hazardous sub­
stances In the workplace. The proposal was backed 
by the AFL-CIO and other labor organizations.

The hazardous-substances regulation was drawn 
up by the Occupational Safety and Health Adminis­
tration under then-President Carter. In a statement 
published Nov. 24 in the Federal Register, Carter 
administration .officials said the regulation “ is ex­
tremely important becaue it will allow employees to 
identify the chemical substances and know the 
workplace hazards to which they are exposed, there­
by enabling them to take actions to better protect 
themselves from these hazards.”

However, various businss lobbies objected to the 
proposal on the grounds that it was too narrowly 
drawn and ignored alternatives that they considered 
to be fairer and more workable.

In its Federal Register filing, the Reagan adminis­
tration seems to agree with business. “ The proposed 
rule is withdrawn (to) permit the department to 
consider regulatory alternatives that had not been 
fully considered; and then, if appropriate, to repro­
pose the regulation,”  the administration said.

People support 
Reagan proposals

NEW YORK (A P ) — If President Reagan man­
ages to cut the size of government, as promised, it 
won’t happen without cries from critics that he is 
insensitive to the needs of people. It is inevitable.

Amid the howling, therefore, how long are “ the 
people”  likely to stand behind their President?

Two years, at least, says Richard Lesher, presi­
dent of the Chamber of Commerce and an outspoken 
exponent of the “ let’s rebuild America”  theme, a 
theme he chose, in fact, as the title of his recent 
book.

Two years is Lesher’s minimum estimate, based 
on the unlikely chance the president will make 
almost no progress toward his goals of cutting taxes, 
spending and regulations. But if Reagan succeeds as 
Lesher expects him to, then the support, Lesher 
says, “ will be indefinite.”

Unlike those analysts who claim the recent elec­
tion shouldn’t be interpreted as a mandate for 
Reagan’s fiscal conservatism, Lesher insists it Is 
just that. And, he says, when the tax and other cuts 
are in place the president probably may generate 
even greater support.

It is inconceivable that Reagan won’t show early 
progress, he says, and he claims that some of that 
progress even now is beginning to show in the decline 
of interest rates, a direction he expects to continue.

“ And there absolutely will be a tax cut,”  he 
said.“ A deep personal cut and a cut in business 
taxes,”  as well as reductions in the marriage penal­
ty, capital gains and taxes on interest, dividends and 
royalties.

Soon, Lesher believes, there will be evidence of 
huge spending cuts. He predicts that “ both the 
energy and education departments will be disman­
tled,”  and that many regulations will be tamed or 
eliminated.

“ Our candidate is OSHA,”  he said, referring to the 
Occupational Safety and Health Administration, con­
sidered by some businessmen to be an agency of 
harassment rather than one dedicated to remedying 
abuses.

Lesher is convinced voters will support such a 
program as it evolves, and he believes they will 
remain with the president as he reviews and strips 
government from energy issues, develops foreign 
trade and builds the country’s military strength.

Some critics of Reagan’s military program con­
tend it is at odds with the thrust of other goals, which 
largely involve cuts in spending and the reduction of 
government’s role in the economy. Military spending 
is, after all, government spending. “ Big govern­
ment”  spending.

It doesn’t disturb Lesher. It is, he says, what the 
people want. And, yes, he added, it is consistent with 
the Chamber’s vision of returning to basic American 
principles. Defense, he said, is such a principle.

But what of the cost? How will overall spending 
and taxes be cut while military spending increases? 
How will it be financed?

First, through cuts in projected spending in other 
areas, said Lesher. And then through “ normal defi­
cit spending.”

In Lesher’s view, the otherwise desrlttu oeflclt 
spending technique is Inevitable through fiscal ItM , 
with budget balance not being achieved until fiscal 
1985, which begins October I, 1984.

By then, however, all those spending and tax cuts 
and the freedom from regulatory harassment will 
have unleashed the power latent In the American 
economy. 'The economy will, so to speak, be paying 
its way.

That’s the theory, anyway, and it’s why the Cham­
ber is behind it, deficit spending and all. And it’s the 
reason why, says Lesher, that the Chamber feels the 
American people are behind President Reagan.

Weinberger wants 
neutron warhead

WASHINGTON (A P ) — Defense Secretary Caspar 
Weinberger says he still supports use of the neutron 
warhead in Europe, but he emphasizes that he is not 
speaking for the Reagan administration.

The neutron warhead “ could do quite a lot”  to 
offset the Soviet advantage in tanks along the NA’TO 
front, Weinberger said in an interview published 
Wednesday In 'The Washington Post.

He repeated that he felt President Carter made a 
mistake when, in 1977, he decided against production 
and deployment of the weapon.

After Weinberger announced his support for the 
neutron warhead at a news conference last week, the 
State Department felt compelled to reassure the 
country’s European allies that American policy on 
the weapon had not changed.

Secretary of State Alexander M. Haig told the 
allies that they would be fully consulted before any 
change was made in U.S. policy on the warhead.

The neutron warhead has become controversial 
because of its ability to kill human beings while 
leaving surrounding buildings intact. It is designed 
as an anti-tank weapon that can be fired on artillery 
or Lance battlefield missiles.

Weinberger told the Post that "the enhanced ra­
diation warhead could do quite a lot to restore some 
kind of balance”  between the NATO and Warsaw 
Pact forces.
