DAMASCUS, Syria (AP) — The
leader of a trio of heavily armed
hijackers said that noné& of the more
than 100 hostages aboard a Pakistani
jetliner seized 12 days ago would be
freed “until all political prisoners and
family members™ released by Paki-
stan arrive in Libya. i

The Pakistani military government
yegan assembling the political prison-
ers it agreed to free Thursdmy after
the hijackers threatened to Kill three
Americans among the hostages
Libya, asked to provide asylum for
the hijackers and to receive the freed
prisoners, has agreed, a Pakistani
diplomat here said.

Pakistani officials who declined to
be identified also said they expected a
plane to leave Karachi, Pakistan, to
night with 49 freed:prisoners and
members of their families, but the
plane’s destination was not revealed
The hijackers asked for 55 dissidents
to be freed, but Pakistani officials say
they have not been able to locate six
_ The officials said the latest de
mands by the hijackers were “not a
problera,” but that the timing of the
rélease was still unsettled.

The plane was commandeered over
Pakistan March 2 and flown first to
Kabul, Afghanistan, and then to the
Damascus airport. The hijackers shot
and Killed one hostage, a Pakistani
diplomiat, while it was in Kabul

The hijack leader also told negotia
tors in the control tower of Damascus
airport today that the trio demanded
that an agreement in writing be sent
to the Syrian government, the United
Nations and Amnesty International, a
human rights group based in Lon
don

A Pakistani spokesman in Islama
bad today denied his government had
agreed to pay $50,000 to the hijackers
and said, “We have received no de
mands for money."

Pakistan’s ambasssador to Syria,
Maj. Gen. Safraz Khan, had said
Thursday his government agreed to
pay the ransom

The hijacker demanded that au-
thorities “‘confirm the identification
of our six friends whether they are
traced or not."”

Western diplomatic sources said
there were “‘strong indications’ the
hijackers wanted the hostages flown
to Libya along with themselves and
the freed prisoners from Pakistan.
But Syrian and Pakistani officials
were opposed to that solution in part
because the crew of the plane was
exhausted from the ordeal and the
plane needed servicing, the sources
said.

Zia had given Syrian President
Hafez Assad carte blanche to free the
hostages. 'But veteran observers
doubted Assad would use force be-
cause the hijackers are disciples of
Bhutto, who sent arms and men to aid
Syria in the 1973 war against Israel.
Zia led the military coup that over
threw Bhutto in 1976, and he was
executed two years later

“All the passengers are in good
spirits despite their long ordeal,” said

Government must become more efficient in 1980s

As Texas state government moves
into the 1980s it will be entering “‘a
new ballgame. We won't see the sur
pluses we had in the 1970s,” Sam
Coats predicted Thursday during a
session in the Petroleum Club with
local businessmen.

With reduced surpluses, the goal of

the Texas Research League becomes

even more important: To find ways of
operating state government in the
most efficient mariner. :
Coats, whd has been executive
director of the research league since
1979, said the public “‘will have to.b(‘
much more prudent and businesslike
to manage this creature called state
government.” i
The Texas Research League is sup-
ported by businessmen and is an ob-
jective organization which provides
information to legislators, govern-
ment employees and even the gover-

nor.

NATURAL RESOURCES in the fu
ture are a primary concern to Coats.
The league currently is looking at th_(-
oil and gas situation, and Coats is
worried about the water supply. Tax

Lo

relief is an item state legislators will
have to wrestle with in the future, he
said while advocating the new coun-
ty-wide tax appraisal district.

Gov. Bill Clements asked the leaguce
to investigate the oil and gas supplies
to “‘see when t'ie revenue curve will
start downward, ~sail Coats. “"Even
though. production and reserves are

decreasing, oil prices are going up '

and we're still getting more money."”

Some of the variables under stud)
include feasibility of increased sec-
ondary and tertiary recovery as
prices rise and how it will affect
state revenues. In spite of increased
technology for deeper recovery, Coats
said the day 'will come when the sup-
plies are gone.

Currently, oil and gas revenues ac-
count for about 20 percent of the
state’s total income.

“The question is when and how do
we plan for it. What other sources of
state revenue do we look for?"" That
study should answer those questions,
he said.

Drying up of water sources should
be placed in the context of a state
wide problem, not just a regional one
in which people believe West Texas
farmers will bear the brunt, Coats
said, voicing his belief that water will

.

’

be the greatest challenge of the dec

ade for state government. :
““The water situation involves not

only surface water, but also'depletion

of aquifers, flood control and subsi--

dence control down on the coast. It's a
state issue, not just regional,” he
explained.

“THE STATE IS going w have to
worry about it on the whole, not frac-
tionalize it,”" Coats added.

Formerly an attorney and a state
representative, Coats looked at ‘‘the
vast lead time from conception of a
water project until it's brought on
line. Time is running out. Projects
providing water today were planned
back in the 1950s.” he

State government spent too much
money in the 1970s, Coats claimed
charging the legislators with dipping
their hand too freely into the surplus.
Now, a shortfall of $350 to $100 million
is appearing for the budget under
consideration.

The highway partment is on¢ of
those agencies that has been running
short of funds in recent years and
reverting to the general surplus. A
higher state gasoline tax than the
current 5 cents per gallon has been
proposed. But Coats expects to see

that proposal fail in this session of the
legislature

“Clements is not going to support
any tax increase of any type. Earlier,
it was thought a gas tax increase
might be right for a change.” he
said.

