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Vickie Daniel gets custody by default

UBEIRTY, Texas (AP) —  After the longest child custody trial in Texas 
history, Vickie Daniel was allowed to keep her two youngest children by 
default —  but that was good enough for her.

“I didn’t  understand what had happened at first," Mrs. Daniel said late 
Thursday, after jurors voted that neither she nor her sister-in-law, Jean 
Daniel Murph, ahould be awarded custody of the children.

But when a child-custody jury makes that ruling, Texas law (vo- 
vides that custody and all rights automatically go to the natural parent — 
aixl once that was explained, Mrs. Daniel was a happy woman.

“I am elated,” she said, amid congratulatory hugs fiom spectators and 
relatives in the packed courtroom. “I’m so happy I ’m going to go home 
and hug my children.”

Jurors had deliberated almost two hours before deciding not to name a 
“matraging conservator” for the two young sons Mrs. Daniel bore former

Texas House Speaker Price Daniel Jr . — a man she is accused of 
killing.

The jury had three options in deciding custody of Franklin Baldwin 
Daniel, 3, and Marion iW e  Daniel IV, 1.

They could have awarded the boys to Mrs. Murph, their aunt; to Mrs. 
Daniel, their natural mother, or to neither woman — the option they 
finally chose.

“Say some prayers and take care of those kids,” said Mrs. Daniel’s 
attorney, Richwd “Racehorse” Haynes, as he shook his client’s hand. 

Haynes said the decision bolstor^ his “unbroken, unbridled faith in the

jury system,” and was the “most acceptable verdict for Vickie Daniel 
and the system.”

Under the “neither" ruling, all rights — including visitation — are 
denied Mrs. Murph and the rest of the powerful Daniel family.

“1 think the issue is closed now,” said one of Mrs. Murph’s attorneys, 
Andrew Lannie. “I don’t foresee an appeal.”

Mrs. Murph, who said she plans to spend the next few days working as 
executrix of Daniel’s estate, said, “I’ll say an extra prayer everv day 
for those boys and I’ll go on living.”

Mrs. Daniel has been charged with murder in Daniel’s Jan. 19 shooting 
death. Her trial has been set for October.

Mrs. Murph filed the custody suit after her brother’s death. In the re­
sulting six-week trial, she contended her sister-in-law was an unfit moth­
er.

But Haynes portrayed Mrs. Daniel as a woman victimized by a 
husband who beat and sodomized her, abused her two children fi'om her 
first nuuriage, fondled his own son's genitals, smoked nuunjuana, drank 
to excess and had a “weird” relationship with his sister.

Witnesses for Mrs. Murph — including Daniel’s father, former Texas 
Gov. Price Daniel Sr. — questioned those allegations and depicted Mrs. 
Daniel as an emotionally unstable woman who might harm her chil­
dren.
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Texan predicts big 
backing for budget

WASHINGTON (APl —  If everybody got the same 
reaction from then constituents that he did, Texas con­
gressmen will solidly back President Reagan’s spending 
cuts when the proposed budget hits the House floor for a 
test vote next week. Rep. Phil Gramm, D-CoUege Station 
says.

“People of my district definitely want to cut the bud­
get,” Gramm said, although he stopped short of the 
prediction several days ago by Gov. Bill Clements that 
two-thirds to three-fourths of the 24-member Texas dele­
gation will support the president’s budget.

“1 hope he’s right, but I’ve not had the opportunity to 
apeak to all the members of the Texas delegation yet,” 
Gramm said.

Clements made his prediction after visiting with Rea­
gan Tuesday, at the end of a 2-day stay in the nation’s 
capital during a governors’ confsraoce. He said he would 
“tsriat some anna" to help win Reagan more votea among 
the Texas delegation.

The governor had mvited the Texas congressmen — 
most of whom have been back in their districts during the 
Easter recess — to cocnc to Austin on Thursday to talk 
shout the preaidant’s recoaunendations.

That meetii^ was scrubbed, however, because of the

death of the son of Texas GOP state chairman Chet 
Upham.

If Qements proved correct on his prediction, at least 16 
Texas congressmen would vote for the bipartisan Reagan 
budget bill introduced by Gramm and Rep. Delbert Latta 
of Ohio, the ranking ^publican on the House Budget 
Committee.

'The Democratic leadership in the house is trying to get 
support fo r  an alternative budget, offered by Budget 
Chairman Rep. Jim  Jones, D-Okla., that gives less money 
for defense than Reagan has asked and restores cuts to 
social programs axed by the president’s proposal.

“How the Texas delegation is going to vote, I don’t 
know. I feel we’re going to have strong support —  
certainly more than half. I’d be delighted if we could 
reach the total the governor has slid  are possible,” 
Gramm aaid.

Eight Texas congressmen and 38 other Democrats have 
formed a coalition known as the Conservative Democratic 
Forum that has given Reagan hope of winning his fight in 
the House.

