The staff of the Outreach Health
Services (OHS) Women, Infants
and Children (WIC) clinic in
Shamrock will be in Silverton to-
day (Thursday, April 10) from 9:15
a.m. until noon and from 1:00 un-
til 3:30 p.m. to serve clients in this
area.

The OHS WIC staff comes to
Silverton once a month on the

Thusday before the second Satur-
day of each month. This allows

residents of Briscoe County who
are eligible for benefits through the
WIC program to receive those ser-
vices without having to drive to
Shamrock. The clinic is held at the
First Baptist Chuch, 500 Loretta
Street in Silverton.

WIC is a well respected, feder-
ally funded program that gives
children a healthy start by encour-
aging optimal nutrition during the

critical stages of development.
WIC participants have access to
vouchers. for healthy foods, ongo-
ing nutrition education classes,
meal planning assistance and
breastfeeding instruction and sup-
port.

In addition, WIC staff adminis-
ter immunizations free of charge
to the children of WIC families and
at a cost of $20 per child per visit
for non-WIC participants. Immu-
