During his time with the
Queens, he led the women to six
AAU National Champion titles and
six AAU runner-up finishes.

He also helped bring several in-
novations to the women’s game:
the unlimited dribble, the 30-sec-
ond shot clock and the full-court
game.

Redin retired in 1973.

A Silverton native, Redin played
at Tarleton State and North Texas
State University. He was a pilot in
the Marine Corps during World
War II.
