Drinking Water Safety

You’ve heard “Don’t drink the
water” when traveling abroad. The
danger could be closer to home.
Your water well could be contami-
nated if it is close to septic systems,
livestock or sewage-treatment
plants. One of the most common
contaminants in drinking water is
nitrates. They can cause “blue
baby” syndrome, resulting in con-
vulsions or even death. Wells
should be tested for nitrates and
bacteria every year. They should
also be tested for sodium, sulfates,
lead, manganese and iron every
three years.
