In a week of lackluster mar­
ket activity, traders on the 
New York Cotton Exchange 
looked forward to USDA’s 
weekly export sales report 
and watched weather develop­
ments in search of a clear di­
rection.

USDA’s weekly export sales
figure was well within market 
expectations. Net export sales 
of 143,900 bales in the week 
ended July 15 were 22% less 
than the previous week and 
14% less than the four-week 
average. Major buyers in ­
cluded Mexico, India, Turkey 
and China. N et sales of 
183,600 bales for delivery in 
the 2004-05 marketing year 
were prim arily  to Mexico, 
South Korea and Pakistan.

Export shipments for the 
week, at 270,100 bales, were 
31% better than the previous 
week and 1% more than the 
four-week average. Primary 
destinations were Mexico, 
China and Turkey.

On the spot cotton scene 
trading declined slightly in 
the week ended July 22 as 
Texas, Oklahoma and Kansas 
producers sold 9,705 bales 
online compared to the previ­
ous week when 10,972 bales 
were sold. Prices received by 
producers selling their cotton 
online ranged from 44.94 to 
46.25 cents per pound versus 
the prior week’s 45.64 to 48.99 
cent? per pound range.

M eanwhile, adverse 
w eather in northern India 
continued to capture market 
attention, but according to 
traders, a direct effect on the 
m arket has not been seen. 
Weather sources said India’s 
northwestern section, where 
most of the country’s cotton is 
grown, continues to suffer 
from drought as the monsoon 
has yet to appear.

While the Meterological 
Department in India believes 
the monsoon may arrive by 
the end of July, some indus­
try observers say it will be too 
late to rescue crops there. No 
significant rainfall is expected 
in the next two weeks, and if 
the forecast holds, it could 
mean considerably reduced 
cotton production in India this 
year, according to analysts.

USDA projected a 12.5 mil­
lion-bale crop for India in its 
July supply/demand report.

In other news, the U. S. crop 
remains in good shape. Pick­
ing is expanding in the Texas 
Rio Grande Valley under near 
ideal conditions. Heat index 
readings in the low 100s this 
week were expected to boost 
boll opening. Mostly dry con­
ditions prevailed this week 
across the Texas High and 
Rolling Plains with only iso­
lated precipitation reported. 
Most of the crop in the region 
is thriving, but a slow, soaking 
rain would enhance plant de­
velopment in dryland areas.

Muggy conditions persisted 
from C entral Texas to the 
southeastern U. S. this week 
with daytime highs around 90 
degrees and heat index read­
ings in the low 100s. Night­
tim e read ings, however, 
dropped into the low 70s in 
some areas which gave cotton 
plants a brief respite from the 
intense heat. A vast majority 
of the crop in the Memphis 
Territory and Southeast has 
entered the heavy fru iting  
stage, and stands are wilting 
during the heat of the day. 
Thus, farmers are irrigating 
where needed to help reduce 
fruit loss. A cool front is fore­
cast to enter the South this 
weekend, and thunderstorms 
are likely. Although precipita­
tion might hinder outside ac­
tivities, it will ease stressful 
growing conditions.

According to USDA’s 
Drought Monitor Map for the 
week ended July 20, soil mois­
ture levels across most of the 
Memphis Territory and South­
east remain near normal with 
only a few counties in Georgia 
and South Carolina catego­
rized as abnormally dry. None­
theless, plants that have de­
veloped shallow root systems 
will need timely precipitation 
during the remainder of the 
growing season to ensure av­
erage yields.

The trouble with weather 
forecasting is that it’s right too 
often for us to ignore it, and 
wrong too often for us to rely 
on it.
