Owls Win Season Opener at Home
Silverton’s Owls rolled to a 

big 84-46 victory over the Mot­
ley County Matadors here Fri­
day night in the season opener 
for both teams.

The Owls received the open­
ing kickoff, and saw Yance 
Forbes make a 15-yard run 
followed by a first down play 
by Jacob Francis. Forbes car­
ried the first touchdown on the 
next play, which was whistled 
by the referees and brought 
back for a 10-yard penalty.

Forbes made eight yards on 
the next play and Chance 
Rhoderick made a first down 
before Forbes went all the way 
for another score. Max Comer 
kicked the extra points, and 
with 6:51 remaining in the 
first quarter, the Owls held an 
8-0 lead.

Humberto Vasquez ex­
ecuted an onside kick which 
Motley County controlled, and 
on the second play from scrim­
mage the Matadors carried 
the ball into the endzone. 
Their PAT kick was blocked, 
and with 6:36 remaining in 
the first quarter, the Matadors 
narrowed the score to 8-6.

When the Owls got the ball 
back, E. J. Ivory picked up 10 
yards, and Rhoderick added a 
first down. Vasquez carried 
the touchdown with 5:35 re­
maining on the first-quarter 
clock. Mayfield held while 
Comer kicked the PAT, to give

the Owls a 16-6 lead.
The Owl defense held the 

Matadors, bringing about a 
fourth-down punt. Ivory car­
ried a couple o f downs, 
Rhoderick added a first down, 
and Vasquez scored with 2:16 
still to be played in the first 
quarter. Comer kicked the 
PAT to extend the Owls’ lead 
to 24-6.

Vasquez executed the 
onside kick, Drew Reed recov­
ered for the Owls, and 
Silverton was back in business 
for a few plays. This series 
seemed to serve as a wake-up 
call for the Matadors, who 
roared back to score with 9:42 
remaining in the second quar­
ter. There was no PAT, and the 
score stood at 24-12.

Motley County recovered 
their next onside kick, but af­
ter giving up one first down, 
the Owls got the ball back. A 
fumble resulted in the Mata­
dors getting possession back, 
and after the Owls got the ball 
back with 5:09 remaining be­
fore halftime, Silverton gave 
up a safety, bringing the score 
to 24-14. Comer booted the 
free kick, and the Motley 
ballcarrier was brought down 
on the Matador 20. Defense by 
Comer, Rhoderick Forbes, 
Jacob Francis and James 
Tiffin brought the ball back to 
the Owls near midfield.

Caprock Canyons 
State Park Chosen 
As Best State Park

Caprock Canyons State 
Park was voted Best State 
Park in Texas by readers of the 
Texas Coop Power magazine 
(Sept. 2004 edition). Following 
is a copy of the article.

Our readers chose Caprock 
Canyons State Park, home of 
the Texas State Bison Herd, as 
the 2004 Best State Park. Lo­
cated 100 miles southeast of 
Amarillo, it is the third-larg- 
est state park in Texas. The 
park opened in 1982, but it is 
so remote that interest in the 
park has built slowly.

The park consists of 15,303 
acres of jagged sandstone 
peaks and canyons, a terrain 
that supports a variety of ac­
tivities.

The 65-mile, 1200-acre Ca­
prock Canyons Trailway Sys­
tem is the product of a rail-to- 
trail conversion. Open to hik­
ers, mountain bikers and 
equestrians, the trail stretches 
into the Red River Valley and 
traverses three counties, 54

Other activities at the park 
include camping, fishing, pic­
nicking, swimming, rock 
climbing and sightseeing.

Caprock Canyons is home 
to the annual national Trails 
Day Celebration every June, 
with activities that include a 
hot-air balloon launch, chili 
cook-off, races and music.

Each October the Park 
hosts Quitaque Quest, a Na­
tional Off-Road Bicycle Asso­
ciation-sanctioned mountain 
bike race.

Bat-viewing tours are con­
ducted from mid-August to 
mid-September.

Caprock Canyons State 
Park is located 3.5 miles north 
of State Highway 86 in 
Quitaque on FM 1065.

Rhoderick and Forbes alter­
nated in rushing for the Owls, 
and Ivory made a first down.

Motley County passed com­

After Motley County kicked 
off short, Vasquez took the ball 
to midfield, but three incom­
plete passes resulted in no 
gains before halftime.

When the Owls kicked off to 
open the second half, the 
Matadors took the ball all the 
way for a touchdown. They 
carried the PAT, and with 9:52 
remaining in the third quar­
ter, narrowed the Owl lead to

30-28. This apparently served 
as a wake-up call for the Owls, 
who put the pedal to the metal 
and made a first down on a 
run by Vasquez, followed by a 
pass completion from 
Mayfield to Forbes, and an­
other touchdown by Vasquez. 
The kick was blocked, and 
with 8:57 remaining on the 
third-quarter clock, the Owls 
held a 36-28 lead.

