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Harley Redin Selected For 
Texas Sports Hail of Fame

Harley Redin 
Before West Texas had the 

Texas Tech Lady Raiders to grab 
onto, there were the Hutcherson 
Flying Queens of Wayland Baptist 
who served as trailblazers for 
women’s basketball.

As far back as the 1950’s, some 
of the best women’s hoops was 
played on the South Plains. Now, 
85-year-old Harley Redin, one of 
the architects who helped build the 
Flying Queens into a powerhouse,

will be recognized in February 
with induction into the Texas 
Sports Hall of Fame.

“It’s a big honor, mainly because 
of the people that are in there, the 
ones that have been selected be­
fore,” Redin said from his home in 
Plainview. “It encompasses all 
sports, not just basketball. It’s quite 
an honor for me.”

Redin coached the Wayland 
Baptist men’s team from 1946 to 
1957. From 1958 to 1973 he 
coached the Flying Queens to a 
431-66 record, winning six A AU 
national championships. He 
coached 36 athletes to 65 All- 
America awards.

Previously, Redin has been 
named by Sports Illustrated as one 
of the 50 greatest sports figures 
from Texas. In 1999, he was a char­
ter inductee into the Women’s Bas­
ketball Hall of Fame in Knoxville, 
Tennessee.

“I was fortunate to be in this 
situation where we had the admin­
istration at Wayland and sponsors 
that helped tremendously with the 
expenses of flying to games,” 
Redin said, “and we were fortunate

“one of the most important figures 
in the history of women’s basket­
ball.”

“He had a vision for women’s 
basketball that no one in his gen­
eration had,” Sharp said.

For much of Redin’s era, girls 
and women used six players at a 
time in what was called a “rover 
game.” But two players were lim­
ited to playing defense on one end, 
two were designated to play of­
fense on the other end and only two 
“rovers” went back-and-forth.

Sitting on AAU and Olympic 
rules committees, Redin pushed for 
American women to play the same 
five-on-five full-court game that 
they encountered in international 
play.

“I thought we needed to get with 
the rest of the world,” Redin said. 
“You know how coaches are: they 
don’t like to change rules. I was 
about the only one for it for a long 
time.”

Sharp said because of Redin’s 
support for five-on-five play, “he 
took women’s basketball to a 
whole different level.”

The Flying Queens put together 
a 131-game winning streak from 
1954-57 with Redin being head 
coach for about the last 75 of those 
games, he said.

He also coached the United 
States to Pan American Games 
titles in 1959 in Chicago and in 
1971 at Cali, Colombia.

Asked the whereabouts of his 
gold medals, Redin replied, “In a 
drawer here somewhere.”

Redin said he and his wife still 
attend games at Plainview High 
School and Wayland and see “just 
about all” the Tech men’s and 
women’s games as season-ticket’ 
holders.

“As long as we’re able to do 
that,” he said.

On Saturday morning the Trail 
Doctors began at First National 
Bank’s community room by using 
a Power Point presentation to teach 
the basic skills necessary to plan 
and implement successful trail 
building.

After lunch at Pole Canyon 
Guest House on the Walter Ranch 
southwest of Quitaque, Spates and 
Stormer demonstrated proper use 
of trail building tools—the clinom­
eter, the Pulaski and the McLeod.

A clinometer (or inclinometer) 
measures the slope of the land. 
There are basic rules to follow that 
keep erosion to a minimum. Subtle 
changes in the slope of the trail, 
along with slight changes of direc­
tion, give the trail a desirable 
“rhythm.”

The Pulaski and McLeod are 
both firefighters’ tools that are use­
ful in proper trail building. The 
Pulaski is two tools in one—a mat­
tock and a cutting tool. The 
McLeod is also a combination tool- 
a 10-inch hoe and rake. Both tools 
are used to clear the new trail bed.

Just as snow skiing trails are 
designed for varying skill levels, 
recreational trails are planned for 
many levels of skill.

About 700 feet of an easy trail 
was completed, with about the 
same distance marked for clearing.

A trail for the intermediate trail 
user was marked further up the hill­
side. Clearing and finishing work 
on that trail will be completed at a 
later time.

Following an early Sunday­
morning time of devotion at the 
ranch led by Pastor Jeff Addison 
of First Baptist Church in 
Quitaque, newly-acquired skills 
were fine-tuned by the Trail Doc­
tors. After a leisurely lunch in Pole 
Canyon Guest House, training was 
completed.

Admission to Bronco Stadium 
is FREE and entitles everyone to 
hear Rick Gage and other nation­
ally known speakers—Rick Stanley 
(Elvis Presley’s stepbrother) and 
Paul Luchsinger (professional ro­
deo steer wrestler) and his wife, 
Susie Luchsinger (Reba 
McEntire’s sister).
