purchased 160 acres. In 1949, 
H. L. O. sold one-half of Sec­
tion 38 to his children. Each 
child received 80 acres.

Mart Self married Juanita 
in 1924 and they built a two- 
room house on the quarter sec­
tion in Section 24 which they 
later purchased. Rags married 
Ella Leah Smith in 1935, and 
they built a home on the quar­
ter section that adjoined the 
Self 160. The Self home ex­
panded as children were 
added and money became 
available until it reached the 
dimensions it has today. An­
other home on the same site 
replaced the Riddell’s in 1956.

H. L. O. Riddell died in 
1959, and his estate passed to 
his wife, Delia (Johnston) 
Riddell. She died in 1970 and 
her children inherited the re­
mainder of Section 38. Each 
child received 80 acres.

R. L. O. (Rags) Riddell died 
in 1982 and his estate passed 
to his wife, Ella Leah. She 
passed away in 1987, and Tobe 
inherited the land purchased 
by his grandfather in 1898. He 
still lives in the family home 
on Section 24 and farms the 
land as did his grandfather

A  storm 
cellar is best; there is no universal protection against tornadoes except 
underground facilities. There are no public tornado shelters in Castro 
County.

If you can’ t get to your primary shelter in time, then go to your 
secondary shelter.

In cities and towns, a tornado alert is signaled by a long, sustained 
blast o f  the fire siren. Safety officials will try to sound the alert in time 
for you to reach shelter.
IN H O M E S:

— G o to the storm cellar or basement and get under something 
sturdy.

— If ail underground shelter is not available, go to an interior, well- 
braced room that does not have windows. Closets, bathrooms and 
hallways are usually best.

— Wrap yourself with blankets, pillows or a mattress for protection 
against flying glass and debris.
IN A P A R T M E N T  BU ILDIN GS AND M U L T I-ST O R Y  OFFICE 
BU ILDIN GS:

— Seek shelter in the basement or on the lowest floor, in an interior 
room— the smaller the better. Stay away from windows.

— Abandon the mobile home and go  to the nearest shelter or 
permanent building.

— If there is no nearby shelter, lie flat in a ditch and cover your 
head.
IN SC H O O L S: •

— If school building is o f  strongly reinforced construction, stay

— Stay away from windows, doors, chimneys and other connections

— If you are in your car, stay there— it offers excellent protection.
— Stay away from tractors and farm equipment.
— In a forest or wooded area, get under a group o f  SM ALL trees.

ON TH E G O L F  COU RSE:
— Put down clubs, remove spiked shoes and head for a shelter.
— Avoid open areas and trees.
— M ove away from golf carts.

NEAR W A T E R :
— If swimming, get out o f  the water immediately and move to a 

shelter.
— Boaters should head for shore immediately.
— Fishermen should put down rods and move away from the water.

IN ANY L O C A T IO N :
— Regardless o f  your location, a tingling sensation on your skin or 

hair standing on end may indicate that lightning is about to strike. Drop 
to your knees immediately but do not lie flat on the ground.

— A  person struck by lightning may sometimes be revived with 
prompt first aid treatment. Administer CPR on victims until qualified 
medical help arrives.

Tornado Facts
April, May and June are the peak months o f  tornado activity.
Most tornadoes touch down in the late afternoon or early evening, 

between 3 p.m. and midnight.
The average tornado is on the ground for less than 15 minutes, 

travels about 6  miles, and moves at a rate close to 30 mph.
Tornadoes usually form in the southwestern quadrant o f  a severe 

thunderstrom.
Weak tornadoes may be only a few yards wide and contain winds 

less than 75 mph, but the most intense tornadoes may be more than a 
mile wide with winds approaching 300 mph. ,

Depending on the available light, a tornado funnel may appear 
almost black in color or sometimes nearly pure white.

Large hail sometimes (but not always) precedes a tornado.
Most tornadoes rotate in a counterclockwise direction.
A  funnel-shaped cloud docs not need to extend all the way down to 

ground level to cause a tornado. If debris is sighted whirling at ground 
level beneath a funnel, a dangerous tornado is in progress.

Authorities now say that you should NOT open windows when a 
tornado approaches.

The worst tornado in Briscoe County history was the 
Silverton tornado on May 15, 1957 , which killed 21 . Since 
that time, there have been several tornadoes in Silverton and 
the rural area, with the worst killing four members of a ranch

inside, away from windows. Remain near an inside wall on the lower 
floors when possible. AVOID GYM NASIUMS AN D  AUDITOR­
IUMS— they usually have poorly supported roofs!
IN FAC TO RIES AND IN DU STRIAL PLANTS:

On receiving a tornado warning, a lookout should be posted to keep 
safety officials advised o f  the tornado’s approach. Advance preparation 
should be made for moving workers to sections o f  the plant offering 
the greatest protection and least hazard.
IN VEHICLES:

— Gel out o f  the vehicle and go to the nearest shelter area.
— Lie flat in a ditch or low place if shelter is unavailable.
— Do not attempt to outrun the tornado.

IN OPEN C O U N T R Y:
— Lie flat in the lowest area possible— such as a ditch or ravine—  

and cover your head.
IN A L L  CIRCU M STAN CE S:

— Keep calm. It will not help to get excited. People have betfh killed 
by running out into streets and by turning back into the path o f  a
tornado.

— Remember, even though a warning has been issued, the chances 
o f  a tornado striking your particular home or location are still slight. A  
tornado’s path is relatively narrow, and sturdy structures are seldom 
totally demolished. But give yourself every advantage you can.

— Stay turned to your radio or TV station for latest tornado advisory 
information. If you have a scanner radio, keep it with you. D o not call 
the Weather Service, except to report0 a tornado, because your 
individual request may tie up phone lines that are urgently needed to 
relay advisories to radio and TV stations in the critical area.
