Texas Businesses Had April 15
Deadline to File Tax Renditions

Texas Comptroller Carole
Keeton Strayhorn has re-
minded Texas businesses to
render their property with
county appraisal districts by
April 15. To render is to list the
taxable inventory, furniture
and fixtures, machinery and
equipment and other property
that is business owned or
managed as of Jan. 1, 2004.
Appraisal districts may use
the information to set prop-
erty values.

Beginning this year, the
Texas Legislature gave the
rendition law teeth by passing
Senate Bill 340, creating mon-
etary penalties for businesses
that file their annual property
tax rendition late, fail to ren-
der or file an incomplete or
false rendition.

“If some businesses are not
paying their fair share of prop-
erty tax, that places a greater
tax burden on honest,

“hardworking business owners

and homeowners,” Strayhorn
said.

Rendering allows property
owners to record their opinion
of their property’s value and

ensures that the appraisal dis-
trict sends them a notice be-
fore changing a value on their
property. Owners do not have
to render exempt property,
such as church property or a
farmer’s equipment used for
farming.

If more than one appraisal
district appraises a property,
the property owner should
render in each appraisal dis-
trict office.

Property owners who need
more time to file their rendi-
tions may file a written re-
quest with the chief appraiser
on or before April 15 to receive
an automatic extension to
May 15. The chief appraiser
may also grant an additional
15 days after the May 15 dead-
line if necessary.
