Checks should be made out to 
the City of Silverton-Commu- 
nity Center. Every donation 
will be permanently acknowl­
edged in the Community Cen­
ter regardless of size. Receipts 
for all contributions will be 
issued. In the event the dead­
line is not met, all contribu­
tions will be returned to the 
donors.
