‘A dynamic five-year program
of historical Recordation, Ap-
preciation, Marking, Preserva-
tion and Surveys was put into

“action by the Texas State His-

torical Survey Committee in its

‘summer quarterly meeting.

“RAMPS,” as the plan is cal-
led, is designed to bring about
an awareness of the unique his-
tory of Texas by visitors and by
Texans themselves through
state and local efforts.

“The 21-point program has
grown out of the tremendous
county approval of and response
to the new Historical Preser-
vation Laws passed by the last
Legislature and Governor John
Connally’s plans to make tour-
ism one of the great industries
of Texas,” said Committee
President John Ben Shepperd
of Odessa.

Workshops in 31 Texas cen-
ters will be set for members of
County Historical Survey Com-
mittees, Commissioners Courts,
City Councils and Chambers of
Commerce, an tourist officials
to put the RAMPS program into
action.

A major goal of the RAMPS
program is the erection of 5,000
Official Texas Historical Mark-
ers and Texas Historical Build-
ing Medallions within the next

Included are markers giving
the name, founding and history
of each town and stream in the
state with special emphasis on
those with unusual names. Ghost
or oddly-named and promotional
towns that never materialized
will be marked. _

The Texas St ate Historical
Survey Committee serves as the
clearing house for historical in-
formation which will be used in
more than 1000 Texas Histori-
cal Tours (each county will be
included in at least one tour),
in a statewide historical road
map, Calendars of Historical
Events and in the compilation
of directories and guides of
Texas Historical Museums and
their collections, Official Texas
Historical Building Medallions
and all official markers in the
state.

It contemplates the coopera-
tion of tourist-related busi-
nesses as hotels, restaurants,
service stations, etc., to use
Texas history subjects in pie-
tures in hotel rooms or infor-
mative placemats in restaurants.

With the acceptance of the
RAMPS program by the Histori-
cal Survey Committees in every
county in Texas, history will be
preserved and made available.
Plans are to furnish technical
assistance and guidance in the
establishment of © permanent,
safe archives in every county,
to have a history of every coun-
ty written and published. Every
county that' so requests can se-
cure consultants for advice and
assistance in the fields of resto-
ration of houses and buildings,
museums, archives an-d papers,
and tourism.

Yearly surveys conducted in
every county will determine
the location and condition of
historical markers and the ex-
tent of the county archives and
books on Texas history in coun-
ty libraries. This information is
then turned over to the State
Archives and made available to
researchers and ‘visitors.

“The RAMPS program is de-
signed to benefit the counties as
well as the state, with informa-
tion and resources flowing up
and down, to accomplish the ul-
timate goal of preserving and
displaying the unique history of
Texas,” said Mr. Shepperd.

A" question- asked by many
people every day is, “What kind
of fish shall I put in my pond?”

Stock your pond with what-
ever kind or kinds you like to
cafch. If you are a catfisherman
only, then there is no reason
to stock other species; the same
goes for bass or sunfish. If you
want all kinds, then bass, chan-
nel catfish, and redear sunfish
are compatible.

Evidence indicates that it is
not necessary to stock a forage
fish along with largemouth bass.
Many sources still recommend
stocking a sunfish such as the
bluecgill along with bass. These
cover large sections of the coun-
{ry - including states north of
‘Texas - where the growing and
spawning seasons are shorter
and 'more favorable for Dbass-
bluegill combinations.

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AUSTIN — New preliminary
steps, inching Texas toward the
inevitable realignment of con-
gressional and legislative dis-
tricts, were taken last week.

Atty. Gen. Waggoner Carr ask-
ed that the federal district court
at Houston allow time for ‘the
Legislature to redraw the dis-
tricts in its session next year—
as the court had done earlier
with congressional apportion-
ment.

In view of U. S. Supreme
Court decisions that both houses
of the state legislature must be
selected on the basis of popula-

tion alone, Carr concluded that.

there is little doubt that Texas
districts would be declared un-
constitutional.

