SMALL TRACT VICTORY —
Ten operators of 22 wells in
Port Acres Field of Jefferson
County were granted bigger spe-
cial gas production alowables
by Texas Railroad Commission.

Commission order sets allow-
able of 325,000 cubic feet daily
for 382 days, 238,000 cubic feet
a day afterward, instead of 150,
000 cubic feet previously estab-
lisher. Commission agreed the
earlier alowable set on Novem-
ber 14, 1963, would not permit
them to recover their invest-
ment.

PARKING LOT LAW

If you drive a car, you prob-
ably have frequent occasion to
use-a parking lot. But what may
be a handy convenience for you
may also be a happy hunting
ground for the car thief.

Do you know your rights in
case you car is stolen?

By and large, the law divides
parking lots into two basic typ-
es. Let’s consider them separate-
ly.

TYPE “A” LOT

At thic lot you pay your fee
and park the car yourself, keep-
ing the keys. You have a right
(exercise it!) to lock the car, andi
you may drive out without hand-
ing in any ticket.

Legally, this is a kind of
quickie lease. You are paying
for the (emporary use of a park-
ing spa‘¢, but not much more.
Thus, a man whose car was stol-
en from a type “A” lot (at a
ball park) failed to collect dam-
ages for his loss. Under such a
parking arrangement, said the
court, a car owner could hardly
expect the management to keep
a keen lookout for thieves.

In short, the primary respon-
sibility for the car continues co
be yours.

TYPE-SBY=LOT

At this lot you leave your keys
in the car, so the attendant can
park it for you—and move it
around in your absence. Furth-
ermore, you get a ticket which
you are supposed to turn in when
you leave.

" This arrangement is called
a bailment, and its vital ele-
ment is the transfer of posses-
sion to the management.. With
posses{ion goes responsibility.
Now you are paying not only for
the use of a parking space but
also for a reasonable -amount of
supervision and safekeeping.
. Thus, a man whose car was
stolen from a Type “B” lot (at a

rensation from the management.
The court found that the lot
had too little fencing and too
few attendants for safety.

b. What about all the small print
—or large print, for that matter
—on the ticket you get? If the
ticket says “Not responsible For
Theft,” does that automatically
block your claim?

As a rule the law frowns on
efforts by parking lot propriet-
ors to dodge responsibility for
their own negligence. Propriet-
ors have had a measure of suc-
cess, in some states, in putting
a dollars-and-cents limit on their
liability. But generally they do
not get off scot-free, no matter
how plainly the ticket might say
so. Courts feel that such tough
terms, imposed on the relative-
ly - helpless motorist, are just
too unfair to be enforced.

Beef cattle producers are
now concerned with selecting
feeds for their supplemental win-
ter feeding program, and sever-
al factors should be consider-
ed for a profitable and econom-
ical operation.

Of real concern to farmers
and ranchers are feeds which
supply low cost protein and low
cost energy. Grain is consider-
ed the cheapest source of energy
and protein supplements should
be chosen on the basis of their
protein content and cost. A mix-
ture of different sources of veg-
etable protein has little to of-
fer since cattle make their own
amino acids. - :

Before purchasing a supple-
mental protein feed, note the
price per 100 pounds, percentage
of crude protein supplied by the
oil seed protein meals, percent-
age of equivalént protein from
non-protein nitrogen, crude fat
and crude fiber content. Higher

cheaper.

A protein supplement is
bought primarily for its pro-
tein. Cost of this protein may be
determined on a per pound ba-
sis by dividing the price per
100 pounnds by the percent pro-
tein. Thus, range cubes with: 20
per cent crude protein at $3 per
100 pounds would supply crude
protein at a cost of 15 cents per
pound.

Herd protein supplemental
feeding should be based at .8
pound of digestible protein dai-
ly per cow. Therefore, it would
take four pounds of a 20 per
cent product such as range cub-
es to satisfy this requirement.

Of course, methods of feeding
and individual preferences de-
termine the form of supplement
to be used — meal, cubes, crum-
bles or pellets. Self-limiting mix-
tures 'of protein mineral blocks,
Urea-molases or other liguid
supplements, and combinations
of salt and cottonseed meal may

. Cotton Harvest Up;

Wednesday Night
Rain Will Stop It!

Cotton harvest got under way
in earnest last week in the Mun-
day territory. The number of
samples classed: totaled 6,597
compared to 494 the previous
week; however, cold weather
slowed harvesting and sample
receipts dropped off during the
latter part of last week.

The grades of the cotton class-
ed last week declined somewhat.

roasting, broiling, pan-broiling
and frying. Dry heat preserves
flavor and insures tenderness.
Basting with additional fat may
be necessary if the meat is lean.
Old and less tender game, on
the other hand, is best prepar-
gd by moist heat such as brais-
ing, stewing and simmering.
With moisture, the high temp-
eratures necessary to soften con-
nective tissues can be obtained.
Parboiling strong game will
reduce any objectionable flavor
and will produce a mild gamey
flavor.. However, some solubie
nutrients from well-conditioned
carcasses will be removed.

However, the strong, gamey
flavor that some people find ob-
jectionable is concentrated in the
animal fat. To reduce this flavor
the fat must be removed in more
mature, highly fattened carces-
ses.

Many people prefer to mari-
nate meat from more mature
animals to reduce gamey flavor
and make the meat more tender.
A merinade is made by combin-
ing onefourth part vinegar,
threejfourths part water, sugar
and seasoning. Meat should be
placed in the solution and refrig-
erated for 72 hours or longer.

According to A. D! Peebles of
the U. S. D. A. Cotton Classing
Office; the spotted grades in-
creased from 12 to 22 per cent,
and the cotton reduced in grade
because of bark increased from
4 to 9 per cent. :

A complete grade breakdown
on the 6,597 samples classed last
week at the Agricultural Market-
ing Service, Cotton Division in
Munday shows: Two per cent
Middling, 9 per cent Strict Low
Middling and 2 per cent Low
Middling. The Light Spotted
grades accounted for 63 per cent
of the classing, and there were
28 per cent Middling Light
Spotted, 29 per cent Strict Low
Middling Light Spotted and 6
per cent Low Middling Light
Spotted. The Spotted grades
made up 22 per cent of the
classing and included 1 per cent
Strict Middling Spotted, 8 per
cent Middling Spotted, 11 per
cent Strict Low Middling Spot-
ted and 2 per cent Low Mid-
dling Spotted.

The staple distribution last

week according to Mr. Peebles|

was 10 per cent 7/8 and shorter,
39 per cent 29/32, 31 per cent
15/16, 9 per cent 31/32, and 11
per cent 1l-inch and longer.

Most of the cotton classed last
week was in the 3.5 to 4.9 range
which is in highest demand by
the cotton trade. Only 3 per
cent was below 3.5 and 13 per
cent was 5.0 and higher.

The cotton market in Mun-
day and area remained steady
this week in spite of heavy gin-
ning on the high plains. White
grades in the area last week
were selling for 0 to 50 points
over loan price. The Middling
Light Spots with 13/16 to 31/32
staple were bringing 50 to 75
points over the loan. Strict Low
Middling Light Spots and low-

ing from 15 to 50 per cent of the
mixture. Ground sorghum grain
or ground ear corn is often mix-
ed with salt and cottonseed meal
and fed free choice. Common
mixtures contain about one-third
of each. Water should always be
available nearby when these
amounts of salt are fed.

Selection of a supplement may
also be influenced by the
amount and quality and quan-
tity. Where forage is limited,
a feed including both protein
meal and grain may be more
useful than a straight protein
supplement.
