Just after World War II, in the 
heyday of scarcities, a grocery 
store received a shipment of 
hard-to-get margarine. The man­
ager dropped a carton in a nar­
row aisle and sang out:

“Oleo, Come and get it!”
In the ensuing stampede, a 

woman shopper was injured. In 
due course she sued the market, 
pointing out that the manager 
should have known — from two 
previous stampedes — what to 
expect. And the court granted 
her substantial damages.

A store does not guarantee 
each customer absolute protec­
tion from the actions of other 
shoppers. But a store may be 
held liable if, by its own negli­
gence, it permits a crowd to be­
come dangerous.

In another case, a large crowfd 

jammed the entrance of a de­
partment store on the opening 
day of a sale. The management 
let only a few shoppers in at a 
time, allowing the rest to surge 
impatiently against the glass 
show windows. There were no 
guards, no barricades, no warn-

Finally the glass cracked, and 

a woman was badly cut. Here, 
too, a court held the store li­
able for failing to prevent an 
accident that it could reason­
ably have averted.

However, the mere presence 
of a crowd does not necessarily 
make the store liable for mis­
haps. Not only must there be 
negligence on the part of the 
management but also there must 
be a sufficient cause-and-effect j 
connection between the crowd­
ing and the injury.

For example:
A woman was seated at the ho­

siery counter of a department 
store that was swarming with 
bargian hunters. Suddenly she 
was bumped off chair by 
another shopper,,going past in 
a hurry. The woman sued the 
store, but to no avail. The court 
noted that the injury was not 
really caused by the crowd at 
all, but by the recklessness of 
one particular individual.

Besides, some discomforts

must be tolerated as part of the 
shopping process. As one court 
put it:,

‘Crowds are often found in 
large stores at the time of spe­
cial sales, and during holiday 
seasons. They are an unavoib- 
able feature of mercantile life 
in large cities.”

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“ Violations of the Texas traf­
fic law will be apparent in nine 
out of every ten accidents which 
claim a human life over the 
Labor Day Weekend,” said Col. 
Homer Garrison today in a state­
ment concerning the upcoming 
holiday.

Col. Garrison, director of the 
Texas Department of Public Saf­
ety, said that DPS statisticians 
estimate that 35 persons will die 
in traffic during the three day 
holiday.

“To combat carelessness and 
at<̂ ''mipt to hold down these need­
less deaths,” Garrison said, “ the 
Lx -X will conduct the regular 
special emphasis program, ‘Op­
eration Motorcide.’ From 12:01 
a.m. Sept. 4, through 11:59 p.m. 
Sept. 6, the Department will use 
every means at its disposal to 
reduce traffic accidents.” ..

As a part of “Operation Motor- 
cide” a tabulation of fatal acci­
dents will be released from DPS 
headquarters in Austin three 
times daily to focus attention on 
the dangers of holiday travel. 
Garrison also noted that an ad­
ditional 150 men from other 
DPS uniformed services will be 
on duty to supplement the acti­
vities of the Highway Patrol.

Garrison pointed out that al­
most all the accidents during the 
1964 Labor Day Weekend, which 
killed 39 persons and injured 
hundreds more, had violations 
of the law as contributing fac­
tors.

“The most common violation,” 
he reported, “was the failure to 
yield right of way, followed 
closely by violations where the 
driver exceeded a safe speed for 
existing weather or road condi­
tions..”

Other common violations con­
tributing to accidents were:

•  Exceeding posted speed 
limits;

•  Failure to stop or turn in 
time;

•  Driving while intoxicated;
•  Driving on the wrong side 

of the road.
Labor Day, 1965, can tell a dif­

ferent story from last year’s,” 
Garrison said. But we must have 
the help of every motorist in ob­
serving traffic laws and in driv­
ing sanely to avoid this tragic 
loss.”

Several other state agencies 
and public service organizations 
will participate in efforts to cut 
down on death and injury during 
the holiday period. Among these 
are the Texas Highway Depart­
ment, the Texas Safety Associ­
ation and the Texas Motor 
Transportation Association, and 
the Texas Junior Chambers of 
Commerce.

TSA 
vice president W. F. (Bill) Leon­
ard of Dallas will coordinate the 
efforts of over 12,000 members 
of the Junior Chamber of Com­
merce over the state in operat­
ing ‘rest stops’ for fatigued driv­
ers to whom free coffee will be 
served.

Anid the Texas Council of Saf­
ety Supervisors and the Texps 
Motor Transportation Associa­
tion will sponsor an expanded 
‘Holiday Road Patrol’ to assist 
stranded motorists over the state 
—This ‘road patrol’ is manned 
iby the safety directors, safety 
supervisors anid safety engineers 
of the trucking industry who 
comprise the membership of the 
council. The purpose of the pa­
trol is to help relieve highway 
patrolmen for enforcement work 
by aiding motorists in distress.

