We had a slight brain concus­
sion; but it has made the past 
two weeks seem as only two or 
three days. Tuesday our doctors 
X-rayed our bad arm again and 
discovered that the shoulder was 
broken; this will take another 
three weeks of care and we don’t 
know what sort of paper we 
will be able to put out.

We will do our very best as al­
ways, please continue to be 
broadminded and sweet.

Our area newspapers have 
been wonderful for they have 
published the Herald. We re­
ceived many telephone calls 
from San Angelo, Lubbock and 
Dallas, as well as points in 
between, to help us, so we are 
indebted to many many business­
es and people since our accident.

With only one hand to work 
with when we usually need four, 
we have no idea how this little 
paper is going to fare it the next 
month.

Insecticides Can 
Be Dangerous

A university student was help­
ing around his home between 
semesters. He got some pesticide 
hooked up a spray and went to 
wqrk. He sprayed the trees, 
bushes and all around the yard.
' He worked a good part of the 

afternoon in his shirt sleeves, 
spraying into the wind part of 
the time. Not too long after he 
finished he began to get sick; 
he was nauseated and had a 
headache.

Had this young man read the 
instructions on the label and fol­
lowed the admonitions to wear 
protective clothing, to avoid 
breathing the spray or vdiatever 
he might well have avoided be­
ing sick.

The tremendous use of chemi­
cal poisons has proved to be a 
boone to man by helping him- 
control agricultural pests and 
human disease vectors within 
the brief span of the last 20 
years. But the use of these poi­
sons has created an altogether 
new public health problem.

This modern inovation has / s  
potential hazards just as do au­

tomobiles, electricity and air­
planes. A particular pro-blem 
with insecticides and pesticides, 
however, is their poisonous na­
ture.

In every case of human death 
from pesticides, the cause has 
been accidental misuse of a 
chemical poison.

As a cardinal rule, be sure 
you read the label each time you 
use a pesticide. Then follow the 
directions exactly and store the 
container away from the reach 
of curious children.

Always wash your h a n d s  
thoroughly after using these 
chemical poisons and before you 
eat, drink or smoke.

When you are through with a 
container, dispose of it in such 
a manner that children, pets or 
other wildlife will not be harm­
ed unknowingly.

When you use pesticides, work 
in a well-ventilated a r e a  fo 
avoid inhalation of fumes. And 
never spray into the wind.

Pesticides can serve you well 
. . . protect you from disease 
carrying insects . . . save* your 
crops or shrubs and many other 
things. But you must use these 
poions wisely if they are to ser­
ve you well.

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Knox County Gets 
$6.5 Million From 
Oil Last Year

Knox County’s producers and 
royalty owners are marketing 
some $6.7 million in crude oil 
and natural gas a year, accord­
ing to statistics released by Tex­
as Mid-Continent Oil & Gc\s As­
sociation this week.

Ranking 109th among Texas’ 
oil and gas producing counties, 
Knox County in 1963 received 
some $6.5 million from wellhead 
sales of oil and an estimated 
$164,000 from natural gas. Coun­
ty production of oil was approxi­
mately 2.2 million barrels; na­
tural gas, 1.3 billion cubic feet.

Farmers, ranchers and other 
mineral owners share in a $832,- 
000 distibution of oil and gas 
Royalty payment annually.

The Assocation based Its an­
nual s+ĵ idy of this county’s oil 
and gas* output on statistics com­
piled by the U. S, Bureau of 
Mines for 1963. Production data 
for 1964 would be approximately 
the same.

Statewide, Texas oil and gas 
wells produced an estimated $3.6 
billion in income: $2.9 billion 
from oil, $730 million from gas.

County citizens with a payroll 
of approximately $419,000 a year. 
Because oil operations require 
such a large number of service 
contractors and supply f i r m s ,  
which are not included in this 
figure, direct employment fig­
ures are only part of .the local 
economic impact.

An important indicator of ac­
tivity is the amount expended on 
drilling of wildcat wells seeking 
new fields and those wells drill­
ed to develop fields already lo­
cated. The Association estimates 
that in 1964 approximately $1 
million was risked by Texas oil 
and gas operators on drilling 
ventures in Knox County. About 
67.4 per cent of this expendi­
ture, or $693,000, went into dry 
holes.

A tabulation by the Oil and 
Gas Journal shows 43 wells were 
drilled in the county in 1964; 14 
oil and 29 dry holes. A total of 
135,000 feet of hole were drilled 
—80,000 for development wells 
and 55,000 for wildcats.

In addition to local school and 
county property taxes by oil and 
gas operators, taxes on produc­
tion from Knox County flowed 
into the State Treasury at the 
rate of about $310,000 a year.

. . And Nothing But 
The Truth"

The famous phrase has a 
round, rolling rhythm: “the
truth, the whole truth, and noth­
ing but the truth.” But does the 
witness, having uttered the 
words, obey their command?

It is an old, old problem. Al­
most 2400 years ago Euripides 
said:

“The tongue Ĵiath sworn, but 
the mind is unsworn”.

How can we persuade a man’s 
mind to deliver k’hat his tongue 
has promised? Im an earlier day, 
the law relied mainly on the wit­
ness’ dread of immediate divine 
retribution. But few people now­
adays are kept honest by the 
fear of a heavenly thunderbolt.

Accordingly, the law now seeks 
to harness the power of the wit­
ness’ own conscience. To that 
end, the form of the oath may 
vary somewhat to fit the partic­
ular creed of the individual.

Thus a Chrieian may swear on 
the New Testament, a Jew on 
the Old Testament, and a Mo­
hammedan on the Koran. And 
a Quaker to whom swearing is 
abhorrent may merely “affirm” 
that he will tell the truth.

Vehicle Inspection 
Began September 1

“There is a touch of Texas 
tourism in the 1966 Texas vehicle 
inspection sticker,” said Colonel 
Homer Garrison, Jr., director of 
the Texas Department of Public 
Safety, as he announced the new 
vehicle inspection period to be­
gin on September 1, 1965.

“On that date, all official' 
spection stations will begin is­
suing the colorful new sticker, a 
part of which is a replica of the 
flag of the Lone Star State,” 
he continued.

The modern oath has a fur­
ther use, beyond engaging the 
conscience of the witness. It also 
serves to convert a lie into a 
crime. Lying under oath is the 
crime of perjury.

It is not ofen that a witness is 
convicted of perjury. The re­
quirements for such a conviction 
are strict. For the law fears that, 
if the club of perjury is wielded 
too freely, it could frighten even 
as honest witness into silence.

Thus, it is not perjury to give 
false testimony without realizing 
its falsity—even if there is a de­
gree of negligence on the part 
of the witness.

But if there is sufficient evi­
dence of a deliberate lie, told 
with evil purpose, the coiu’ts 
take a serious view indeed of 
the matter.

For the witness who commits 
perjury not only offends his own | 
conscience. And he not only
