The Farmers Home Adminis-,
tration recently held a field tour
of the Munday area of farmers
operating under the FHA pro-
gram and auspices.

An example of FHA work was
exemplified on the farm of Mr.
Don Estes.

The Federal Home Adminis-
tration is interested in young
men like Mr. Estes who are try-
ing to get started farming. Last
year Mr. Estes farmed with a
two row tractor. He neecdnd to
trade for a four row tractor and
obtain additional equipment. He
was not able to obtain private
credit to make this change.

He came te FHA last February
and obtained a loan to trade for
a (our row tractor and to fur-
nish necessary farm operating
and family living expense.

He rents 200 acres. He has
68 acres of cotton, 96 acres of
muize, 20 acres of wheat and 15
acres in pasture. Mr. Estes is do-
ing real good in managing this
farii operation. He plans to rent
additional land next year.

Next on the route was the
farm of Mr. William L. Decker.
He has obtained an operating
loan from the FHA. He rents 320
acres of irrigated land. His farm-
ing operation includes 120 acres
ircigated cotton, 50 acres wheat,
116 acres maize and 28 acres
of cantaloupes.

Mr. Decker planted a new va-
riely of maize, Northern Star
Hybrid Sorghum RS 625, which
looks real good. It was planted
May 20 and fertilized with 200
pounds of 16-20-0. The estimated
yield was between 4500 and 5000
pounds per acre. \

He is doing an outstanding{l
job with his cotton this year. It!

last three poison applications
have been a 4-2-1 mixture of
Toxephene, DDT and Methyl
Parathon.

Next on the tour was the farm
of Mr. Austin O. Tomlinson and
he owns 145 acres and rents 120
acres of good irrigated land. His
crops include 100 acres of cot-
ton, 101 acres of wheat and 76
acres of potatoes.

Mr. Tomlinson has been ouf-
standing in his application of
good farm management practic-
es. He planted ten pounds per
acre of Lankard 57 cotton seed
on April 20. He has soil tested
and fertilized according to this
test. He applied 43 pounds of
nitrogen and 40 pounds phos-
phorus prier to planting. Since
planting he has watered his cot-
ton three times. Mr. Tomlinson
has done an effective job of
controlling cotton insects.

He has poisoned five times
with 4-2-1 mixture of Toxephene,
DDT and Methyl Parathon. He
plans to defoliate and machine
harvest his cotton.

Operator Contest at Wichita
Falls the past two years.
Winning a tractor operator
contest takes more practice than
driving a tractor in the field. It
involves backing two and four
wheel trailers over courses witL
only six inches on each side ol
the trailer. It is a timed event
with penalty points being asses
sed for touching the poles mark
ing the course; having fo pull
forward to better one’s position
and various other wundesirable
driving faults. A written examin-
ation on tractor care and
maintenance is also part of the
contest. So it is not difficult te
understand why the leng hours
of practice and study are neces-

sary.
A total of 34 4H and FHA
boys participated in the pre-

liminary contest on Friday to
determine the 12 finalists for
Saturday.

The most recent piece of Tex-
as legislation that applies to out-
door recreation is House Bill 73.
It became effective on éeptem-
ber 1, 1965.

The Act liimts the liability of
any cowner, leasee or occupant
of real property who gives per-
mission to another person to
enter his “premises” in this case
means lands, waters, water
courses and private ways includ-
ing all buildings, structures, ma-
chinery and equipment.

House Bill 73 is designed to
encourage land uses for hunting
fishing and or camping that are
non-commercial. It does not lim-
it or change in any way the lia-
bility that applies to commercial
recreation enterprises that op-
erate for a profit.

The provisions of the Act spe-
cipifally sttae that if a land-
owner alows other persons to en-
ter his premises for hunting,
fishing adn or camping he does
not (1) extend any assurance that
the premises are safe for such
purposes, or (2) owe a greater
degree of care to persons grant-
ed permission than he owes to a
trespasser, or (3) assume any
responsibility for injury to per-
sons or property caued by an
act of persons granted permis-
sion.

MAN OVER BEAST

The Bible tells us that man-
kind was given dominion over
the animals of the land and the
fish of the sea. But, as any sport-
sman knows, it isn’t always easy
for one particular man to gain
domininon over one particular
animal or one particular fish.

Ia the eyes of the law, when
do you become the owner of a
witd creature?

To start with, the state ‘owns’
all the wild animals and fish
thaf dwell permanently within
its borders.

But the state owns them only
in a very general sense, holding
gitle. in trust for the benefit of
the people. Any person—subject
{e the fish and game laws and
‘private ‘property »rights— may
acquire ownership of any animal
or fish simply by reducing it to
his possession.

But just what is possession?
Consider this case:

A hunter was in hot pursuit
of a deer when another hunter.
appearing suddenly from a dif-
ferent direction, felled the ani-
mal with a fatal shot.

In short order the two men
went to court to settle ownership

of the deer. The judge duly rui-
ed’ fn favor of the second hunter,
holding that pursuit alone, no
matter how close to success, was

Even as you may gain owner-
ship by gaining possession, so
you may also lose ownership by
losing possession. Clearly you
have no rights in a fish wfich,
although briefly hooked, squirms
free and regains the safety of
the water.

In one unusual case, the own-
er of a sea lion that escaped
into the ocean was held to have
no claim against''a man who

tains title. The habit of return,
like an invisibel leash, ties the
animal to its owner.

A woman’s pet canary, havng
escaped from its cage, was
caught and kept by a neighbor.

The court pointed out that
the bird answered to her call,
had not gone far, and had pre-
viously come home voluntarily
after an outing.

“Such a bird could not be
considered fair game for capture
said the court, because it had
not truly gone “back to nature.”
