'SCS Committee
Complete Farm
Tours In Knox

The Knox County Great
1 Plains Conservation Program
Committee made their annual

tour during their regular meet-
ing in September. The purpose
of the tour is to inspect accom-
plishments of the Great Plains
Conservation Program. The com-
mittee inspected the Clarence
and Carl Hitt farms west of Ro-
chester.

Clarence Hitt prepared his
G.P.C.P. contract in October of
1962 and with Cost Share Assist-
ance from the G.P.C.P. and tech-
nical assistance from the Soil
Conservation Service in Knox
City ‘established 102 acres of
coastal bermuda grass. During
this growing season Hitt has
harvested over 240 bales of hay
per acre from this enterprise.

Carl Hitt prepared his G.P.
C.P. contract in February of 63
and received the same assistance
as Clarence. Carl’s enterprise
is a cow calf operation. At the
present he s operating' with
about 140 animal units.

These G.P.C.P. contracts are
two of 100 contracts now in ef-
fect in the Wichita Brazos Soil
Conservation District obligating
$100,624.35.