The Texas Research League has
looked extensively into property tax
reform, according to Coats. But as
inflation goes up, so will these taxes;
he said
~=Property tax is one of the main
resources in Texas for local govern
ment,”" Coats remarked. “'The prob
lem is how to reduce it for thos
people who need it badly, but withont
damaging the property tax base " -~

ONE METHOD OF relief is re
ferred to as the “‘circuit breaker ™
Coats ¢xplained. that this concept, al
ready in use in other states, allows ¢
person to pay a certain amount ol
taxes on his property. But when that
tax exceeds a given percentage ol
that person’s income, the state picks
up the excess portion.’ :

In various counties, sume tax relief
may come with the new tax appraisa’
districts, claimed Coats. “Taxpayers
shouldn’t have to pay for school, coun
ty and city appraisers. They should

save money by eliminating some ap
praisers.”

The 100 percent assessment has
caused trouble in cities throughout
the state, he conceded. But in many
cases, people's property hadn’t been
reappraised for years. Taking into
consideration inflation during those
vears, the value of their property had
‘increased dramatically

“Homeowners don’t look at their
homes-as investments,” Coats said of
one problem with the objections of
recent assessments

Another problem with the 100 per
cent assessments has surfaced when
the taxing bodies failed to drop _th(‘i'r
tax rdate accordingly, Coats re
marked - s

The former executive with Texas
International” Airlines praised the
governor's plan for increased cooper
ation between state government and
business, and the Research League
has aided. in that project.

Pentagon panel wants draft change

WASHINGTON (AP) — A Pentagon advisory plmcl is recommending that
Congress consider reinstituting a version of the military draft that would
require youths to serve six months and then decide whether to stay on active
duty longer or join the reserves .

Louis J. Conti, chairman of the Reserve Forces Policy Board, called this a
.

“try it before you buy it"’ approach.

Reporting to Congress.-Conti noted recent increases in Reserve and National
Guard strength but said the 'board still' is concerned over “‘inadequate forte
levels which must be responsive to mobilization demands.™

The board, which includes reserve and active-duty senior officers as well as
civilian officials, functions by law as an adviser to the secretary of defense

manpower pool.

As is the case now, members of the Individual Ready Reserve would not be
mvm'bor} of units that hold monthly drills but would be required to undergo
“periodic refresher training.” ) :

If a youth decided to remain on active duty, he would serve at least three
vears and then be obliged to enter g reserve unit or the Individual Ready
Reserve for another three years. ;

The youth w_uuld be eligible for full veterans benefits after completing the
three-year active duty tour.

WASHINGTON — In the - past sev

It would not be unusual for the
Pentagon to deny knowledge of Soviet
penetrations. Top-secret CIA docu-
ments, going back a few years, re
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into a trap. What are we going to do
then when a purely domestic commu-
nist movement succeeds? Are we
saying that a communist revolution is
okay so long as it is homegrown? Here
again we approach the absurdity of
Vietnam where we were fighting, ac-
cording to Johnson, solely to allow the
peaple of South Vietnam to determine
their own destiny. Presumably that
meant that if they freely voted to go
-communist, it was okay with us.

We have gotten into these semantic
tank traps because in the past the
foreign policy establishment of the
United States refused to put us clearly
on record as being anti-communist
That's because they wanted to trade
with some communist governments.

Logically, the American people
have only a negative interest in EI
Salvador. It is in our interest that the
government not be communist; so

by hostile to the United States it really
does not matter, nor should it, what
kind of government rules in El' Salva-
dor or anywhere else.

The American people can under-
stand and support that position be-
cause it is clearly in our self-in
terest to keep Central America from
becoming a Soviet outpost. It is so
much in our self interest that Presi
dent Reagan should make it absolute

Nortex and

H.N.G. 0il Co. combined on the bid

eep drilling increases

DALLAS Deep “drilling in the United States

increased 10 percent last year as the oil and gas-

industry completed a record 859 wells that went
15,000 feet or deeper, according to a deep well survey
conducted by the Petroleum Engineer Internation
al magazine

Results of the survey were published in the Dallas
based publication’s- March issue. The magaizne
also reported that the industry spent almost $4 billion
for deep drilling last year, an increase of 75 percent
over the previous year

1979's figures show the industry
billion to drill 621 deep wells s

While the increase in drilling activity contributed
to the higher expenses, the magazine also noted that
drilling expenses jumped 26 percent in the one-year
period. The average cost of drilling and completing a
well last year was $4.56 million

Louisiana led the nation in deep drilling, with 304
wells, 63 of which were off-shore.Texas produced 186
deep wells with ten of them off-shore

Total off-shore producion was 77,
four off-shore wells in New Jersey

Alaska was the most expensive onshore drilling
state.in the country, with the average cost per well of
$26.5 million

Five deep wells were dug in Alaska last year

Success rate for deep wells was above 50 percent
for the first time in four years. The survey found 173
of 422 exploratory wells and 292 of 426 developmental
wells found oil or gas. The success rate for the deep
exploratory wells was higher than the average for all
wildcats drilled in the U.S. last ycar. The deep
development well rate was right at the national
average of 68.4 percent.

LOS ANGELES--Occidental Petroleum of California
and Ente Nationale Idrocarburi (ENI) the national
energy corporation of Italy, announed that they have
signed a letter of intent to form a 50-50 joint ven-
ture.