The Democrats hold a 243-192 edge in the House, but the 
Republicaas are expected to vote as a block for the 
Reagan plan and 26 of the 46 CDF members would give the 
GOP the magic 218 votes needed for a m^jurity in the 
435-member House.

Will grain embargo be 
lifted before weekend?

WASHINGTON (AP) —  President Reagan, poised to 
fulfill one of his key campaign promissa, is reported set to 
lift the Soviet grain embargo amid “strong indications” 
he will do it before the weekend.

A White House source, who asked not to be identified, 
said Thursday that there was a 90 percent chance the 
embargo would be lifted. Various reports, quoting admin­
istration officials, said it was definite.

Officially, the White House insisted that no decision had 
been made.

“The president has had this matter under consideration 
day in and day out As of this mom ent the head man 
has not made a decision,” Reagan’s spokesman. Larry 
Speakea, told a White House briefing Thursday.

He added, however, “I  obviously know a great daal 
more than I want to state,” and the iVhite House source 
sii. lere were “strong indications’’ the announcement 
would come today.

The most common expectation was that Reagan would 
wait until the commodity and stock exchanges close for 
the wsekend, to avoid disrupting trading.

Speakes described Reagan as eager to end the embargo 
but aaid he is studyii^ “what kind of signals we’d 
be sending” to the Soviets and the rest of the world.

The embargo was imposed by former President Carter 
in .lamiary 1960 as retaliation for th let interven­
tion in Afghanistan.

'ReagarA campaign pledge to lift the ban was thwarted 
by U .S. fears o f a p ossib le  S o v ie t in terv en tio n  in 
strike-tom Poland, although the president has come under 
considerable pressure from farm groups.

-Published and broadcast reports said the embargo 
apparently would be phased out gradually, with the 
Soviets at first allowed to buy U.S. wheat and soybeans

but not com. But Eldwin Meese lU, the president s 
counselor, said Thursday, “I  don't know how you-phase 
out an embargo.”

Agriculture experts say that if the president ends the 
embargo, one reason could be that there is an abudance 
of wheat in the United States, compared with other 
coinmoditiss such ss com and soybeans.

If com is excluded from any easing of the embargo, it 
probably would be due to the uncertain prospects for this 
year’s U B. crop.

During his successful campaign for the White House 
last yesr, Reagan repeatedly vowed to end the embargo 
as soon as possible if he were elected.

“I arill, when elected, fully assess our national security, 
foreign policy and agricultural trade needs to deter­
mine how best to terminate yet another of the inequitable 
and ineffective policies of the Csrter administration,” he 
said on July 3.

Reagan, who was backed by a Republican party plat­
form calling for the embargo to be “term inate  im­
mediately,” said the ban hurt American farmers more 
than it did the Soviet Union.

A well-placed source on the Senate Agriculture Com­
mittee said last week that Sen. Jesse Helms, R-N.C., 
chairman of the panel, told the White House it would have 
to lift the embargo by next Monday if the Reagan 
farm bill is to have a chance of getting through Con­
gress.

Ckimmerce Secretary Malcolm Baldrige said last Satur­
day that Reagan possibly would lift the embargo with­
in the next two weeks, if the president is convinced that 
the Soviets are not about to intervene military in Po­
land.

ATLANTA (AP) — Authorities are 

split in evaluating information pro­
vided by a civil rights leader who says 
he has identified a “psychopath” re­
sponsible for some of the 25 slayings 
of young blacks here. The FBI says it 
is "plausible.” But a prosecutor says 
the information will probably "go 
down the drain” once checked.

Fulton County D istrict Attorney 
Lewis Slaton, whose office has juris­
diction in 18 of the 25 killings, also was 
critical Thursday of the attention the 
FBI was giving to information from

Roy Innis of the Congress of Racial 
Equality. He said “the FBI really 
gave it. more credence" than it de­
served.

Meanwhile, missing persons inves-

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Love apologizes for bug hoax
CHICAGO (AP) — City Schools Superintendent 

Ruth B. Ix>ve has apologized for a hoax about 
electronic bugs in her office and car, but Mayor Jane 
Byrne says she is not wholly satisfied.

The mayor called the episode “rather disgusting” 
and said that despite the apology there are “at least 
15 unanswered questions” about the matter.

Miss Love disclosed Thursday that Deputy Schools 
Superintendent Charles Mitchell, in an effort to 
discourage actual bugging, fabricated a report to her 
that the bugs were found in a sweep of her office and 
official car. Mitchell has resigned.

Asked if Miss Love also should resign, Mrs. Byrne 
said, "That's up to the school board.

“I’m sure that the teachers, the administrators, 
the children and the parents all looked forward to a  
leadership role (from Miss Love) that was full of 
integrity and beyond reproach, and I think it hasn't 
been a very good week for the students, the adminis­
trators or the teachers.”