When the Owls kicked off, 
Motley County took the short

Acts 2:21 and Romans 10:13 indicate that, "whosoever shall cati upon 
the name of the Lord shall be saved.1” In the next verse, Romans 10:14 
it says, “How then, shall they call on him in whom they have not 
believed?” Believing precedes calling upon The name of the Lord. 
Jesus Himself said in John 14:6 ’“I am the way, the truth, and the life: 
no man cometh unto the Father, but by me.” God reaffirms this truth 
in I Timothy 2:5 saying “For there is one God, and one mediator 
between God and men, the man Christ Jesus.” When someone says 
“ repeat this prayer after me to be saved” it is making people feel like 
they have to “do”  something to be saved, other than believing. If some­
one is asked to say a prayer to be saved, the person who says the 
prayer is still on his way to hell, after repeating the prayer, if he hasn’t 
believed in his heart. Nowhere in the Bible is it found that a person has 
to pray a prayer to  be saved. God does not hear a prayer unless you 
go to God in the name of Jesus Christ, The Only Mediator between 
God and man. Jesus Christ is not your Mediator unless he is your Lord 
and Savior. So according to God, the steps are, first, you believe in 
Jesus Christ as vour Lord and Savior. By believing as Acts 16:31 
indicates, you are saved! Acts 16:30,31 is the only time in the Bible 
where the question is asked, “what must I do to be saved?” God 
answering through Paul said, “Believe on the Lord Jesus Christ, and 
thou shalt be saved.” By being saved, Jesus Christ is your Lord, Savior, 
and Mediator between God and yourself. Now you can pray to God, 
because you have the Mediator, Jesus Christ.

I believe that when a person "prays” to God, without being saved, his 
prayer goes no higher than the ceiling, and God probably says, “Who 
do you think you are, to think that you can come to Me, without coming 
to Me in the only possible way that I have set out in My Word? For you 
come to Me, through My Only Begotten Son, Jesus Christ, the One and 
Only Mediator between you and Me.” You don’t just pull Jesus Christ 
out of the air, and say today i want You to get me to God, be my go- 
between for God* it doesn’t work that wsy. Jesus Ohnst ¡s either your 
Lord and Savior, making Him your Mediator, or, if Jesus Christ is not 
your Lord and Savior, He is not your Mediator. I believe it is very impor­

tant to stress that you are saved by believing only. John 3:16, proba­
bly the most quoted verse in the Bible, says that, “whosoever believeth 
in turn should not perish, but have everlasting life." Again, this passage 
clearly prescribes believing, not repeating a prayer. In John 3:4, 
Nicodemus asks Jesus, “How can a man he born when he is old? Can 
he enter the second time into his mother’s womb, and be born?” He 
was asking this in regard to Jesus’ statement in John 3:3, that a man 
needs to be born again. Jesus’ answer in John 3:5 and following is 
"Except a man be born of water and of the Spirit, he cannot enter into 
the kingdom of God.” Nowhere does Jesus say, pray to be saved, it is 
always believe.

Years ago, I heard Dr. Donald Grey Barnhouse say “I’m deeply offend­
ed when I hear a prayer that does not end with the idea that God must 
be approached only through the Name and the Being of the Lord Jesus 
Christ” Ephesians 1:13 saysln whom (Christ) ye also trusted, after that 
ye heard the word of truth, the gospel of your salvation: in whom also 
after that ye believed, ye were sealed with that Holy Spirit of promise.” 
Romans 10:9 tells us “That if thou shalt confess with thy mouth the Lord 
Jesus, and shalt believe in thine heart that God hath raised him from 
the dead, thou shalt be saved.10For with the heart man believeth (first) 
unto righteousness; and with the mouth confession (next) is made unto 
salvation.” How many people have gone to hell or are going to hell by 
putting their trust in the ungodly “pray the sinners prayer” or “repeat this 
prayer after me” , instead of believing John 3:36: “He that believeth on 
the Son hath everlasting life: and he that believeth not the Son shall not 
see life; but the wrath of God abideth on him.”

Luke 23:39-43 tells us “And one of the malefactors which were 
hanged railed on him, saying, If thou be Christ, save thyself and us. 40 
But the other answering rebuked him, saying, Dost not thou fear God, 
seeing thou art in the same condemnation?41 And we indeed justly; 
fo r we receive the due reward of our deeds: but this man hath done 
nothing amiss/2And he said unto Jesus, Lord, remember me when 
thou comest into thy kingdom.43And Jesus said unto him, Verily I say 
unto thee, Today shalt thoy be with rhe in paradise.” In these verses 
in Luke, we see that a man was saved by believing only. The malefac­
tor did not, and was not instructed by Jesus, to pray, to receive salva­
tion. He said unto Jesus, “Lord, remember me when thou comest into 
thy kingdom. 43And Jesus said unto him, Verily I say unto thee, today 
shalt thou be with me in paradise.” You don’t fool Jesus. Jesus knew 
that this man believed In Him; that this man believed that this Jesus 
that he was talking with was the Lord, The Messiah, the Only Begotten 
Son of God, the Savior, and in believing, the man was saved. Now if 
you think that you have to pray first, repeat first, or anything first, 
before believing, why did Jesus tell him ‘today thou shalt be with Me 
in paradise?" OR if there is a need to do for anything to go along with 
believing, why didn’t Jesus tell him what that was? Jesus doesn’t 
make mistakes! God’s Word is true. You don’t (really you can’t), add to 
or take away from God’s Word, and it be true. Just leave His Word 
alone, and do what God said, believe. Psalm 119:89” “For ever, O 
LORD, thy word is settled in heaven.” Revelations 22:18,19” ,9For I tes­
tify unto every man that heareth the words of the prophecy of this book,
If any man shall add unto these things, God shall add unto him the 
plagues that are written in this book: 19And if any man shall take away 
from the words of the book of this prophecy, God shall take away his 
part out of the book of life, and out of the holy city, and from the things 
which are written in this book.” Take your Bible and check the refer­
ences that we contained herein— nothing added to and nothing taken 
away; and when you hear “the plan of salvation” from anyone, get your 
Bible out and see if it is God speaking or “someone’s” idea. I can’t see; 
"ten steps” to salvation, I can see only one step: believe. The malefac-; 
tor on the cross had but one step, and he took it. You, I, we all have 
“one step,” believe. Please take it, and believe in the Lord Jesus Christ i 
for your salvation.