Meanwhile, in Fort Worth and
Dallas, a committee of the Tex-
as Legislative Council held its
first public hearing seeking ad-
vice on how congressional dis-
tricts should be redrawn.

A parade of witnesses was
heard before the committee re-
cessed briefly. It will move to
Houston for its third hearing
on July 17. A fourth hearing will
be held in San Antonio. Com-
mittee spokesmen have indicat-
ed they may go to West Texas,
then perhaps return to South
Texas for further testimony.

A session of the full Legisla-
tive Council, research arm  of
the Legislature, is scheduled for
July 27 in Austin. At that time
the Couicil is expected to de-
cide whether to broaden its own
study to include the explosive,
close-to-home problems of re-
carving the state’s House and
Senate districts,

SCHOOL FUND ALLOTMENT
APPROVED — State Board of
Education raised the per student
apportionment of state avail-
able school fund money to lo-
cal districts from $78.50 to
$81.50.

This $3 per capita hike repre-
sents an overall $7,600,000 raise
in available fund aid to the dis-
tricts for 1964-65, based on a
current estimate of more than
2,500,000 students.

Comptroller Robery S. Cal-
vert estimated the fund for the
coming school year at $218,300,-
000. Board allocated $10,500,000
to finance the cost of purchasing
and handling text books. This
left $207,700,000 to be distribut-
ed on a per capita basis.

This increase means no in-
crease in overall state aid. Allo-
cations to all but the few pros-
perous ‘“budget balance” dis-
tricts for salaries and opera-
tions will be decreased by an
amount equivalent to the avail-
able fund boost.

Dr. L. S. Richardson, Brazos-
port Public Schools superintend-
ent, was appointed to the 1964
state textbook committee to
study books offered for school
adoption.

Board also agreed to name 2
study committee to look into a
proposal for a $1,400,000 junior
college at Pampa.

A policy change directed that
more time in driver education
courses be spent on behind-the-
wheel instryction and less on
general safety lectures.

ARMY EXAMS — The num-
ber of 18-year-olds who will be
given Army mental-physical
exams by Texas draft boards
during August will be increas-
ed to 2,762 (from 1,816 in July).

Tests are in line with the
President’s call for examination
of all newly registered men out
of school and available for serv-
ice. They will not be consider-

ed for immediate armed forces
service. But those failing the

the Texas Employment Commis-
sion for advice and counsel on
jobs or job training.

Only about 225 in the draft
age bracket (most of them 22
or above) will be examined each
month—and only 191 are sched-
uled for induction during Aug-
ust.

This is the lowest induction
call for Texas since April, 1961,
when the quota was 65.

INVALIDATION UPHELD —

PARKS AND WILDLIFE DE-
PARTMENT — Weldon Watson,
director of the State eDpartment
of Parks and Wildlife, reports
that a lot of people want state
parks built near the many res-
ervoirs ‘under -construcfpon  ‘a-
round the sttae. He feels, how-
ever, that nothing should be add-
ed until old parks are rehabili-
tated.

Watson made this statement
when he filed a request for a
$25,700,000 budget for 1966-67.
This is an increase over the cur-
rent biennial budget of $11 mil-
lion. Included are $7 million
more for parks and $4 million
more for wildlife projects.

He pointed out that most of
the facilities in existing parks

were built by C.C.C. workers
some 30 years ago, and they’re
in bad repair. He said there’s
hardly a beam in the cabins at
popular Bastrop State Park that
hasn’t rotted out.

Watson described a poor
pay structure as the Parks and
Wildlife eDpartment’s chief ail-
ment. He sadi the starting sal-
ary for game warden trainees
of about $330 a month is so
low that it is impossible to re-
cruit ‘men the state will be
proud of.”

IN TEXAS

The Piracy Principle

The colorful pirate of old

the governments that lost their
cargoes and treasures.

Pirates were “enemies of man-
kind.” Their acts became crimes
against that government as well
as against the “law of nations.”
A government would try to
catch and to punish them no mat-
ter how and where the piracy
took place.