Back numbers! That is what 
the very young call all of us 
above age 30. (And maybe that 
is the revenge of the young for 
what we sometimes call them!)

But the Texas State Historical 
Survey Committee owns up glad­
ly to being in the category of 
back numbers to this Beatle-lov- 
ing phase of history, because we 
are old enough to know that the 
Beatles will go out of style — 
just as Anna Held’s wasp waist 
went out of style.

As we see fads come and go, 
evaluation of history becomes 
our privilege. One philosopher 
has said that as people exper­
ience more years, they find them­
selves loying life more.

All of this reasoning enters 
into the evaluation that Texas 
is placing on her state history. 
Here we are, 129 years older than̂  
we were when we declared our 
independence. We’re getting old 
enough to know what life is all 
about, and we like life better 
than ever.

But some of us know very lit­
tle about life in the past in Tex­
as.

We hear sd&ries of college 
freshmen who do not know 
where the Alamo is located . . . 
or that Texas once had a pres­
ident by the name of Mirabeau 
Lamar . . .  We hear about other 
stories about people who do not 
know that on their own farms 
are sites of pioneer settlements.

To correct that sad state of af­
fairs, Texas has designed the 
program called RAMPS: Recogni­
tion, Appreciation, Marking, 
Preservation and Surveys.

RECORDATION — applies to 
hisj#:|l’ies of individuals, fami­
lies ,towns, counties, churches, 
schools, businese and other com­
munity institutions. Workers are 
making tape recordings of mem­
ories of elder statesmen and 
many other individuals. They are 
copying privately-owned data 
from family bibles, letters ,and 
diaries. They Eire cross-indexing 
by names of early people the 
land deeds, records of births, 
deaths, marriages, divorces, and 
wills to be found in county court­
houses. For centuries to come, 
all these indexes will aid stu­

dents of history.
APPRECIATION — programs 

are to be planned year after year 
in order to acquaint the public 
with Texas history. SchoQl pro­
grams, club programs and vari­
ous publications will call pub­
lic attention to the facts that our 
traditions, customs and political 
institutions.

MARKING — is being done in 
Texas towns and along public 
highways. Hundreds of the gran­
ite and metal markers that call 
attention to sites and personal­
ities in Texas history have been 
placed. This part of the program 
may be said to have just begun, 
as it relates to the plans for the 
future — so wide is the scope 
of future plans.

PRESERVATION — projects 
nave included awards of reco­
gnition to historic buildings that 
should be saved rather than 
scrapped in the general emphasis 
upon progress. One phase of 
this preservation activity is the 
‘Recorded Texas Historic Land­
mark” plate wlhich 'not only 
informs the public that here is 
a building that is worthy of pres­
ervation, but has wording that 
tells the history of the build­
ing — often with information 
about the builder or early owner 
who contributed to the develop­
ment of Texas,

SURVEYS—keep marked sites 
and preserved buildings from 
being neglected. As a result of 
continuous TSHSC surveys, doz­
ens of mutilated markers are 
being repaired. The toe of Sam 
Houston’s statue is being re­
paired. Families and communi­
ties are cleaning stones in parks 
and cemeteries. A real rever­
ence for the past which has 
formed the prologue for our 
persent has grown out of this 
survey.

Annual publication of a com­
prehensive guide to Texas mark­
ers was the goal of our first 
survey. The guide helps local 
citizens, students, tourists and 
other interested people find the 
sites and the monuments that 
tell so graphically the what and 
where of Texas history.

Our Committee has also been 
making a survey of 5,000 sites, 
topics and personalities that 
ought to be memorialized with 
markers. During the years 1965- 
70, at the rate of 1,000 a year, 
the marking of these events and 
personalities should go forward.

quired more respect for the 
home county and its spot in his­
tory. Recordation, Appreciation, 
Mai'king, Preservation and Sur­
veys . . . this, then, is the pro­
gram for action that has been 
christened RAMPS, a far reach­
ing and an inspiring program.

The word RAMP comes from 
an old Romance-language verb 
which meant “to climb.” In our 
day, a RAMP is used to launch 
a boat, load a truck, or form 
the base of a rocket that is to 
vault into outer space.

The Texas program is not con­
cerned with just one, but with 
many RAMPS — one for each 
of the 254 counties . . . and all 
working together we can make 
this an undertaking worthy of 
the fame of the only state that 
ever was for a decade an inde­
pendent republic!