Miss Love said she took "full responsibility” for 
the episode and apologized to Mrs. Byrne, the school 
board and the city.

Official reaction ranged from sympathy from 
some school board members to criticism from Al­
derman Edward Burke, who said the the week’s 
“antics” made the board a “laughing stock across 
the nation.”

School board members agreed the hoax had tar­
nished Miss Love's credibility, but generally SUp-.tT'j 
ported her and urged a return to school business.

The Rev. Kenneth Smith, school board president, 
said that although the incident was “injurious” to the 
board and school system, he still believed in Miss 
Love's ability to run the system.

Miss Love, who took office last month, told a news 
conference that Mitchell admitted “the information 
he had provided related to 'bugs’ in my office were 
untrue.”

Miss Love said she was told a Detroit investigator 
identified as Richard Lowe found seven bugging 
devices in her offices and car.

Mitchell, who worked for Mias Love when she ran 
the Oakland, Calif., school system, said in a state­
ment that Lowe does not exist and that he fabricated 
a story "to serve as a precautionary measure to 
discourage the possibility of future wiretaps.”

Reports of the bugging had aroused suspicion 
because the FBI and local investigators could not 
find Lowe.

Mitchell said he was “security conscious” because 
the Oakland school superintendent before Miss Love 
had been assassinated. He was referring to Marcus 
Foster, former Oakland superintendent, slain by 
members of the terrorist Symbionesc Liberation 
Army.

Mrs. Byrne said she saw an official FBI report 
showing Miss I.,ove told agents she was advised to 
“stay away from the (Chicago) police —  you can't’ 
trust them.”

She said she holds no grudge against Miss Love for 
the rep4>rted remarks, but said such criticism could 
hinder police effectiveness.

The superintendent said last weekend that elec­
tronic bugs were found in her offices and in her 
official car. On Tuesday she said neither she nor 
Mitchell had seen the devices but they were found in 
a sweep of her office April 4 or S. A second sweep 
April 9 by a Chicago investigator found nothing, she 
said.

Mystery engineer emerges in trial
ANN APOLIS, Md. (AP) — T hen-G ov. Spiro 

Agnew, confiY>nted with allegations that an aide was 
soliciting kickbacks, replied he felt sure the aide 
wasn't doing anything wrong, a lawyer has testified 
in a civil suit against the former vice president.

Jervis Finney, lawyer for an engineer who says he 
refused to pay kickbacks, testified Thursday, the 
second day of the suit seeking to force Agnew to pay 
the state $177,500 in bribes he allegedly received 
while governor. Agnew has denied receiving kick- 
backs.

The engineer, Wilson Ballard Jr., also testified he 
complained of kickback demands to an unresponsive 
Agnew.

The plaintiffs contend Agnew received kickbacks 
from consulting engineers who received state high­
way contracts.

Jerome Wolff, who headed the State Roads Com­
mission frxim 1967-68, testified earlier in the week 
that he and I.H. "Bud" Hammerman split half of the 
money and Agnew got the rest.

Ballard said his firm was seeking business with the 
State Roads Commission in 1967 when he got a call to 
go to Hammerman's office.

Hammerman, a friend and adviser to the gover­
nor, first showed him a list of projects, Ballard 
testified, and asked him to pick the ones he thought 
his company capable of handling.

"Then he said there was a condition that he be 
reimbursed 5 percent of the fee in cash,” Ballard 
said. “I told him it certainly seemed to me to be 
illegal and that I didn't care to continue the conver­
sation."

Ballard said when he told Hammerman he planned 
to seek legal advice, he “suggested strongly that I 
not tell anybody.”

Ballard, however, went to Finney, a friend and 
political associate of Agnew. Finney, who later 
became the U. S. Attorney for Maryland, said he 
drove to Ocean City in August to relate Ballvd's 
charges.

“I told him (Agnew) I was very concerned about it. 
His response was cool,” Finney said. “He said 
maybe Mr. Hammerman had been too forceful with 
respect to political contributions, but that he felt 
certain Mr. Hammerman wasn’t doing anything that 
wasn’t right."

Ballard said Agnew was '-‘cool as the center seed of 
a cucumber" when the two of them met in the 
governor's office.

He left the office with the impression that Agnew 
would take steps to deal with the allegations, but 
never heard anything, Ballard said.

After refusing to pay, Ballard said, he received no 
more state jobs offers during Agnew's stay in office, 
and lost one job on an interstate project which had 
been promised to his firm.
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Judge may intervene 
to keep schools open

BOSTON (AP) —  A squabble between the mayor and the City Council 
over how to bail out the penniless school system has left the (amblem in 
the hands of a Superior Court judge.

Hours before a court deadline, negotiations collapsed Thursday night 
between Mayor Kevin H. White and the council over emergency financ­
ing for the schools, which exhausted this year’s $210 million budget before 
classes adjourned for a 10-day spring break April 16.