From these early days, a rule
of international law called “the
piracy principle” came into be-
ing, as to crimes against man-
kind. Any nation might seize
and punish such a person. He
did not need to be one of its
citizens. The crimes could be
committed inside or outside its
territory. Jurisdiction is world-
wide. : i
Nations often punish their own
people for crimes beyond their
borders. Nations can punish al-
iens for crimes within their bor-
ders. They can punish aliens for
crimes committed against that
country when they later come in-
to that country. A nation can
also punish an alien for piracy
under the international law.
What about war crimes done
on orders of superiors? The
World War II allies have de-
clared that certain Nazi leaders
committed punishable crimes a-
gainst nations.

Now and then some nations
may allow a court to try a per-
son “in absentia.” Such trials
without the accused present
were once popular, but little
comes from such trials, and they
are not as highly regarded as
trials in which a person has a
fair chance to defend himself.

QUESTIONS AND ANSWERS !

Q—When will educational and
training benefits expire for vet-
erans of the Korean Conflict? |

A—The educational program
for Korean veterans will expire
on January 31, 1965. The edu-
cational program for World War
II veterans has already expired.

Q—My husband’s World War
I insurance is more of a burden‘
on our very limited finances.
Will this ever be paid up?

A———-Some types of insurance
contracts are paid up after 20
or 30 years. If you cannot tell
from reading the policy, you
may write to the office to which
you pay the premiums.

Q—In the case of a service-
man’s death while he is on ac-
tive duty, what are the limits
of the Death Gratuity and who
receives it? :

A—The benefit is a sum equal
to six months pay of the deceas-
ed. However, it shall not be
less than $800, nor more than
$3,000. It is paid to the surviv-
ing spouse, child, or children
unless the serviceman has des-
ignated his parents, brothers or
sisters.

Q—I receive a widow’s pen-
sicn. I was not working when
I hegan receiving the pension,
but I have now secured employ-
ment. Is it necessary to report
this to VA, or may I wait until
I receive an income question-
naire at the end of the year?

A—You %hould inform the
VA at once so that your con-
tinued entitlement may be check-
ed. This could prevent the crea-
tion of an overpayment, which
would later have to be repaid
to the VA.

Q—When I move next month,
how should I tell the VA so
that I will get my pension check
at the new address? Should I
notify the Treasury in Chicago?

A—No, do not advise the
Treasury. "Notify the VA Region-
al Office where your recodrs
are located and fhey will advise

Q—I was recently hospitalized
in a VA Hospital for 30 days

. for treatment of a service-con-

nected disability. After 18 days,
I was released for seven days
leave, then returned for five
more days. Am I entitled to tem-
porary 100 per cent rating for
my service-connected disability
during the period of hospitaliza-
tion?

A—No. To meet requirements
for temporary 100 per cent rat-
ing, you must have received con-
tinuous treatment for a period
of 21 days. Passes as interrupt-
ing the continuity of treatment.

Q—For the purpose of qualify-
ing for $1,600 toward the pur-

Place Twice

Are you under the impression
that lightning never strikes the
same place twice?

If so, you are sadly mistaken,
and that mistake could cost you
your life. Statistics show that
lightning can and does strike
the same place more than one
time.

As a case in point, the Em-
pire State Building is struck
many times each year. One sum-
mer it was struck 15 times in
15 minutes.

A single bolt from one of the
estimated one million annual
thunderstorms is sufficient to
cause injury, death or property

.}.damage.

The greatest number of injur-
ies an ddeaths occur to persons
woh are in rural or open areas.
Campers, golfers and swimmers
are most vulnerable. In an open
area, lightning will usually strike
the highest object.

Many people will run under
a tree when caught in a storm,
exposing themselves to great
danger, as lightning often strik-
es lone trees.