Participants said efforts to hammer out a settlement dissolved into the 
same politial squabbling that has hampered progress for weeks. B oth 
sides have tried to attach provisions to the finaMial aid package limiting 
the other’s control over schools.

“The city has defaulted on its legal and moral obligation,” said 
Councilman Raymond Flyim after Thursday’s, session. “No one wanted 
to make the difficult decision needed to bring some order to this 
crisis.”

A court-appointed mediator who talked separately with the council 
members and White called off talks after four hours Thursday night, 
saying he had become discouraged.

“Without accusing anyone of bad faith. I ’m disappointed in the failure 
of the political leaders of Boston to find a way to keep the schools open," 
said Harvard Law School Professor Charles Haar. “They came close, but 
frankly, I don’t think it is close enough.”

Superior Court Thomas Morse Jr . gave the City (Doutrcil and the mayor 
until today to agree on a financial plan to assure that schools reopen as 
scheduled Monday. He has called cancellation of classes for the 64,5(X) 
public school students “unthinkable.”

“What must not happen is that the schools close on April 27,” he told 
lawyers this week.

Man planned killings-suicide

WASHINGTON (AP) —  The U A  prison population 
grew 4 percent during 1980, the fastest rate of 
increase in three years, according to a private 
national survey.

In its April ^ t io n .  Corrections Magazine reported 
that as of Jan. 1,1981, federal and state correctional 
facilities held 3M,583 inmates, 13,376 more than on 
the same date a year ago.

The survey, the magazine’s seventh annual study 
of prison populations, counts sentenced adult felons 
serving more than one year in state and federal 
prisons.

This year’s total includes 6^89 prisoners held in 
county jails because of overcrowding in state [uis- 
ons, an increase from last year’s figure of 6,296. The 
total also includes 18,167 adults living in state and 
federal halfway houses and work-release buiilities.

But the study did not include an estimated 168,000 
prisoners in local jails, serving short sentences or 
awaiting trial.

While populations in state prisons were increasing, 
the fedmal Bureau of Prisons recorded its third 
straight decline in inmates. There were 21,449 feder­
al prisoners at the begiiming of this year, compared 
with 24,921 at the beginning of 1980.

The decline in the federal prison population can be 
attributed to the FB I’s continuing emphasis on the 
investigation of complicated white-collu- and organ­
ized criminal cases rather than small-scale bank

robberies and interstate car thefts, the magazine 
said.

The magazine said the inmate population increase 
during 1980 reversed a three-year, lull in growth 
which had seen the rate of increase drop as low as 1 
percent. It attributed the rising prison population to 
harsher sentencing laws, a rising violent crime rate 
and demographic factors.

As of April 1980, 27 states had passed mandatory 
minimum sentencing laws, most of them during 1979 
and 1980, which the magazine said had resulted in 
longer sentences. As of the same date, 14 sUtea had 
passed sentencing laws that reduced the discretion 
of judges and parole boards, increasing the number 
of people sent to prison, the magazine said.

The magazine quoted Milton Rector, director of 
the National Council on Crime and Delinquency, as 
saying the increase in inison populations “belies the 
increasing impression that crime’s going up because 
punishment is going down.’’

The article also noted that much of the baby boom 
from the 1960s and early 1960a now is 16-26 years old, 
the age bracket which contains the largest percent­
age of people who commit crimes.

For the third year in a row, the largest numerical 
increase was in Texas, which had the nation’s 
largest prison system with 29,886 prisoners at the 
beginning of this year. The number of inmates was 
3,364 over last year.

The magazine noted that a federal court has ruled 
that the Texas prison system is unconstitutionally

overcrowded. It quoted Texas prison officials as 
attributing the increase to the state's growing popu­
lation, mandatory sentencing laws and increasingly 
conservative parole practices.

According to the National Institute of Corrections, 
36 state prison systems are under court orders to 
reduce overcrowding or unsafe conditions.

42, that detailed plans 
for the Thuraday night killings.

Dale said Macwa’ 18-year-old wife, 
Jennifer, left Macias and their 13- 
month-old daughter, Monica. Thurs­
day The young woman was found 
bleading to death Thursday evening 
bom head and abdomen wounds in a 
Santa Clara motel she had checked 
uMo earlier in the day.

Witnesses told police Macias had 
been at the motel arguing with the 
woman before the shootii^.

Sunnyvale police spokesman Jam es 
Pate said Macias then apparently te­
lephoned a female relative in the San 
Francisco Bay area and told her 
"w hat he had done and w hat he 
planned to do." The relative called 
police, and 16 cars ware sent to the 
Macias house.

But Macias reached his rented Sun­
nyvale home before authoritiee.

Armed with two .22<aliber pistols, 
Macias allegedly killed his baby 
daughter and another couple in their 
20s before finally turning a gun on 
himself, police a ^ .