The bolt travels down the
moist interior of the tree, build-
ing up extreme heat and pres-
sure which causes the tree to
explode. Also, as the electrical
‘| charge travels down the tree
small streamers may depart
from the main bolt, jumping

Farmers Can
Substitute Wheat
And Feed Grain

To insure the greatest amount
of flexibility in farm operations,
substitution between wheat and
feed grains are authorized un-
der the 1965 programs. Accord-
ing to O. E. Moore, Chairman
of the Knox County Agricultural
Stabilization and Conservation
Committee, this is a reminder
for wheat growers who also grow
grain.

The law provides for such sub-
stitution in the ’65 wheat pro-
gram, but it could not be put
into effect for the ’64 crop, be-
teause of thesshort-time involved
after the new law was passed by
Congress.

Chairman Moore said that the
subgtitution applies on farms
only if the farm has a feed grain
base, or oatrye base, and a
wheat allotment. The substitu-
tion provisions can be used by
farmers who take part in both
programs and make at least the
minimum diversion for both
wheat and feed grains.

As with this year’s program;
marketing certificates will be
issued to wheat farmers .taking
part, but the number of certifi-
cates allotted to a farm will not
'l‘be increased because of wheat
substitution. Certificates will be
| provided for the smaller of (1)
the normal production of the
wheat acreage allotment, multi-
plied by the domestic and export
allocation percentages and (2)
the wheat acreage planted for
harvest multiplied by the nor-
mal yield.

The total wheat production of
farmers who carry out wheat
program provisions will be eli-
gible for price support loans,
even though the wheat acreage
is in excess of the allotment be-
cause of the substitution provi-
sions.

The County ASC Chairman in-
dicated that more details will be
available at the time the wheat
program signup takes place lat-
er in the summer.

The
steel shell of a car will lead
the electrical charge down to
the wheels, and from there the
charge will jump to the ground.
But a convertible does not af-
ford protection.

If a thunderstorm develops
while you are out in the open,
head for a building and stay
inside until the storm is over.
If you are boating, or swimming,
leave the water and get into a
building. If there is no building
available, head for a grove of
trees, but avoid a lone tree. In
an open area, lie down until the
storm passes.

If you enjoy a lot of golf, ten-
nis or hiking during your vaca-
tion weeks, a blistered foot or
finger can be a minor calamity.

The blister merits closer at-
tention than we wusually grant
it, says the National Federation
of State High School Athletic
Associations and the Committee
on Medical Aspects of Sports
of the American Medical Assoc-
iation. The admonitions that ap-
ply to organized atheletics also
are sound tips for the millions
of weeknd and vacation athletes.

The blister is caused by pres-|

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Can you be held responsible?

It is possible that you can.

In both instances, the boys
were acting for you. These acts
while performing those duties
are, in the eyes of the law, your
acts. You may be liable despite
the fact that you may have cau-
tioned Tom to drive carefully
and he did not.

The average individual ex-
pects to answer for his own ac-
tions. He does not usually con-
sider that he may be responsible
for the actions of other per-
sons. That, however, is frequent-
ly the case.

You mav ask another person
to do something for you, that is,
to act as your agent. You may
pay him, or he may be doing
it without compensation. You
mav ask him to buy or sell prop-
erty for you. The action may be
to negotiate an agreement for
you with a third person.

If representations are made
by your agent in performing the
task which you assigned to him,
you are responsible. In a like
manner, you are responsible for
the contract made by him while
he was acting for you.

You may be held responsible
for the acts of a person who cus-
tomarily represents you even
though he entered into a con-
tract for you without your con-
sent or approval. For example,
you may have a partner in a
business, and you and he have
agreed that certain contracts be
made only upon the signature
of both of you.

Unknown to you and without
your consent, your partner signs
such a contract with a third
person involving partnership
business.

If the person with whom this
contract is made has no know-|
ledge of the terms of your part-
nershin agreement, you are re-
sponsible for the contract which
your partner has made.

As the actions of your agent
are considered to be your ac-
tions, you assume the responsi-