Storms whip 
south, east 
Texas towns

Three people are dead after a pair 
of tornadoes touched down in South­
east Texas, ripped through mobile 
homes in Sealy, Brookshire and Co­
lumbus and left a trail of downed 
trees and power lines.

The National Weather Service said 
one tornado touched down in Beau­
mont and another came down east of 
Columbua. Observers reported a third 
tornado in the Southeast Texas town 
of China and funnel clouds were 
sighted in Harris, Austin, Live Oak, 
Jefferson and Orange counties.

Beaumont authorities reported no 
serious injuries from the tornado that 
touched down near the Mognolia Gar­
dens housing project in that city on 
Thursday. High winda blew out win­
dows, tore the roof off a restaurant 
carport, damaged the front of a store, 
uprooted trees and downed power 
lines in the city.

One person died when a small plane 
crashed in a residential area south- 
west of Houston as a thunderstorm 
pushed by winds up to 65 mph blew 
through the city, authorities said.

Another person was killed when a 
cement truck slid on a rain-alick 
Houston highway and collided with 
two cars. A 19-year-old man died 
Thursday morning when a car in 
which he was a passenger skidded on 
a wet street in San Antonio, collided 
with another vehicle and struck a 
utility pole, authorities said.

Numerous minor iiyuries were re­
ported in Houston and at one point 
during the mid-moming storm a po­
lice dispatcher said there had been so 
many traffic collisions he could not 
find an ambulance.

Scaffolding and a steel beam from 
the 75-story Texas Commerce Tower 
under construction in the downtown 
area apparently were blown loose by 
the high wind and fell on top of the 
fifth floor o f  an annex to the Houston 
Chronicle building across the street.

Americans 'have done an about-face 
in their energy consumption habits. 
Imported oil is down to 6 million bar­
rels a day, and it should remain at 
that level through 1990, according to 
Pugliariai. The reduction in consump­
tion was part of a campaign by the 
government then to become "energy 
independent."

The two DOE men don’t define 
"indtpendent” as being totally self- 
sufficient. The U.S. is part of the 
world market, not only buying energy 
but also selling it. The cutoff of a 
major supplier would cause prices to 
rise in the U.S., they added.

To avoid putting tha country in a 
bind if a major supplier shuts off his 
oil, the U.S. "needs to set up a pro­
gram to encourage the private sector 
to produce more,” suggested Pug- 
liarisi. “The government is concerned 
about national defense if s supplier is 
cut off."

In summary, the government has 
switched from a push for indepen­
dence" to "energy security,” a situa­
tion in which ths U.S. wouldn’t be in­
volved ih the disruptions of trade," 
claimed Williameon.

noted/ “We would like to continue to 
buy in the world markets when it’s to 
our benefit. But when not. we want 
oiu energy situation protected.”

Pugliariai views the world market 
as a constantly varying source. As 
one supplier drops out, another will 
rise" to take its place. .And if one 
country refuses to buy from a second, 
the latter will find a market for ita 
oil.

As the world markets expand to 
include newer sources, the U.S. still 
will depend upon the major suppliers, 
he said, “We shouldn’t expect signifi­
cant amounts of crude oil from fron­
tier areas."

China is one of those fxromising 
new markets. But both policy-makers 
were skeptical about (%ina adding 
much to the world market until after 
they meet their own needs.

TTie United States’ energy future 
appears brighter to the two men. Pug- 
lia r iti explained th a t R eagan 's 
hoped-for changes should be the cata­
lyst.

“You will see implementation of the 
president’s program ss outlined in his 
campaign," he said. "This move to­
ward market-pricing has been de- 
monstrstsd with decontrol of gas 
pump prices. There is a move to 
decontrol the natural gas pricing |koli-

cy, to allow greater access of public 
land and to reform the regulations 
and reporting information of the in­
dustry." ,

However, the two men conceded not 
all their predictions hit the target. 
The most recent forecast from the 
DOE which received national publici­
ty came with the decontrol of gas at 
the pumps.

ORIGINALLY, IT  HAD been an 
nounced that gasoline prices wouldn’t 
rise more than 6 to 10 cents a gallon. 
And when those prices surged over 
that mark to 15 cents and higher, 
consumers became angry.

In the past two weeks, however, 
those pump prices have been slowly 
sliding downward, they said. And Wil­
liamson pulled out an article from 
The Wall Street Journal to back up his 
statement.

"O ur analysts pro jected  there  
Would be an overshoot, and then the 
prices would come back down. That is 
what is happening now,” he said.

And while some government fore­
casters were calling for an astronomi­
cal $2 a gallon price by the end of 
1981, both DOE men denied th a t 
will ocriir. But they hastily pointed to 
possible breakups in the world mar­
ket which are "unpredictable^ and

could force up the gas prices.
Williamson added another note, 

saying that the public was unaware of 
a price increase on im ported oil 
from O PEC which hit the S ta te s  
shortly before the gas pump prices 
were decontrolled. T hat unusually 
large jump included the OPEC price 
hike.

If Reagan carries out his cam­
paign promises and cuts the reg­
ulations that are impeding a chomp- 
ing-at-the-bit petroleum industry, 
Williamson expects to see “a much 
smaller Department of Energy. If you 
got rid of those regulations you could 
reduce the employment by 2,000 peo­
ple out of 19,000 over 114 years."

" I t  requires 1,300 to  1,400 p eo­
ple just to carry out enforcement 
of one regulation,” he aaid.

Forecasting for as volatile a busi­
ness as energy is difficult, they admit. 
“If you must forecast, do it often,” 
Williamson said with a laugh. " It ’s 
very easy to be wrong, and that’s one 
of the pitfalls of forecasting.”

"Hindsight," added Pugliarisi, "is
20/ 20. ”

"N o ,” in terjected  W illiam son,

Residents warned to stay 
inside after chemical blast

HIGHLAND CITY, Fla. (AP) —  Hundreds of people were warned to stay 
indoors with the windows closed today until a cloud of chlmrine gas releeaed by a 
chemical plant explosion dissipated, ofHcials said

‘Tt‘s lying stationary right now aiid doesn’t appear to present any hasard,**
Polk County sherilTs Sgt. Tom Holcomb said early today. “It’s dissipating right 
now. We’re just going to let Mother Nature take iu  course.”

Holcomb said the smokey cloud was three miles southeast of Aquachem Inc., 
which was rocked 'Thursday by a blast that left one worker critically burned

The plant was totally destroyed by the mid-sflemoon explosion, and Highland 
City Fire Chief Henry Sheffield estimated damage at $ 7 6 0 ,000 . T he nUnt 
employs 40 people.

Three fire trucks were ordered to standby throughout the night. Holcomb said 
rescuers at the scene reported several popping noises throughout the afternoon 
and night which they believed were small explosions of other chemicals in the 
plant.

Polk sherifTs Major Don McDaniel speculated the explosion was caused by 
spontaneous combustion that occurred as workers were imloeding a cargo of 
chlorine gas from a railroad tank car.

Workers and residents were cleared from the area immediately.

Holcomb said the cloud df toxic chlmine gas and smoke was estimated 
Thursday to be two miles wide and about 500 feet in the air. •

Authorities initially said the cloud had drifted away finm the plant in a 
southeasterly direction. But it then changed course slightly and moved 
eastward toward the small Polk County cities of Lake Wales and FVostproof.

Lake Wales, which ia located about 18 miles southeast of the plant, has about 
10,000 residents; Frostproof approximately 3,000.

Although Lake Wales and Frostproof are in a mostly rural area of central 
Florida, Holcomb said the area is “pretty congested” and estimated there were 
several thousand people living in the path of the cloud.

Snelson bill 
gets approval

AUSTIN  —  The Senate Wednes­
day gave fmal approval to a bill by 
Midland Sen. W.E. “Pete” Snelson 
that regulates persons who are en­
gaged as professional counselors.

BELFAST, Northern Ireland (AP)

SAN ANTONIO — U S. Chief Judge WUliams a  

"B ill" Sessions of the federal court system's sprawl­
ing Western District of Texas has cited the judicial 
district's staff for efficient and dedicated work 
during a shortage of judges over the past two 
yearn.

Dsed to ease strains, 
pains of childbirth .

KANSAS CITY, Kan. (AP) —  Mixed with t)ie criee 
of a newborn baby are the s t r a ^  o t  a  Braluns 
concerto. Or, if the mother prefers, .the eound of. 
mellow jszz.

At the University of Kansas Medical O n ta r the 
results are the same: deliveries in which the mothers 
are more relaxed and require lees, if any, medica- 
tioa

Although other hospitals pipe music into delivery 
rooms, the Kanaas facility may be the only one in the 
nation where therapists spend several seaaiona 
working with the mother-to-be to determine the most 
relaxing music for her.

Since the program began two years ago, about 70 
women have given birth with the asaiatance of muak 
therapy. T h e  results have impresaed both patients 
and physicians.

Karen Romang, 28, used music therapy last Sep­
tember when her second child was bom. Skeptical at 
first, she agreed to try it to avoid a repeat of her firat 
delivery, which had been painful and frightening.

“There was no comparison,’’ Mrs. Romang said.
“I am convinced.that the muak made it an alieolute- 
ly delightful experience ... A second physician came 
in just as the delivery was beginning, and he thought 
I'd been medicate d because 1 was extremely re­
laxed.’’

The program was founded by Dr. Sterling Wil­
liams, an assistant professor of obstetrks and gyne­
cology — and a singer with the Kanaas City Philliar- 
monk.

It's conducted by two registered musical thera­
pists, Mkhael Clark and Ronald McC^orlde, who are 
among some 3,500 such therapists in the United 
States. They liave earned a bwrhelor’a degree in 
musk education and had six montlu training in how 
to apply musk therapy to medical fields.

Jewel Foods, a large cluin in Ui3 Chicago area, Itaa 
just announced a line of house-brand no-sodium 
fiKtds. And General Fooda is putting the sodium 
rontenl on Uic labels of sU ita prodticta tlu t contain 
mure than 35 milligrams of sodium per serving. 
Some of those products are already appearing in 
store*

Testifying before a House science and technology 
Aubrommitlee, Paul Hopper, srientifk director of 
General Foods, said there is a general consensus of 
M'lentiric opmion regarding the relationship between 
hypertension and hq(h sodium intake and enough 
"interest expressed in correspondence from our 

consumem" so that his cumpany will provide infor­
mation on sodium content along with its regular 
nutrition Labeling

Sodium chloride is th4 constituent in salt that is 
linked to high blood pressure. There are 2,300 milli­
grams of sodium m each teaspoon of sa lt Two 
thousand milligrams of sodium per day ia the maxi­
mum must health rare professionals recommend for 
the average person.

At the hearings last week, the majonty of the 
scientirir testimony was in agreement that the link 
between hypertension and sodium is strong enough 
to make labeling worthwhile, though not everyone 
agreed that the amount of sodium in-processed foods 
shook! be reduced or that overall consumption of 
sodium should be decreased.

Gne witness .said there ia no link between sodium 
and hypertension. Several said the government 
shouldn't be in the business of dictating how much 
salt can be put in food.

But Jewel Foods, the supermarket chain that 
introduced the highly successful concept of generic' 
labeling, ia pioneering with house brands of canned 
frYiits and vegetables marked "no .salt added,” “no 
sugar added” and “no sugar or aalt added.” The 
no-salt-added producta are two kinda of green beans, 
beets, com, mixed vegetables and peas. They are 
packed in water without salt.

Jewel is selling these product fbrthe same price 
as their regular canned counterparts.

At the hearing, Jane Armatrong, Jew el’s vice 
president for consumer affairs, told subcommittee' 
Chairman Albert Gore, O-Tenn., tliat regular canned 
peas contain 295 mg. of sodium per half.cup; fresh 
cooked peas contain about 1 mg. and the no-salt- 
added peas contain 6 mg. per serving.

The Food and Drug Administration, once in favor 
of mandatory sodium labeling of processed fooda, 
has had a change of heart under the new administra­
tion. Both FDA and U8DA are now in favor of 
voluntary labeling. FDA said it will work with 
manufacturers to encourage them to use less salt.

Oilman begins huge buffalo memorial
BUFFALO GAP, Texas (AP) —  Wealthy Texas oilman Jack 

Grimm, who has searched for everything from Noah’s Ark to the 
Loch Ness monster, is using blasting powder for his latest project 
— a 2,CX)0-foot cliffside memorial to the American bison.

Grimm and 200 guests perched atop a limestone mesa Grimm 
owns near here for Thursday's dedication ceremonies, which he 
opened with a black powder blast.

Grimm said the monument will rise 40 feet high and stretch 
2,000 feet along the side of the mesa, making it about four times 
the area of the Mount Rushmore relief. Buffalo Gap is about 10 
miles southwest of Abilene. Texas.

New York sculptor Richard Burks says the limestone mural 
will cost about $3 million and take from five to seven years to 
finish. He said the mural will chronicle the buffalo’s life in North 
America — showing Indians hunting, the animals, their near-ex-

tinction and ultimate return.
He said the mural will give the illusion of the “endless plains of 

the buffalo.”
“It’s going to be the tragedy of the buffalo,” Burks said. “If it’s 

going to last a million years, you’ve got to spend a little time on
it.”

Last summer Grimm mounted an expedition to search for the 
Titanic, which sank in the Atlantic Ocean off the coast of 
Newfoundland in 1911. He has said he will return in June to scout 
14 locations where the ship might have gone down.

In the past, Grimm has financed expeditions to find, among 
other things, Noah’s Ark, the Loch Ness monster and East Texas’ 
legendary monster, “Bigfoot.”

House members voted 82-59 on Thursday to Uble a bill 
repealing the Jaw  that says stores may not sell 42 categories of 
merchandwe on both Saturdays and Sundays. The items include 
cars, clothing, appliaixes, ftimiture and household goods.

Many House members wore buttons, provided by the automo­
bile dealers' lobby, that said “Preserve Our Right To Rest.”

"A lot of people are going to have a lot of explaining to do,” 
grumbled Rep. Bill Ceverha, R-Dallas, a sponsor of the bill.

Earlier, he had told the House 69 percent of Texans polled by 
Texas Monthly said they wanted the Blue Law repealed.

Rep. Doyle Willis, D-Fort Worth, another sponsor, called the 
law “probably the most unpopular law that has ever been on the 
statutes of Texas.”

“Although the law is unpopular, it (the House vote) comes back 
down to the old Bible Belt question more than anything else. ... 
It’s that Old South, Bible Belt feeling,” said CUyton. He said he 
did not take sides on the bill.

Abortion hearing 
resumes today

WASHINGTON (AP) — Amid charges that con-  ̂
gressional hearings have been tilted in favor of 
anti-abortion forces, .Sen. John P. East, R-N.C., is 
scaling back ambitious plans for legislation that 
would redefine life as beginning at conception.

East, one of the most conservative freshmen sena­
tors, says he is abandoning his plans to have a Senate 
panel vote on the legislation by the middle of next 
month.

“We’ve got a long way to go,” he said. “When these 
hearings are over, no one will be able to say that they 
were not complete, fair and exhaustive.”

The prospectively long and brutal battle over the 
{sropos^ to give fetuses constitutional rights opened 
Thursdav^fore a Senate Judiciary subcommittee 
on separation of powers. Six members of a women's 
liberation group were arrested on charges they 
disrupted the hearings.

Among the eight witnesses scheduled to testify 
today, only Dr. Leon Rosenberg of the Yale Universi­
ty M edici School was considered a supporter of 
legalized abortion.

There were complaints that East had tilted . the 
hearings in favor of anti-abortion forces led mairily 
in the Senate by Jesse Helms, R-N.C., who sponsor^ 
the bill.

Sen. Max Baucus, D-Mont., the senior minority 
member on the subcommittee, did not attend 'Thurs­
day's hearing but protested that Democrats were 
denied the right to call their own witnesses.

Abortion issues, Baucus wrote, are “complex and 
controversial.”

"I  would be happy to 
hear testimony of the kind or any other that is 
germane to the issue,” he said. . ,  .

Critics say such a law would make a woman who 
has an abortion subject to prosecuUon for murder.

When the Supreme Court ruled in 1973 that women 
have a constitutional right to end a pregnaiKy, the 
justices said the 14th Amendment did not extend to 
the unborn. ^

Rep. Froy Salines, D-Lubbock, said a woman in his district told 
him her employer, a department store, was pressuring its 
workers to write letters on their lunch hours.

Reagan w on't a llow  Castro  
to export communist revolution

WASHINGTON (AP) — Vice President George 
Bush says the Reagan administration intends to 
develop a policy that would keep Cuban President 
Fidel Castro from supporting revolution and export­
ing it to Latin America.

Bush also told the American Society of Newapaper 
Editors on Thursday that the administration has 
received "clear and direct signals” that China’s 
leaders accept the U.S. intention to retain ties with 
Taiwan.

The comments came in a question-and-anawer 
session after Bush delivered a speech focused almost 
ezclusivaly on domestic issues. In that ^>each, Buah 
delivored a thinly veiled warning to House Demo- 
crats, saying voters support Reagan’s economic 
proposals, and indicated the administration would 
not allow the propoaala to be cut to piecea.

All the questions to Bush, a former CIA director 
and Reagan’s crisis management chief, focused on 
foreign policy.

Bush said Caatro was both supporting and axptNrt- 
ing revolutioD in the Westeni Hemisphere. He aaid

the administration had no intention of allowing this 
to continiia.

“They are both taking place and wa are unrelazed 
about that We behave wa ahould shape a policy that 
will keep Caatro ... from exporting and supporting 
revolution, going right into a vacuum out there,” 
Buah said.

“Wa baliave the United States has a role in concert 
with our aUiee and in concert with our friends hare to 
see that that does not result in the overthrow of 
countriei that are friendly to us," ha said.

Buah denied the administration was abandoning 
the human rights policy that was a keystone of the 
Carter administration’a foreign policy.

“When you eea slaying in Salvador and aomathing 
of this nature, wa are totally unralaxed about it,” ha 
aaid. “But on the other hand, we baliave the preced­
ing policy of alapping our friends around and than 
being a i l ^  in ^ a  tecs of imposition by leftist 
forces of terror in Cantral America, being ailent 
about that, wa don’t think that’s a realistic human 
rights policy.”

The 
team could get dty or 
county permission and 
the city or county could 
negotiate a  fee for the 
use of ite name.

Rooe said Los Angeles 
lost $2 million a year in 
galea tax, leases and em­
ployee wages when the 
N a t i o n a l  F o o t b a l l  
League team moved to 
Anaheim from the Los

Angeiea Coliseum last 
year.

Assemblyman Richard 
Robinson, D-Santa Ana, 
ob jected  th a t th e  b ill 
showed the Lot Angeles 
Coliseum was a “poor 
loaer” and said it would 
set a “horrible prece­
dent.’’

He noted that the Los 
Angeles Times publishes 
editions in Orange Coun­
ty and San Diego and still 
calls itself the Los An­
geles Times.
